FProf, Richard Lynch Garner, who s
believed to have died of fungle fover
In Africa, was last heard from in the
French Congo country, where In 1862
be made his famous obsepvations on
the speech and habits of the gorilly,
Prof. Garner belleved he had to some
fegree mastered the speach of the great
anthropoids, but in any event the rec-
ord of what he saw proved to be of the
most thrilllng Interest,

Taking up his station In a great
Jungle 200 miles long and 75 miles
wide, the professor bullt himself 2
steel cage, in which he could find per-
fect protection from the gorillas which
wandered his way. He made the frlend-
ship of Gabun, the native chisf of the
gorilla country, and he won the respect
ot the French nuthorities, For four-
teen months he remalned In the Jungle
studying the habits of the large an-
thropolds, He then explored a con-
siderable portion of this part of Af
rica. On his teturn in 1805 he pub-
lished as one of the results of his cx-
plorations the conclusion that th
home of the gorilla In Africa los in
the jungle flrst mentioned and in no
‘other place. With him in his cage Me
Garner kept a chimpanzee, whioh he
used as w means of lulling the suspl-
clons of the gorillas, From the chim-

nzee he learned ten sounds, which
E: memaorized. These he used in ad-

piressing gorillas which eame near his
vage, nnd he became =atisfied thut the
anthropolds used a definite language in
thelr conversations.

these animals had specific epunds for
specific things, The ten vociul sounds
he had learned were used by the go

The North Carollna Station, in con-
nection with some of Its recent poul-
try experiments, recorded the welght
of vggs per dozen as well as the num-
ber of cggs pr-.ul'n'-'--! by pullels and

old hens of & number of well-known
bresds and by Peiiin ducks during six
months

Generally speaking., larger oggs were

1ald by hens than by pullels of the
gime breed, The cggs laid by the
Pekin ducks (old and young) were

heavier than those lald by any breed
of hens, weighing 35.6 ounces per doz-
en, Of the different breeds of Lens
lested the largest cggs were lald by
lLight Brahmas, weigilng 2
ounces per dozen, The Bluck Lang-
ghun and Barred Plymouth Rock hens'
eggs welghed a little over 26 ounces
ver dozen, while those lauld by Single
Comb Brown Leghorns, late batched
Plymonuth Rock, White Wyandotte,
and Buff Cochin hens ranged from 21.7
to 23.7 ounces per dozen.

Of the pullets, the heaviest eggs were
lald by the Black Minorcas, welghing
24.56 ounces, the lightest by the Single
Comb Brown Leghorn and Silver-
Laced-Wyandottes, weighing 17.5 and
221 ounces per dozen respectively, The
Barred Plymouth Rock, Whita Ply-
mouth Rock, Whita Wyandotte, Black
Langshan, and Buff Cochin pullets'
eges all welghed not far from 24
ounces per dozen. As will be seen,
the variation in the weight of the eggs
was considerable, Rating the lightest
eggs (those from Single Comb Brown
Leghorn pullets) at 184§ cents per dox-
en, the prevalling market price in
North Carolina when these tests were
made, the relative value of eggs from
other breeds on the basls of their
welght was calculated as follows:

asked, “What is the best breed of
| fowls?" That depends, of course, upon

the market demand or other definite
| object of the poultryman—a polnt
| which the questioner often omits, It
should be borne In mind that "a breed
| elgnifles the average of the values of

po

| breeds and varieties have been kept
for lllustratlon and comparison. A
study of these birds by students, Ine
structors and experimenters from sev-
eral points of view serves to empha-
size the conclusion that there Is far
more difference discoverable between
Individual fowls of any breed thanm
there Is between distinet breeds. In-
dividuality and the influence of eon-
Viropment have to be constantly cone
sldared. However much the breedep
of fine fowls may glean from others,
he cannot afford to neglect themost in-
tense study of lils own fowls and of the

onditlons which relate to their prac-
tical management. There is room for
iuprovement amoug the fowls
of each established Lreed, and it s by
the study of individual birds that the
freatest progress will be made in the
proper selecuon of breeders,

vessels are used, In each of which are
packed 1,000 eggs without shells.

Ureat care has to be exercised to have

would destroy the whole mass in any
vessel. This method of packing re-
moves the danger of breakage.

Jtarshall's Appointment

Jobhn Marshall, the fourth Chlel Jus-
tice of the Supreme Court of the United
States, the centennial of whose ap-
pointment was this week eclebrated all
over the country, was born In Virginia
Im 1766, His family was one of the
oldest in the colonies, hla gradfather
having settled In Virginia in 1650. His
mother wns Mary Isham Kelth, a lincal
descendant of Robert Kelth, who was
grand marshal of the Scottish army
under Bruce, His father, Thomas Mar-
shall, was a Virginia planter and a
man who was noted for his rigid up-
rightness and his frankness In speech.
When young John Marshall was, years
after, a candidate for the Virginin leg-
Islature from Fauqquier counly, only
one vole was cast against him. When
tke ekler Marshall heard of this ona
vole In opposition he declared that the
man who cast It “could only have been
actunted by spite and mallce and must
be punlshed.” Forthwith he sct out to
find the name of the single voter and
the next time he met him gave him a
sound thrashing.

His Early Education.

John Marshall was educated at home
by his father and mother until he
reached the age of 12 years, Then a
private tutor was procured for him.
At 14 he was sent to the school n
Westmoreland county where Washing-
ton had been a student, and at which
James Madison was one of his fellow-
puplis, Hae stald there but a year, com-
ing back to the plantation at the end
of that time to resume his studles un-
der a private tntor, He never attended
a college.

| When he was 18 vears old ha begin
the study of law. Almost Immoediately,
| however, the war of the revolution
broke ont and the young lawyer found
It necessary to foraake his books for
the sword. He jolned a company of
Virginia volunteers and devoted hime-
galf to training them for active service,
His father, Thomas Marsghall, was ap-
pointed colonel of a regiment of minuta
men, In which John became a lleuten-
ant. Iy way of uniform the men of
the regiment wore green hunting shirts
on the breasts of which was embroid-
ered the motto, “Liberty or Death"
and the regimental fiag bore the Image
of a colled rattlesnake with the warn-
Ing message, “Don’t Tread on Me." As
weapons they carrled rifles, kulves and
tomahawks. Almost without exception
they were experlenced hunters, good
shots, and used to the harships of the
chase,

As Army Lieurenant.

Lieut. Marshall early distinguished
himself for bravery and good judgment
in command of his men. He took part
in all the most Important battles of
the war., He was exceedingly popular
in the army, and was often chosen to
act as umpire o disputes arlsing be-

tween both offlcers and men, Thus
at an extremely early age the judiclal
temperament, which afterward so
greatly distingulshed him, was recog-
nized. In the army he became well
acqualnted with Gen. Washington and
with Col, Alexander Hamilton, Ham-
{lton he had met before in a surveying
expedition In West Virginia, and for
him especlally he formed an attach-
ment swhich lasted during his life,
When | * after years he was called upon
to preside over the trial of Aaron Burr,
the murderer of his friend, It was re-
marked as the stongest possible proof
of the justice of his character that he
could do g0 with such falrness and hon-
esty that detractors sald he showed

| every partiality to Burr,

Ay ©illiam and Mary College.
In 1980 Capt. John Marshall was
gsent back to Virginia to take charge
of any additlonal troops which might
be raised by that commonwealth, and
there he took advantage of the oppor-
tunity to attend the law lectures nat
William and Mary College. In the
summer of that year he recelved a -
cense to practice law, but when Gen.
Leslle began his {nvasion of the state,
Marshall went back to the army and
remained In the fleld until January,
1781. Then he resigned his commis-
slon and resumed the study of law,
Almost immediately the young sol-
dier became prominent In publie life.
In the spring of 1782 he was elected
Lo the Virginia House of Burgesses and
in the fall a member of the executive
council of the state. In January of

1783 he married Mary Willis Ambler,
daughter of the state treasurer.

Ear!y Married Life.

After hls marriage John Marshall
gottled down to make his permanent
bome In Richmond. In 1784 he resign-
ed his seat In the exccutive councll of
the state to devote himself to the prae-
tice of law, In which he was prominent
and snoceseful., Almost Immediately
after his resignation, however, hig old
friends In Fauquier county chose him
to represemt them
Burresses. In 1787 he was chogen a
member of the same body from the dis-
trict which comprised the City of Rich-
mond, and in that capacity he was
chlefly Instrumental in securing the
ratification of the constitution of the
United States, which he afterwards dlid
g0 much to expound, The value of his
services in this connectlon may be
gathered from the fact that the leader
of the forces opposed to the ratification
of the constitution was Patrick Henry,
to whose spescheas Marshall was always
expected to reply,

Ags a Quoit Throtwer.

But the future chlef justice did not
devote all his time to grave and serlous
pursuits. He was gme of the founders
and for many years the most popular
member of the Richmond Quoit ¢lub,
which was formed In 1778 and lasted
for more than forty years, This fa-

in the House of

mous club met every two weeks at
grounds a mile outside the city of
Richmond, where a dinner, the chief
feature of which was a barbecued plig,
was served before the game began.
One of the things which the Quoit
club has bequeathed to posterity is the
recipe for ita Justly celebrated punch.
It was composed of equal quantities of
brandy, rum and Madelra, poured Into
a great bowl one-third filled with lea
(no water), and flavored with lemons
and sugar., ‘This punch is still one of
the boasts of Richmond,
Wanred in Washington's Cabinet

In 1795 President Washington offered
John Marshall the appolntment of At-
torney General of the United States,
which he declined, He was now 40
years old. and stood at the head of the
Virglnla bar. Next year Washington
wished him to succeed James Monros
as one of the envoys of the Unlted
States to France., This appointment he
also declined, but when Adams named
him as one of the envoys to France in
1797 he felt that his duty to his coun-
try compelled him to accept it, He and
his fellows were not successful, how-
ever, In establishing satisfactory rela-
tlons with the French government.and
Marshall drew up an elaborate state-
ment, setting forth the views and re-
quirements of the United States, which
wns presented to Talleyrand before the
envoys were ordered to leave the coun-
try.

Elected to Congress.

Marshall returned teor United Stutes
in August, 1798, and Adams at once
offered him a seat on the Supreme
Bench, which ha declined to accept. In

N\

1799 he was, much against his own
wishes, elected to congress, in which
body he served a single term. During
this term he dellvered s speech which
I8 8tlll regarded ns one of the most
authoritative expositions of Interna-
tional law In its bearing on the extra-
ditlon of citizens of a foreign country.

Before his term In Congress had ex-
pired he was made secretary of state
in the cabinet of President Adams, and
on Jan. 20, 1801, he was nominated by
the president as chief justice of the
supreme court. The nominatlon was
promptly conflrmed and Marshall took
hig seat at once, During the same year
Princeton university conferred the de-
gree of doctor of laws upon him,

For thirty-five years he served as
chief justice, and, as lhas often been
gald, his best and most enduring mon-
ument conslsts of the thirty volumes
of reports of his decislons and of those
of the supreme court while he was at
its head, In 1829 he, with Madison and
Monroe, served as a delegate to the
convention for revising the state con~
stitution of Virginia. For six years
more be remained on the bench of the
supreme court. In the spring of 1835
he went to Philadelphia to seek medl-
cal advice and In that city he dled.
Besides his published opinions he s
the author of a five-volume life of
Washington, which was published in
1804.

A pension has been allowed recently
to the widow of a soldler of the Sixth
United States cavalry for whose death
the beneficlary was responsible, says
the Washington Evening Star. While
this startling fact would seem to debar
the widow, the peculiar and Interest-
ing clrcumstances of the soldler's de-
mise rendered It proper for the pen-
glon oficials pass favorably upon
ter application. It appears that the
soldler, nccording to the coroner’'s ver-
dict, came to his death May 7, 1888,
through choking with a leather watch
chaln In the hands of his wife whila
she was protecting her life, The wid-
ow's statement before the jury dis
closed a remarkable series of incldents,
and was corroborated In all essential
respecta by other witnessea, She tes-
tifled that her husband had been drink-
ing heavily for a week., She had gone
to him at 12 o'clock and told him that
dinner was ready., He made no re-
sponse, and after the meal was finlahed
and the diners had gone, he came and
told her to prepare dinner at once. Sha
at first remonstrated, but observing a
strange look upon his face, becams
frightened and began to do as com-
manded, The husband then sald with
an cath that he was going to kill her
and struck her, knocking her agalnst
the table, The wife then fled from the
house, thinking to find some of the
men about the place who would guiet
or restraln her husband. BShe ran to
a fleld where men were plowing, and
besought thelr Interference or prolec-
tion. They refused, saying they could
do nothing with the man. Meanwhile
he had gathered up the baby, mounted
a horse and followed In pursuit of her.
The husband rode up to his wife, who
begged him not to hurt her, He re-
plied, with an oath, that he would
break her bones and wonld kill her;
that she must dle, He then threw the
baby to the ground, puiled hla six-
shooter from hils belt, tried to make
his horse rum over her, and reached
out trylng to strike her with his re-
volver, As he lenned over he fell from
his horse to the ground on his side
and back. In falling he fell against
his wife, knocking her down. BShe
jumped up, threw herself upon her
husband, intending to get his revolver |
away from him. She lald hold of hly
leather watch chaln, which he worae
around his neck. This leather guard
fastened with a slip-knot, The wifa
clutched the chaln with one hand and
with the other held one of her hus-
band's hands. She was exhansted, and
lay in that condition for four or flve
minutes, He did not struggle, but
made a queer nolse in his throat.
When the woman recovered she arose,
hid the revolver and ran to the house.
When the men went to where her hus-
band lay they found him dead, The
wife had unintentially strangled her
husband, Her pension has been grant-
ed, and today she |s drawing $8 per
month.

NEW TELEPHONE.

Powerful Inductive Coil Alds un Tele-
phoniag 1,000 Miles.

Mr. Gregor Blanck, the Hungarian
who has Invented a loud speaking tele-
phone, lis been nego w
British postofiice a
ephone company, foi
of hls Instrument ugfion thelr system.
The postofice has informed the Inven-
tor that If he can construct an instru-
ment with which it will be possible to
telephone a distance of about a thou-
sand miles, with ease, and without hay-
ing to shout into the instrument, so
that the words may be distinetly dis-
tinguished at the other end, they might
be disposed to avall themselves of the
invention, The inventor has been
buslly engaged upon a machine for
this purpose, and by the ald of a very
powerful Inductive coll has succeeded
in telephoning over a distance of a
thousand miles, and will shortly ex-
periment with his improved Instru-
ment before the authorities of the pos-
tal department. The crux of the in-
vention is that by means of the coll,
articulation of the speaker ls Intensi-
fled as the words pass along the wire.
Besldes connectlng the (nstrument
with the telephone, the Inventor wiil
attach it to electrophone, and by this
means one will be able to sit In a
room and listen to what Is happening
at the theater, without having to in-
sert the tubes Into the ear, as Is now
necessary. The sound would proceed
from the electrophone in much the
samé manner as they are recited by
the phonograph.

1,000 Milss Without Btopplag.

As the result of a challenge from Mr,
Moffatt Ford, managing director of the
Motor Car Company, Limited, London,
the SBoclete Decauville, of Parls, under-
took to run two motor cars of thelr
own manufacture for 1,000 miles with-
out stopplug for any purpose whataver,
The trial took place in the Crystal
Palace, London, and the motors en-
tered were one of 8-horse power and
the other of 6-horse power. The small-
er motor completed the one thousand
