M y recollection of making LYE Soap: Yes, lye soap was 
usually made in a big, iron pot out in the yard. I watched 
the process a few times as a 8—10 yr old.

As water boiled off, more was added. Then after an hour or 
so, small cans (the size o f comet can) of dangerous ‘lye’were 
carefully opened (after the children were warned to ‘stav 
back’) then the lye was added. After it boiled awhile, the 
excess water was dipped or drained off, and the pot was left 
to ‘cool down’. As it had cooled, the fatty mixture became 
semi-solid and finally bars o f ‘lye soap’ could be carved out

If  
you have news to submit, please feel free to contact us with 
the details— as much detail as possible— so we can give the 
true and correct information to our readers w ithout having 
to spend precious time making phone calls and endless texts 
to verify or gather information.

There are beautiful personal stories all around us! Be­
lieve me when I say that I see them everywhere and that I 
would love to write each and every one of them and plaster 
those profiles in the pages of print. Please understand that 
most newspapers have numerous writers, and those writers 
pecialize in different segments, which enables them to do 

the very best job they can for that type of writing. Personal 
profiles take hours and hours of time to interview, tran­
scribe, and then write. News stories, on the other hand, can 
be researched, noted and w ritten in an hour or so. Please be 
patient with us, especially if  an interview has been done or 
an idea has been suggested. We simply don’t have the luxury 
of a staff to write and publish a lot of.feature stories.

We are bombarded by news day in and day out, and we 
must decide what goes into our newspaper based on a 
number of factors such as amount of advertisers, amount of 
space, which week of the month, the news we’ve got and the 
news we get at the last minute, tim e...and our budget. Pages 
take funds to print, and although we may have a story w rit­
ten and ready to place, the lim itation of space my take p ri­
ority and that story may be pushed forward to a future issue. 
We will, when possible, place that story for our readers.

Putting together a paper that is worth reading is one of 
the pleasures of my life—but it is also the hardest and most 
demanding part of my life. We plan to continue to bring 
local news to the newspaper, and as time and space allows, 
some interesting profiles and features; any help in achieving 
those goals, as well as understanding, is appreciated.

LUBBOCK - Texas Tech University and the U.S. D epart­
ment of Agriculture (USDA) broke ground last month on 
a new cotton classing facility set to go on the university’s 
campus.

This opportunity proves Texas Tech’s position as an agri­
cultural research university, Texas Tech University Chancel­
lor Dr. Tedd M itchell said. “Having an opportunity like this, 
for us, is a seminal moment for Tech for multiple reasons— 
not only because it allows us to do things academically and 
through research that are new horizons for us, but it also 
helps to solidify the position of this university,” Mitchell

said.
The current facility in Lubbock is one of the largest in the 

U.S. and the world, regularly classifying about 20 percent 
of the U.S. cotton crop, according to USDA. Ibach said the 
facility in Lubbock classifies three to four million samples a 
year. The new facility will be larger and have the capability 
to classify up to five million samples each year.

The new cotton classing facility on the Texas Tech campus 
will enhance the quality of research for experts and students, 
provide a more centralized location for cotton classification 
and provide students with more internship and employment 
opportunities.

USDA hopes to have the facility open in 2021.

A renowned and bril- ■ 
liant gardener, M onty Don, 
recently stated, “A garden 
provides so many things, but 
most of all, it should provide 
happiness.” W hat a state­
ment!

There are some days that 
my gardens tend to be more 
frustration than happiness— • 
I do have to be honest; and 
yet, it just takes one quick 
trip to the garden, finding 
a ripe tomato, and popping 
into my mouth. Pure, sun- 
shine-y joy!

The heat has definitely af­
fected the gardens—some­
times benefitting and some­
times harming the plants.

The benefit has been that 
those sun-loving plants are 
starting to reach upward 
and put on fruit. My first 
three planting of tomatoes 
died due to rain and, more

rain and hail. The current 
plants were a planting of 
seeds, done late in the sea­
son. These plants have con­
sistently done well. I believe 
that I ’ve got three plants that 
are as tall as I am—crawling 
up pallets’ sides and into the 
wire of the arbor. W ith  the 
heat, some fertilization, and 
a lot of copper fungicide, we 
are getting tomatoes on a 
regular basis. Not bushels of 
tomatoes, but a handful day 
in and day out.

Interestingly, our yellow 
and zucchini squash waited 
until the end of July to start 
putting on fruit. I haven’t 
yet started leaving bags of 
squash on all of my neigh­
bors’ porches, but we are 
enjoying the addition to our 
meals.

the heat has been bugs— 
-and they have exponen­
tially multiplied overnight 
in my gardens. This heat is 
tricky—plants need water, 
but, if  you really soak the 
area, then fungi start em­
bedding themselves into 
the veggies’ growing sys­
tems. Fungus can kill tom a­
toes, squash, and cucumbers 
within days, and we have 
had a few losses—I pulled 
out our vining spaghetti 
squash plants and the wa­
termelons. I t ’s great that our 
spaghetti squash produced 
early; we were terribly sad 
to lose several watermelons; 
but, as happens in gardens, 
other plants are beginning 
to thrive in the places we 
have taken out plants.

Late summer brings on so 
much potential, and even as 
things are putting on fruit, 
my mind is occupied with 
my fall garden planting. 
We plan to remake some of 
our above-ground beds, we 
are planting mini-clover in 
some of the walkways, and I 
am finally ready to develop a 
true herb garden. The herbs 
will benefit us in the kitchen 
as well as give our bunnies 
some delectable treats—our 
herbs will be planted around 
the bunny hut.

vSo, the joy of our gardens 
continues to pay off for us, 
and as the seasons transi­
tion, it is thrilling to watch 
the transformations occur­
ring in each of the garden 
areas around our house.

Have you ever wondered why turtles cross the road? There 
are a few reasons why these slow-pokes venture into the 
street, but no matter their agenda, we should be cautious of 
their presence while driving.
“Turtles often cross the road after rain events,” said J. Jill 
Heatley, associate professor at the Texas A&.M College of 
Veterinary Medicine &c Biomedical Sciences. “Additionally, 
many times they are female turtles seeking an appropriate 
place to lay their eggs.”
I f  you come across a turtle in the road while driving, the 
turtle may benefit from a helping hand to get to safety; how­
ever, Heatley said to be careful in doing so.
“I f  you can pull safely off to the side of the road and traffic 
permits, you can safely move the turtle to the side of the road 
in the direction it was headed,” Heatley explained. “If  the 
turtle is injured, you can also take the turtle to a rehabilitator 
or veterinarian for care.”
Even if traffic permits you to save a turtle’s life, you should 
be careful handling certain turtles for your own safety. H eat­

ley said some turtles, such as the alligator and common snap­
ping turtle, can injure a person by biting or jabbing at them 
with the rear of the shell.
“Only experienced individuals should handle these animals, 
Heatley said. “But in the case of box turtles, soft-shelled tur­
tles, and slider turtles, they may be safely handled by grab­
bing the rear of the shell while wearing lightweight gloves.” 
I f  the turtle needs to be taken to a veterinarian, it can be 
placed in a cardboard box. Otherwise, Heatley said uninjured 
turtles should remain in the wild to live their lives and breed. 
Though wild turtles may need our help every now and then, 
you should not risk your own life to save a turtle. If  you do 
see a turtle crossing the road, drive cautiously and stop to 
help, if needed.

Weather Whys
Q: W hich state gets hit 

by lightning most often?
A: The state of Florida 

gets more lightning strikes 
than any place in the world, 
says Brent McRoberts of 
Texas A&M University. “Be­
cause of its large coastline 
and the frequent thunder­
storms that pop up almost 
daily, Florida is a lightning 
center and the city of Tampa 
is called the lightning capi­
tal of the United States,” 
McRoberts says. “It records 
about 40 lightning strikes 
per square mile each year, an 
incredible amount. Accord­
ing to the National Weather 
Service, there are around 25 
million lightning strikes in 
the U.S. each year. On aver­
age, NASA satellites detect 
about 40 to 50 lightning 
flashes each second world­
wide.”

Q: W hat about Texas cit­
ies and lightning strikes?

A: Houston is the light­
ning capital of Texas, re­
cording about 20 strikes 
per square mile, and the 
city averages 1,700 strikes 
each year during its active 
summer lightning period, 
McRoberts adds. “A single 
bolt of lightning can carry 
up to 50,000 volts of elec­
tricity,” he notes. “T h at’s 
why lightning kills about 50 
people in the U.S. each year, 
second only to floods. M ost 
who are struck by lightning 
survive, but the vast major­
ity of these people will suffer 
serious long-term side ef­
fects. The spring and sum­
mer months are the most ac­
tive for lightning, so people 
need to be aware of just how 
dangerous and potentially 
deadly lightning can be.”

W ayland Residence 
H all Supervisors and Resi­
dent A ssistants are trained 
in basic C P R  and F irst A id 
as part o f their preparation 
for students moving back 
into the dorms at the be­
ginning o f each academic 
year.

As W B U  prepares for 
students to return to cam ­
pus, the RH Ss and RAs 
have been in train ing all 
week. T his year, W ayland 
nurse, Coralyn Dillard, 
worked w ith Covenant 
H ospital nurses to provide 
“Stop the Bleed” training 
as well.

“T his is a recognized 
program  originally devel­
oped for all A rm y troops,” 
D illard said. “I t has been 
modified for the general 
public to learn how to use 
a tourniquet and pack a 
w ound.”

D illard said the em er­

gency room nurses at C ov­
enant are trained to teach 
the short course th a t allows 
students to learn the skills 
and techniques in using 
tourniquets and packing 
wounds.

D illard said the RHSs 
and RAs are also trained in 
using the autom ated exter­
nal defibrillators (AEDs) 
tha t are located across 
campus, and on w hat to do 
in case o f a seizure. S tu­
dents who come to cam ­
pus are also encouraged to 
complete M agnus H ealth  
which is a health  registra­
tion tha t can be accessed in 
case o f an emergency.

“W e restock their first 
aid bags and provide 911 
cards for each student who 
has com pleted M agnus 
H ea lth ,” D illard said. “In 
the event o f an emergency, 
the 911 card gets handed 
off to the emergency per­
sonnel who gives it to the 
E R  doctor in order to ac­
cess the studen t’s health  
records.

D illard said she sees 
cases o f norm al illness and

m inor injuries such as cuts 
and bruises throughout the 
course o f a semester. H av­
ing additional hands that 
can help w ith basic first aid 
makes it easier to handle 
any issues tha t arise.

“I t  never hurts to be pro­
active and prepared,” she 
said.
