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Condemnations key items 
in August's council meeting

FLOYDADA -  The City Council met 
in Council Chambers August 20th. The 
agenda was heavy with condemnation rec­
ommendations or demolition reports.

Two properties recommended for con­
demnation by the Planning and Zoning 
Committee were 127 JB Avenue and 224 W. 
Marivena. Owners of both properties have 
been contacted numerous times with no 
response. Taxes are due on both properties 
and have been left unpaid. Councilmen ap­
proved to move forward on condemnation 
proceedings for properties.

Dem olition of the structure located 
on 119 W. Jeffie St. was discussed by the 
council. C hief Ramon stated that there are 
confirmed water and sewer leaks w ithin the 
property and that neighbors have called on 
to complain about strong odor coming from 
the property. M otion was made to begin de­
molition and the council voted unanimous­
ly in favor of the proceedings.

City M anager Darrell Gooch reported 
that the Interim  City Secretary’s probation 
is almost completed and that the council

has the option to perform a formal evalu­
ation to determine the future course of 
action. Discussion was made regarding an 
evaluation. Councilors agreed that Interim  
City Secretary Patti Lowrance was doing an 
“excellent” job. M otion was made to remove 
the remaining portion of probation and to 
give Lowrance the full title o f City Secre­
tary effective immediately. Councilors vot­
ed unanimously in favor of the action. Patti 
Lowrance was installed as City Secretary by 
Mayor Gilliland.

M inutes of the last regular meeting, the 
special meeting of August 6, 2019 and the 
special" meeting of August 15,2019 were re­
viewed and unanimously approved by coun­
cil members.

Councilmembers reviewed cash balances 
and investments. I t was motioned that the 
bills be paid; Councilmembers voted unani­
mously in favor of the action.

Councilmembers present: Bettye King, 
Steve Lloyd, Dana Crossland, Gail DuBois, 
and M em ber-at-Large Bryan M artin. Also 
present were City M anager Darrell Gooch, 
City Secretary Karen H ouchin, City Secre­
tary Patti Lowrance, and Mayor Bobby G il­
liland.

LO CK N EY  -T he Lockney City Council 
met at City Hall last Tuesday, August 27th 
for several public hearings as well as the 
regularly scheduled meeting.

The first Public H earing was scheduled 
to receive public input regarding the pro­
posed budget for the City of Lockney for 
the 2019-20 Fiscal Year. There were no 
public comments.

The second Public Hearing was sched­
uled to receive public input regarding the 
proposed tax rate (rollback rate) of 0.45350 
per $100.00. There were no public com­
ments.

The regular August meeting was called to 
order by Mayor M ichael DeLeon.

M inutes for the Regular meeting of July 
22nd and the meeting of August 12th were 
presented and reviewed. Councilmembers 
voted unanimously to approve those m eet­
ing minutes.

Representatives from the Mackenzie M u­
nicipal W ater A uthority were in attendance 
to present the M M W A Budget for the 
2019-2020 year. A fter discussion, council- 
members voted unanimously to approve the 
budget as presented. Mackenzie Lake levels 
continue to drop daily, according to repre­
sentatives.

Consent Items were presented to council- 
members for review. M otion was made for 
approval and the vote was unanimously in 
favor.

Individuals were present for the council’s 
discussion regarding a variance and issuance

of perm it to place a modular home at Lots 
1, 2, &  3, Bock 1 Southside A ddition, the 
property located at the corner of SW  3rd 
St. and W. Boice Ave, Lockney,TX. Owners 
of the property had previously moved the 
modular home into place before requesting 
perm it information from the City of Lock­
ney. A fter discussion, Councilmembers 
required property owners to install a full 
foundation as if  the home were being con­
structed on-site. Members also added that 
the home would be required to adhere to 
any and all perm it and license requirements 
as if  constructed on-site. Owners agreed to 
the council’s mandates. City A ttorney Lan- 
ny Voss recommended the council evaluate 
and revise the*city’s current policies regard­
ing perm itting and code requirements for 
all types of mobile, modular, or pre-fabri- 
cated homes.

Councilmembers were presented Xcel 
Energy’s application to change rates based 
on a rate increase. City M anager Poling ex­
plained that denying the application for a 
rate hike is the standard and expected re­
sponse. Councilmembers approved denial of 
the application unanimously.

The last item presented was the Lease 
Purchase agreement of Tyler Technology 
Incode Software. After discussion, C oun­
cilmembers voted in favor of exercising the 
agreement as M anager Poling sees fit based 
on additional information to be gathered.

MEMORIES 1979
JE R O M E  W A T SO N  FA M ILY

Jero m e W atson was born at C ourtney Flats, Indian 
Territory, Oklahom a on April 16, 1879. H is parents 
were John  B. W atson and A rm anda Jackson W atson. H e 
spent his childhood and early m anhood living and work­
ing on the open range in the Choctaw  Indian T errito ry  

Dovie Baily was born Dec. 20,1885 at M arlin, Tex­
as. H er father was a Cam pbellite preacher who moved to 
the Indian T erritory  in 1896.

Jerome W atson and Dovie Bailey were m arried at 
H ealdton, Indian Territory, January 11,1903. T heir first 
hom e was a tw o’-room house near H ealdton. A fter three 
years farm ing w ith his father, he purchased land from the 
federal governm ent for $6.25 an acre. The land had to  be 
closed in Fort Sm ith, Arkansas, as tha t was the nearest 
Federal Land Office at tha t time. T here were three chil­
dren; namely, Audrey Em m a J a k e  B. and Celestia Bessie. 
T he two oldest were born in Indian T erritory and the 
youngest after the territory  became a state on November 
10 ,1907 , T h e  first school was in H ealdton which was 
three miles north  and was for a term  of six m onths. A t­
tendance was poor as everyone walked to school.

In  the spring o f 1917, Jerome came to Texas for 
the purpose o f  purchasing a farm in Lubbock C ounty 
as he had heard a lo t about Lubbock County. H e had 
a good friend and farmer neighbor who had moved to  
Floyd C ounty  in 1915. O n the way, to Lubbock C oun­
ty he visited his friend who w anted him  to buy land in 
Floyd County. However; he w anted to see w hat L ub­
bock C ounty had to offer. H e carried the Floyd C ounty 
friend w ith him. T he day they visited Lubbock County, 
the wind was blowing a gale and it was so dusty they 
could not see across the street. A fter four hours stay 
in Lubbock spent mostly trying to pu t side curtains on 
a 1917 m odel Dodge touring car, he returned to Floyd 
county and purchased 480 acres four miles south of 
Lockney, Texas. H e returned to O klahom a and in the 
fall o f 1917 moved to Floyd County.

D ue to  the Texas livestock law about crossing the 
State Line, he decided to drive his stock across the line 
and then ship by rail from the Texas Side. A fter he

I t ’s been a little while since I’ve been able to slip this ar­
ticle in the paper—we’ve had a lot of news that needed to be 
included and in those cases I am more than happy to step 
aside and let the newspaper function as a newspaper.

Urge Congress to 
support Broadband Data 
Improvement Act

TEXAS - Farmers and ranchers have an opportunity to 
show lawmakers the importance of accurate rural broadband 
maps.

The bipartisan Broadband Data Improvement Act would 
improve the accuracy of broadband coverage maps and better 
direct federal funds for broadband buildout.

“Broadband is a critical pathway to help farmers and 
ranchers achieve many of the essential modern agricultur­
al needs,” Cody Lyons, American Farm Bureau Federation 
(AFBF) managing director of Advocacy and Political Affairs, 
said. “Having appropriate and adequate access to broadband 
helps them be more efficient, helps them be more economi­
cal, helps them be more responsible to the environment, just 
helps them be better at their job.”

He noted the bill would change the mapping of rural areas 
to more adequately show the lack of rural broadband.

“It helps \yith the mapping of where broadband is needed. 
It helps make sure that that critical infrastructure is in place 
to help farmers and ranchers,” he said. “I t ’s essential tp make

TEXAS - In a technology- 

driven society, many schools 
are looking for avenues to 
incorporate hands-on activi­
ties or outside learning op­
portunities. Texas Farm Bu­
reau’s (TFB) Learning from 
the Ground Up program can 
help.

“Each student learns dif­
ferently, but research shows 
hands-on activities help 
them better understand 
classroom concepts,” W hit 
Weems, TFB director of O r­
ganization, said. “Through 
this program, teachers and 
students can take classroom 
learning outside and dive 
deeper into science and ag­
riculture.”

Students go outside, get 
their hands dirty and make 
connections from the garden 
to agriculture. They see how 
it applies to the food they 
eat, the clothes they wear, 
and the fuel used in their 
family’s vehicles.

Through Learning from 
the Ground Up, teachers or 
administrators of a Texas 
public or private school can 
apply for a grant of up to 
$500.

Every year, three $500 
grants are awarded in each of

TFB ’s 13 districts.
The program is open to 

schools across the state and 
offers grants to help estab­
lish or improve school gar­
dens, greenhouses, raised 
beds or hydroponic and 
aquaponic projects that pro­
vide students with hands-on, 
experiential learning about 
agriculture and food produc­
tion.

“We want teachers to take 
learning outside the class­
room to provide students 
with real-world experiences,” 
Weems said. “Learning from 
the Ground Up is just one of 
several programs offered by

Coach's Talk-FHS 
Coach Bruington
Wednesday, August 28tti

FLOYDADA -  Floydada scrimmaged Ralls on August 
22nd. Coach Bruington felt like the team got tired— es­
pecially in the last quarter “...because we have so many 
kids that play offense‘and defense and they rarely get to 
come off the field.” H e stated that the kids worked on that 
during the week, but “you can’t get in shape overnight— 
i t ’s a process!” M onday’s practice, in the heat, was produc­
tive, “but then on Tuesday, I th ink they lost their minds in 
the 76-degree weather, because we didn’t really have a real 
good one. But the kids realize that, and they know they 
can’t do that and still get positive results.”

Coach Bruington’s W inds face Seagraves this week (Fri­
day, August 30th). This is what he had to say about the 
upcoming game. “Looking at the films of their scrimmag­
es, they made some adjustments and made some improve­
ments.

I saw what it did to produc­
tion!” He made twice as much 
cotton with half the water. 
“Oh, Boy! I thought, ‘This 
is okay!’ and I started push­
ing it and putting it in wher­
ever I could.” Initially, there 
were a lot of 12- to 15-acre 
plots where Frerich installed 
the drip systems. “W ith each 
plot, I’d do things a little dif­
ferent and I ’d customize the 
system to the needs of the 
farmer, and then, after the 
installation, we would stick 
around making sure the en­
tire system was working the 
way it was supposed to. It 
was all trial and error in those 
early days; we were learning 
with each install and people 
appreciated that we were 
there, even after the system 
was put in the ground.”

“The first big system I put 
in was for my father-in-law,” 
said Frerich. “O f course, he’d 
been hearing and watching 
my fields those first grow­
ing seasons. It was convinc­
ing enough that he asked me 
to put it in his 65-acres. No 
sooner than that one was up 
and running, another of his 
neighbors wanted systems 
put into their fields.” The 
year was 1983.

Needless to say, people 
were beginning to take no­
tice. One such person was a 
banker from Big Spring. He 
had watched and listened to 
his customers talk about this 
new watering technology us­
ing drip irrigation rather than 
row irrigation. Those custom­
ers that were struggling with 
a lack of water before, were 
suddenly producing crops 
with drip irrigation, and 
paying off their farm loans. 

.There had to be a connection. 
So, he made a trip to Garden 
City to visit with this Hubert 
Frerich.

“Things really got going 
after the banker came out. He 
proposed sending us clients, 
knowing that we would put in 
a good system and stick with 
the farmer to make it work 
for his needs. You see, we had 
a good reputation with work­
ing even after the system had 
been installed,” stated Fr­
erich. “That banker told us 
that those farmers with drip 
were paying off their loans 
in a shorter time than those 
farmers that were still using 
row irrigation or pivot water 
systems. He wanted all of his 
customers on drip.”

“Initially, it was a family 
enterprise,” added daughter, 
Andrea Hillger, CFO, Gar-

den City branch. “Dad was 
out in the field working with 
the farmers, then he’d come 
home and design projects, 
and mom did all the book­
keeping, invoicing, and pur­
chasing. They did it all!”

“It sure does help to marry 
the right woman!” Hubert 
said of his wife, Annette, 
chuckling.

“I’d be on the phone talk­
ing to people, then I ’d eat 
supper around 7 o’clock, then 
I ’d go in and start designing, 
and go well into the mofning 
hours,” Herbert chuckles. “A 
few times I stayed up all night 
working on a specific issue. 
Every system is different-the 
one common factor is that 
you have to design for the 
water that is available. There 
were so many factors that 
went into the drip systems. It 
was amazing, when you got it 
all hooked up and going, that 
the thing would work...and it 
would be real close to what 
we were wanting.”

In the 1980s, there were no 
drip-irrigation controllers on 
the market— the technology 
hadn’t been developed as of 
yet. Initially, Hubert adapted 
lawn-sprinkler-timing mech­
anisms into the farm drip 
systems. “I would buy a lawn- 
sprinkler-timer system and 
tinker with it until I had it 
doing what I needed.” He had 
taken the design so far as to 
tricking the system into run-

ning multiple zones at a time. 
And, as to parts—everything 
was put underground to de­
crease the degradation of the 
solenoids, wiring and valves. 
All of this was the type of 
forward-thinking that H u­
bert brought to the table, but 
he is quick to give the credit 
to those farmers with which 
he.was working. “Ninety per­
cent of it was common sense. 
I just listened to our custom­
ers and tried to make the sys­
tem work for them.”

Interestingly, Hubert, with 
just a high school degree, did 
all the designs on paper and 
drafting table.

The business kept growing, 
“...and we hired people that 
were smarter than we were. 
Ones that shared our vision 
of ‘drip’ and could make the 
enterprise successful, not just 
then, but in the future,” stat­
ed Frerich. Two sons, Brian 
and David, ended up join­
ing the company, as well as 
their sister, Andrea and each 
one brought with them their 
specialty. Brian, one of the 
youngest sons, saw the vision 
of ‘drip’ and upon finishing 
college, worked side by side 
with Hubert. Another son, 
David, saw the future incor­
porating computer technol­
ogy into the design-side of 
the business, implementing 
the CAD-based systems.

Business continued to grow 
in the 1990s, now with state-

1

of-the-art CAD 'designs and 
computer technology provid­
ing more and more informa­
tion for design and manage­
ment. The company contin­
ued to look for really good 
people—not just-for the de­
sign segment of the company, 
but for the installation as well 
as the full-service segments 
that assisted the custom­
ers in keeping their systems 
maintained and worry-free. 
“Anybody can put down drip, 
but we took pride in hiring 
people that wanted the sys­
tem to be successful in the 
long-run,” stated Andrea.

In 1999, a young A8cM 
student interned with the 
company. Craig Hoelscher’s 
dad and grandpa were instru­
mental in figuring out how 
drip systems could work, but 
Craig had always seen the fu­
ture. At that time, the form al' 
education system didn’t have 
degree plans in “Farm Irriga­
tion” and there was a true bat­
tle between what Frerich was 
doing on farms all over the 
South Plains and what the 
college professors and the ex­
tension service advocated. To 
the academics, pivots were the 
order of business for the day 
‘and they vehemently opposed 
drip irrigation systems; even 
so far as to print wide-spread 
publications stating that thf 
theory was not practical or 
feasible as the expense only 
added to farmers’ debt cycle. 
“I never understood this. We 
were seeing systems that paid 
for themselves the first year 
in production, gains—we saw 
this first-hand,” stated Fr­
erich.

At this point, someone 
else was taking notice of the 
trend toward drip irrigation, 
primarily from the ‘parts’ side 
of the industry. “The manu­
facturers that we were buying 
from saw an opportunity for 
sales. They saw how much 
their company was shipping 
out to Eco-Drip, and the Ne­
braska salesmen wanted the 
same opportunities that the 
Texas salesmen were having,” 
explained Andrea.

The intern, Craig Hoel- 
scher, had been hired as soon 
as he graduated from A&M. 
W ith expansion on the minds 
of management, all agreed 
that Craig would be the best 
one for the job. W ith a 3-year 
window, and the backing and 
support of the Texas group, 
Craig went to work introduc­
ing the Eco-Drip systems to 
Nebraska farmers.

According to Hoelscher,

western Nebraska is a lot like 
West Texas, but every area 
has its own challenges.-The 
key issue, much like the Texas 
and Oklahoma service area, is 
that the Nebraska water table 
is dropping. Additionally, 
the state has a narrow grow­
ing window—crops may only 
need the system for a month, 
but if there is no water, those 
crops burn to a crisp.

“W hen I got there, a lot of 
people in Nebraska were sell­
ing drip systems out of the 
back of their pickups. W hen 
they finished with the instal­
lation, they were gone!” ex­
plained Craig. “T hat’s when 
the knowledge and experi­
ence really come into play, 
because if the system fails 
initially, it takes know-how to 
get it up and running...! saw 
huge design flaws!” W hat was 
needed was tried-and-true 
mechanics and a knowledge­
able person there that could 
get the system rolling. Craig 
filled that role and Nebraska 
is now reaping the benefits of 
Eco-Drip systems.

Forty years have passed 
since Hubert Frerich put in , 
that very first subsurface wa­
tering system, aaxd the com­
pany that grew from that seed 
of thought has been incor­
porated for 35 years. W ith 
8 locations in West Texas, 
Oklahoma and Nebraska, and 
with 80-plus employees, the 
company has no thoughts of 
slowing down. Three gen­
erations of the Frerich fam­
ily work within the company, 
and there is hope that mem­
bers of the fourth genera­
tion will soon be joining the 
group. Those from outside 
the family that have become 
employees tend to stay. An­
drea counted on her fingers, 
“We’ve probably got .20 peo­
ple that have been with us for 
10 years or more...We’ve just 
got good people!”

The Floydada Eco-Drip 
location has long been one of 
the foundation stones of the 
company. W ith Lance Soles 
starting as a service techni­
cian and moving his way up 
to Branch Manager, as well 
as serving as the company’s 
Warehouse Manager, Soles 
has been around for almost 
fifteen years. He comments, 
“I had a brain for both sides 
of the company.” Which has 
worked out well, because An- _ 
drea admits that when the- 
home office runs into a ques^ 
tion about a part, a control­
ler, or a' design, she can snap 
a photo with her phone and

send it to Lance for an im­
mediate solution.

Riding out to the field with 
Lance was a history lesson 
on drip irrigation in Floyd 
County. “We put in the first 
system in the county out at 
Les Nixon’s farm. The second 
was Randy Henderson’s farm 
here, west of town,” com­
mented Soles. “That was in 
1992.” And since then, Eco- 
Drip has been busy taking 
care of the sub-surface irriga­
tion needs of Floyd County’s 
farmers.

Records indicate that well 
over 250,000 acres of drip 
has been installed by the 
company, and many of those 
first systems are still run­
ning. How long does a drip 
system last? “We really, hon­
estly don’t  know yet,” stated 
Hoelscher. He added, “Sys­
tems have stopped running 
or been abandoned—mostly 
due to lack of maintenance, 
or lack of water. But as far as 
failures of the system design, 
we haven’t had enough fail to 
produce enough data to show 
up as a statistical percentage.” 
If  the system is run every year, 
maintenance is performed, 
the farmer watches the sys­
tem flows, then the systems 
can easily run 30, and hope­
fully, 40 years.

Hubert Frerich chuckled 
as he sat with his hands lay­
ing on the table, listening 
to his valued employees talk 
about this company that he 
started in the prime of his 
life. “There were many times 
that I thought I needed to go 
one direction—but I would 
get a shove from The-M an- 
Upstairs to go another direc­
tion,” he stated. “And there 
were times when I would be 
stubborn and not listen— 
God had different ideas.” Ev­
eryone in the room was silent 
as the impact of what Mr. Fr­
erich said had to sink in. He 
looked up, raised his hands 
and simply stated, “And here 
we are now!”

Eco-Drip has a dedicated 
team of members to serve 
growers in every aspect of 
drip irrigation with a proven 
history of taking care of their 
customers. W ith a committed 
and focused ownership team, 
Eco-Drip has continued to 
serve growers as competitors 
have come and gone.

to electric contacts. A new job planning app has been created 
as a part of the safety initiative. The purpose of this app is to 
slow work down and direct line personnel’s attention to “life- 
saving” rules to help build and reinforce safe habits. The app 
delivers a job briefing process that emphasizes engaging ana­
lytical thinking and reasoning in safety procedures.

Under the direction of Albert Daniel, general manager. 
Lighthouse started a safety committee in 2019, the commit­
tee met for the first time in January. The safety committee 
is made up of employees who work in the office and lineman 
who work outside the office. Any employee who has an idea 
or a way to improve safety can bring it to the committee. The 
committee meets once a month and makes recommendations 
to the general manager. The safety committee recommended 
purchasing AEDs for the cooperative. Lighthouse is purchas­
ing two AEDs this fall, one AED for the Floydada office and 
one for the office in Memphis. In 2020, Lighthouse plans to 
purchase two more AEDs.

The electric cooperatives in Texas are blessed to have a good 
safety program. The Loss Control division of Texas Electric 
Cooperatives have safety specialist that conduct safety meet­
ings regularly at cooperatives across the state. Phil Henricks 
is the safety specialist for Lighthouse and has 27 years of ex­
perience in electrical line work and 10 years in safety training. 
W hen Phil meets with the linemen, they discuss safety prac­
tices and procedures that are in place. Accidents from other 
electric utilities are evaluated and discussed by Phil and the 
line crews. W hy did the accident happen? Could the accident 
have been prevented? This discussion helps linemen recognize 
hazards they might encounter in a similar situation and work 
safely getting the job completed.

Under the direction of the general manager and directors. 
Lighthouse is committed to safety training for employees. Ap­
prentice linemen and linemen attend regular safety meetings. 
Apprentice linemen are sent to training classes on pole climb­
ing and basic electricity. Linemen are sent to classes about 
transformers and troubleshooting. The construction crew has 
embraced the safety app and uses it on a regular basis. By con­
tinuing a culture of safety. Lighthouse will ensure its employees 
have safe and long careers with the cooperative.

sure rural America has access 
to tools that help the busi­
nesses of farming and ranch­
ing, but also helps the com­
munity of which farmers and 
ranchers live.”

Farmers and ranchers can 
tell lawmakers how critical 
improved broadband cover­
age is at fb.org/advocacy.

“Farmers and ranchers can 
send a message to their rep­
resentative by going to the fb.

“A plan has to be made regarding what crops will be plant­
ed or what fish they will raise,” Weems said. “Students and 
teachers have to care for the project throughout the year.

AUSTIN — The Texas Transportation Commis­

sion approved TxDOT’s 10-year transportation plan 
that includes more than $77 billion dedicated to im­
proving safety, addressing congestion and connectiv­
ity, and preserving roadways for Texas drivers.

The 10-year plan, called the 2020 Unified Trans­
portation Program (UTP), contains more than $4 
billion for safety improvements, including an extra 
$600 million for the next two years to help acceler­
ate even more safety measures in an effort to reduce 
crashes and eliminate fatahties firom our roadways by 
2050. Many of these improvements will widen roads; 
improve median barriers and bridges; upgrade guard­
rails; provide intersection improvements, such as up­
graded traffic signals and signage; and make safety 
improvements for bicyclists and pedestrians.

More than $600 million committed to fund 
transportation improvements in the state’s bustling 
Permian Basin energy sector is included in the plan 
to add to other funding in the energy sector. Projects 
focus on safety, connectivity, congestion relief, as well 
improving mobihty at high-volume intersections. 
Funding also will pay for pavement strengthening for 
roadways with high truck volumes and weights.

“TxDOT is committed to reducing congestion 
and improving mobility and safety in Texas as evi­
denced by the agency’s largest 10-year plan to date,” 
said J. Bruce Bugg, Jr. Commission Chairman. “Ad­
ditionally, we keep making progress in addressing 
congestion in our busiest parts of the state through 
our Texas Clear Lanes initiative, which addresses 
congestion in top chokepoints in our largest metro 
areas.”

Many of the projects in this plan are roadway 
segments identified on Texas’ 100 Most Congested 
Roadways list. The projects will be delivered with 
funding firom legislative and voter-approved initia­
tives that allocate portions of od and gas taxes, sales 
taxes and other money to the state highway fund.

Projects are selected based on how effective the 
projects are in addressing areas such as pavement 
condition, safety, capacity and rural connectivity. Proj­
ects are chosen coUaboratively by TxDOT and local 
transportation leaders with ultimate approval by the 
Texas Transportation Commission with input from 
the public. The UTP authorizes highway projects for 
planning activities, development and construction. In 
addition to highway projects, the UTP address public 
transportation, maritime, aviation and rail.
