Jerom e W atso n  was b o rn  a t C o u rtn ey  F la ts , In d ia n  T e r­
rito ry , O k lah o m a  o n  A p ril 1 6 ,1 8 7 9 . H is  p aren ts  w ere Jo h n  
B. W a tso n  and  A rm a n d a  Jackson  W atson . H e  sp en t his 
ch ild h o o d  and  early  m an h o o d  liv ing  an d  w ork in g  on  th e  
open  range in  th e  C h o c taw  In d ia n  T errito ry .

D o v ie 'B a ily  w as b o rn  D ec. 20 , 1885 a t M a rlin , Texas. 
H e r  fa th e r w as a C am pbellitc  p reach er w ho  m oved to  the  
In d ia n  T e rrito ry  in 1896.

Je ro m e  W a tso n  and  D ovie B ailey  w ere m arried  a t H e a ld -  
to n , In d ia n  T errito ry , Jan u a ry  11 ,-1903 . I h e i r  first h o m e  
w as a tw o -ro o m  house  near H ea ld to n . A fte r  th ree  years 
fa rm in g  w ith  h is  fa ther, he  pu rchased  lan d  from  th e  federal 
g o v ern m en t fo r $6 .25  an  acre. T he land  h ad  to  be closed 
in  F o r t S m ith , A rkansas, as th a t  w as th e  n e a re s t Federal 
L a n d  O ffice a t th a t  tim e. There w ere th ree  ch ild ren ; nam ely, 
A u d rey  E m m a, Jake  B. an d  C elestia  B essie. The tw o o ld ­
est w ere b o rn  in  In d ia n  T e rrito ry  and  th e  y oungest a fte r 
th e  te r r ito ry  becam e a sta te  on  N o v em b er 10, 1907. The 
first school w as in  H e a ld to n  w h ic h  w as th ree  mOes n o r th  
and  w as fo r  a te rm  o f  six m o n th s . A tten d an c e  w as p o o r as 
everyone w alked  to  school.

In  th e  sp rin g  o f  1917 , Je rom e cam e to  Texas fo r th e  p u r­
pose o f  pu rch as in g  a farm  in  L u b b o ck  C o u n ty  as he  h ad  
heard  a  lo t  ab o u t L u b b o ck  C oun ty . H e  h ad  a go o d  frien d  
an d  fa rm er n e ig h b o r w ho  h ad  m oved to  F loyd  C o u n ty  in  
1915. O n  th e  w ay to  L u b b o ck  C o u n ty  he  v is ited  h is fr ien d  
w ho  w an ted  h im  to  buy  lan d  in  F loyd  C oun ty . H ow ever; 
he w an ted  to  see w h a t L u b b o ck  C o u n ty  h ad  to  offer. H e  
carried  th e  F loyd  C o u n ty  frien d  w ith  h im . The day  th ey  
v isited  L u b b o ck  C oun ty , th e  w in d  w as b low ing  a gale and  
i t  w as so dusty  th ey  could  n o t see across th e  stree t. A fte r  
fo u r hou rs stay  in  L u b b o ck  sp e n t m ostly  try in g  to  p u t side 
cu rta in s  on  a 1917 m odel D o d g e  to u r in g  car, h e  re tu rn ed  to  
F loyd  co u n ty  an d  p u rch ased  4 8 0  acres fo u r m iles so u th  o f  
L ockney, Texas. H e  re tu rn e d  to  O k lah o m a  and  in  th e  fall 
o f  1917 m oved  to  F loyd  C ounty .

D u e  to  th e  Texas livestock  law  ab o u t crossing th e  S ta te  
L ine , he  decided  to  drive h is s to ck  across th e  lin e  and  th e n  
sh ip  by  rail from  th e  Texas Side. A fte r  he  crossed th e  s ta te  
line , he  w as unab le  to  o b ta in  box cars, so te n  days from  th e  
tim e  he  s ta rted  h is m ove, h e  arrived  a t th e  fa rm  in  F loyd  
C oun ty . T he reason  he  cou ld  n o t o b ta in  box  cars w as due 
to  W o rld  W ar I.

H e  b u il t a ho m e in  1918 in  th e  P lea san t V alley C o m ­
m u n ity  an d  lived th e re  u n ti l  1924 w h en  he  m oved  to  C a n ­
yon , Texas so th e  ch ild ren  cou ld  a tte n d  W est Texas S ta te  
T each er s CoUege. H e  always w an ted  th e  ch ild ren  to  g e t an  
ed u ca tio n  i f  th ey  w an ted  one as he  d id  n o t have th e  o p p o r­
tu n ity  to  g e t one. H e  m oved  back  to  th e  fa rm  in  1932 and 
lived in  F loyd  C o u n ty  u n ti l th e  d e a th  o f  h is w ife  in  1954. 
H e  sp en t h is la s t 20  years liv ing  in  C an y o n , Texas an d  one 
o f  h is g rea tes t joys w as see ing  h is five g ra n d - ch ild ren  re ­
ceive th e ir  degrees fo rm  W est Texas S ta te  U niversity .

H e  an d  h is  w ife are b u ried  in  D ream lan d  C e m e te ry  in  
C anyon , Texas.

Constitutional Amendment 
Election

Proposition Number 1 
(HJR72)

HJR 72 proposes a constitutional 
amendment permitting an elect­
ed municipal judge to serve as a 
municipal judge in more than one 
municipality at the same time. 
Unlike an appointed municipal 
judge, an elected municipal judge 
may not concurrently hold anoth­
er municipal judge office. This 
amendment would allow an elect­
ed municipal judge to serve as a 
municipal judge in more than one 
munlQipality at the same time, in 
the same manner as appointed 
municipal judges.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amend­
ment permitting a person to 
hold more than one office as 
a municipal judge at the same 
time.”

Proposition Number 2 
(SJR79)

S JR  79 proposes a constitution­
al amendment authorizing the 
Texas Water Development Board 
to issue additional general obli­
gation bonds, in an amount that 
does not exceed $200 million, 
for the economically distressed 
areas program. These bonds can 
only be used to provide financing 
for the development of water sup­
ply and sewer service projects 
in those economically distressed 
areas as defined by law.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amend­
ment providing for the issu­
ance of additional general 
obligation bonds by the Texas 
Water Development Board in 
an amount not to exceed $200 
million to provide financial as­
sistance for the development 
of certain projects in econom­
ically distressed areas.”

Proposition Number 3 
(HJR 34)

HJR 34 proposes a constitu­
tional amendment allowing the 
legislature to temporarily exempt 
from ad valorem taxation a por­
tion of certain property located 
in an area covered by a disaster 
declaration of the governor. The 
proposed amendment would al­
low the legislature to prescribe 
the method of determining the 
amount of the tax exemption and 
the duration of the exemption and 
also would allow the legislature to 
create any additional eligibility re­
quirements for the tax exemption.

The propo'sed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amend­
ment authorizing the legisla­
ture to provide for a temporary 
exemption from ad valorem 
taxation of a portion of the ap­
praised value of certain prop­
erty damaged by a disaster.”

Proposition Number 4 
(HJR 38)

HJR 38 proposes a constitutional 
amendment prohibiting the state

from imposing or collecting an in­
dividual income tax, including an 
individual’s share of partnership 
and unincorporated association 
income. There is no current con­
stitutional bar on imposing or col­
lecting an individual income tax.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amend­
ment* prohibiting the imposi­
tion of an individual income 
tax, including a tax on an indi­
vidual’s share of partnership 
and unincorporated associa­
tion income.”

Proposition Number 5 
(SJR 24)

SJR 24 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would automati­
cally appropriate the net revenue 
received from the portion of the 
state’s tax revenue received on 
sales of sporting goods to the 
Texas Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment (TPWD) and the Texas His­
torical Commission (THC). The 
legislature would maintain the 
authority to determine the specif­
ic uses of the funds and their allo­
cation between TPWD and THC.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amend­
ment dedicating the revenue 
received from the existing 
state sales and use taxes that 
are imposed on sporting goods 
to the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department and the Texas His­
torical Commission to protect 
Texas’ natural areas, water 
quality, and history by acquir­
ing, managing, and improving 
state and local parks and his­
toric sites while not increasing 
the rate of the state sales and 
use taxes.”

Proposition Number 6 
(HJR 12)

HJR 12 proposes a constitutional 
amendment authorizing the legis­
lature to increase the maximum 
bond amount for the Cancer Pre­
vention and Research Institute of 
Texas (CPRIT) from

$3 billion to $6 billion to be is­
sued by the Texas Public Finance 
Authority. CPRIT was created in 
2007 to promote and fund cancer 
research in Texas. CPRIT uses 
bond proceeds to award grants 
for cancer research and preven­
tion.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amend­
ment authorizing the legisla­
ture to increase by $3 billion 
the maximum bond amount 
authorized for the Cancer Pre­
vention and Research Institute 
of Texas.”

Proposition Number 7 
(HJR 151)

HJR 151 proposes a constitution­
al amendment allowing increased 
distributions from $300 million 
per year to $600 million per year 
to the available school fund and 
also allowing the State Board of 
Education, the General Land Of­
fice, and other entities that man­
age revenue from land or other 
properties held in the permanent 
school fund to distribute certain 
revenue to the available school 
fund.

The proposed amendment.will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amend­
ment allowing increased distri­
butions to the available school 
fund.”

Proposition Number 8 
(HJR 4)

HJR 4 proposes a constitutional 
amendment creating the flood 
infrastructure fund as a special 
fund in the state treasury, using 
money appropriated from the 
economic stabilization fund. The 
flood infrastructure fund would 
provide additional resources to 
implement plans to mitigate flood 
damage. The proposed amend­
ment would authorize the Texas 
Water Development Board to use 
money in the flood infrastructure 
fund for drainage, flood mitiga­
tion, or flood control projects. 
The proposed amendment also 
woul(i authorize the creation of 
separate accounts in the flood in­
frastructure fund as necessary to 
administer the fund or authorized 
projects.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amend­
ment providing for the creation 
of the flood infrastructure fund 
to assist in the financing of 
drainage, flood mitigation, and 
flood control projects.”

Proposition Number 9 
(HJR 95)

HJR 95 proposes a .constitutional 
amendment authorizing the legis­
lature to create a property tax ex­
emption for precious metal held 
in a precious metal depository 
located in this state.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amend­
ment authorizing the legisla­
ture to exempt from ad valorem 
taxation precious metal held in 
a precious metal depository lo­
cated in this state.”

Proposition Number 10 
(SJR 32)

SJR 32 proposes a constitutional 
amendment authorizing the leg­
islature to allow a state agency 
or political subdivision to trans­
fer a law enforcement animal to 
the animal’s handler or another 
qualified caretaker in certain cir­
cumstances. Currently, the Texas 
Constitution prevents the transfer 
of certain public property, such 
as law enforcement animals, to 
a private person or organization 
at no cost. This amendment au­
thorizes the legislature to allow 
the transfer of a law enforcement 
animal to the animal’s handler 
or another qualified caretaker at 
no cost, upon the animal’s re­
tirement or at another time if the 
transfer is determined to be in the 
animal’s best interest.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amend­
ment to allow the transfer of 
a law enforcement animal to a 
qualified caretaker in certain 
circumstances.”
