Since 1952

To End Service Career

Col. C. P. West, Commander of
Reese Air Force Base since May,
1952, today announced his im-
pending retirement for physical
disability. He said that he will en-
ter the hospital at Sheppard AFB,
Wichita Falls, Tex., the middle of
April for a medical checkup lead-
ing to his retirement and that he
expects to be retired on May 31 of
this year.

Colonel West said that he will
make his home in Dallas after re-
tirement and will be viee president
of the Cornell Oil Company, vice
president and director of the First
State Bank of Celina, Texas, and
a director of the Muleshoe State
Bank, Muleshoe, Texas,

Colonel West has been com-
mander of Reese AFB longer than
any other commander in the base’s
history, which includes World
War II and recent years. He as-
sumed command on coming to the
base from the Office of the Inspec-
tor General,r United States Air
Force.

During his service at Reese AFB
he has directed many improve-
ments. The large new north-south
runway was constructed in 1954 to
provide enlarged training facilities.
The new hangar, larger than any
others on the base, was completed
shortly before the runway. Plans
were perfected for construction of
two new dormitories, a new con-
solidated mess hall, and a 'service
club. Bids have been opened for
erection of the service club and
bids on other buildings were
opened on March 15.

Colonel West also inaugurated
the Mid-Management Seminar for
policy - making supervisors. The
seminars, which train officers, air-
men, and civilians not eligible for
the Commanders Manpower Man-
agement Course at George Wash-
ington University, were started at
Reese AFB in 1952 and attracted
attention of Air Force leaders all
over the nation. Similar instruc-
tion has been started at other bases
and in other commands. The
Reese AFB Course benefits from
instruction given by Texas Tech
and Lubbock leaders.

During the colonel’s tour at
Reese AFB accidents have declin-
ed; both flying and ground acci-
dents. His emphatic insistence on
caution and safety thinking re-
duced flying accidents from 39 in
1952 to four last year. Ground
accident cost decreased from $145,-
303 in 1952 to $48,805 last year,
with man-days lost dropping from
2,347 in 1952 to 445 in 1955.

Born it Greenville( South Caro-
lina, Colonel West has had a color-
ful and active Air Force career
since he entered active seryice in
1928, a year after he was awarded
his Bachelor of  Science degree
from Clemson College in South
Carolina where he majored in tex-
tile engineering.

He completed training at the Air
Corps Primary Flying School,
Brooks Field, Tex., in 1929 and the
Advanced Flying School, Kelly
Field, Tex., later in the same year,
In 1932 he completed the Air Corps
Technical School at Chanute Field,
Ill., then, in 1948-1949 he was a
student at- the Air War College,
Maxwel AFB, Ala. In 1952 he at-
tended the Commanders. . Course,
Manpower and Oragnization,
George Washington TUniversity,
hich led to establishment of the
Mid-Management Seminar.

Colonel West holds command
pilot and combat observer ratings
and has about 6,000 flying hours.
He was commissioned May 31,
1926, in the Infantry Reserve and
rose through the officer ranks to
temporary colonel on August 7,
1942. The rank was made perma-
nent in April, 1948.

The colonel has had many im-
portant assignments. Reese AFB
is the sixth air base he has com-
manded. He was commander of

Invitation To Oblivion

The Kremlin is trying to take over new nations in Asia, Africa and
the Middle East which are just coming of age. Join with us, the com-
munists say, and you will be free. |

Early in February, a joint declaration by President Eisenhower
and Prime Minister Eden punched away at the Kremlin’s approach to
these nations. It showed it to be what it really is—a bare-faced lie.
The Reds practice exactly the opposite of what they preach. They are
the world’s greatest enemies of freedom. :

“During the past 10 and more years,” the two leaders pointed out,
“600 million men and women in nearly a score of lands have, with our
support and assistance, attained nationhood. Many millions more are
being helped surely and steadily toward self-government.”

In the free world, liberty and freedom are not empty phrases. They
are living principles. :

In contrast, during these same 10 years, the Soviet Union has en-
slaved 100 million people in Europe alone. Independent nations were
turned into satellite states serving the Krmlin. Within the USSR, the
Russian people do not enjoy the freedoms so glibly proclaimed in their
constitution and in their master’s propaganda line.

In this struggle for the minds of men it would be well for the peo-
ple of these uncommitted states to take heed in the Washington Declar-
ation of President Eisenhower and Sir Anthony. Thy wrote:

“It would be illusory to hope that jn their foreign policies, political
and economic, the Soviet rulers would reflect a concern for the rights
of other peoples which they do not show toward the men and women
they already rule. Any free nation that may be persuaded by what-
ever threat, promise or enticement to embrace communism will lose its
independence and its people will forfeit their rights and liberties.”

Some people look at the limitations given to some of the military
privileges and wonder just why they are set up. Take the three-day
pass for instance. i

The limits of a 72 hour pass are set for the safety of the individual
—not to restrict travel. It is a known fact that the human body can
.take just so much strain behind the wheel of an automobile without
ill-effect. Many hundreds of servicemen are killed and injured each
year because they try to travel too far and too fast on their passes.

To drive over 500 miles and back in a 72 hour period a person must '

be behind the wheel at least a third of the time, provided speed limits
are not exceeded. Driving further would mean a faster rate of speed
and a longer driving period. Both are the greatest menace to driving
safety.

Pass limitations are within a 500 mile radius of Reese AFB for
officers and NCO’s and a 300 mile radius for the lower four graders, as

outlined in Reese AFB*Regulation 35-6A. Punishment for violating a

regulation - could mean a court martial or other action under the
Uniform Code of Military Justice.

So don’t try to drive across the United States on a fhree-day pass.
The risk just isn’t worth it.

Air Force Secrefary Announces
long Range Missile Program

Secretary Quarles paid tribute
to the Strategic, Tactical and Air
Defense Commands on their tenth
anniversary March 21 in a speech
before the Aviation Writers Asso-
ciation in Washington. The Sec-
retary paid tribute to other AF
organizations as Ezell, stressing the
complementary hature of the 18
Air Force commands.

He also outlined the Air Force’s
program of development of long-
range surface-to-surface strategic
missiles. He announced three AF
ballistic missile projects in this
field, two with intercontinental
range and one of intermediate
range.

The two intercontinental ballis-
tic missiles ICBM) are the ATLAS,
which has been under development
by the Convair Division of the
General Dynamics Corporation in
San Diego, California, for a num-
ber of years, and the TITAN, be-
ing developed by the Denver Di-
vision of the Martin Company of
Baltimore, Md.

The TITAN, Secretary Quarles
said, will use many of the compo-
nents being developed for the AT-
LAS. This enables the AF to de-
velop two operational missiles, rep-
resenting different technical ap-

proaches, at a cost only ten per
cent higher than that of one ICBM
program.

The AF’s intermediate range
ballistic missile (IRBM) project
announced by the AF Secretary is
the THOR. Development of this
missile program has been assigned
to the Douglas Aircraft Company
of Santa Monica, California.

Secretary Quarles told the as-
sembled aviation reporters that the
ability of guided missiles to in-
crease Air Force effectiveness
makes them a vital part of the
service’s program. He pointed out,
however, that the AF strategic de-
livery program still puts primary
reliance on the manned bomber
and that such aircraft will be im-

,portanf in the AF program for

many years to come.

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AF Moves Toward Space Flight

A preview of tomorrow’s rocket-
powered commercial space -ships
was given staff members of the
Air Force School of Aviation Med-
icine recently by one of the world’s
top authorities on guided missiles.

Krafft Ehricke, German - born
engineer, who now is missile de-
sign specialist for the Convair Air-
.craft Corporation of San Diego,
Calif., told his views during a con-
ference on medical aspects of the
Air Force guided missile program
at Randolph AFB, Texas.

During World War II Ehricke
was one of the brilliant young

- German scientists associated with
development of missiles at Penne-
munde. Before he turned to rock-
ets, Ehricke designed and tested
aircraft for the German firms of
Junkers, Heinkel and Messer-
schmitt. Before joining Corvair,
he worked with Bell Aircraft Cor-
poration, makers of the X-1 and
X-2. .

Like most rocket engineers,
Ehricke is an enthusiastic believer
in the future of space flight. But,
as a designer of practical weapon
systems, he is wary of setting any
date on man’s takeoff for the moon
or Mars.

“Our present rocket research is
in two directions,” the Convair
specialist said. “One is the guided
missile program. The other is the

Men Plan Test Jump
From 17 Miles Up

WASHINGTON (AFPS) — Two
men will bail out 17 miles over the
New Mexico desert next fall to
give the Air Force new informa-
tion on high altitude jumps.

The leaps, almost twice as long
as the present record, will be part
of “Operation Explorer,” the AF’s
series of high-altitude, high speed
bail-out experiments.

Lt. Henry P. Nielsen, co-holder
of the unofficial record for high
altitude parachute jumps, will lead
the new attempts. He and another
airman will drop from free bal-
loons, using newly-developed auto-
matic-opening parachutes and oth-
er experimental equipment.

The tests are being made by the
Air Research and Development
Command and the Aero Medical

high-peed, high-altitude commer-
cial rocket ships for flights be-
tween widely separated centers on
the earth’s surface--New York to
London or Los Angeles, or from
San Francisco to Tokyo.”

The rocket liner would cruise at
a height from 40 to 50 miles up—
two to three times the present alti-
tude record, set two years ago by
the X-1A. Its speed during the
powered take-off would reach as
much as 15,000 miles an hour—
nearly ten times the mark also
estalbished by the X-1A.

“Also they are examples of po-
tential peacetime uses for the mis-
siles which we are developing as a
means of defense in case of war.
So the guided missile program,
like atomic energy, will be turned
eventually to man’s benefit, in-
stead of his destruction.”

The School of Aviation Medi-
cine called the 'meeting between
engineers and physicians for the
benefit of aeromedical residents at
other installations, who will be
closely associated with the future
medical problems of rocket flight.

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British Claim New
Air Speed Record

London (AFPS) — Britain has

laid claim to a new air speed rec-
ord—the first flight of an airplane
over a measured course at a speed
greater than 1,000 'miles an hour.

The British have announced that
their Fairey Delta II, a delta-wing
jet, averaged 1,132 mph in recent
test flights over southern England.

The jet flew at 38,000 feet over
a nine-mile course. The first run
was clocked at 1,117 mph, the sec-
ond at 1,147 mph.

The average was submitted to
the International Aeronautical
Federation for confirmation.

If accepted by the world body,
it would shatter the present speed
record of nearly 824 mph, set by
Col. Horace H. Hanes of the USAF.
Col. Hanes flew an F100C Super
Saber to the- record flight last
August.

The British plane is a research
craft powered by a single Rolls-
Royce Avon turbojet engine with
re-heat equipment. The runs were
made by Lionel P. Twiss, a. test
pilot for the Fairey Aviation Co.,
Ltd.
