—

Between the Americans and
the Philippinos.

AMERICAN VALOR SUSTAINED.

Our Boldiers Never Falter, but Charge
Through Storms of Bullets,
»

Manila, Feb. 6, 7:15 p. m.—Ow-
ing to the area embraced in the
scene of Sunday's engagement, a
semi-circle of seventeen miles, de-
tails regarding fighting have been
extremely difficult to obtain. So
far as can be gathered the brush
commenced at B:45 on Satarday
evening by the firing of a Nebraska
sentry at Santa Mesa upon Filipinos
who were deliberately crossing the
line, after repeated warning, with the
evident purpose of drawing our fire.
The first shot from the American
sentry was evidently accepted as a
prearranged signal, for it was follow-
ed almost immediately by a terrific
tusillade along the entire Filipino
line on the north side of the Pasig
river.

The American outposts returned
the fire with such vigor that the
Filipino fire was checked until the
arrival of reinforcements. All the
troops in the vicinity were hurried
out and the Filipinos ceased firing
for half an hour while their own re-
inforcements came up.

At ro o'clock the fighting was re—
sumed, the American firing line con-
sisting of the third artillery, the
Kansas and Montana regiments, the
Minnesota regiment, the Pennsylva-
nians, the Nebraskans. the Utah
battery, the Idahos, the Washing-
ingtons, the Californians, the fourth
cavalry, North Dakota volunteers,
the South Dakota and Colorado reg-
iments, sixth artillery and fourteenth
infantry.

The Filipinos concentrated their
forces at three points, Calocan, San-
ta Mesa and Galingatan, and main-
tained an intermittent fusillade for
some hours.

They brought artillery into action
at Galingatan at 10:30, but only one
gun annoyed the Americans to any
appreciable extent, a howitzer on
the road beyond Santa Mesa. The
third artillery silenced the Galinga-
| tan battery by firing two guns sim-
| ultaneously, which was followed im-
mediately by volleys from the infan-
try.

At about midnight there was a
lull in the firing lasting until 3:45 a.
m., when the whole Filipino reopen-
ed fire. The Americans poured a
terrific fire into the darkness for
twenty minutes and there was
another lull uatil daylight, when the
Americans  generally advanced.
During the night, in response to
Rear Admiral Dewey's signal flash-
ed across from Cavite, the United
States cruiser Charleston and the
gunboat Concord, stationed at Mal-
abon, poured a deadly fire from their
secondary battery iato the Filipino
trenches at Calocan.

After daylight the double turreted
sca-going monitor Monadnock open-
ed fire off Malate and kept shelling
the Filipinos' left flank, while the
other vessels shelled the enemy's
right flank for several hours.

By 10 o'clock the Amaricans had
apparently completely routed the
enemy and had taken the villages of
Palawpong, Santa Mesa, Paco, San-
tana, San Pedro, Marcorte, Pando-
can and Pasal; had destroyed hun.
dreds of native huts and had secured
possession of the water main and
reservoir, a distance of six miles.

The Tennesseeans joined the fir-
ing line at 10 o'clock on Sunday
morning and assisted in capturing
Santa Mesa. Oneof the most not-
able events of Sunday's work was
driving the Filipinos out of their
stronghold at Paco by the reserve or
& few companius of Californians com-
manded by Col. Duboce. The main
road to the village was lined by na-
tive huts full of Filipino sharpshoot-
ers. Alter they had been firing upon
Gen. King and his staff, killing a
driver, and firing on an ambulance of
the Red Cross society, Col. Duboce

American sol-
diers in the theaters and at the cir-
cus were called out, the performan-
ces were stopped. Filipinos scur-
red everywhere and the rattle of
musketry and the booming of can-
non outside the city was plainly
heard. The residents of the out-
skirts of Manila flocked into the
walled city with their arms full of
All carriages disappeared
as if by magic, the street cars were

cut and the soldiers hurriedly but
silently marched out of the city to

the stations assigned to them. The
stores were closed almost instantly.
Foreign flags are to be seen from
many windows and a number of
white rags were hung out from Fil-
ipino huts and houses.

MORE FIGHTING,

Later telegrams state that in mak.
ing an advance Tuesday evening a
part of our forces met a division of
the enemy and had a sharp brush,
losing one man killed and three
wounded. The Philippinos were
driven back in bad ordes and two
of their field pieces and some im-
portant positions covering the city
water works were captured.

Almost immediately afterward the
Filipinos' line, from Calvocan loi
Santa Mesa, commenced a fusillade
which was ineffectual. The Nebras-
ka, Montana and North Dakota out-
posts replied vigorously and heldl
their ground until reinforcements ar-
rived,

The Filipinos in the meantime
concentrated at three points, Calvo-
can, Gagalangin and Santa Mesa.

At about 1 o'clock the Filipinos
opened a hot fire from all three
places simultaneously. This was
supplemented by the fire of two siege
guns at Balik Balik and by advanc-
ing their skirmishers at Paco and
Pandacan,

The Americans responded with a
terrific fire, but owing to the dark-
ness they were unable to determine
its efiect.

The third artillery also did good
work on the extreme left. The en-
gagement lasted over an hour,

The United States cruiser Char-
leston and the gunboat Concord,
stationed off Malabona, opened fire
from their secondary batteries on the
Filipinos' position at Calvocan and
kept it up vigorously.

At 2:45 there was another fusillade
along the entire line and the United
States sea-going double monitor
Manadnock opened fire on the
enemy from off Malate.

With daylight the Americans ad-
vanced. The California and Wash-
ington regiments made a splendid
charge and drove the Filipinos from
the villages of Paco and Santa Mesa.

The Nebraska regiment also dis-
tinguished itself, capturing several
prisoners and one howiltzer and a
very strong position at the reservoir,
which is connected with the water-
works,

The Kansas and Dakota regi-
ments compelled the enemy’s right
flank to retire to Calvocan.

There was intermittent firing at
various points all day long. The
losses of the Filipinos can not be
estimated at presel, but they are
known to be considerable.

The American losses areestimated
at twenty killed and 125 wounded.
The Ygorates, armed with bows and
arrows, made a very determined
stand in the face of a hot artillery
fire and left many men dead on the
field.

in varlous forms of bacterial life that

stick to the flanks and underparts of
| the anlmals when they lle down. What

Is true of the animal is likewise true
conecerning the person of the mlilker,
Clothed in dust-laden garments that
he has in dally use, he himself ls cov-
ered with Innumerable bacteria In a
Adrled condition, A large awcant of
this filth can be restralned or cleaned
off. Bacteria can be dislodged from
a dry surface with ease, while from a
molstened gurface, however rich In
germs, thete is little chance of their
diffusion. Therefore, the flanks and
under-part of the animal, after card-
ing and cleaning, should be thoroughly
moistened with water and then dry-
sponged, taking care there shall be no
drip; so the myriads of germs that re-
main may be effectually kept out of
the milk.

Tuorkey Gospel.

The first clutch of eggs laid by a
turkey are seldom fertile, and it by
chance a few are they Invariably hateh
out weakly poults and crippled ones,
no matter whether the eggs were plac-
ed under a hen or in an Incubator, says
Poultry Journal. The second clutch
laid do quite often hatch very well,
but the poults are not so strong s
the ones hatched from eggs laid b\ a
two-year-old hen. If the young tur-
key hens can have their entire liberty
,and can forage at will there will be
quite a difference In the vitality of the
poults, Of a naturally roaming dispo-
sitlon they are better contented, do
better in every way, are not go Jiable
to disease and the results are in every
way more satisfactory if you allow
them to follow this instinet of roving
at will in search of a living. If the
hen should select o nest in some out-
of-the-way place, don't meddle, just
let her alore, and do not allow your-
self to be unnecessarlly nervous over
it. Turkeys can stund a great deal of
“letting aleue,” and they hatch more
poults and stronger ones by such treat-
' ment. 1 shouldn't advise anyone to
move o brood turkey unless it was an
old one and accustomed to being han-
The gecond eause
fg Mece; they will kill more poults
and do it quicker than any other one
thing.

Fig Fertillzation.

The Department of Agriculture has
made a preliminary attempt to intro-
duce from southern Europe into Cal-
ffornin an Inszect which s responsible
for the fertllization of the Smyrna
figs of commerce. The entomologist
visited California in the spring of 1598 |
and found thst conditions were ripe
for such an attempted introduction,
and an agent In Europe will, during
the coming year, endeavor to take the
necessary steps to bring about this
introduction, which, it is hoped, will
result In the production by California
of a fig equal 1o the Smyrou fig, |

Throughout the vast
Aslan reglon, embracing a population |
of 500,000,000, the chopstick 1= nsed aa |
A substitute for fork, tongs and cer-
taln forms of tweezers, Even fish, om-
elet and cake are separated with the

chopsticks, snd the cook, the strset
scavenger and the wateh repairer use
this device in the form of Iron, long
bamboo and delieate Ivory, The bam-

boo chopstick was known In China
LOOO B, U, and shortly after this date
the Ivory form was devised, Thelr use
Iscone of great antlquity In Japan, as
attested by references to it in the an-
clent records of that country., One
may search in valn for the trace of any
object in the nature of a chopstick in

Central or Bouth America. Knitting
needles of wood are found in the
work-buakets associnted with ancient

Peruvian mummies, but the chopstick
has not been found. Curlous pottery
rests for the chops lcks are exhumed
in Japan, but even this endurlng testi-
mony of its early use ls yet to be re-
vealed In thls country.

DAIRY AND POULTRY.

INTEREBTING CHAPTERS FOR
OQUR RURAL READERS.

How PRuceessful Farmers Operate This
Department of the Farm—A Few
Hintse s to the Care of Live Btock
sad Poultry

Making Ezxport Choeess.

In an address to California dalry-
men, E, H, Hogeman suld: Cheese for
export that will stand shipping can
be made In the following way: Take
good, sweet milk and heat it to 86 de-
grees Fahrenheit, have the rennet test
at sixty seconds before adding the ren-
net, Then add rennet enough (o coagu-
Iate the milk in about thirty minutes,
using from two to thres ounces ac-
cording to the strength of rennet, and
cutting when firm; stir the vat gently
at first until the curd firms up. Cook
to 100 degrees, then stir vat every fif-
teen minutes to keep curd in granular
shape, till curd has developed one-
elghth inch acid, when they should be
‘run off, which usually takes from one
to one and one-half hours, The curd
ds then ready to be placed on curd
rack and strainer cloth and when mat-
ted down cut in square blocks and turn
over every fifteen minutes, If gas holes

form i{n curd the pleces can be plled

two or three deep; this will press out |
the gas and will flatten out the gas
holeg in the curd. When an inch nfl

acld has developed and the curd shows
a meaty texture it s ready to milll
When curd is milied let it fall onto the
bottom of vat. If kept on racks after
It is eut too much moisture would be
lost and cheese would perhaps be dry.
Keep the curd stirred till ready to salt,
and salt the curd about one-half to
three-quarters of an hour after milling,
using two and a half pounds of salt per
thousand pounds of milk, Give the
salt a chance to dissolve well, which
also takes from one-half to three-quar-
ters of an hour, then put to press about
80 degrees. A point of vast importance
ds to have the cheese well pressed and
all of the same size, If tainted milk is
used it should be treated somewhat
‘differently from the above, but remem-
ber that the best cheesecannot be made
from sour or tainted milk, A soft, mild
heese, of which a great deal Is used
n this market, requires absolutely
eweet milk without taint. Heat to 88
degrees. Rennet test should be 120
seconds. Set the milk at 88 degrees,
lusing the usual amount of rennet, Cook
to 106 to 108 degrecs. Cut when firm
|and run whey off at one-eighth inch
factd, Use about two pounds of salt
‘per 1,000 pounds of milk. This curd
iean either be worked in the granular
‘form or with curd mill and put to press
at 85 degrees. It pure, sweet milk is
not used and is talnted, gas holes will
form and the cheese will lkely swell
up and roll off the shelves.

Large and Small Incabators.

An incubator of 100 egg capacity (s
better suited to the needs of the com-
mon run of breeders than one of larger
size, says Natlonal Fancler. An iocu-
bator of this size of the very best make
now costs In the neighborhood of $20.
A machine of 200 egg capacity of the
same manufacture will cost about $10
more. Therefore a large proportion of

 small breeders look upon It as economy

to buy a machine of the larger size.
The emall breeder will not always fing
it an easy matter to save up 200 eggs
of the required freshness for this pur-
pose, and he will often be tempted to
use eggs of an age which are not safe
to put In the machine, And if he is
offering eggs for sale at the same time
it will frequently become necessary to

| start the machine when only half filled.

We are acquainted with breeders who
have found it an advantage to keep two
or three 100 egg machines and could
not be persuaded to exchange one for
anything larger than this. Whenever
there Is a temporary surplus of oggs

FProper Treatment of Fowls.

At the North Carolina Experiment
Station they evidently know how to
take care of fowls. The [following,
from bulletin 152, shows their meth-
ods:

voted to effect the cure, will, in nine
out of ten cased, be worth more than

The in-
centive was the necessity of making
money on something Lesldes the graln
crops, the price for which was s0 low
that no margin of profit remained,
Whether the movement toward dairy-
ing will continne with better condl-
tions for the grain ralser remains to
be seen. Certainly the philosophy of

uets are so far from market that the
cogt of transportation ls great. Great
cost of carrlage demands the manu-
facture of high-priced products, that
the relative charge of getting to mar-
ket may be lessened. Thus, if grain
gells at one cent a poum! and Dutter
for twenty there {s manifestly more
eaving of expense (n sending butter
to market than In sending grain. This
is a factor with which the eastern
dairyman must reckon. Under ordi-
nary conditions the farmer on cheap
land can produce butter at far less
priced land. It may be also that the
railroads running into the country of
cheap lands will find it to their in-
terests to encourage dairying rather
than to discourage it, for they will in
the end make more money out of their
business. It is true, they will lose
on the lessened volume of graln sent
to market, but they will gain on the
larger transportation of goods that
will be purchased by the farmer, and
they will also gain in thelr passenger
traffle. If the farmer makes more
money his family can aflord to travel
more and will take advantage of their
ability to do so. The value of the
cost than can the farmer on high-
lands owned by the rallroads will al
be increased and this will be no smal
factor in thelr prosperity. But the
Eastern dalryman need have no fear
of an immediate demoralization of his
market, for the cheap lands are so
poorly suppiied with rallroad facili-
ties that a very large area will not
find profitable dairying possible. It
will succeed only along the great maln
lines of road, by means of which the
butter can easily and quickly be sent
to market, By the time the whole
area is opened up to this industry the
population of .oe country will so far
have increased that the demand will
be far beyond our present capacity to
supply.

This Re-
publication deflection was, however, al-
most off-set by five members of the
political opposition who voted In faver
of the bill, among them being Messra,
Berry of Kentucky, Taylor of Ala-
bama (Dem.) and Skizner (Pop.) of
North Carolina.

Blalne and Frellnghuysen labored In
valn, with theoretical arguments and
historical objections, 1o convines Lord

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Presldent Cleveland, by promptly ree-
ognizing the trealy, on coming into the

presidency in 1885, quite sustained the
Britizsh contention.

Today some of the most learned in-
ternationnl lawyers In the nltad
States maintain that the old treaty s
valid and binding, at the same time
confegsing the confldent bellef that In
all probability Great Britain ls quite
as willing that it should be abrogated
in the proper way, relinquishing her
right under it to share in the construc-
tion, control and protection of a marl-
time canal through Nicaragua, as the
United States are to have it done,

The Route Desoribed,

Conslderable work has already been
done by the Maritime Company on the
projected canal. The route s from
Greytown, on the Atlantie, to Brito, on
the Pacific, a distance of 169% miles
apart. “In detall the line of the canal
extends from Greytown in a southeast-
erly direction 925 miles through the
low grounds of the heavily wooded
plains and gwamps. The cross section
of the canal here 18 10 be 120 feet wide
at bottom, 28% feet at surface, and 28
feet deep. Lock No. 1 will have a 1ift
of &1 feet: dimenslons of lock, 650 fest
by 80 feet. Lock No, 2, 1.25 miles from
No, 1; lift, 30 feet, Lock No, 2. abou:
two miles from No. 2; Hft, 45 feet.
About three miles from No. 8 is the
eastern divide eut, 2.9 miles
long; summit depth of out,
208 feet; average depth en-
tire length of eut, 141 feat;
material mostly rock: -
menslons of the cut, 80 feat
at bottom, 80 feet at sur-
face; depth of water, thirty
feet,

“The route from the di-
vide cut is through the ba-
sin of the San Francisco
viver. 1t and all other
openings are dammed up
to make an impounded res-
ervoir, extending from the
divide cut to the maln San
Juan at Ochoa, where the
river is to be dammed by an
Immense work of loose rock
to be hauled from the divide
cut. This dam = to be 70
feet high, 1.900 feet long:
it will raige the water abova
It to a level of 106 fent
above the gea, and this will
ralse the level of Lake Nlc-
aragua from 1056 to 110 feet
above the gea.”

canal runs, s not im-

portant in point of size,
nor of population, con-
talning only about 49,000
square miles, and hav-
ing, all told, not 500,000

people Lorated almost under the
cquator, it Is purely tropleal in chars
acter and products.

The natives of Nicaragua are Span-
ish-Americans and Indians, In about
cqual numbers, and having little in-
centive to exertion, are not more dis-
posed to Industry than the inhabitants
of other tropleal lands,

Although work on the canal wan
suspended iu 1892, much has already
been accomplished on the lower por-
tion of the San Juan river, For forty
miles the canal does not follow the
course of the river, but progresses In
a stralght line directly west throngh
the swamp.

The estimates of cost of constructs
ing u canal across Nicaragua are wide-
ly divergent, The Maritime Canal Com-
pany stated that the canal, complele
for navigation, would cost less than
75,000,000, the Ludlow bLoard placed its
cost At not less than $135,000,000 um-
der any clreumstances, and under cer-
taln conditions at $150,000.000, and 1t
I8 belleved tliat the present canal com-
mission will report  $126,000,000 ne
amply sufficlent to complete the work,

There 15 an Inevitable tendency Lo
dispute even the highest of these es-
timates as belng too small, when It is
remembered that the $40,000,000 Suesz
capal actunlly cost $100,000,000, and
on the $120,000,000 Panumy canal the
enormous sum of §350,000.000 has al-
ready been spent.

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Where Cannibalism Still Survives

Considered a Most Desirable
Article of Foed by the Natives
of the Islands New Britain
and New Ireland.

(Herbertshole, New Britain, Letter.)

In "lawail, cannibalism, as a custom,
is hardly remembered by the oldest
natlves, The same |3 true of Samoa,
but the natives of the Fiji Islands
have practiced it during the present
generation, and the long, ugly, three-
pronged wooden forks used to handle
the flesh of white men and that of
their own tribe is still quite plentiful,
and are sold at good round prices to
tourists. Some of these forks that
have had actual use for the purpose
they were made have quite a history
and bring fabulous prices. But Great
Britain has broken up the eustom In
Fijl and punished the offenders so
severely that cannibalism there Is en-
tirely a thing of the past,

On the islands commonly known as
New Britain and New Ireland, but re-
named by the Germans New Pommeen
and New Mecklenburg respectively,
human flesh {s at this day considered
a most desirable article of food, No
clvilized country clalmed these two
islands, which contain an area larger
than the Hawallan group, until the
Germans stole a march on Great Brit-
aln and established a protectorate in
1885.

The |slands are very close together,
with a narrow channel between, and
are governed from German New
Guinea. The only Imperial officer
there {8 the judge. A large German
trading and mercantile company s
located at Matiepl, a little f{sland iIn
Blanche bay. and the seat of govern-
ment is located at Herbertshole, just
opposite. The Islands are just south
of the equator, and the 150th meridian
of longitude runs through both of
them. The Caroline group Is just
north of the equator in the same me-
ridian of longlitude az New Britain
and New Ireland, The steamship pas-
sage from Syvidney, N, 8. W, takes just
eight days and is more than half way
ta Manlla,

A full-blooded Samoan woman, edu-
cated In Samoa by the misslonaries,
because of her great wealth and natu-
ral shrewdness, I8 probably the most
Influential person with the natives,
Little did the misslonaries know when
they were educating Mrs. Forsythe,
now Mrs. Kolb, but who has had a
dozen husbands before and made
money at it, that they were preparing
for Satan’s vineyard one of his strong-
ost allles. This woman now has an
Income of £10,000, or $50,000 a year.
She employes 800 natives and runs
four echooners In the trade of the
islands, She owns vast tracts of land,
but the German government was about
to take it away from her, and, freeing
hersell of the old husband, she mar-
ried a German subject to secure her
title to all her possessions.

Thls woman |s actively engaged in
the slave trade from all the {slands in
that part of the Pacific, and actually
sells outright or will rent for so much
per month women to men. She takes
orders ahead for this sort of service
and dellvers the goods the same as any
kind of merchandise. It is known by
some people that she Is Indirectly In-
terested In the human flesh trade, But
this 18 carried on very quletly, and
consequently brings big prices.

Through the influence of an old
trader 1 succeeded In seeing two or

gon's Bay and Bast Indla companies
of the past. [Its people are probably
of Polyneslan or Micronesian descent
and differ in type and customs con-
siderably from the true Papuans, who
are to ba found in New CGulnea, some
4560 miles away.

It 1s a significant faect that although
the island Is about fifty miles across
ita broadest part, no white man has
penetrated more than twenty miles
into bush country of the Interior. In
August, 1888, some officers and men
of the German warship Falke wenl
twelve miles inland, and during thelr
trip met with several hill tribes that
had never before seen a white man.
The country furthest from what clvili-
zatlon there I8 In the settlements Is
entirely unknown, though the prac-
tices of the ecoast natives, who are
practically civilized, leave little doubt
a8 to the savage nature of the moun-
tain tribes.

lead to the frequent misunderstandings
among the varipus tribes, which are
attended with much skull cracking and l
conslderable subsequent hntlnl—-*
nothing much la wasted In New Brit-
ain or New Ireland.

It appears that although from pure-
Iy economical motives the new Brlml‘\
grills his white victim and eats himi,
he much prefers a joint from one of
his own color. This appears on the
face of ft bad taste, but then what
sort of taste can you expect a cannibal
to possess?

In. stature the New Hritain ls below
the average. calculated from our
standpoint, though he is falrly muscu-
lar and well built and very wiry. He
hias the flat nose of the negro, through
the septum of which he wears a plece
of wood or bone, while his ears aré
usually plerced and stretched to such
an extent that he conld easily carry a
halt dozem cigars in the lobe of each.
He 18 o confirmed betel chewer, and
the smile of one of these children of
nature Is something “too ghastly for
anything.” The lips and gums are
gtained a bright crimson, while the
teeth are dyed a deep black by the
action of the nut, thus giving one &
gruesome suggestion that their latest
misslonary was taken rather “rare.’
Many of them dye their hair a light
red color and wear their beard In a
ragged fashlon under the chin, pluck-
ing out or shaving the halr on the
upper part of the cheeks and lip, The /

at Herbertshole, the German trading
station in Blanche Bay, and here some
of the adjacent bushmen meet the
coastal tribes to barter and exchange
their wares. Taro and yams, bread
fruit and other produce form the mar-
ketable assets of the hillsmen, while
the tribes on the coast have for sale
salt (a much-prized commodity), lime

filsh, shell ornaments, ete, to trade
away on thelr part. There Is another
delicacy, referred Lo heretofore,

brought down by the country people,
which is, as 1t were, contraband, and
which Is carried by stealth and sold
with much mystery and precaution, A
sudden raid on the innocent looking
palm-plaited market baskets often re-

The old men especially
are confirmed cannibals and will give
their eye teeth (if they heppen to have
any) for a pound or so of dried and
ghriveled fleshh that looks more like
crude India rubber than what it really
i:".

The New Britain Is very supersti-
tious and exceadingly mercenary, and
most tribes subsidize a nelghboring

The New Britaln pative, with his
neighbor, the New Irelunder, ls per-
haps one of the most confirmed canni-
bals in the world at present, even
those llving within the pale of mlis-
siopary influence are affected with a
craving for human flefh as strong as
that which caused the Carlbes to be
regarded years ago as the most cruel
and demoniacal people on the globe,
It you ask a New Britaln “boy" his
candid opinion of the various animal
foods obtalnable, he will probably re-
ply as one did to a glmilar query put
by the writer: “Plg, him good,"” with
u careless shrug of his shoulders;
“bulumakaw (beef), him plenty good,”
and then, with a visible watering of
the mouth, 88 if the very recollection
was pleasing to the palate, “man, him
velly good!™ And yet, naturally, these
people are rather a kindly sort of race,
with very pronounced domestic affec-
tlons and considerable more honesty
than Lthe average white man.

New Britain, New Ireland and Ger-
man New Guines are reslly under the
