Greater Highway Caution Stressed 
As Accidents Increase Over Area

A rash of accidents brought con­
siderable worry to ground safety 
officials this week as they consid­
ered three bad accidents on high­
ways between the base and Lub­
bock, the death of an airman near 
El Paso, injury to an officer in­
volved in a Lubbock automobile 
crash, and 13 first aid cases on 
the base.

“Safety officers all over the 
South Plains have been urging 
special caution because highways 
have on them right now drived

against the base, as well as a lost 
worker.

The 13 aid cases cost $91 and 
eight airman, four civilians, and 
an officer.

France Drafts Airman, But

Roger Delobel this week received ed States four years ago under an
orders to report for induction into 
the French army. But he doesn’t 
think he will report, for he is an 
airman third class in the United 
States Air Force, stationed at 
Reese Air Force Base.

The notice came from the 
French consul at San Francisco. It 
said report as soon as possible. 
Airman Delobel, assigned to dis­
tribution in the wing adjutant’s 
office at Reese AFB, thinks “ as 
soon as possible” might be a long 
time off. He’s enlisted for four 
years. Then, anyhow, he thinks 
the French government may not 
have much jurisdiction.

The airman came to the Unit-

immigration visa. He’s made ap­
plication for citizenship in the 
United States. He thinks, thus, he 
is free to continue living and serv­
ing the United States. He’s going 
to try to find legal authority to 
back him up.

At any rate, Airman Delobel 
thinks he is pledged to serve out 
his term with the United States 
Air Force; by the end of his ser­
vice he will have become a citizen 
of the United States ; and then, he 
thinks, he most certainly won’t be 
subject to French Army service.
He plans to write the consul a nice 
letter explaining his views.

Performing courtesies or just being polite from day to day with 
our famihes, with the ones we work with and thevpeople we come in 
contact with throughout the day requires practice. An elaborate show 
of courtesy merely indicates a real lack of manners also usually shows 
an inferior person who wishes to merely be a part of society s iuies 
and conventions.

Courtesy doesn’t mean to just hold the door open for some aged 
person, but holds true in our conduct, our speech, our work, our true 
inner feelings.

Travel Regulation Changes Storage Rulings
New changes in the Joint Travel 

Regulations liberalizing t h e i r  
household goods storage provi­
sions will go into effect Decem­
ber 1.

Personnel in the AF and other 
uniformed services will be en­
titled to free government tempo­
rary storage of household goods 
for 90 days or less without the 
former restriction requiring the 
pre-existence of a situation be­
yond the individual’s control.

This temporary storage, made in 
conjunction with shipment of 
household goods, can be authoriz­
ed at the place of origin, in tran­
sit or at the destination.

Further, if the serviceman is 
unable to accept the stored house­
hold goods after the 90 day per­
iod because of conditions beyond 
his control, a transportation offi­
cer can authorize 90 more days of 
government paid storage.

Storage without shipment may 
be authorized in cases of modifi­
cation or cancellation of orders. 
Further storage can also be au­
thorized when the individual re­
ceives further PCS orders upon 
assignment to a new duty station 
and has not had time to re-estab­
lish a residence before moving 
again. |

Free government storage of 
household goods also may be pro­
vided service personnel making a 
permanent change of station with 
a temporary duty period en route.

The JTR changes also provide 
for cumulative storage entitle­

ments. This permits a serviceman 
whose entitlement to temporary 
or nontemporary storage under 
one situation has expired to ob­
tain storage entitlement under an­
other situation.

The changes in the storage pro­
visions of the JTR emphasize the 
responsibility and authority of the 
transportation officer. He has the 
authority to approve or disap­
prove applications for storage; de­
cide on location of storage points; 
and interpret regulations and as­
sist service personnel with their 
storage problems.
