Whalker was in the saloon for o fow
moments, having left his companion
at a nearby resort. The galoon only
had beer for sale and Walekr pulled
a bottle of whisky from his pocket
nnd passed It to several of the by-
standers, who partook of it. About
this time the negro, Taylor, came In
and neked Walker for a drink of the
whisky. Walker gald that he did not
now Taylor, when the latter sald he
would ghow him who he was, and at
the same tlme pulled s A4-caliber pls-
tol from his pocket and placed the
muzzle almost ngainst Walker's face
nnd pulled the trigger. Walker drop-
ped to the floor dead, and the nogro
turned and fled before the crowd had ~
recovered from thelr consternation.

Friends say that Walker never sow
the negro before and It seems incrad-
fble that guch a cold-blooded murier
could have been eommitted without &
motive, but witnesses Insist that the
above ia an accurate account of the
killing.

Walker has been In Beaumont for
reveral years. He came here from Ty-
ler, where he has relatives living.

English Possossbon Whan
Are Antl-British.

The Britlsh possession of Mauritl-
us Is at present the ground of a cam-
| palgn against everything Britiah, The
French child's copybook which gives
a pleture of the alleged Britlsh atro-
cities wt Ladysmith ls belng widely
gsed, and this is not the only mon-
strous publication that 18%belng is-
sued with the view of fostering hatred
of things British. The newspapors,
of which there are nine or ten pub-
lighed here, are with two except.ons
violently anti-Britlsh, says the Loa-
don Mall. They constantly speak of
the "“undylng hatred” of the nntives
for the English, and stigmatize the
British resldents ps pgs, thleves,
drunkards and mlmost every other
abgectionable thing they can Imagne.
Although Mauritius hes been a Brit-
ish possession since 1810, it ls as antl-
Buitish as ever, Out of u population
of #70,000, 270,000 are Indian natives
engaged In the sugar industry. About
#0000 of the rest are whit ,and col-
ored creales. Not only the crecles,
but an enormous number of the lo-
dians, as well as the Chinese shop-
keepers, use the French language, and
all the newspapers, except one, are
published o French. In all law
cases In which an Efglishman Is In-
volved the vewspapers ilnvariably glde
pgainst biw, and heap abuse on hls
head so long ns Lhe matler remains
before the publle, 8ir Charles Bruce
is constantly derided and ridiculed in
these disgraceful journals, which, in-
deed, vie with the gutter press of
Parls in vituperation and calumuy.

The five road agents
waited until Hans rode close to the
sand hill behind which they were hid-
ing, then rode down on him, Mfring
thelr rifies as they galloped up. A
fortunate shot passed through the
heart of the horse that Hana was rid-
ing. Using the animal for a breast-
work the rallroad bandit hunter got
, out his heavy pistols and began busl-
| ness right there, He only shot four
times. The fArst Dbullet he fired
passed through the heart of the near-
est robber, the next one struck one of
the horses of the oncoming gang and
killed it, the third bullet passed
through the head of another bandit,
Xkilling him instantly and the fourth
passed through the body of one of the
gang and he died later. The two re-
| maining members of the band sur-
rendered and were taken Into Custer
by Hans.  The men he killed were
known as “Texas,” Fleet Foot and
Mountain Pete. The other two, Long
Tom and 8kinny, were sent to the
penitentiary for life,
