It will give to the stockmen, the
cotton growers, the grain producers
and the mine owners of the south-
west, west and northwest another
first class competing harbor, through
which they can ship their products
to the markets of the world.

It is the farthest south of any av-
ailable American port on this conti-
nent, and has sufficient decp water
room for the rendezvous of our naval
vessels.

And as the pass
from the gulf to the harbor is only
2,640 feet wide with splendid loca-
tion on each side for land batteries,
pufmpmmﬁnnoonld be given to
all shipping and other property in
and about the harbor.
When the Nicaragua canal is con-
structed and the products of the is-
lands of the Pacific and the Orient
seck American markets the first ava-
ilable port which they will reach in
their northern course will be Aransas
Harbor, where lhg will meet the

half of the city, finally capturing it
and landing a force of men to hold
possession, since which time the
general impression has been that we
held practically peaceful possession
of the islands. Recently about two
regiments and two or three batteries
of artillery were sent there and un-
official Associated Press correspon-
dence informs us that they found our
troops practically under siege in
Iloilo and holding a scope ol only
about three miles of country.
