6,488 te s t 
fligh ts w ere m ade, w ith  m ore 
th an  12,000 land ings in 3,390 
fly ing hours w ith  one m inor ac ­
cident. P ilo t e rro r  w as n o t in ­
volved. H ow ever,»pilo t sk ill con­
trib u ted  g rea tly  in p reven ting  a 
m ajo r accident, it w as said.

F lig h t te s t is a  v ita l p a rt of th e  
m ain tenance  qu a lity  contro l, of­
ficials cite. T he F lig h t T est sec­
tion sets th e  pace fo r th e  qua lity  
of m ain tenance  existing  a t Reese. 
F lig h t T est people pu t th e  final 
stam p of approval on an a irc ra f t 
by releasing  it fo r fligh t a f te r  it 
has undergone inspection o r r e ­
ceived o th e r types of m ain tenance  
prescribed by d irectives.

T est pilots, it w as pointed out, 
m ust give m eticu lous a tten tio n  to 
detail in inspection, and above- 
average  pilot skill and ab ility  a re  
needed.

M&S supervisors give c red it for 
safety  record  to  th e  te s t pilot 
standard iza tion  program , s tr ic t 
a ir discipline, and th e  selection of 
exacting  pilots fo r te s t w ork.

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American Spirit Radiates
T hom as Je ffe rson  w as 33 years of age w hen he p u t th e  final 

touches on th e  D eclara tion  of Independence in June , 1776. He had 
been closeted in m id-M ay w ith  th e  m em bers of th e  C on tinen ta l 
C ongress and now he w as ready  to  w rite  a docum ent th a t  w as to  
be th e  p roduct of tw o ra th e r  w idely d ivergen t schools of though t.

On one side w as Jefferson , a  D eist and a devotee of th e  philoso­
phy of a cen tu ry  th a t  liked to call itself th e  Age of Reason. On the 
o th e r stood th e  m em bers of th e  Congress, a staid, group steeped in 
th e  trad itions of P u ritan ism . T he am azing  fac t is th a t  these tw o 
schools of th o u g h t cam e to g e th e r and produced th e  D eclara tion  of 
Independence, a docum ent w hich  to th is day rad ia tes  th e  sp irit of 
th e  A m erican nation .

H ad th e  D eclara tion  been phrased  only in th e  s tr ic t P u rita n  
trad ition , it m igh t w ell have been tinged  w ith  a  ce rta in  narrow ness 
of view. H ad it been pure ly  a p roduct of th e  philosophy of the  17th 
C entury , it m igh t have been a lto g e th e r offensive to  th e  C hristians 
of th e  Colonies. T he happy  com prom ise of th e  ideas of Jefferson  
tem pered  by th e  deep sp iritu a lity  of th e  C ongress produced a ve ri­
tab le  m asterpiece.

As th e  young Mr. Je ffe rson  sa t in his hom e in V irgin ia d ra ftin g  
his w onderfu l m essage, he undoubtedly  had a  vision of th e  fu tu re  of 
A m erica. The d ram atic  cadences of the  D eclara tion  of Independence 
p o rtray  a vigorous young nation  reach ing  upw ard  and ou tw ard  for 
life, liberty  and happiness. These w ords have no t lost th e ir  pow er in 
th e  las t 185 years. The equa lity  of m en and th e ir  dependence upon 
God form  the  bedrock of A m erican dem ocracy to  th e  p resen t day. 
T hey will continue to underg ird  freedom  w h erever it is found in the  
w orld of tom orrow .

Basic Exercise Plan Aimed 
At Bringing Physical Fitness

B y Dr. Harold Faulconer
The F ive Basic E xercise (5BX) 

P lan  is a  p lan o rig inated  by the  
R oyal C anadian  A ir Force, de­
signed to show you how to develop 
and m a in ta in  a  h igh level of phys­
ical fitness.

This p lan d iffers from  o ther 
physical developm ent p rogram s in 
th a t  it requ ires only 11 m inutes a 
day and th a t  it m ay  be done in 
y ou r own hom e or room  w ithou t 
exercising  devices o r equipm ent. 
I t  is also applicable to  all person­
nel regard less of age and p resen t 
degree of physical fitness. T he 5 
BX P lan  is described in ATC 
P am p h le t 50-5 and these w ill soon 
be d is tribu ted  to  all personnel.

In  essence th is p rogram  consists 
of a series of six groups of five 
exercises. I t  is p lanned th a t  one 
should perform  each of these five 
exercises a ce rta in  num ber of 
tim es fo r a to ta l of eleven m in­
utes. D epending upon his age, he 
w ill increase th e  num ber of tim es 
each exercise is perfo rm ed  a t  a 
p rescribed ra te .

W hen he attains proficiency 
w ith one group of exercises as 
outlined by a  chart, he then  
progresses to the next chart of 
5 exercises, etc.

The 5 BX P lan  has been ac­
cepted by ATC as a p rogram  for 
A ir Force  personnel to  a tta in  and 
m a in ta in  a  h ig h er degree of 
physical fitness.

Now comes th e  problem  — how 
do you get people to  do such a 
series of exercises fo r 11 m inu tes 
a day. If th is w ere a m andato ry  
program , th is problem  w ould not 
exist as everyone w ould be lined 
up and th e  exercises done by th e  
num bers.

R eese personnel are urged to 
utilize the 5 BX Plan on a  vol­
untary basis to improve their 
physical fitness.

T here  w ill be no th re a ts  fo r 
those w ho do n o t partic ip a te  in 
the  program , no r w ill th e re  be 
aw ards as incentive to those who 
do partic ipa te . H ow ever, an  obvi­
ous incentive should be ap p a ren t 
fo r everyone, and th a t  is th e  
know ledge th a t  his physical f i t­
ness w ill im prove and in tu rn , his 
health . ATC P am p h le t 50-5 w ill 
be d is tribu ted  to a ll Reese m ili­
ta r y  personnel. T he pam ph le t is 
w ell w orth  your sc ru tin y  and it 
is hoped th a t  all m ilita ry  person­
nel as w ell as th e ir  dependents 
w ill consider partic ip a tin g  in th e  
5 BX P lan  fo r physical fitness in 
th e  n e a r  fu tu re .

T he use of je t  a irc ra f t has 

caused a  big boom in th e  p roduc­
tion  of a irp o rt ram p  and runw ay  
sw eeping equipm ent. T he m echan ­
ical broom s pick up debris th a t  
m igh t be sucked, in to  je t engines, 
resu lting  in dam age to  them .

A dequate care  fo r everyone in 
case of an  em ergency on th e  base 
is included in a new  “Buddy 
C are” p rogram  in au g u ra ted  a t 
Reese. P rep a ra tio n  has been m ade 
for suffic ien t m edical facilities 
and tra in ed  m en to  care  for all 
in jured , if any.

One step in th e  p rogram  is th e  
A ir Force-w ide program  now  im ­
p lem ented a t Reese w hich is fo r­
m ally  called M edical M ateria l 
P ro g ram  fo r N uclear Casualties, 
or M edical T ra in ing  for Non- 
M edical Personnel. U nder this 
set-up se lf-tre a tm en t and Buddy 
C are k its a re  sto red  in stra teg ic  
places around  th e  base w here 
th ey  will be quickly  obtainab le  in 
th e  event of an  em ergency.

E ach of the  k its con tains neces­
sa ry  item s to t r e a t  100 persons 
fo r 72 hours, if necessary. A su f­
ficient n um ber have been located 
on the  base to  care  fo r everyone.

The k its a re  supplied by th e  
USAF M edical Service, local 
Base M edical Services, and a re  
th e  d irect responsibility  of th e  in ­
dividual organizations fo r m ain ­
tenance  of secu rity  and periodic 
inspection. T he k its a re  designed 
for em ergency tre a tm e n t of 
nuclea r casualties to  be adm in­
istered  by o th e r th an  m edical p e r­
sonnel and, in m ost instances, 
w ithou t m edical guidance or 
supervision.

To fam iliarize  base personnel 
on how to adm in ister em ergency 
firs t aid w hile using these  kits, an 
18-hour tra in in g  class has been 
com pleted a t th e  base hospital.
