Communications Squadron, with
headquarters at Walker AFB,
New Mexico, we have the privi-
lege to maintain and operate
communications and navigational
aids services at Reese.

“AFCS navigational aids facil-
ities, air-to-ground stations, radar
approach control, ground control
approach, instrument landing sys-
tems, control towers and many
other facilities on USAF bases
have played a contributing part
in the successful completion of
the Air Force mission.”

The service is a world-wide
organization with units on
every Air Force Base and at
many isolated locations scat-
tered throughout the free
world.

Although types of communica-
