Starts

Nearly 200 AFROTC cadets from 31 colleges and universities
throughout many parts of the nation will arrive at Reese Sunday to
start four weeks of intensive summer training planned to give them
a major insight into operation of an active Air Force base.

Listed for training are 199 cadets, but the number may be
slightly altered prior to opening of the training period.

The cadets will train from be-
fore daylight until after dark each
day as the training staff seeks to
show the life of a young officer,
how undergraduate pilot training
is conducted at Reese and work-
ings of support organizations.

Power Mower Use Rules

5BX Plans
Start Here

The 5BX plan for physical fit-
ness on a voluntary basis through-:
out the Air Force for several
months has become mandatory.
and is going into effect at Reese:
just as quickly as all details arel
worked out,

A revised regulation arrived at:
Reese this week stating that thei
purpose of the program is to de-
velop high standards of physical
fitness in USAF military person-
nel. The program also is aimed
at insuring that each person meets
weight requirements.

Wednesday afternoon five per
cent of Reese officers and airmen
were given physical tests in the
gymnasium to secure for Presi-
dent Kennedy a cross-check of
physical status of personnel.
Those taking tests participated
in sit-ups, chin-ups and a 250-
yard shuttle run.

The regulation provides for an-
nual tests of physical condition
for all military persons and dir-
ects the director of medical per-
sonnel to cooperate in securing
weight control programs.

Each person will participate
in the program “during off-
duty hours and at a time and
place convenient to the partici-
pants.”

Persons receiving incentive paly
will maintain the physical level
prescribed for flying crews. The
5BX program will be used to con-
dition all USAF training course
personnel, and participation of
dependents is encouraged.

Persons failing to meet weight
standards under the regulation
will be tested monthly ‘and the
director of medical services is to
specify the period in which stand-
ards must be met.

Air Force members may be ex-
cused from the program because
of physical reasons and no" one
will be encouraged to take exer-
cises which may damage his
health. Diets will be controlled
by doctors. Results of the pro-
gram will be reported to USAF
semi-annually,

Two X-19 vertical takeoff or
landing (VTO) aircraft, which

can also be employed as short
takeoff or land (STOL) vehicles,

No government direction ordered the manufacture of the corn
flake. Nor, did any such direction order the television relay satellite
into space. Both achievements, one large, one small, are important
products of a free society.

A society where the state takes a back seat and lets the citizens
do the driving.

Time Used To Do Good

The word “time” appears quite frequently in our conversation.
We say, “I don’t have time,” “What time is it?”, “How many times?”
But if you want to start a lively discussion at your next gathering of
friends, throw out this question: “What is time?” You will probably
be amazed at the number of blank expressions that will suddenly
appear on their faces.

One need not feel inadequate because he doesn’t have a definition
for “time” at his fingertips. Philosophers, scientists and mathe-
maticians have been struggling over the problem for centuries, They
agree somehow that time is the measure of motion; it is a general
term for the experience of duration.

Aside from formal definitions, this we do know: our lives have a
certain duration. We are born, we live, we die. “I expect to pass
through this world but once,” wrote Stephen Grellet in the 19th
century. “Any good, therefore, that I can do, or any kindness that
I can show to any fellow creature, let me do it now; let me not
defer it or neglect it, for I shall not pass this way again.”

Therein lies the value of time. Some of our time is disposed of
through obligation: to schooling as young people, to work as adults,
to performing necessary actions for ourselves, our families, our
friends. Open periods may be regarded as “discretionary time” —
time that we may do with as we wish. Our character and morality
will emerge from our use or abuse of this valuable thing we call
iime, be it obligated or discretionary.

Since we “pass this way but once’ let us improve the time
alloted to us. Whole civilizations have been destroyed by the
failure of humans to use their time wisely.
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Major Becomes Initial Astronaut
In Winged Aircraft In Outer Space

WASHINGTON (AFNS)—Air Force Maj. Robert M. White
became the first man to gain astronaut status through flight of
winged aircraft in space when he took the X-15 research aircraft to
an altitude of 310,000 feet over Edwards AFB, Calif., on July 17.

The newest Air Force astro-
naut, who earlier piloted the X-
15 to an altitude of 250,000 feet
and flew the small research air-
craft through the outer edge of
the atmosphere at a speed of
4093 mph, reached into the
space environment July 17
moments after the X-15 was re-
leased from its “mother” air-
craft.

Top speed during the space
flight was 3-784 mph, attained
at 156,000 feet altitude. The
flight lasted 11 minutes after
launch from the B-52 aircraft.
Engine burn-out came after 81
seconds.

The X-15 utilized in the first
space flight in a winged aircraft
is one of two such aircraft in the
program to gain information for
this country’s manned space

glider, X-20 Dyna-Soar project. ||

[n addition, the July 17 flight by
Maj. White, as well as previous
flights, are contributing to the
NASA-sponsored Mercury orbital
flights through development of
altitude control systems.

Maj. White, with Scott Cross-

field and Navy Cmdr. Forrest
Peterson, was presented the Col-
lier Trophy by President Ken-
nedy on July 18 for contributions
to aviation through X-15 flights.
The major was presented his
command pilot astronaut wings
by Gen. Curtis E. LeMay, Air
Force chief of staff, at a Penta-
gon ceremony on July 19.

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Anti-Missile Intercepts Missile
In Successful Programmed Test

WASHINGTON (AFNS) — In
a controlled test conducted joint-
ly by the Air Force and the Army,
a Nike Zeus missile effected a
successful intercept of a special
target vehicle launched by an
Atlas inter-continental ballistic
missile from Vandenberg AFB,
Calif., last week.

Details of the test were worked
out prior to the launch of the
ICBM from California and the
Army Nike Zeus anti-missile de-
vice from Kwajalein Island in
the Pacific. The intercept test
used precise tracking equipment.

The test, the second in a series
being conducted as part of a con-
tinuing development series to de-
termine the capabilities of the
Army’s Nike Zeus anti-missile
system, followed an earlier at-
tempt which failed to meet its
requirements.

Neither device employed
nuclear warhead for the test.

Defense Secretary McNamara
in a statement following the in-
tercept said: This event evidences
the extreme and continuing na-
ture of the United States pro-
gram to understand the capabili-
ties and limitations of anti-mis-
sile systems. It shows that we

Letter Hits
Leave Miser

WASHINGTON (AFNS)
Leave misers and certain com-
manders’ failure to afford mem-
bers the opportunity of leave can
lead only to a lowering of health
and morale standards of Air
Force military personnel, the Of-
fice of the Chief of Staff cau-
tioned major commanders in a
policy letter.

Unless dynamic leadership and
aggressive administrative action
are exerted to eliminate hoarding
of leave greater than true mili-
tary necessity requires, the let-
ter pointed out, the benefits
derived from the Armed Forces
Leave Act of 1946 can be jeopar-
dized.

It stressed action at all eche-
lons to insure members taking
leave for the good of them-
selves and the Air Force.

Also, that leave programs be
re-examined and vigorously prose-
cuted in each command to insure
ample opportunity to take leave
by Air Force personnel.

The letter also hit out against
abuse of the pass privileges.

“The pass is a tool by which
commanders can create incen-
tives, reward excellent perform-
ance and promote high morale.
It is not to be used as a substi-
tute for ordinary leave. Abuse of
pass privileges tends to diminish
the effectiveness of the program
and could result in its withdraw-
al,” the communication pointed
out.

Mottled enamel or permanent
brown tooth stain can occur only
if the child has an increased fluo-
ride intake during the period the
teeth are actually being formed.
Formation of a child’s teeth starts
before it is born and continues
until about 16 years of age and
by the time the child is 8 to 10
years old all or permanent
teeth have formied excer:s the
third molars. or ‘“wvizdom *:eth.”

In some areas — in 1,9000 com-
munities — commercial fluoride
compounds are added to drinking
water to provide necessary fluo-
ride to combat tooth decay. In
this climate approximately .8 ppm
would be a good level for drink-
ing water, but a threat is posed
when an excess (above 2 ppm) is
present.

Thus, the question arises:

what exactly can we as par-
ents do to help prevent this
staining of our children’s teeth.

The answer is simple:

Use a fluoride controlled drink-
ing water until the child’s per-
manent teeth have formed (from
8 to 10 years of age).

Use this “safe” water for cook-
ing, ice cubes, homemade drinks
or for any other forms of water
ingested by the children.

Caution them against drinking
ordinary tap water at home, at
school or when eating out.

Avoid locally bottled soft bev-
erages, as most of them are not
made with fluoride controlled
water.

Take the children to the den-
tist regularly (this is most im-
portant).

The old saying, “An ounce of
prevention is worth a pound of
cure,” is true. However there is
essentially no cure for dental
fluorosis.
