Aireraft Tested
For COIN Work

WASHINGTON (AFNS) — The
Air Force is conducting evalua-
tions testing of various aircraft
to ascertain the feasibility of
employing them for counter-in-
surgency (COIN) operations.

As part of this program, a
Grumman Mohawk and a De-
Haviland Caribou aircraft are be-
ing made available by the Army
to the Air Force Special Warfare
Center at Eglin AFB, Fla. The
Center evaluates on-the-shelf air-
craft and sub-systems which show
potential for counterinsurgency
operations.

Air Force pilots are being
checked out in both aircraft.
Tests will be conducted during
the next couple of months to see
if either or both can be adapted
to Air Force COIN operations.

and five cadets ranging in age
from 20 to 22, was confined in a
crew compartment at the Human
Factors Research Laboratory in
Marietta, Ga. The experiment
was under the supervision of
Lockheed psychologists for the
Air Force’s Aerospace Medical
Division, Air Force Systems Com-
mand.

Dr. Earl Alluisi, Lockheed psy-
chologist and project manager
for the test, said: “It is our first
impression that the crew per-
formed at a very high level all
the way through the study. The
Air Force Academy group’s per-
formance generally exceeded that
of college men previously em-
ployed in this type of experi-
ment.”

The test was conducted in a
‘“space cabin” containing an area
of 1,100 cubic feet.

C-123 Getting More

Air Training Command has be-
come the first major air com-
mand to win the National Safety
Council Award of Honor six con-
secutive times.

The annual recognition is be-
stowed upon major Air Force
commands which excel in reduc-
tion of accidental loss of man-
power and property. Eligible
commands must reduce their ac-
cident rate and cost index by at
least 10 per cent over the aver-
age of the two preceding years.

ATC won the 1961 award by
achieving an 18.3 per cent reduc-
tion over the accident rate and
cost index average of 1959 and
1260.

Other accident reductions log-
ged by ATC during the past six
years were 24 per cent in 1956;
28.7 per cent in 1957; 12.7 per
cent in 1958; 19.9 per cent in 1959,
and 13.6 per cent in 1960.

While 1955 saw the combined
cost of government property
damage, facilities and both mili-
tary and civilian injuries amount-
ing to $9,228,626, the figure was
reduced to $1,9951,106 in 1961.
The 1961 fatality rate was 39,
compared to 199 in 1955.
