The careless sm oker w as la ­
beled “Public F ire  Enem y No. 1” 
th is w eek by T ru e tt S. C ranford, 
Reese fire  chief, w ho said th a t 
each y ear thoughtless sm okers 
a re  responsible fo r m ore th an  
200,000 fires and 1,200 deaths of 
persons dying in th e  fires.

“T he sad p a rt of it is th a t we 
alm ost alw ays m istaken ly  blam e 
the. m a tch  and c igarette , ra th e r  
th an  th e  un th ink ing  person who 
used th em ,” th e  chief com m ented.

C hief C ranford  laid down five 
ru les fo r “th ink ing  persons who 
would be sm art and safe sm ok­
ers:

“If you sm oke in bed, b reak  the  
deadly h ab it a t once. I t  is one of 
th e  m ost com m on and correctib le 
causes of fire deaths.

“M ake ce rta in  your m atches 
and c igare ttes  a re  com pletely ou t 
before disposing of them . B reak  
the  m a tch  betw een your fingers 
and grind th e  c ig a re tte  un til the  
lighted  end is cool to  th e  touch.

“W hen driving, discard your 
m atches and c igare ttes  in the  
ca rs’ a sh tray , and see th a t  pass­
engers do th e  sam e.

“H ave p len ty  of ash tray s a- 
round  th e  house and office. The 
safe ones a re  la rge  enough and 
deep enough to  hold a bu rn ing  
c ig a re tte  so it can ’t fall out.

“E very  n igh t before re tiring - 
and especially a fte r  parties-look 
beneath  sofa cushions and around  
surfaces of upholstered  chairs. 
Any still-ho t c igare ttes w hich 
have lodged in these spots can 
cause a deadly, sm oldering n ig h t­
tim e fire .”

T here  is some desecration  of
