On-Post Housing 
Increase Studied 
For 1963 Program

(AFNS) — Secretary of De­
fense Robert S. McNamara has 
announced that he is considering 
a report calling for a significant, 
increase in on-post housing for 
military families in 1963 and in 
succeeding years.

McNamara received an exten­
sive report from Deputy Secre­
tary of Defense Roswell L. Gil- 
patric that “is an outstanding 
job in providing a comprehensive 
reappraisal of the military family 
housing program.”

Three other recommendations 
in the “Gilpatric Report” are 
setting up a department of de­
fense professional family housing 
management office, a d o p t i n g  
single family housing manage­
ment techniques in both new con­
struction and in operation and 
maintenance of existing military 
housing.

At a Pentagon press confer­
ence, the defense secretary 
said he would give more spe­
cifics after he goes over the 
report. In answer to one ques­
tion, he did say that an in­
crease in quarters allowance 
was another recommendation.
Answering other questions, Mc­

Namara said he contemplates no 
easing of the dependent travel 
ban to Western Europe in time 
of crisis.

On possible additional call-ups, 
he said none were being planned 
for Reserve or National Guard 
units at the moment.

As for reservists and guards­
men already called-up, he re­
affirmed that the law stipulates 
a 12-month term.

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Troops Praised
(AFNS) — Air Force people are making it possible for the Air 

Force to do its job better in every way, says Gen. Curtis E. LeMay, 
Air Force chief of staff.

Gen. LeMay praised the personnel of the Air Force and in partic­
ular the outstanding Airmen at the Air Force association convention 
held in Philadelphia in September.

The Outstanding Airmen, all of whom have returned to their 
home bases throughout the world, received a pat on the back from 
the Chief of Staff who pointed out that Air Force resources cannot 
be useful “unless we have the people to do the job.”

Three important factors must be present according to Gen. 
LeMay, “One, is that people have to know they are doing something 
important,” he said at the honors luncheon which was given for the 
Outstanding Airmen. “And they have to be making some progress 
in getting the job done. Third, what they’re doing has to be appreci­
ated by their fellow man.”

Letters received at USAF headquarters from the airmen who 
were honored at the convention, expressed appreciation for the treat­
ment accorded. Some of the wives and children who accompanied the 
men being honored were making their first trip to the United States.

Said TSgt. Gordon E. Phillips, one of the men honored, there are 
no strangers in the Air Force. “Everywhere you go,” he wrote, 
“whatever rank and position you may do, and whatever rank and 
position may be involved, you do have friends. You just haven’t met 
them yet.”

Aims Apparent
Vice President Lyndon B. Johnson stressed the need for unity, 

hope and steadfastness in an important speech recently. Some of 
his comments seem particularly worth quoting. He said:

“What would we do if we were Communist leaders? They are 
not a complete mystery. We know they intend to make communism 
the supreme ruler of the world. They have said so. We know they 
are ruthless, determined, intelligent men. Otherwise they would not 
have suceeded in enslaving nearly a third of the world’s population.

“If we were looking at the world through their eyes, certain 
things would quickly become apparent.

“First, the United States and the Free World cannot be defeated 
militarily because retaliation against attack would be swift, certain 
and* devastating.

“Second, the United States and the Free World cannot be 
defeated economically. After four decades of Soviet rule, the best 
the Communist leaders can claim is that their own people will 
receive in 20 years what they promised 40 years ago.

“If we were Communist leaders, these two facts would leave us 
only one strategy. It would be to encourage the American people 
to lose confidence in their own institutions and their own leaders.”

“There is only one military force that can bring significant power 
to bear directly against this country. That force is an enemy’s aero­
space force. Only missiles and bombers can attack our vitals. To­
morrow, there may be spacecraft and orbiting satellites. No other 
form of military power can strike so quickly at our sources of natural 
power. Preventing this kind of attack is the primary job of the De­
partment of Defense. We have met this objective for the past 15 years 
by building and maintaining military forces that can defeat an ene­
my’s aerospace force.”

‘Kill’ Mighty

TYNDALL AFB, Fla. — If all 
the missiles and rockets fired in 
the William Tell 1961 interceptor 
weapons meet had carried deto­
nating warheads against an air­
borne enemy, the USAF’s top 13 
fighter teams would have hit and 
probably destroyed 137 hostile 
bombers.

This announcement was made 
by Lt. Gen. Robert M. Lees, com­
mander of the Air Defense Com­
mand, at conclusion of cere­
monies of the bi-annual weapons 
shooting sweepstakes which ended 
here.

Said Gen. Lees: “Out of the 
142 air-to-air weapons released in 
the competition, only 5 failed to 
find the combat ‘kill’ area of the 
target. The results of this air de­
fense contest proved that the 
manned interceptor weapons sys­
tem can achieve a phenomenal 
success factor, even when armed 
with less than full normal com­
bat load of weapons.”

The ADC commander expressed 
his satisfaction and sincere pride 
in the outstanding efficiency with 
which the William Tell competi­
tion was conducted. The meet not 
only demonstrated the com­
mendable professionalism of the 
participating weapons team and 
meet the operations personnel, 
but also proved the technical su­
periority of the U. S. complex air 
defense hardware, he said.

There is an old cliche to the effect that we should worry 
about tomorrow only when it gets here.

Only by establishing 
goals and objectives can we hope to travel a progressive 
course toward career fulfillment and success.

Each of us should have an overall goal toward which we 
constantly strive. Coupled with this should be specific objec­
tives along the career ladder — objectives designed to add to 
our experience and qualifications in preparation for each 
next step.

This formula to success is no great secret, but instead a 
tried and true method worthy of adoption by everyone 
interested in advancement.

Good Mechanics Guarantee 
Performance By Air Force

(AFNS) — Jet aircraft don’t 
have convenient service stations 
when they break down, Joseph 
S. Imirie, assistant secretary of 
the Air Force reminded students 
of Oklahoma State Tech, Okmul­
gee, Okla.

Speaking at a ceremony dedi­
cating a new recreation hall at 
the school, Imirie pointed out 
that technicians and mechanics 
in the Air Force, must be the 
best obtainable.

“To show you how important 
this is, let me just give you one 
example,” he said. “Take young 
A1C William F. Day. Bill is a 
young man from Quincy, Mass. 
He’s married and a papa. In the 
Air Force, he is a jet mechanic 
with six years of training and ex­
perience behind him. If you’ve 
been in engine repair shops or 
around jet engine test stands, you 
can appreciate the complexity of 
Bill’s duties. He has to be right 
when he replaces worn-out parts, 
adjusts others, and double checks 
his work. There is no such thing 
as getting a stalled aircraft 
towed back to the shop from five 
miles up and a hundred miles 
away.”

Pilots must have confidence 
in the men who are servicing 
and maintaining their aircraft. 
There can be no guesswork — 
“it simply has to work.”
“Bill and his fellow mechanics 

know that,” Imirie said, “and 
the Air Force knows what Wil­
liam Day and all William Days 
are doing. It’s because we know 
it, because we have confidence in 
them that we can guarantee 'the 
Secretary of Defense and the 
President that the Air Force can 
do whatever they ask us.”

Mechanics and technicians will 
be even more in demand in the 
future, Imirie told the students. 
“In the years immediately ahead 
of us,” he said, “ the Air Force 
strength in aircraft, missiles and 
other vehicles in space will con­
tinue to grow. This strength,” he

added, “will be increased by the 
addition of earth circling satel­
lites for communication, for 
weather mapping and for recon­
naissance.”

Referring to the present 
group of satellites now orbit­
ing the earth, he said, “these 
are Model-T versions compared 
to those that we will develop 
over the next ten years.”
As these systems develop, he 

pointed out, they will grow in 
an atmosphere of expanding pop­
ulation. According to a Labor 
Department estimate “more than 
25 million people will be added 
to the labor force in the next 10 
years.”

“The nation does need scien­
tists and engineers,” he said. “It 
needs managers and executives, 
school teachers, lawyers, doctors, 
journalists. But it has an equal or 
greater need for the highly com­
petent skilled craftsmen. Our de­
fense program depends on these 
pople.”

Talking Bird Set Completed
(AFNS) — The first of several 

globe-girdling portable communi­
cations packages for emergency 
use in forward or remote areas 
has been completed for the Air 
Force at Tinker AFB.

Known as the “follow-on Talk­
ing Bird’’ this first of six pack­
ages to be built in a joint effort 
by Central GEEIA (Ground Elec­
tronic Engineering and Installa­
tions Agency) and OCAMA, is 
now undergoing extensive tests.

Built primarily to give front 
line commanders direct contact 
with the Pentagon and other mili­
tary commands, the unit was de­
signed to fit into any Air Force 
Lockheed C-130 Hercules aircraft 
without modifications to the 
plane.

The turboprop Hercules was 
chosen for this job due to its 
long range, ample floor space, 
and its ability to land and take 
off on unprepared fields.
The system is made up of a ser­

ies of panels which are connected 
by electrical plug-ins. Each panel 
is compact and can be easily 
moved by two men.

The equipment includes radio 
transmitters and receivers, a tele­
type, and cryptographic instru­
ments. The entire unit is powered 
by an MD-3, 40-cycle generator 
which is rolled outside of the 
plane when the communications 
system is in use.

For the protection of the equip­
ment in tropical areas, a portable 
air conditioner is provided which 
connects to the plane by a hood 
through the emergency escape 
hatch.

On completion of preliminary 
tests at Tinker, a TAC C-130 will 
fly this package to McClellan 
AFB, Calif., where it will under­
go a 96-hour long-haul test with 
Air Force installations at Elmen- 
dorf, Alaska.

The prototype “Talking-Bird” 
communications package was 
built at Tinker AFB and was per­
manently installed in a C-97. This 
plane flew around the world and 
the equipment proved satisfactory 
at every check point.

Brig. Gen. James Gough, dep­
uty director of Operations, USAF, 
flew to Tinker to inspect the 
equipment.

“Talking-Bird will provide lo­
cal communications to tie to­
gether units in remote areas as 
well as providing this long haul 
communications back to the 
United States,” said Gen. Gough.

“The communications capabil­
ity of ‘Talking-Bird’ make it suit­
able for the use of commanders of 
emergency airlifts at sites of dis­
asters such as floods, earthquakes, 
etc.,” the general explained.

Missile Code Names Show 

Clues In Future Planning
(AFNS) — Clues to the future 

development of missiles to the 
third generation can be detected 
in a new USAF designation sys­
tem for all aerospace vehicles.

The new codes show that the 
Air Force is planning greater 
capability for both offensive and 
defensive operations in space.

Interception and defense, de­
livering cargo, and space refuel­
ing are some of the activities 
which the new code names reveal.

Employment of the new desig­
nations, as contained in Technical 
Order 1-1-81, will be used with 
the Air Force’s three ICBM sys­
tems, the Atlas, Titan and Minute- 
man.

Atlas missiles in coffin launch­
ers at Warren AFB, Wyo., and 
those deployed in silo under­
ground launchers at Plattsburgh, 
N. Y., are both designated SM- 
65. The “S” stands for strategic. 
The “M” stands for missile. Two 
letters, “C” for coffin and “H” 
for hardened silo, will be added. 
Thus the Atlases at Warren 
would be designated CSM-65; 
those at Plattsburgh, HSM-65.

There will also be two desig­
nations for the Minuteman.

HSM-80 will indicate a silo- 
based missile and RSM-80 for 
the railroad-based missile.
The technical order also estab­

lishes a new series of numbers 
for missiles and spacecraft. New 
model numbers for missiles will 
run in a consecutive sequence 
beginning with “ 1.”

Thus the designation for a 
truck-launched ICBM would be 
GSM-1. New model numbers for 
spacecraft space vehicles will run 
in a consecutive sequence begin­
ning with “101.” None of the new 
changes are automatically retro­
active. Changes will have to be 
initiated by the Air Force Sys­
tems Command, the Air Force 
Logistics Command or USAF 
Headquarters, depending on cir­
cumstances.

That the ICBM, still in its in­
fancy, will inevitably be followed 
by new space weapons that ai 
more sophisticated ana potential­
ly more powerful Wds expressed 
recently by Gen. Bernard Schrie- 
ver, commander of the Air Force 
Systems Command.

In the same vein, Maj. Gen. 
Hewett T. Wheless, director of 
Plans for Strategic Air Com­
mand, pointed out that air 
supremacy means control of the 
world. “It is not beyond the realm 
of possibility,” he said, “that this 
may require manned spacecraft 
which would orbit the earth in a 
continuous air alert.”

Conducted on an annual basis, 

Operation Deep Freeze '62 is 
under the overall control of the 
Navy.

The Air Force provides sup­
ply and maintenance with 
Douglas C-124 Gilobemasters 
and Lockheed C-130 ski-equip­
ped Hercules aircraft.
On Oct. 8, the first C-124 for 

the current operation came to a 
halt on the McMurdo Sound ice 
runway where the temperature 
was minus 40 degrees Fahrenheit. 
When the plane left Christchurch, 
N. Z., the night before, and 2,100 
miles away, it was 100 degrees 
warmer.

Supply flights take place every 
12 hours and deliver a total of 
700 tons of equipment to U. S. 
scientists at all South Polar 
stations. Before the initial flight 
could set down, the 6,000 foot ice 
runway had to be reconstructed.

When the deployment of Op­
eration Deep Freeze ’62 is com­
pleted more than 400 Air Force 
men will be participating in the 
mission.

The group will be composed of 
operation specialists, maintenance 
personnel and aerial port special­
ists for loading and unloading the 
aircraft.

Operation Deep Freeze ’62 
marks the sixth year in which 
squadrons from the 63rd Troop 
Carrier Wing (MATS), Donaldson 
AFB, S.C. have taken part in the 
operations at the bottom of the 
world.

A number of honors have been 
accorded the Air Force partici­
pants in the previous versions of 
the operation. Polar peaks and 
glaciers have been named for 15 
crewmen of the 63rd TCW who 
flew on the second Operation 
Deep Freze in 1956. Each year 
since, a squadron from the wing 
has been based in Antarctica from 
September to December.

Recently, two officers, present­
ly assigned to the. Air University 
have been chosen to have their 
names perpetuated in the rugged 
terrain of Antarctica. For their 
pioneer work in overcoming the 
worst flying weather in the world 
to resupply the South Pole scien­
tific stations, Col Horace A. 
Crosswell and Lt. Col. C. J. Ellen 
have had glaciers named after 
them.

Col. Crosswell was the com­
mander of the task force in the 
second Operation Deep Freeze, 
assigned to the task of airdrop­
ping equipment and supplies at 
the South Polar site from Oc­
tober, 1956 through February, 
1957. Col. Ellen was deputy com­
mander on this assignment.

General Praises 
Medical Officers

(AFNS) — Air Force medical 
officers, nurses and corpsmen 
play an important diplomatic role 
in international affairs, says Maj. 
Gen. Oliver K. Niess, surgeon gen­
eral, USAF.

“With the growing emphasis on 
foreign aid,” he said, “I know of 
no more challenging demand for 
the American physician than to 
give more thought and effort to 
the diplomatic role that medicine 
plays in easing world tensions.”

Gen. Niess spoke on the diplo­
matic aspect of medical services 
at the National Consultants meet­
ing at Ohio State University 
School of Medicine.

“One of the most important fac­
tors in settling world unrest is 
good health,” he added. “As we 
improve world health conditions 
we also make a valuable contribu­
tion toward the attainment of 
world peace.”

Gen. Niess stressed the fact that 
in all of the countries he had vis­
ited recently in his official USAF 
visits, a universal language exists 
between physician and patient 
even though the speak different 
tongues and dialects.

Pointing out the Air Force con­
tribution to improve international 
relations, he told the more than 
80 national consultants at the 
symposium of the USAF help pro­
vided during the recent Chilean 
earthquake, a polio epidemic in 
northern Japan, an outbreak of 
rabies in Greenland and the medi­
cal assistance provided to Eskimo 
families in the Arctic Circle.
