On petition of citizens an election

was ordered to be held in School
Dist, No, 11 on April 7 to determine
whether or not a tax of 15 cents
shall be levied on property in said
district for school purposes,

On petition of citizens of School
Dist, No. 7 an election was ordered
to be held in said district April 7 to
determine whether or not the school
tax of 15 cents in said district shall
be abrogated and no longer levied.

An order was passed authorizing
the sherifl at his discretion to allow
the use of the district court room for
the following purposes: For politi-
tical meetings; for religious meetings;

Right Into the house
n Chinaman comes with his basket and
rolls the erushed cacno bean and sugar,
and then makes a supply of chocolate
that Is sweeter and more palatahe ant
cheaper than the commerelal brand
gold In the Chieago stores, When the
Chinaman comes he lays agide his hat
and shirt, and, stripped to the walst
and barefooted, he begins his work, In
the basket Is the chocolate or cocao
bean, from which the raneld oll has
been extracted and which oll long ago
has anointed the halr of some Fillpino
belle or lighted some Fllipino home.
The beans first come on the board bit-
ter and brackish, With a rolling pin
the Chinaman grinds them Into a fine
powder, ‘This takes time. When it I8
done, he opens another basket and dips
out the sugar for the saweetening and
the final mixture, The sugar is what

Denison, Tex., March 1.—Wednesday
was the severest of the winter for the
operation of trains In north Texas and
the Indlan Territory. For the first time
this winter the Katy has had trouble
on account of the weather. Tuesday
was n calm, serene day and everything
moved like clock work. In the Indian
Territory, where the extra gangs are
working, laying the heavy ralls, work
was proceeding uninterruptedly, but
Wednesday morning the men In the
extra cars were confined to their board-
Ing cars, work had stopped entirely,
and there Is no telling when weather
conditions will be such as may permit
the resumption of work.

The Indian Territory Is covered with
snow to a polot forty miles north of
Denison. From BSouth McAlester to
Muscogee the country has six Inches of
snow—the heaviest in two years, At
Savanna, where the extra gangs are lo-
cated, there Is nothing whatever being
done, the track being under five to six
inches of snow and the weather still
very severe and threatening. A high
wind prevalled all over north Texas
and the Indian Territory, secording to
reports received at the Katy superin-
tendent's offices In this city, and lu
Kansas and Missourl, along the Katy
route, very severe weather prevalls,

Kunsas has nearly a foot of snow,
and Migsour! I8 provided with about the
same amount. All trains on the Katy
are late as a result of the snowstorm.
No. 1, south bound, due here at 12:15,
did not arrive till 2:30 on account of
the snowstorm, and No, 6, due here at
5 o'clock Wednesday afternoon, was
six hours late.

GLASS BUILDING STONES.

They Have Heen Used to Advantage In
a German Mosplial

Glass building stones will no doubt
soon become a substantial building ma-
terlal. These "stones” were Invented
in France, but are now made in Ger-
many. They are hollow and filled with
rarefled alr. They vary In shape; some
are cubical; some are hexagonal, and
some are brick shape. They are laid
like bricks In speclal mortar, the cor-
ners being filled out by balf or quarter
stones, These smaller patterns are
necessary because it |s Impossible to
trim the stone, An operating room at
the Ellzabeth hospital of the Sisters of
Mercy, In Cassel, has recently been
constructed of these stones, There are
no windows, excepting those ahove,
The walls are air-tight, keeping out
heat as well as cold, while vapor is
not condensed upon them, They per-
mit the entrance of daylight and at the
same time diffuse the direct light of
the sun. They also act sometimes ke
mirrors, reflecting light into the room.
Although they allow light to puass
through them they are not transparent,
and one on the outside cannot see what
{8 going on within. The walls may be
readily washed and thus kept aseptic.
If this building material should become
popular we may yet live in glass houses
despite the old proverb, but it wouldn't
do to throw stones.

Kinsmen Across the Border.

Many Americans gladly acknowledga
thelr kinship with the Anglo-Saxons
beyond the water, but we must remem-
ber that we are still more literally
cousing of the great people to the north
of us, For a century and a quarter
Canadlans and Americans have Inter-
married freely, and the border cannot
divide ties of blood.

Now that ribbons are so extenslvely
warn It Is quite worth while to koow
how te clean them succeasfully and
easlly. The two methods here given
have been put to the practical test
many times over, go there need be no
hesitancy about trying elther one
through fear of fallure or of unsatla-

4 facwry results. The first method Is
exceedingly simple, and answers the

purpose for all except white ribbons
or those that are very badly mussed.
Fill in glass fruit far about half full
of gasoline—more or less, according to
the amount of ribbon to be cleaned.
Place the solled ribbons In it—all col-
ors, lengths and kinds may go in at
once—and screw the cover on tightly.
Rhake the bottle occasionally and leave
it e for from two to slx hours or
over nlght. Then take out the rib-
bons, shake each one well and hang It
to dry in the open alr. The ribbons
will be clean and the dirt will be found
on the bottom of the jar. Of course,
the ribbons need a thorough alring and
sun bath to remove the odor of the
gasoline, but that Is all.  No pressing
18 required, ns the gasoline does not
affect them as water would., The clear
gasoline should Le poured off with-
out disturbing that at the bottom:

A Hird's Barbed-Wire Fences

In Central Ameria are many strange
birds with stranger habits, but prob-
ably none are more interesting than
a little brown wren who may be seen
along the roadsides or on fenced, This
little bird, about the size of a canary,
builds a nest out of all proportion o
his apparent needs, He gelects a small
tree with horizontal branches growing
close together. Across two of the

form about slx feet long by two feet
wide Is constructed. On the end of
this platform nearest the tree-trunk
he them bullds a huge, dome-shaped
nest a foot or so high, with thick sides
of Interwoven thorns, A covered pas-
sigeway |s then made from the nest
to the end of the platform in as crook-
ed a manner as possible. Across the
outer end, as well ag at short intervals
along the inside of this tunnel, are
placed cunning little fences of thorns
with just space enough for the own-
ers to pass through. On going out,
this opening Is closed by the owner by
placing thorns across the gateway,
and thus the safety of eggs or young

copper commence to collect in little
Iasses which gradually become too
heavy for the water w hoid up and
they fall to the bottom of the powdery,
chalky mass, It may be seen, then,

be beld In suspension they will not be
as effective when applied to the plants
as if they were smaller. The follow-

Some Bordeaux was made and al-
lowed to stand for a few weeks. It

The writer remembers an old Green-
ing apple tree in the East that bad
lived and borne frult till its trunk had
been split open by some process of
nature, revealing a heart falling into
decay. A great gale came and tipped
the tree over till it rested on its
branches. One would think that such
a tree had lived out its entire life, and
this would have been the case had not
the tree been in a place that was In
every way sultable to stimulate Its
recovery. It was sheltered to some
extent by the farm outbuildings and
more by a board fence. It also re-
celved the dralnage from the Ularn-
yard, and In fact [ts roots extended
to the barnyard. So It continued to
lilve, and year after year it bore a
small guantity of very large apples,
which were fine I{n texture and superior
[ in quality. It illustrated the fact that
n large supply of fertility in liquid
form s of great valve as a health-
restorer to decadent trees. If we would
take thie lesson more to heart we
would have fewer unproductive or-
chards. The statement s probably
true that more orchards are starved to
death than are killed by overfeeding.

Listed Potutoes and Corn,

Last summer | was greatly inter-
ested in watching a fleld of “listed"” po-
tatoes and corn, says L. B, Plerce In
Country Gentleman, A town Irishman
had under his charge a small farm just
outside the city. He rented {r, but
when plowing-time came the tenant
gave up the contract, and left him with
a plece of land of ratbher doubtful fer-
tility and no one to work it. It had
been In corn the year before, and my
Irish friend, with but one horse, set
his wite to work to get another crop
with a minimum of labor. He ran a
large shovel plow between the rows
one way and marked with a corn-
marker the other, He then dropped by
hand a strip of potatoes, and planted
the rest with corn, covering all by
straddling each furrow with a Planet
Jr. euitivator, with the sweeps turned
Inward. The potatoes came nicaly, but
the sced corn, being taken from a lot
got at a feed store, nearly all falled,
It was replanted with & “jabber” or
band-planter, but the soll being shal-
low It falled to cover nicely and was
again replanted with a hoe. The re-
sult was a long-drawn-out period of
walting for the smallest to get big
enough to cultivate, the owner not be-
ing advanced enough in his methods
to harrow or get a fine-looth cultiva-
tor; In fact, he was bound to be at no
additional expense for this somewhat
problematical and accidental plece of
It must have been about
seven weeks after the potatoes were
planted before the man got in to cul-
tivate, working across corn and pota-
toes the first time. By the time he
got ready to cross his cultivating, the
polatoes were a foot high and alive
with bugs just hatched; but he was
equal to the occasion, and one morn-
fog 1 saw him with two wild-cherry
boughs lashed across his cultivator.

That is an 2dd comparison,
and we are inclined to think that he
knows about as much about ralsing
one as the other. The complaint is
made that it Is dificult to get a cateh,
and after the catch 1s made It Is dif-
cult to know when to cut It. After
that the rain plways comes, with him,
and seaks the hay, making it moldy
and anfit to vse. Well, we would ad-
vise a little experience In the matter.
It Is Indeed often difficult to get a
catch, and In some ¥Yeéars no amount
of forethought can prevent a fallure,
Many of our best farmers succeed in
getting a start by sowing on the snow
In Mareh,
As to cutting clover, it has long been
a settled tenet with our acientific
farmers to cut at time of the earliest
blooms, unless the field is a small one,
when it may be cut at time of full
bloom. The reason for mowing at
time of first blooms is to get the whola
field cut and In process of curing be-
fore the blooms begin to fade. This
prevents the stalks becoming woody
and glves us the fodder in the best
possible shape. The curing of clover
hay is not such a dificult feat, with
good weather.

KILLED BY OWN MEN,

HOW MANY ARMY OFFICERS

Il MEET DEATH.

| Boldlers They Hiave Hamlilsted Take a
l Terrible Revenge—French, Npanish and

tierman OMcers Were Thus HNisla—
| ©Ooe of Many Tragedies

The recent eruel and utterly un-
founded rumors to the effect that Maj.
| Logan was killed in the Philippines
by a bullet from the rifle of one of his
own men recalls cases of this kind
which really did happen. It seems a
very unlikely thing that In the heat of
a hard-fought confiict the origin of a
man's death can be determined—that
¢ to say, whether he died by the hands
of one of his comrades or by those of
the enemy; congequently men with a
| grlevance agalnst thelr officers have
often made use of such opportunities
to wipe off old gcores and have gone
undiscovered.

A notable Instance of this occurred
just before the battle of Woerth, in the
Franco-Prussian war. A certain officer
of considerable repute had got himsell
generally disliked by his perseverance
in bullying those under him, A few
dave before this, the first great battie
of the war,when the French were neat-
ing the border In their hopeless én-
deavor to reach Berlin, a ramor ran
through the camp late at night that the
Prussians were advancing and would
ghortly be up. Ilnstantly pandemonium
relgned and scouting parties were sent
out in all directions. One of these was
under the officer in question, and when
some way from camp was fired upon,
the bullet bringing him down. The
Frenchmen, thinking they had got into
an ambush, retired, firing at an invis-
ihle foe ne they did so, but as no coun-
| ter shots were recelved they grew cour-
ageong again, and after being rein-
forced, advanced to the fatal spot. The
body of the officer was found, but not
80 that of his assallant, who had evi-
dently escaped unscathed. On  re-
turning to the camp it was found that
no trace of the enemy had been dis-
covered; in fact, at that time the Prus-
sluns were far away from the spot on
either side of Woerth, Accordingly a

|
| post mortem examination was held on

the officer's body, and a French servive
bullet extracted therefrom, but the
mitrderer was never detected, although

he was doubtless in the camp and had |

gllpped ont unawares to commit the
erime.  But thls I8 only one of many
tragedies which took place during the
war, and it s #gald that at least two
per cent of the French officers kllled
fell by hands of thelr own men, and a
little over half that number in the
Prussian army. In the former Instance
the erimes were due for the most part
to the national falllng of never forget-
ing a grievance and in the latter to
the rigldity of dlsgcipline which some-
times amounts to bullying. Even Mar-
shal Bazulne was nearly murdered Le-
fore he caplitulated at Metz. He was
by no means a popular man, and on
this account always stood In dread of
the assassin, and his fears were not
lessened when a plot was discovered
to put poison in hlg food, the scheme
| being hatched by his own men. The
offenders, or gome of them, were
| promptly tried and shot before many
| hours were over.

A rather sad case Is recorded [n con-
nection with the Itallan disaster at
Adowa of a few years ago. During the
melee a man was geen to shoot in the
direction of his captain, who at the
game time fell mortally wounded.
When the battle was over the man
was charged with the crime and, after
a scant trial, shol by his comrades,
despite his protests of innocence, one
of the chief reasons for his condemna-
tion belng that he was known to have
a grievance agalnst the offcer. Nev-
ertheless the affalr was soon forgotten
till some nine months afterward, when
a soldler came forward from the same
reglment, self-charged with the crime.
He related the facts In detall, giving
his motive as petty tyranny on the
piart of the officer some years previous-
l¥y when he. the murderer, was a re-
erult, and stated that he would never
have glven himself up had not another
man died In hils stend, Needless to
say, this did not excuse him, and he
perished In the prison yard at Na-
ples.

Not many months ago three Spanish
soldiers were executed at Madrid for
the alleged murder of an officer dur-
ing the hostliities in Cuba, although
the evidence agalnst them was very
menger

COCOA PALM'S MANY USES.

From It Filllplnos Get Food, Drink,
Khelier, Ropes, Brooms and Boap.
There are several species of cocon

palms growing In the Phillppine archi-

pelago, but the ordinary cocoanut tree

(Cocoe nucifera) Is the most import-

ant, The Indlane make use of it in a

good many ways, but only the princi-

pal ones need be enumerated, gays the

Journal of the Soclety of Arts. The

kernel of the nut they use for food,

while the lquid the shell contains
makes a refreshing drink. If allowed
to stand for some time this liquid
forms a very agreeable milky juice that
is relished not only by the natives, but
by Europeane as well, After this julce
has coajulated it is mixed with sugar
and made Into bonbons, known as co-
con sugar, and algo into varlous other
delicacies. According to a recent re-
port of the United States department of
agriculture, by tapping the central bud
that crowng the cocoamnut a kind of
wine called tuba, of an agreeable pun-
gent taste, I& produced, This tuba,
when allowed to ferment, produces
vinegar, and when distilled a kind of
brandy, that is highly relished by the
nutives, From the husk of the cocoa-
nut the Tagals make rope and cords
and a material for calking their boats.

From the woody shells they carve

gpoons, cups, beads for rosarles and

many other articles. The leaves they
use to cover the roofs of their houses.

Roofs made in this manner are thick

and tight, but they have the disadvan-

tage of burning readily, so that in the
towne and villages where the houses
are thus covered conflagrations spread
with great rapidity. The veins and
smaller ribs of the leaves are used to
make brooms, the midribs serve as
fuel and the aches are utilized in mak-
ing soap. The trunk of the palm I8
made to serve ns a pillar to support
the houses that its leaves overghadow,
Oil barrels, tuba casks and water pipes
are fashioned from hollow sections of
the trunk, From the roots the natlves
extract a red dyelng materlal that they
chew in place of the areca palm nut or
bonga when the latter cannot be pro-

cured. Large quantities of coconnut ol

are manufactured in the Philippines.

This oll {s much prized by the natives,

The men and women both use it to

moint the thick growth of hair that

adorn thelr heads, and It thus finds a

ready sale at remunerative prices. It

I$ also used In the lamps that take

the place of gns burners in the streots

and in those used by the natives and

Chinese In thelr houses, Manlla ex-

ports  anndally about 150,000 pesos

($125.000) worth of coconnuts to China

and Dritleh  India, and about $25,000

worth of cocoanut oil to China,

AWAITING A CLAIMANT.

Amerien’'s Rich Tropleal Island With Ne
Inhahitants,

A tropieal (sland of nearly 10,000
acres, forty-two miles due east of Porto
Rivo, is waiting for some enterprising
homesgteader to stake out a claim. This
island belongs to the United States,but
no one lives on It except a lighthouse
keeper. It is known on the map as
Mona island. It has luxurious vegeta-
tion, well watered, and drained. Every
variety of tropleal frult will grow there
and It possesses every natural advan-
tage, It is in the middle of the Mona
passage, Mona island became the prop-
erty of the United States by the second
clauge in the treaty, which cedes “the
{sland of Puerto Rico and other islands
now under Spanish sovereignty In the
West Indies,” The officials of the gen-
eril land office in Washington say that,
while our land laws have not been ex-
tended by statute to the West Indian
islands, they undoubtedly will be, and
American methods of homesteading
pre-emption and entry will obtain
there. To this extent the lands are
free to any one applying. Under the
homeetead act heads of farmilies may
enteér 160 peres of public land set aslde
for that purpose.

DAIRY AND POULTRY.

INTERESTINO CHAPTERS FOR
OUR RURAL READERS.

Mow fSucesaful Farmors Operats Thls
Department of the Farm—A Few
Mints as to the Care of Live Btock
and Poultry.

Dalry Notea,

The butter makers of the United
Btates will never be ablo to get a
foothold in the forelgn butter market
without the help of butter Inspection,
Whenever an attempt I8 made to se-
cure for American dairy products
abroad a good market, the little, mean
men take advantage of it to send over
poor stufft with high sounding names,
Not till the government sends with
every consignment a certificate of In-
spection will we find the way clear,
Even under the best of conditions the
foreign market will be hard to hold;
for the reason that our own market
always bids high for the first-class
goods,

The Sibley Cows at Toronto.—A
curfous trouble cropped up at the To-
ronto Industrial Exhibition, held In
August last. A dozen valuable cows
dled early In the show week, and It
wns at first suspected they had been
polsoned, The Investigations of the
veterinary surgeons, who made the
post-mortem examinations of the anl-
mals, showed that death had been
caused by the milk having been
pumped back into the cows' udders
through the teats after they had been
milked out In accordance with the
rules. The stale germ-laden milk be-
ing absorbed Into the blood circula-
tion set up blood polsoning, some of
the udders turning black with morti-
ficatlon in a short time, The board of
the assoclation decided to withhold
the prizes won by any of the animals
which died. The fraudulent attempt
to obtain prizes by such a gross and
ignorant violatlon of the laws of na-
ture brought its speedy punishment.—
Ex.

New York is making a vigorous fight
agalnst illegal dalry products, It Is
reported that comparatively few of the
groceries are handling oleomargarine,
but that It is being quite extensively
sold by peddlers from wagoas, These
wagons come over from New Jersey
and sell largely to private and board-
ing houses. The officers of the law
have caught a number, and the traflic
scems {n a good way to belng stopped.
80 say some of the reports. It was,
however, but a short time ago that
it was currently reported that oleo-
margarine was belng extensively sold
in New York city by the grocers.
Either the first reports were erroneous
or there has been a sudden reform. It
Is of interest to watch the New York
situation as that state has taken the
position that oleomargarine shall not
be sold at all, either colored or un-
colored. In most of our states the
dairymen are contending only for a
law that shall make it lmpossible to
gell oleomargarine for butter. If New
York succeeds In enforcing her rad-
leal law and keeping it on the statute
books there would appear to be mno
good reason why a national law di-
rected only against colored oleo should
not be passed and enforced,

Few are aware that fllled cheese s
stlll being manufactured in Illinols, yet
such §s the fact. Recently ten cars
of "neutral” were sent to one of the
cheese making firms In the Elgin dis-
trict, and an inquiry on the matter
elicited the Information that filled
cheese |s belng made for export, and
made under the revenue law, The
makera say that not a pound of the
stuff is sold In this country, but that
all goes abroad. At the last conven-
tion of the [llinols dalrymen’s conven-
tion Professor W, A, Henry of the
Wiscensin  Agricultural college re-
marked that we were now regalning
our forelgn cheese trade, having stop-
ped the manufacture of filled cheese.
Evidently he did not know that the
stuff is still being made for export.
Since the manufacturers have complied
fully with the law, it is doubtful If
much can be Jdone to lmprove the sit-
uation. It s sald that every cheese
Is stamped In large letters “Filled
Cheese,” 50 no fraud Is perpetrated on
the first buyer; but the English re-
taller does not probably warn hils cus-
tomers that they are about to eat
filled cheese, However, so far as it af-
fects American trade, it Is difcult to
gee how we are to suffer more than
Canada, for the stuff Is more likely to
be retailed in England for Canadlan
than for American cheese, It 18 to be
hoped that the English authorities

will gee that It 1s sold only under its
real name,

Poultry Notes

Pure Breeds as Layers.—It {8 no
question of fad, but a commerelal fact,
that the pure breeds lay as well, they
fatten as well, as the mongrels, and the
contingent chances of profit In extra
prices obtained for pure breeds gives
them the declded advantage. First
crosses with pure breeds may actually
glve higher averages In egg produc-
tion for the season, but one has to
set ngalnst this advantage the breeding
logses In the second season. It pays
beet to keep to purity, and breed
amongst your pure breeds for the best
layers, or table birds, whichever may
be your particular object, So many
breeders have no object. They do not
mwuch care elther wiy. To such, of
course, we have aothi ¥ to say.—Rural
World, (Eng.)

Incabator Cellar

Herewith we 1llustrate an incubator
cellar described in the catalogue of the
Rellable Incubator r(i‘o:lllpnny. We

uote part of the description:

o “It ':’:lll only & small amount of
money to construct a first-class in-
cubator house or half cellar, such as
{8 commonly used on the extensiye
broiler farms and duck ranches In the
eastern states, Herewith {a shown
such a cellar, a reproduction of one
in uge on W. E. Crandall & Co.'s farm,
Floresville, Texas, and a number of
other large poultry farms, on which
Reliable Incubators are operated. The
exact plans for bullding such a cellar
are at the discretion of the person
chiefly interested, but In the way of
general directions, we submit the fol-
lowing:

“Choose a well-drained locatlon, free
from seep water, and excavate to &
depth of two or three feet. Two feet
is ample. For the walls brick or stone
ean be used. If these are not avaliable,
hardwood, or ¢ven pine plank will an-
swor first-rate, except that they will
not be as lasting. Where the ground

te dry, plank will last several years.

Build the slde walls up to a helght of
four or six feet, as desired, having
thege walle half way below and® half
way above the surface of the ground.
Bulld the end walle up to a peak to fit
clogely under the roof.

The last words of great men utter-
ed as their lite work was drawing to
A cloge, have furnished inspiration for
future generations and been made the
subject for etory or song In all coun-
tries where genius In the arts or love
of country Is glven a high place. The
battlefield has been a source whence
has sprung many messages which have
breathed of courage, often spoken un-
dor cover of Jest, and which have
shown the utter disregard of self when
the sufferer's country demanded a sac-
rifice,

When Lieut. Egerton, of H, M. 8,
Powertul, had both his lega blown off
At Ladysmith recently, his first
thoughts were, not of ancestral home,
his brond acres, or the friends and
relatives he was never to see ngaln,
but of England's national game, of
which he was an enthusiastic devotee,
“This spojls my cricketing,” he ex-
claimed, and lapsed Into unconsclous-
ness,

A parallel ense was that of Cornet
W. Banks, Seventh Hussars, who lost
his life at the Moosa Bagh, Lucknow,
May, 1868. Alone and unsupported, the'
heroic boy—he was only 18— rhnrged
a strong body of rebels. and killed or'
wounded a round dozen ere he was
unhorsed by an unlucky tulwar stroke.
When rescued he was in a terrible
plight. One leg was lopped off above
the knee; the other was only hanging
by a shred of fiesh; one arm was cleft
to the bone; the other had entirely dis-
appeared, and about the body were
many gaping wounds, “They tell me
I can go yaehting if I get over this,"
he cried, as they bore him from the
operating tent, and fainted away. An
hour later he was dead, never having
recovered consclousness,

At the battle of Elandslaagte there
fell Col. Gunning, of the Sixty-ninth
Rifles, whose last words, "Follow me,

a brave fellow forward up the fire-
swept hill. *“Die hard, men, die hard,”
ghouted Col. Ingliz of the Fifty-seventh
Fritish  Infantry, when mortally
wounded at Albuhbera; and the regi-
ment has borne the proud nickname of
“The Dle-Hards™ from that day to
this. Ensign Anstruthers, who planted
the Queen’s color of the Roval Welsh
on the hights of Alma, and was imme-
dintely shot dead for his pains, cried

-=a8 the fatal bullet struck him.

Nelson's “Thank God, I have done
my duty!"™ is historle; but the same
phrase, or something very like It, has
been used many times by seldiers on
their death beds. Very touching In
its simple and self-deprecatory modes-
fy was the paraphrase of it used by
Col.
Infantry, who was mortally wounded
while leading the unsuccessful attack
on the Gate Pah In the Maorl war.
When he found his end approaching
he sent for the general, and sald, very
quietly, “Sir., I endeavored to carry
out your orders; I am sorry I have
falled; 1 at least tried to do my duty.”

Washington's last words were, "It is
well;" Wolfe's, "What, do they run al-
ready? Then I die happy."” Napoleon,
a few minutes before he expired, stam-
mered ont the words, “Army" and
“France,” but it could not be ascer-
tained whether It was a dream, deliri-
‘um or an adieun. The Duke of Cumbers
lend sald, loudly, "It Is all over.” S8ir
Hugh Percy, killed fighting for Henry
V1. at Hedgeley Moore, cried as he

same, Horsehlde Is used also for the
manufacture of gloves and mittens and
in bookblnding, and there s madn of
it an imitation buckskin. Horsehida
Ia used In making whiplashes, anl
some parts of it are used for making
shoestrings; It is used for a carring?
leather, In coverlng seats and so on.
Horsehlde |s much thinner than cow-
hide The supply of horsehldes comes
chlefly from clties. Some horselides
are Imported from Europe, the great-
est number of thase coming from Rus-
#la. The Nnest of all horsehides come
from Normandy. In France. City
horsehides are commonly the bestand
the best hidea come from the fine, big
draught horses used by brewers and
others, As compared with the num-
ber of cowhides and other hides tan-
ned, the number of horsehides ls, of
course, limited; but in the aggregate iL
{s large and there 18 a demand for all
the leather produced.
