T h e  co lo n e l  is a veteran o f  29 
years  serv ice  and was  c o m m iss io n ­
ed early  in W o r ld  W a r  II, g o in g  
from  L u b b o c k  A r m y  A i r  Field to 
England to fly until 1945. L A A F  
was c losed  at the end o f  1945 
after tra ining b o m b e r ,  f ighter and 
transport  pilots.

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Commander’s 
Comments. . .

“ TORNADO STRIKES . . . MANY INJURED AND KILL­
ED . . . DAMAGE SEVERE.” Fortunately, this headline has 
not been applicable to Reese AFB. However, other parts of 
the South Plains have not been so lucky. Their unfortunate 
circumstances should serve as a constant reminder to each 
of us of the possibilities we face during this particular season 
of the year. Since we are located in a part of the country 
vulnerable to severe weather strikes, we must remain alert 
and constantly prepared to take the proper precautions.

To guard against severe weather phenomena we have an 
elaborate weather warning network. As far in advance as 
possible, warnings and advisories of impending weather con­
ditions for the Reese AFB area are received from the Kansas 
City Weather Warning Center and the ATC Command Post. 
Finally, the 11th Weather Detachment here at Reese main­
tains a continuous 24-hour weather watch. In addition to vis­
ual observations, radar is used by local detachment observers 
to get a long-range look at weather in our area.

Whenever definite tornado activity exists in the Reese 
area, we take these precautions. The weather detachment is­
sues the warning to the Wing Command Post. In turn, Com­
mand Post personnel advise key base personnel and housing 
areas of the tornado warning by telephone or sound truck. 
When a tornado is observed visually or on radar, within ten 
miles of Reese and appears to be approaching Reese AFB, 
a tornado strike is declared. You have recently been issued 
a blue card which provides instructions for you to follow to 
protect yourself and your dependents. Follow these instruc­
tions religiously.

When danger is past, an all clear will be sounded. Pro­
tect yourselves until this signal is given.

Knowing what to do in the event of an unnatural occur­
rence is vitally important. The time to learn is LONG before 
the emergency, not at the time you are facing disaster. The 
consequences of being uninformed and unprepared can be 
painfully expensive.

Clinic Rules M ust Be Obeyed
(From the Reese Hospital)

T h e  p u r p o s e  o f  the A i r  F orce  
Family C linic  is to p rov id e  m edical 
service  for  active duty personnel ,  
their dependents ,  and retired p e r ­
sonnel. In o rd er  for  the c linic  to 
op era te  eff ic iently  and p rov id e  the 
best possible  care  fo r  the patients, 
it is necessary  for  the patients to 
understand h o w  the clinic  is run 
and to c o o p e r a t e  with the m edical 
p ersonnel .

A t  the present time the clinic 
o f fe rs  a variety  o f  services . In g e n ­
eral, pediatrics ,  obste t r i c s -g y n eco l ­
og y ,  surgery , and internal m ed i ­
c ine  specia lties are available. A ll  
patients ov er  1 3 years o f  age are 
usually seen first in the general 
c l in ic ;  if specia lized m edica l  care 
is d eem ed  necessary  the patient is 
re ferred  to the d o c t o r  handling 
that specia lty .  Children under  13 
years  o f  age are seen first by  the 
pediatr ic  clinic.

If specia lized care  is not avail ­
able at Reese, the patient is re fer ­
red to another  A ir  F orce  Hospital 
that does  handle that specialty. 
Civilian specia lists m ay  be c o n ­

sulted at the pat ient ’ s expense .  A p ­
po in tm en ts  m ay be m ade by  ca l l ­
ing Extension  33 7 ,  357 or  720
during  duty hours. A f t e r  duty 
h ou rs  fo r  em erg en c ies  call E x ten ­
sion 720 o r  8 8 5 -2 2 0 1 .  A l l  a p ­
po in tm en ts  must be  kept  o r  c a n ­
celled. If it is necessary  to break 
an appo intm en t,  call as soon  as 
possib le  and schedule  an oth er  a p ­
po intm ent.

Because o f  a delay  in rep la ce ­
m ent  o f  physic ians leaving the 
c l in ic  f rom  June I 7 th rou g h  A u ­
gust, no  appointm en ts  will be 
m ade in the fam ily  clinic. W alk - in  
patients w h o  require  m edical  as­
sistance will be seen from  9 to 
1 I :3 0 a.m. and 1 :3 0 to 3 :3 0  p .m. 
on  a f irst -com e,  first-serve basis. 
A l l  active duty  A ir  F orce  p e r s o n ­
nel w h o  require  m edical  care  will 
be  seen from  8 :3 0  to 9 a.m. and 
1 to 1 :30 p .m . E m e r g e n c y  cases 
will be seen first and at any hour. 
T h e  pediatr ic  and o b s te t r i c -g y n e ­
c o l o g y  clinics will cont inue  with 
norm al appointm ents .

T h e  clinic  needs y o u r  c o o p e r a ­
tion during  this d ifficult  p er iod

**USAF VIETNAM BATTLE REPORT**
T h e  V ie t  C o n g  fear B oeing  B-52 

Stratofortress  strikes m o re  than 
any  o ther  w e a p o n  in the V ie tn am  
fighting, a veteran A r m y  c o m ­
m a n d er  reported  at the P entagon  
this week .

M aj.  Gen . Stanley R. “ S w e d e ’ 
Larsen, c o m m a n d e r  o f  A r m y  Field 
F orce  I in central V ie tn am , said 
that cap tu red  d ocu m en ts  and V C  
prison ers  o f  war  indicated “ they 
fear  the B-52 strike m o re  than any  
other  type o f  strike o r  attack.

“ T h e y  are definitely  afraid of  
the B-52 strike.”

C iting A m e r i c a n  op era t ion s  in 
w h ic h  he has partic ipated  during  
the past year,  Genera l  Larsen said 
“ I love  to have the B-52s aroun d  
w h en  1 need  them. T h e y  are 
strong, terrifically  cap able  w h en  
they  hit the target and from  a 
p s y ch o lo g ic a l  standpoint ,  if n o th ­
ing else, the V C  d o n ’ t like th em . ’

T h e  h igh -f ly ing  B -52s can be 
put on target with no w arn in g  in 
a matter o f  hou rs  after call and 
“ go  right on  the bu tton ,”  General 
Larsen said.

T h e  a c c u r a c y  o f  the strikes is 
outstanding, he said. “ I k n o w  o f  
on ly  on e  case in w h ich  on e  p la n e ­
load  was a little late in releasing 
the bom bs ,  and that was still in 
o u r  area .”

L o o k in g  at the overall  p icture  
o f  the f ighting in V ie tn am , G e n ­
eral Larsen said “ the A m e r i c a n  
t roop s  are very, v ery  optimistic  
militarily .”

A ir  F orce  strike pilots  log g ed  
1 ,288 c o m b a t  sorties on  close  air 
su pp ort  and other  c o m b a t  missions 
against V iet  C o n g  targets in South 
V ie tn a m  during  the w eek  ending 
M ay  27.

T h e  total was 33 sorties m ore  
than the w eek ly  average  o f  strike 
sorties during  the first qu arter  of 
the year.

Flying in low  c louds, rain and 
scattered thun dersh ow ers  o v e r  
North V ie tn am , pilots hit targets 
daily. T h e y  c o n cen tra ted  on  road 
and rail segm ents ,  ap p ro a ch e s  to 
the Mu Gia Pass, military s to r ­
age areas, antia ircraft  positions 
and radar sites.

Air Force strikes in the North 
were flown in Republic F-105 
TLnuderchiefs, McDonnell F-4C 
Phantoms, Martin B-57 Can- 
berras, Douglas A -lE  Skyraid- 
ers and North American F-100 
Super Sabres.

A m o n g  targets reported  d e s tr o y ­
ed o r  dam ag ed  w ere  trucks, anti­
aircraft  positions o r  associated  ra ­
dar sites, and bridges.  R oad s  and 
rail lines w ere  also cut.

V ie t  C o n g  targets hit by  A ir  
F orc e  strike pilots in South V ie t ­
nam, inc luded  V C  t ro o p  c o n c e n ­
trations, fort if ications, e n c a m p ­
ments, su pp ly  and storage areas 
and river shipping.

Pilots flew  Phantom s, Super 
Sabres, Skyra iders  and C anberras  
in su pp ort  o f  U.S. A r m y  1st C a l ­
v ary  D ivis ion ( A i r m o b i l e )  troops  
partic ipa ting  in the O p era t ion  
C razy  H orse  search  and destroy  
op era t ion  near Q u i Nhon.

M eantim e, A i r  F orc e  pilots w ere 
cred ited  with sinking 40  en em y  
sam pans and d estroy ing  or  dam - 
againg  V C  fort i f ications and bu i ld ­
ings.

A ir  F orce  B oeing  B-52 S trato ­
fortress b o m b e r  c rew s cont inued  
daily b o m b in g  missions in South 
V ie tn a m  con cen tra t in g  on  V C  tar­
gets in the area 25 to 35 miles 
northw est  o f  Q u a n g  Ngai.

F ew  p e o p le  k n o w  the true d e ­

structive p o w e r  o f  a to rn ad o  . . . 
those  p e o p le  are usually the ones 
w h o  have seen the fr ightening  
storms.

Understanding the dangers of 
the tornadic storm and what 
to do in case of an alert are 
vital parts of the educational 
program initiated by the office 
of the Deputy Commander for 
Operations.

In a recent interview  M aj.  F o r ­
rest Kissinger, ch ie f  o f  the O p e r a ­
tions Plans Branch, po in ted  out 
som e  o f  the characteristics  o f  a 
torn ado .

“ T o r n a d o  w eath er  can be  hot, 
st icky days with southerly  w inds 
and a threatening, om in ou s  s k y , ’ ’ 
M a jo r  Kissinger expla ined.

Rain, frequ ent ly  hail, p re c e d e  
the to rn ad o  with a heavy  d o w n ­
p o u r  after  it has passed.

“ Tornadoes usually occur 
mostly between 3 and 7 p.m., 
but they have occured at all 
hours,”  Major Kissinger con­
tinued. “ They normally move 
from a westerly direction, usual­
ly from the southwest.”

T o r n a d o e s  travel about  25 to 
40  m ph , with w ind  speeds esti­
m ated  as high as 5 0 0  m ph  within 
the torn ad o .

T o r n a d o e s  cause  destruction 
with v io lent  w inds  w h ich  u p r oo t  
trees and destroy  buildings. “ T h ey  
c rea te  a serious hazard by  b l o w ­
ing o b je ct s  th rou g h  the air, and 
b y  causing  d i f fe rences  in air p re s ­
su re ,”  M a jo r  Kissinger p o in ted  
out, “ wh ich ,  in turn, cause bu ild ­
ings to co l la p se .”

Major Kissinger emphasized 
the importance of following 
established safety procedures 
when a warning is issued.

“ W e  will activate a T o r n a d o  
A le r t  w h en  definite torn ad o  a c ­
tivity exists in the Reese  area ,”  
he  expla ined .

T h is  w arn in g  is not a forecast  
o f  possib le  torn ad oes ,  but m eans 
that at least on e  has been  reported  
in the area.

“ It is of utmost urgency that 
Reese personnel realize that 
they should at no time call the 
Base Weather Station or Com­
mand Post ,  . . this will only 
tie up vjtal communications,” 
Major Kissinger emphasized.

“ R e m e m b e r  to stay ind oors  and 
ob serv e  the p recau t ion s  noted  on 
the T o r n a d o  W a r n in g  C a r d , ”  he 
cont inued .

T h e  w arn in g  fo r  a T o r n a d o  
Strike is a tw o  minute steady blast 
on  the base siren. D u rin g  hard 
storms, m an y  p eo p le  in the h o u s ­
ing area m ay  not  be  able to hear 
this s ignal;  “ there fore ,  it is es­
sential fo r  all personne l  to m on ito r  
lo ca l  radio and television stations 
fo r  supplem enta l  w eather  in f o rm a ­
t io n ,”  M a jo r  Kissinger added.

If a to rn ad o  is a p p ro a ch in g  f o l ­
l o w  these rules:

Open doors and windows on 
the side away from the tornado 
. . . take cover immediately in 
the strongest part of the build­
ing . . . lie flat on the floor 
using a mattress or blanket for 
cover . . .

“ If cau g h t  in the op en ,  take 
shelter  in a d itch ,”  M a jo r  Kissinger 
c om m en ted ,  " c u lv e r t  o r  grou n d  
depress ion  . . . avo id  trees,  utility 
p o le s  and p o w e r  lines .”

“ D o  not  seek shelter in a v e ­
h ic le  unless n o  other  p ro te c t ion  is 
ava ilab le ,”  he em phasized.

T h e  A l l  C lear  A n n o u n c e m e n t  
will be issued b y  the Base W ea th er  
Station w h en  R eese  is no longer  
threatened  b y  to rn ad o  activity.

R eese  g rou n d  safety leaders this 
w eek  expressed  c o n c e r n  ov er  new 
figures f rom  the National Safety 
C ou n c i l  on  causes o f  h igh w ay  a c ­
cidents.

T h e  report  s h ow ed  a lcoh o l  as 
the No. I cause o f  accidents,  with 
speeding  in se con d  spot, left-of-  
center  driv ing in third p lace  and 
fa ilure to y ie ld  fourth.

“ R eese  acc idents  in the past 
have  fo l low ed  the national trend 
rather c losely ,  a lthough w e luckily  
have escaped  partic ipa tion  in most 
h o liday  w eek en d  traffic  tolls, 
said Maj.  G e o r g e  Dreier,  R eese di­
re cto r  o f  safety.

" A  d ru nken  driver is a m en ace  
on  the h ighw ay,  becau se  he is not  
alert to dangers  and does  not  re ­
sp on d  as q u ick ly  as he should  in 
em erg en cies .  It is ou r  h o p e  that 
R eese acc iden ts  do  not  fo l low  the 
national trend as p resent ly  shown. 
1 think all p e o p le  at Reese have 
too  m u ch  c o m m o n  sense to get b e ­
hind the w h eel  w h e n  they  have 
b een  drink ing  too  m uch .  If d r in k ­
ing sends base acc iden t  f igures u p ­
ward  it will be a serious s ituation. ’

Nursery, Golf, Library 
Improvements Planned

T h e  m a jo r  also said speeding  
should  be halted b y  Reese drivers 
and getting ov er  into the lane to 
left o f  center  is “ unthinkable .

“ H ighw ays  generally  are m a r k ­
ed clear ly  and drivers should  stay 
on  their ow n  side o f  the road, 
the m a jo r  c om m en ted .  “ M any  a c ­
cidents have o c c u r r e d  in L u b b o ck  
C o u n ty  becau se  o f  w r o n g -w a y  
driving. It leads us to dec ide  we 
must all be ex trem ely  alert to  stay 
out  o f  the w a y  o f  drivers w h o  
c ross  the center  l ine .”

M a jo r  Dre ier  also c om m en ted  
that strict ad h eren ce  to stop signs 
is a necessity  if the R eese safety 
r e co r d  stays steady or  declines.

“ T h e r e  is no need  fo r  autos to 
run together  becau se  so m e o n e  
fails to give r igh t -o f -w a y  at any 
t im e,”  he added.

Upwards of $38,000 was award­
ed the Reese Personnel Services 
office for improvements to the li­
brary, nursery and golf course.

“ The grant for the alterations 
was approved by the Air Training 
Command Welfare Fund ccfuncil 
last week,” Leonard Moranto, 
chief, Recreation Services, ex­
plained.

The sum of $13,100 was grant­
ed the base library for alterations 
and air conditioning. The project 
calls for the installation of 
aluminum storm sashes on all win­
dows, new vinyl floor coverings 
for 2,300 square feet of floor 
space, rearrangement and supple­
menting of the lighting system on 
the second floor and refinishing of 
a checkout desk.

The project also will include 
the installation of a 12-ton air 
conditioner.

The air conditioner will utilize 
the existing heating ducts and will 
be installed in the heating equip­
ment rom.

The project, undertaken to 
create conditions conducive to 
concentration and retention of 
knowledge, it was said, will also 
help to reduce damage created 
by dust. The appearance of the 
library will be improved as well 
as heating and cooling efficiency.

The base nursery was allocat­
ed $21,000 for constructing an 
addition to the present structure.

The construction calls for an 
addition of 1,400 square feet and 
will provide 400 square feet for 
cribroom, 600 square feet for 
playrooms, 210 square feet for 
combined office and isolation area, 
an employee’s restroom and ex­
terior storage space.

The addition will be constructed 
of structural masonry units in 
order to match existing exterior 
surfaces. The roof will be made of 
light weight concrete on steel roof 
deckings supported on bar joists. 
Floors will be in vinyl covered 
concrete.

The project will enable the 
nursery to meet the current 
demand for 10 more crib 
spaces. The additional crib- 
room will increase the capacity 
from the present 45 youngsters 
to 80.

The golf course was allotted 
$4,800 for improvements. The 
project consists of planting ap­
proximately 200 five year-old 
shade and wind shelter trees along 
fairways 1, 2, 3, 7 and 8. Trees 
will also be planted around greens 
7 and 8 and behind number 7 tee.

The tree project, although 
beautifying the golf course, will 
provide wind and sun shelter for 
the players’ comfort.. It will also

reduce wind erosion and provide 
a more difficult and interesting 
course. The trees will cost ap­
proximately $1,000.

New 15 x 90 x 3 feet tee boxes 
will be constructed at holes 5 
and 6.

The new tee boxes will increase 
the length of the two holes by 
50-75 yards. Construction of the 
tee boxes is set at $3,800.
