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Wet, Icy Weather 
Means Bad Roads

Traditional Day 
Honors Blessings

It is now late November and Reese has already had its first 
taste of winter weather. With the program of “Holidays from Dan­
ger” in effect, it might be wise to review some of the weather 
hazards winter brings to the Lubbock and Reese area.

One of the most hazardous and dangerous conditions that will 
affect every driver is icy roads. Since the average 
daily high temperature is above freezing during 
the winter months, the Lubbock area does not 
usually get large amounts of snow.

It does get rain and light snowfalls which tend 
to melt during the afternoon hours, with the water 
collecting in low areas such as dips in the roads. 
This is usually of little concern to the motorist.

Capt. Moreno However, during the night when the tempera­
ture dips to below freezing and the traffic is light, the water freezes, 
causing glaze to cover the roads. This is the most dangerous form 
of ice because it is patchy and frequently invisible to the unsuspect­
ing motorists. This condition is most common during the night-time 
and mid-morning hours.

The second hazard is temperature, or more correctly, the 
equivalent chill temperature (ECT). Wind speed and temperature 
combine to cool the body; therefore, it is important to know how 
much cooling effect the wind has on the body. For example, if the 
temperature is 20 degrees and wind is calm, the ETC is 20 degrees; 
if the wind speed is 15 miles per hour (m.p.h.), ECT is -5 degrees; 
if the wind speed is 35 m.p.h., the ECT is -20 degrees. This 
situation is not uncommon at Reese during the winter months.

Icy roads conditions and cold temperatures are not the only 
hazards that winter brings to the Reese area, but they are two of 
the most hazardous. By recognizing the extra hazards winter brings, 
we can make this period a much safer one on the roads and 
around the base. For the period that the “Holidays from Danger” 
safety program is in effect, the base Weather station will have a 
forecast of hazardous driving conditions within 500 miles of Reese 
on the automatic answering service, extension 212.

But then for more than 240 
years the custom hung dormant, 
despite the ceaseless campaigning 
of one Sarah Hale who wrote edi­
torials in her paper calling for a 
day to be set aside as a national 
holiday of thanksgiving.

In 1864, President Lincoln now 
firm in his belief that the Union 
had been saved, proclaimed Nov. 
26 as Thanksgiving Day, starting 
a custom that has endured ever 
since. It has since undergone such 
changes as to the third Thursday 
of November, but the basic sub­
stance of the holiday remains the 
same—a time of celebration for a 
bountiful harvest.

And while America moves rap­
idly toward urban development 
with its citizens turning to the 
cities, Thanksgiving remains our 
contact with rural America, and 
a reminder that the United States 
produces more food than any 
other country in the world today.

There is more for which to give 
thanks. Our gross national pro­
duct is also the world’s highest,

and our standard of living is the 
same. It is true that things are 
not all perfect in this land of 
ours, but then what country can 
say it is? This Thanksgiving Day, 
let us take, during our giving of 
thanks at the dinner table, a posi­
tive rather than a negative ap­

proach by thanking our God for 
providing us with the things we 
have rather than recriminations 
for what we have not. And above 
all, let us give thanks for the 
most precious of all gifts provided 
by our country — our freedom.

How many of us real­
ize that the pencil or pen makes 
an easy-to-read impression on the 
pages below? An amateur detec­
tive could read them. What could 
a professional do?

What could the same profes­
sional learn from the contents of 
the wastepaper basket next to 
your desk? Of course, he won’t 
find anything with a security 
clearance, but what about notes 
or discarded pieces of work 
sheets?

In some unguarded offices, peo­
ple put a lot of faith in a locked 
desk. How secure is a locked 
desk? Not at all. Any locksmith 
can make a key to fit your desk 
for 50 cents and most prowlers 
don’t need a key. If you have 
something you' think needs safe­

guarding, it belongs in the safe, 
not in a locked desk.

There is no rule which says not 
to make detours on trips between 
offices when you are hand-carry­
ing material but intermediate 
stops often are not wise. You 
may mislay your paper or pick 
up other materials with your pa­
pers when you leave.

Automobile insurance policies which the insured and his wife 
have an “automatic insurance” buy if the new car is a “replace­

ment” and if he tells the com­
pany within 30 days of getting the 
new car. If it is another car, the 
policy may still cover it for a 
short time, if the policy covers 
all other cars of the insured.

Never take car insurance light­
ly. Under the automatic 30-day 
terms, you must meet important 
conditions. For example, a car 
bought by a family member who 
is not a husband or wife is not' 
covered.

A “replacement” is a car that 
lakes the place of one disposed 
of, or which can no longer be 
driven.

An insurance agent can also 
issue a “binder” to cover a car, 
even after the 30-day period. This 
will insure the car until the own­
er gets permanent insurance. But 
make sure the binder is effec­
tive. Get it in writing, any kind 
cf memo will do.

Deal with a reputable agent. A 
“bnder” is meaningless if the 
agent has no right to bind his 
company or to give any “oral 
insurance.”

Unlike life insurance, there is 
usually no “grace period” to pay 
premiums. Late payment may 
ra ise  car insurance to lapse.

When you buy a new car on 
time, the sales contract contains 
an insurance clause, which usual­
ly covers the car only if it is 
damaged. This protects the lend­
er, but may not cover public 
liability of the driver who gets 
into an accident and hurts some­
one.

WASHINGTON (AFNS)— Air­
craft maintenance leads a list of 
13 Air Force nonrated career- 
fields assigned quotas in an in­
crease of 700 spaces for Officers 
Training School in Fiscal Year 
1969.

The increase, announced last 
month, boosts programmed grad­
uates from 3,728 to 4,428 by the 
end of June. In addition to 330 
nonrated spaces, the increased 
quota includes 183 pilot and 183 
navigator candidates and four 
from the Airman Education and 
C o m m i s s i o n i n g  Program 
(AECP.)

Previously, the FY 1969 non­
rated entries were limited to ap­
plicants with certain engineering 
skills, meteorologists, geodesists, 
Women in the Air Force, and 
Bootstrap Commissioning Pro­
gram candidates.

The additional 330 spaces re­
moves the restriction on aca­
demic disciplines and all eligible 
college graduates can compete. 
Local Personnel offices have 
complete application information.

The nonrated fields and quotas 
for each are aircraft mainten­
ance 105; communications-elec- 
tronics 66; missile operations 
53; missile weapons director 33; 
munitions 28; aircraft control 17; 
avionics, civil engineering and 
security police, 6 each; transpor­
tation and supply management 
3; and procurement management 
and logistics 2.
