Corres­
pondence accompaning the recog­
nition pointed out that Reese, 
largely through the e f f o r t s  of 
Major Pearson, had provided two 
of the 150 storyboard displays 
held on the pentagon concourse 
Oct. 14-18. Two others were pro­
vided by Sheppard AFB, Tex., and 
one each by Randolph, Laredo 
and W e b b  AFBs, Tex., and 
Keesler AFB, Miss., for ATC’s 
eight entries.

The boards depicted a variety 
of subjects, ranging f r o m  im­
proved aircraft utilization to er­
ror-free punch operation. Reese’s 
two entries pointed up the 94 per 
cent error potential reduction rate 
and the other in flight training 
using the slogan “ Quality For 
The First Time.”

Highlight of the display was a 
review of the storyboard by the 
Honorable Harold Brown, secre­
tary of the Air Force at that time 
and General J. P. McConnell, 
chief of staff, U. S. Air Force.

A subsequent letter from Maj. 
Gen. G. F. Keeling, assistant 
DCS, Systems & Logistics, De­
partment of the A i r  F o r c e ,  
praised ATC for its participation 
in the d i s p l a y .  ATC in turn, 
through Brig. Gen. Harmon E.

McQueen Of course, there are other reasons for errors 
being made, such as lack of interest, knowledge, or most often, lack 
of consideration for our fellow workers, but the majority of mistakes 
can be committed to haste. We all have a tendency to feel that what 
we do is error free, but we become highly indignant when some one 
else makes a mistake that effects us directly. I wonder how many of 
us would be willing to pay for the man hours used to correct some 
of our own mistakes, made because we were in a hurry?

Having personally been affected by some of these errors, made 
by myself and other people, that created nothing but frustration and 
compounded the amount of work to be accomplished, I resolved at 
the start of ’69 to do it right the first time . . . what about you?

Two Wheelers 
Cautioned By 
Security Chief

First Lt. Edwin D. Lewis, chief, 
Security Police, has advised hold­
ers of the old Texas drivers lic­
ense at Reese that a separate 
license is required to operate two­
wheeled vehicles on the State’s 
streets and highways.

New licenses (the one with the 
photo on it) state whether or not 
a two-wheeled vehicle is included 
on the license. The old license 
does not.

Those applying for such a lic­
ense must complete written road 
tests on the operation of two­
wheeled vehicles, provide a pri­
vately owned vehicle and driver 
for the officer to observe your 
performance during the road 
test, and have a state-approved 
helmet.

There is an entire section at 
Reese AFB devoted to adding a 
new dimension to the old saying, 
“ what goes up must come down.”  
This dimension is “ and in a safe 
condition.”

The unit devoted to that di­
mension is quality control section, 
a sub-unit of Operations. And 
they do it through such tasks as 
insuring quality maintenance on 
all aircraft, performing function­
al check flights and controlling 
and preparing materiel deficiency 
reports.

The section “ rides herd”  over 
78 T-37 and 98 T-38 aircraft and 
23 T-41 trainers. It is divided into 
an inspection section, a flight test 
section, and a materiel deficiency 
section.

Flight Testing Familiar
The work of the flight test sec­

tion is probably most familiar to 
the public. It has the job of ac­
tually flying the planes to find 
out what is wrong with them or 
to make sure the deficiency has 
been corrected.

Maj. Kenneth E. Pearson, chief 
of flight test, and Captains Ken­
neth B. Benson and John H. 
Wilson are the highly-qualified 
pilots who perform the in-flight 
tests. These test pilots fly the 
planes after all major mainten­
ance work, such as engine change 
and work on flight controls, to 
insure that the aircraft is safe 
to be used in the Undergraduate 
Pilot Training program by stu­

dents and instructors.
They fly an average of 160 

aircraft per month on functional 
flight checks to assure that the 
planes are in p e r f e c t  working 
order, and they are on constant 
alert should problems develop in 
any particular aircraft. Their job 
r e q u i r e s  top flying skills and 
steadiness. They must not only be 
able to react quickly and calmly 
in case of malfunctions, but must 
also be able to pinpoint what 
causes the problem.

High Responsibility
They are also responsible for 

checking out and certifying all 
airmen on the flight line who 
taxi aircraft and do on-the-ground 
engine operation.

Keeping an eye on all aircraft 
maintenance work are the civil­
ians and airmen in the quality 
control inspection section.

They perform inspections of 
work while it is being accom­
plished and recheck all such work 
when it is finished.

For instance, if a flight con­
trol cable is to be replaced, in­
spectors will be on hand in the 
hangar to assure that mechanics 
who do the work are closely fol­
lowing the latest technical di­
rectives. They will re-examine 
the completed work for double 
assurance that no discrepancies 
exist in the job.

After 400 hours of flying, each

The American Red Cross is now 
in the midst of a nationwide re­
training program for all current-

spection by regular maintenance 
personnel and is then re-checked 
by the periodic inspection teams 
of quality control.

Inspection teams also roam the 
flight line to insure that aircraft 
reported ready for flight are in 
safe condition. These planes are 
spot checked each month by in­
spectors to d e t e r m i n e  if 
daily maintenance is being prop­
erly performed.

Concerned not only with the 
safety of the planes, quality con­
trol men must make m o n t h l y  
rounds to all maintenance shops 
to assume that personal safety is 
being observed by all aircraft 
specialists in their work.

Backing up the many flight line 
inspectors is an office staff con­
tinually referencing and updat­
ing more than 500 T e c h n i c a l  
Order publications sent from the 
Air F o r c e  Logistics Command. 
The directives deal with every­
thing from how to wash a wind­
shield to procedures for installing 
a $150,000 jet engine.

If a defective part or material 
is found in an aircraft system, 
m a t e r i e l  deficiency personnel 
must alert all other bases with 
similar aircraft and Air Train­
ing Command Headquarters so 
that corrective a c t i o n  can be 
taken immediately.

Heading the Reese quality con­
trol section is Maj.

On Jan. 10 a meeting occurred at the Reese golf shop that 

could decide the future of the golf course.
The Reese Golf Council, under its newly appointed president, 

Col. William W. Hosier Jr., met. It was the first meeting of the 
council since last June, and Colonel Hosier immediately let it be 
known that future meetings would be held monthly. If nothing else, 
this should be heartening news for Reese golfers.

There was, of course, more discussed than can be reported in 
this column, but we do have room for a few salient points.

There was an attempt to place more authority in the hands of 
Reese’s capable pro, Ken McGuire. As most golfers know, civil 
engineers is responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of the golf 
course itself, while Mr. McGuire is responsible for—in effect— 
what occures in the clubhouse itself. Mr. McGuire’s sole recourse to 
any deficiencies on the course has been limited to a list he submits 
monthly to Personnel Services, which, in turn, are turned over to the 
civil engineers.

Unfortunately, the golf council stopped short of placing the 
amount of authority in Mr. McGuire’s hands that would remedy 
the situations that have brought gripes from base golfers in the past. 
In fact, the impression given at the meeting is that Mr. McGuire 
would more or less suggest these deficiencies be corrected, but would 
lack the clear authority to order them done. On the surface, it 
would seem as if the responsibility was being passed on without the 
authority to actually correct things. If this works it may be a major 
breakthrough in management.

There were other subjects discussed, like beautification of the 
course, increasing revenues, the posting of rules and publication of a 
rules book, the possibility of a driving range, and the reorganization 
of committees. While every one of these matters are important, 
to the golfer the important thing is getting the course in shape, 
having it open for play and having play move along at other than a 
snail’s pace. These things can be corrected only by having a boss 
who will stay on top of the situation, and in the opinion of many 
who play the Reese course, this boss is not clearly defined.

This is understandable in view of the fact that ATC dictates 
much of the policy; Personnel Services provides at least two super­
visors in the field of finance and the clubhouse, while civil engineers 
has a similar number engaged in the care and maintenance of the
course itself. -------------------------------------------

Such situations within pro foot­
ball and baseball have led to the 
appointment of so-called “ czars” 
who rule as such. While this is 
impractical at Reese, surely the 
overall supervision of the golfing 
facility could be placed in the 
hands of Mr. McGuire, who is 
in his ninth year as pro, plus 
several more as player, on the 
Reese course. And with it, the 
actual authority to correct de­
ficiencies on the spot.
