Fulurs Demand for Horses.
Prof. Nelson of the United Elates
Department of Agriculture, in discugs-
ing the probable effects of new In-
ventions upon the future demand for
horees, thus sums up the progpects:
From 1887 to 1594, a period marked by
great nctlvity In strest and railway
bullding and also the increased man-
ufacture and use of bicyeles, the num-
ber of horses Incrensed from 12,496,744
to 16,081,189. ‘This shows that, al-
though the use of the horse decroased
In particular directlons, yet there
must bave been a healthy growth In
their use in other directions. During
this period the selling vilue of horees
gradually declined from $72 to $48 per
head. But this decrease was certalmly
not due to the npumber of horses
thrown on the market as a result of
displacement by electricity in propal-
glon of street ca:s and the general ln-
troductlon of the bleyele, because we
flind that the values of other live stoek,
mitles, mileh cows and other cattle de-
creased from 50 to 40 per cent durlng
the same time,

During the prevalence of the great
commercial depresglon from 1803 to
1807 the number of horses in the coun-
try feil to 14,204,667, At the same tims
the value per head suffered a further
decrense, the same helng the caso with
sheep, swine and cattle, other than
mileh cows. The cattle luterest was
the first to recover, belng followed a
year later by the other stock lnter-
st It s likely that there will be a
conticued demand for the right kind
of horses, A great deal has been writ-
ten about the probabie displacement
of the horse Ly the nutomobile, but fu
hardly seems probable that it will pro-
duce any more serlous efeet than have
tue electric street cars and bicyoles.

Forestry In Indisus,

partment of agriculture has during the
last summer axamined the sites of a
number of plantations In Indlana, In
response to the applications for troe-
plunting plans which have been pe-
celved from that state.
