Heritage Museum to honor 
founder Jerry Worthy

The Heritage Museum of 
Big Spring will host a recep-
tion honoring one its most 
staunchly supportive found-
ers. 

"It's Jerry Worthy that were 
honoring," said Museum 
Director/Curator Tammy 
Schrecengost. "He was the 
first president, and he spear-
headed the group and led the 
group in starting the mu-
seum. We're thankful to all 
of those who worked hard to 
establish and get the muse-
um going, but today is a day 
that we would like to single 
out Jerry Worthy and his ef-
forts."

Schrecengost said the mu-
seum has commissioned 
a portrait of Worthy along 
with a plaque, which will be 
presented at the reception 
Friday from 6 to 7 p.m.

"It'll be a wine and 
cheese reception to just 
give thanks to Jerry," she 
said. "Anyone can come."

The Heritage Museum 
of Big Spring, located 
at 510 S. Scurry St., was 
founded in 1971. 

"I think they had con-
sidered the old depot as 
being a museum loca-
tion, but they were not 
allowed to go forth with 
that because of the dan-
ger it presented being 
right there on the rail-
road tracks, next to the 
trains," said Schrecen-
gost. 

The museum's current 
location was originally 
the Big Spring home of 
Dora Roberts.

"When she passed away, it 
became the Howard County 
Library," Shrecengost added. 
"Then when they moved, the 
building was available. In 

1971, the museum was orga-
nized and they moved into 
the home, which was made 
available by the Horace Gar-
rett family. The first exhibit

AUSTIN, Texas — The locomotive 
was painted to resemble Air Force 
One, but George H.W. Bush joked 
that if it had been around during his 
presidency, he may have preferred to 
ride the rails rather than take to the 
skies.

"I might have left Air Force One be-
hind," Bush quipped during the 2005 
unveiling of 4141, a blue and gray 
locomotive commissioned in honor 
of the 41st president and unveiled at 
Texas A&M University.

On Thursday, that same 4,300-horse-
power machine carried Bush's cas-
ket, along with relatives and close 
friends, for around 70 miles (113 ki-
lometers). The journey through five 
small Texas towns was expected to 
take about two and a half hours. It 
will deliver the casket from subur-
ban Houston to College Station.

There, a motorcade will take Bush 
to his presidential library at the uni-
versity, where he will be laid to rest 
at a private ceremony next to his 
wife, Barbara, who died in April, and 
his daughter Robin, who died at age 
3 in 1953.

The train's sixth car, a convert-
ed baggage hauler called "Council 
Bluffs," has been fitted with trans-
parent sides to allow mourners lin-
ing the tracks on Thursday views of 
Bush's flag draped coffin.

It will be the eighth funeral train 
in U.S. history and the first since 
Dwight D. Eisenhower's body trav-
eled from the National Cathedral in 
Washington through seven states to 
his Kansas hometown of Abilene 49 
years ago. Abraham Lincoln's funer-

al train was the first, in 1865.
Robert F. Kennedy was never 

president, but he was running for 
the White House when he was assas-
sinated in Los Angeles in 1968. His 
body was later transported to New 
York City for a funeral Mass and then 
taken by private train to Washing-
ton for burial at Arlington National 
Cemetery. Thousands of mourners 
lined the tracks for the 200-plus-mile 
journey.

Union Pacific originally commis-
sioned the Bush locomotive for the 
opening of an exhibit at his presiden-
tial library titled "Trains: Tracks of 
the Iron Horse." It was one of the few 
times the company has painted a lo-
comotive any color other than its tra-
ditional yellow. After a brief training 
session during 4141's unveiling 13 
years ago, Bush took the engineer's 
seat and helped take the locomotive 
for a 2-mile excursion.

"We just rode on the railroads all 
the time, and I've never forgotten it," 
Bush said at the time, recalling how 
he took trains, and often slept on 
them, during trips as a child with his 
family. He also called the locomotive 
"the Air Force One of railroads."

Bush, who died last 
week at his Houston 
home at age 94, was eu-
logized Wednesday at 
a funeral service at the 
National Cathedral. By 
evening, his casket was 
at St. Martin's Episcopal 
Church in Houston.

The funeral train has 
been part of the official 
planning for his death for 
years, Bush spokesman 
Jim McGrath said.

Union Pacific was contacted by fed-
eral officials in early 2009 and asked, 
at Bush's request, about providing a 
funeral train at some point, company 
spokesman Tom Lange said.

"We said, 'Of course and also we 
have this locomotive that we would 
want to have obviously be part of 
it,'" Lange said. He noted that trains 
were the mode of transportation that 
first carried Bush to his service as 
a naval aviator in World War II and 
back home again.

Eisenhower was the last president 
to travel by train regularly. A key 
reason was his wife, Mamie, who 
hated to fly. During the 1952 cam-
paign, Eisenhower traveled more 
than 51,000 miles and made 252 stops. 
And while he often flew, his wife 
rode the train the whole time, Union 
Pacific said.

Still, when Bush beat Democrat 
Michael Dukakis and won the presi-
dency in 1988, both candidates used 
trains to make some campaign stops. 
Bush also occasionally traveled by 
train in 1992, when he was defeated 
by Democrat Bill Clinton, including 
making Midwest stops aboard a train 
dubbed "The Spirit of America."

For most, a warm coat solves 
the problem, but for the nearly 15% of 
Americans living in poverty, a warm 
winter coat is a budget “extra.”

“We do this because we know not ev-
eryone has a warm coat or blankets. 
This is just a way that we can help those 
who need it,” said Moron. “Last year 
was the best one yet as we were able to 
help out 20 families with coats, scarves, 
gloves and blankets. We go through ev-
ery donation we get and we make sure 
that we are giving out good quality 
items.”

Moron also stated that during the 
event Saturday, there will be hot choco-
late and other refreshments that will be 
provided and that this event is free to 
those in need.

“A couple that are involved with the 
St. Vincent De Paul society help us ev-
ery year by informing the people that go 
for financial help or food on Thursday 
mornings,” said Moron. “This gives us 
a better opportunity to help more peo-
ple.

Presidential funeral train 
is first in nearly 50 years

Bush saluted with praise, humor, 
cannons at capital farewell

WASHINGTON — 
George H.W. Bush 
was celebrated with 
high praise and lov-
ing humor Wednes-
day as the nation 
bade farewell to the 
man who was Amer-
ica's 41st president 
and the last to fight 
for the U.S. in war-
time. Three former 
presidents looked on 
at Washington Na-
tional Cathedral as a 
fourth — George W. Bush — eulogized his dad.

"To us," the son said of the father, "his was the 
brightest of a thousand points of light."

After three days of funeral events in Washington, 
Bush was headed home to Texas for more ceremony 
and then his burial Thursday. After the cathedral 

service, the hearse 
and a long motorcade 
drove to the National 
Mall to pass by the 
World War II Memo-
rial, a nod to the late 
president's service as 
a World War II Navy 
pilot, then arrived at 
Joint Base Andrews.

Cannon roared 
again, "Hail to the 
Chief" was played for 
Bush for a final time 
in the capital and 
the plane with his 
casket and Bush fam-
ily members aboard 
took off for Houston. 
He died Friday at age 
94.

George W. Bush 
broke down briefly at 

the end of his eulogy while invoking the daughter 
his parents lost when she was 3 and his mother, 
Barbara, who died in April. He took comfort in

Winter storm watch 
issued for parts of 
Oklahoma, Texas

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) — A winter storm watch 
has been issued for parts of Oklahoma and the 
Texas Panhandle as snow and freezing rain head 
toward the region.

The winter storm watch is in effect through Sat-
urday night. In Oklahoma, forecasters say 2 to 4 
inches of snow is possible along the Interstate 40 
corridor. Some areas could see ice accumulations 
of about three-tenths of an inch, would could cause 
power outages and tree damage.

In Texas, forecasters say some parts of the Pan-
handle could see up to 6 inches of snow through 
Saturday.

The National Weather Service also predicts sev-
eral inches of snow in northern Arkansas along 
with heavy rainfall in the southern part of the state 
during the weekend.

Texas death sentence 
again thrown out 

over disability claims
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) 

— Texas' highest crimi-
nal court has again va-
cated the death sentence 
of a Dallas man so that 
a jury can reconsider 
whether he's intellectu-
ally disabled.

The ruling Wednes-
day marks the second 
time the Texas Court of 
Criminal Appeals has 
overturned the death 
sentence of Kenneth 
Wayne Thomas. He was 
convicted in 1987 of fa-
tally stabbing Mildred 
Finch, the wife of Dallas 
civil rights lawyer Fred 
Finch, who was also 

killed in the attack.
The court vacated 

his first death sentence 
in 2010 after saying 
jurors had no way of 
considering mitigating 
evidence that Thomas 
had low intelligence. 
A different jury again 
sentenced Thomas to 
death, concluding he 
didn't have an intellec-
tual disability.

But the appeals court 
said in Wednesday's 5-4 
ruling that the second 
jury used flawed crite-
ria and it ordered an-
other sentencing hear-
ing.

Major championships 
return to Texas with 

PGA of America move
FRISCO, Texas (AP) — The PGA of America is 

leaving Florida for a $520 million development in 
the Dallas area that will include a 500-room hotel, 
a massive conference center and two golf courses 
that will bring major championships back to Tex-
as.

The decision Tuesday followed approval of an 
incentives package by the Frisco City Council and 
other government entities. The move is not expect-
ed until the summer of 2022, about the time the two 
golf courses, a 9-hole short course and practice ar-
eas are to be finished.

The first tournament will be the Senior PGA 
Championship in 2023.

As part of the agreement, the PGA Championship 
will be held at one of the two courses in 2027 and 
2034. It will be the first time the PGA Champion-
ship is held in the Dallas area since Jack Nicklaus 
won his first Wanamaker Trophy in 1963 at Dallas 
Athletic Club.

The PGA of America also said it would consider 
its new headquarters for a Ryder Cup.

The last major in Texas was in 1969, when Orville 
Moody won the U.S. Open at Champions Golf Club 
in Houston. Texas was seen as too hot for the PGA 
Championship, a problem that no longer exists 
with the major moving from August to May start-
ing next year.

The PGA of America will have two Senior PGAs 
and two Women's PGA Championships at its new 
courses during the decade after they open, along 
with five of its other tournaments, such as the Pro-
fessional National Championship.

The PGA of America has been based in Palm 
Beach Gardens, Florida, the last four decades. Fris-
co is about 30 miles north of Dallas.

It will invest $30 million to build a 100,000-square-
foot headquarters. Most of the cost of the develop-
ment falls to Omni Stillwater Woods, a joint ven-
ture by Omni Hotels & Resorts with Stillwater 
Capital and Woods Capital. Omni Stillwater Woods 
will spend $455 million to buy the land and build 
the hotel, conference center, retail space, park-
ing and the golf courses. The golf courses will be 
owned by the city, and more than 300 high school 
golfers will practice there.

The Dallas Morning News reported that Gil 
Hanse, who designed the Olympic golf course in 
Rio, has been chosen to do one of the courses. The 
other course and the short course are to be handled 
by Beau Welling, an architectural disciple of Tom 
Fazio and now the chief architect for Tiger Woods 
Design.

Frisco and its develop-
ment arms, along with 
the school district, are to 
contribute no more than 
$35 million toward build-
ing public facilities. The 
city will provide perfor-
mance incentives for 20 
years, which would in-
clude hotel occupancy 
and retail. Those incen-
tives could be worth up 
to $74 million.

Border Patrol agent charged 
with capital murder in Texas

LAREDO, Texas (AP) 
— A U.S. Border Patrol 
agent who confessed 
to killing four women 
and leaving their bod-
ies on rural Texas road-
sides has been charged 
with capital murder, 
and a prosecutor said 
Wednesday that he in-
tends to seek the death 
penalty.

Juan David Ortiz told 
investigators that he 
killed the women — 
whom police have iden-
tified as sex workers 
— because he wanted 
"to clean up the streets 
of Laredo," and that he 
considered local law en-
forcement was doing an 
inadequate job, Webb 
County District Attor-
ney Isidro Alaniz said 
at a news conference.

Alaniz said prosecu-
tors will seek the death 
penalty if Ortiz is found 
guilty.

Ortiz, 35, was initial-
ly charged with four 
counts of murder, as 
well as aggravated as-
sault and unlawful re-
straint. He has been 

held in Webb County 
jail on a $2.5 million 
bond since his Sept. 
15 arrest in the border 
town of Laredo.

Ortiz, a Border Patrol 
intel supervisor and 
Navy veteran, seemed to 
be living a typical sub-
urban life with his wife 
and two children when 
the killings occurred. 
After the first slaying, 
he continued going to 
work as usual. He was 
eventually arrested af-
ter he pulled a gun on a 
woman who was able to 
escape and asked a state 
trooper for help.

Authorities have said 
Ortiz knew most of the 
victims and that he tar-
geted them for their 
vulnerability. Melissa 
Ramirez, 29, was slain 
on Sept. 3, and 42-year-
old Claudine Luera was 
killed on Sept. 13.

On Sept. 14, he picked 
up another woman, Eri-
ka Pena, who told inves-
tigators that Ortiz acted 
oddly when she brought 
up Ramirez's slaying 
and later pointed a gun 

at her in a gas station, 
according to court docu-
ments. Pena said Ortiz 
grabbed her shirt as she 
tried to get out of his 
truck, but she pulled it 
off and ran, finding a 
state trooper who was 
refueling his vehicle.

Ortiz fled and, he 
later told investiga-
tors, he then picked up 
and killed his last two 
victims — 35-year-old 
Guiselda Alicia Cantu 
and 28-year-old Janelle 
Ortiz, a transgender 

woman whose birth 
name was Humberto 
Ortiz.

With Pena's help, au-
thorities were able to 
track Ortiz to a hotel 
parking garage where 
he was arrested.

According to court 
documents, Ortiz con-
fessed to investigators 
that he had killed four 
people. All of the women 
killed had been shot, but 
one them died of blunt 
force trauma, Alaniz 
said Wednesday.

USA Gymnastics files for Chapter 11 bankruptcy

USA Gymnastics is 
turning to bankruptcy 
in an effort to ensure its 
survival.

The embattled orga-
nization filed a Chapter 
11 bankruptcy petition 
on Wednesday as it at-
tempts to reach settle-
ments in the dozens of 
sex-abuse lawsuits it 
faces and to forestall its 
potential demise at the 
hands of the U.S. Olym-
pic Committee.

USA Gymnastics filed 
the petition in Indianap-
olis, where it is based. It 
faces 100 lawsuits rep-
resenting 350 athletes 

in various courts across 
the country who blame 
the group for failing to 
supervise Larry Nassar, 
a team doctor accused of 
molesting them.

Kathryn Carson, who 
was recently elected 
chairwoman of the 
board of directors, said 
the organization is 
turning to bankruptcy 
to speed things up af-
ter mediation attempts 
failed to gain traction.

"Those discussions 
were not moving at any 
pace," Carson said. "We 
as a board felt this was a 
critical imperative and 
decided to take this ac-
tion."

The filing does not af-
fect the amount of

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — Anthony 
Davis noticed that his rebound-
ing numbers were lower than usual 
against the Dallas Mavericks. Davis 
also knew why, and he wasn't about 
to complain about it, as long as it was 
Pelicans teammate Julius Randle get-
ting to the ball instead.

"He's playing physical. He wants 
to go get every rebound. He wants to 
make every shot. He's a perfectionist 
in my opinion, and that's a good thing 
about him," Davis said. "He demands 
a lot of himself because he wants to 
win. When you've got a guy like that 
who's hungry for everything, every 
possession, every loose ball, it's going 
to make your team better."

Randle had 27 points and 18 re-
bounds and the New Orleans Pelicans 
beat the Dallas Mavericks 132-106 on 
Wednesday night.

Davis also scored 27 points to go 
with a career-high nine assists, five 
blocks and four rebounds — nine 
below his average — despite twist-
ing his ankle and briefly leaving the 
court for treatment after stepping 
on Dorian Finney-Smith's foot in the 
third quarter.

Davis said his ankle felt "great" after 
the game, and credited his spike in 
assists to the Pelicans finding a good 
rhythm by the end of the first quarter 
and sustaining it until the end.

"Guys are making shots and a lot of 
guys are playing with confidence and 
not afraid to take shots," Davis said af-
ter New Orleans shot 55.4 percent (51-
of-92) overall and an even better 58.6 
percent (17-of-29) from 3-point range. 
"When guys are going to double-team 
me, once I get the ball in my hands, 
I've just got to make the right reads."

Jrue Holiday had 17 points and four 
steals for New Orleans, which largely 
controlled the contest while winning 
for just the third time in nine games.

Harrison Barnes had 16 points and 
Wesley Matthews 15 for the Maver-
icks, who came in having won five of 
six but had trouble with the Pelicans' 
up-tempo pace while playing one 
night after beating Portland at home.

"We could not get it going from start 
to finish," Barnes said. "It was not 
a great night for us, but we have to 
flush it and keep moving.

"You cannot make excuses for your-

self and the schedule is what it is," 
Barnes added. "You just have to go 
out there and play, and tonight we 
just did not compete at the level that 
we are used to competing at."

J.J. Barea scored 14 points, and 
Dwight Powell added 12 points and 
10 rebounds for Dallas, which also 
was short-handed as usual starting 
guard Dennis Smith Jr. sat out with a 
sprained right wrist.

"We have to get home, get healed up 
as much as we can, and get ready to 
go," Dallas coach Rick Carlisle said.

New Orleans never trailed after 
E'Twaun Moore's 20-foot jumper put 
the Pelicans up 32-31 at the end of the 
first quarter.

Running the floor relentlessly, and 
effectively after many of the Mavs' 
18 turnovers, the Pelicans scored 
60 points in the paint and 29 on fast 
breaks.

New Orleans led by 16 at halftime, 
by as many as 25 in the third quarter 
and 29 in the fourth.

"We wanted to come in, knowing 
they were on a back-to-back, and just 
push the ball and be aggressive," Da-
vis said.

TIP-INS
Mavericks: As Powell dunked early 

in the fourth quarter, he was poked 
in eye by Davis. Dallas coach Rick 
Carlisle received a technical foul for 
shouting at officials about the play 
and Holiday made the technical foul 
shot. ... Finney-Smith had 12 points 
and Jalen Brunson had 11 points. ... 
The Mavs shot 42.9 percent (39-of-91) 
and missed 32 of 46 3-point attempts.

Pelicans: F Nikola Mirotic, New 
Orleans' third-leading scorer, missed 
his second straight game with an ill-
ness. Randle started in his place. ... 
Darius Miller made four of his six 
3-point shots for all of his 12 points 
off the bench while Moore made three 
of four. Davis made both of his shots 
from deep and Randle made two of 
three. ... Holiday, who has struggled 
with turnovers at times, finished with 

eight assists and only one turnover.
LINEUP SHIFT
With Randle moving from sixth 

man to starter, Pelicans coach Alvin 
Gentry decided to try to solidify his 
second unity by moving usual start-
ing wing E'Twaun Moore into a re-
serve role and start defensive-minded 
Solomon Hill. The Pelicans improved 
defensively and enjoyed a boost in 
bench scoring that allowed them to 
increase leads several times while 
starters rested.

Moore finished with 17 points and 
six assists in 26:24 and made three of 
four 3s.

"If I come off the bench I don't care. 
I'm going to jump right into the fire 
with an aggressive mindset," Moore 
said. "I'm definitely down for it. Any-
thing to help the team win."

LeBron scores 42 as Lakers surge past Spurs late, 121-113

LOS ANGELES (AP) — LeB-
ron James had no idea why he 
was so tired. He slept 11 hours 
overnight, missing his com-
pany Christmas party in the 
process, and then had a 2½-
hour nap before the Los Ange-
les Lakers' game against San 
Antonio.

Perhaps his body just knew 
he would need all that stored-
up energy to hold off the Spurs 
during a frantic finish.

James scored 20 of his 42 
points in the fourth quarter 
and Josh Hart hit two clutch 
3-pointers in the final minutes 
of the Lakers' fourth straight 
victory, 121-113 on Wednesday 
night.

Kyle Kuzma had 22 points 
and nine rebounds for the 
Lakers, who lost Brandon In-
gram to a sprained left ankle 
in the first quarter. Los Ange-
les still beat the Spurs for the 
first time in three tries this 
season, but only after James 
dramatically took control of 
another fourth quarter during 
his third 40-point game since 
joining the Lakers.

"It's the fourth quarter, and 
my teammates look at me to 
make plays," James said with 
a shrug. "Sometimes it doesn't 
happen that way but I put that 
type of pressure on my back 

because I love my teammates 
giving me that responsibil-
ity."

James went 7 of 8 from the 
field with three 3-pointers in 
the fourth, but he was quick 
to point out he had plenty of 
help from younger Lakers, 
even after Ingram went down. 
Kuzma scored nine points in 
the fourth, including a key 
dunk on a pass from James 
with 2:13 left, while Hart and 
Lonzo Ball both hit big 3s.

Everything added up to an 
impressive finish by the Lak-
ers, who improved to 15-9 with 
their eighth win in their last 
nine home games.

"You just know" when James 
is about to take over a game, 
Hart said. "I've said it before. 
He's the best ever to put on a 
uniform. When it's happen-
ing, sometimes it's amazing. 
People should stop criticizing, 
shut up and enjoy his great-
ness."

DeMar DeRozan scored 32 
points and Rudy Gay had a 
season-high 31 before foul-
ing out for the Spurs in the 
first of back-to-back games 
in three days to wrap up the 
season series between these 
longtime West rivals. They'll 
meet again in San Antonio on 
Friday night.

"We made everything tough 
for them, (but) it got away 
from us in the fourth quarter," 

DeRozan said. "Even though 
we were scoring, going back 
and forth, we couldn't get 
those critical stops when we 
needed them, and that killed 
us."

San Antonio held an eight-
point lead in the fourth before 
James started a rally by scor-
ing nine consecutive points. 
The Lakers hit seven 3-point-
ers in the final period while 
making 13 of 20 shots overall 
with one turnover.

LaMarcus Aldridge had 21 
points and nine rebounds for 
the Spurs, who have lost sev-
en of 10.

"They made tough shots," Al-
dridge said. "Guys competed 
and tried to keep guys in front 
of them, but they found the 
back side of the defense."

TIP-INS
Spurs: Longtime Lakers big 

man Pau Gasol didn't get to 
play against his old team. He 
is out with a stress fracture in 
his left foot. ... Davis Bertans 
hit three 3-pointers but also 
drew a technical foul in the 
third quarter. "I think I said 
one more word than I was sup-
posed to," he explained.

Lakers: Ingram had played 
at least 25 minutes in every 
game since he returned from 
a four-game suspension for 
fighting in Los Angeles' home

Today's Highlights in 
History:

On Dec. 6, 1907, the worst 
mining disaster in U.S. histo-
ry occurred as 362 men and 
boys died in a coal mine explo-
sion in Monongah, West 
Virginia.

On this date:
In 1790, Congress moved to 

Philadelphia from New York.
In 1865, the 13th Amendment 

to the U.S. Constitution, abol-
ishing slavery, was ratified as 
Georgia became the 27th state 
to endorse it.

In 1884, Army engineers 
completed construction of the 
Washington Monument by 
setting an aluminum cap-
stone atop the obelisk.

In 1917, some 2,000 people 
were killed when an explo-
sives-laden French cargo 
ship, the Mont Blanc, collided 
with the Norwegian vessel 
Imo at the harbor in Halifax, 
Nova Scotia, setting off a blast 
that devastated the Canadian 
city. Finland declared its 
independence from Russia.

In 1923, a presidential 
address was broadcast on 
radio for the first time as 
President Coolidge spoke to a 
joint session of Congress.

In 1947, Everglades National 
Park in Florida was dedicated 
by President Harry S. 
Truman.

In 1957, America's first 
attempt at putting a satellite 
into orbit failed as Vanguard 
TV3 rose about four feet off a 
Cape Canaveral launch pad 
before crashing down and 
exploding.

In 1973, House minority 
leader Gerald R. Ford was 
sworn in as vice president, 
succeeding Spiro T. Agnew.

In 1982, 11 soldiers and six 
civilians were killed when an 
Irish National Liberation 
Army bomb exploded at a pub 
in Ballykelly, Northern 
Ireland.

In 1989, 14 women were shot 
to death at the University of 
Montreal's school of engineer-
ing by a man who then took 
his own life.

In 1998, in Venezuela, for-
mer Lt. Col. Hugo Chavez 
(OO'-goh CHAH'-vez), who 
had staged a bloody coup 
attempt against the govern-
ment six years earlier, was 
elected president.

In 2001, The House of 
Representatives, by a one-
vote margin, gave President 
George W. Bush more power 
to negotiate global trade deals. 
President Bush dedicated the 

national Christmas tree to 
those who had died on Sept. 11 
and to service members who 
had died in the line of duty.

Ten years ago: President-
elect Barack Obama said in a 
Saturday radio and Internet 
address that he'd asked his 
economic team for a recovery 
plan that would save or create 
more than 2 million jobs. 
Indicted Democratic U.S. Rep. 
William Jefferson was ousted 
from his New Orleans area 
district in a special election 
won by Republican attorney 
Anh "Joseph" Cao, who 
became the first Vietnamese-
American in Congress. 
Heiress Martha "Sunny" von 
Bulow, who'd spent the last 28 
years of her life in a coma, 
died in New York City at age 
76.

Five years ago: A day after 
Nelson Mandela's death at 95, 
South Africans of all colors 
erupted in song, dance and 
tears in emotional celebra-
tions of the life of the man 
who had bridged the country's 
black-white divide and helped 
avert a race war. The Fender 
Stratocaster that Bob Dylan 
played at the 1965 Newport 
Folk Festival was sold at 
Christie's for nearly $1 mil-
lion — the highest price ever 
paid for a guitar at auction.

One year ago: President 
Donald Trump declared 
Jerusalem to be Israel's capi-
tal, defying warnings from 
the Palestinians and others 
around the world that he 
would be destroying hopes for 
Mideast peace. Time maga-
zine named as its Person of 
the Year the "Silence 
Breakers" - those who had 
shared their stories about sex-
ual assault and harassment. A 
wildfire erupted in the exclu-
sive Bel-Air section of Los 
Angeles, the latest neighbor-
hood of Southern California 
to find itself under siege from 
an outbreak of wind-driven 
blazes.

Indeed, VCU is winning this 
season primarily with defense. 
The Rams did that on Wednes-
day night, forcing turnovers and 
missed shots while handing Tex-

as its second straight 
loss at home against a 
mid-major opponent, 
54-53.

Marcus Evans scored 
16 points and De'Riante 
Jenkins added 12 for 
VCU (7-2). Sophomore 
Marcus Santos-Silva 
had 10 points, and ca-
reer highs with 16 re-
bounds and five steals 
for the Rams.

Texas (5-3) has lost 
three straight, includ-
ing a three-point defeat 
by Radford last week.

VCU was more than 
effective on defense. 
The Rams, using full-
court pressure, turned 
18 Texas turnovers 

into 17 points. But they also con-
verted 17 offensive rebounds into 
19 points, enabling them to win 
while converting only 28 percent 
of their shots.

"It was a rock fight," Rhoades 
said. "We made a lot of tough-
ness plays. We played with really 
good energy and toughness."

The Longhorns had two shots 
to win the game in the final 40 

seconds, but Courtney Ramey 
and Matt Coleman missed open 
3-pointers, the latter as time ran 
out.

Jericho Sims led Texas with 14 
points. Nobody else reached dou-
ble figures.

Sims made a shot in the lane to 
leave Texas trailing by one point 
with 4:12 remaining. The Long-
horns then had four turnovers 
and a missed a shot on their 
next five possessions, while VCU 
made two free throws — by Issac 
Vann — during that stretch for a 
three-point lead.

A steal by Longhorn Jaxson 
Hayes led to a fastbreak basket 
by Kerwin Roach with 1:29 left, 
and VCU again led by one.

The Longhorns' three defeats 
came after a 92-89 victory over 
then-No. 7 North Carolina on 
Thanksgiving.

"I told the guys in the locker 
room that less than two weeks 
ago, we were No. 17 in the coun-
try with the same guys," Texas 
coach Shaka Smart said. "But 
the last 2½ games, we haven't 
played with the same confidence. 
We haven't played with the same 
swagger."

money available to victims, 
which would come from pre-
viously purchased insurance 
coverage, she said. Carson 
said the insurance companies 
"are aware we're taking this 
action and our expectation is 
they will come to the table and 
pay on our coverage."

Carson added: "This is not a 
liquidation. This is a reorgani-
zation."

One that USA Gymnas-
tics hopes will buy it enough 
time to fend off the 
USOC's intent to 
decertify it.

The USOC on 
Nov. 5 took steps 
to remove USAG 
as the sport's gov-
erning body at the 
Olympic level — a 
step that's taken 
only under the 
most extreme cir-
cumstances. In an 
open letter to the 
gymnastics com-
munity, USOC 
CEO Sarah Hirsh-
land said "you de-
serve better," and 
that the challenges 
facing USA Gym-
nastics were more 
than it was capa-
ble of overcoming 
as currently con-
structed.

Carson said the 
legal maneuvering 

Wednesday delays the USOC's 
efforts to strip its designation 
as a national governing body.

"We always have a dialogue 
going with them and intend 
to make it clear with them we 
have a lot to talk about and we 
want to keep that going," Car-
son said.

USOC spokesman Patrick 
Sandusky disagreed.

"While we fully understand 
that USAG believes this re-
structuring will begin to solve 
deficiencies we've identified, 
the filing does not impact our 
Section 8 complaint and that 
process will move forward," 
Sandusky said.

knowing "Dad is hugging Robin and 
holding Mom's hand again."

For all the somber tributes to the 
late president's public service and 
strength of character, laughter filled 
the cathedral time after time. The late 
president's eulogists — son included 
— noted Bush's tendency to tangle his 
words and show his goofy side.

He was "the last great-soldier states-
man," historian Jon Meacham said 
in his eulogy, "our shield" in danger-
ous times. But he also said that Bush, 
campaigning in a crowd in a depart-
ment store, once shook hands with a 
mannequin. Rather than flushing in 
embarrassment, he simply cracked, 
"Never know. Gotta ask."

He recounted how comedian Dana 
Carvey once said the key to doing an 
impersonation of Bush was "Mr. Rog-
ers trying to be John Wayne."

George W. Bush said "the man 
couldn't stomach vegetables, espe-
cially broccoli," and called that a de-
fect passed down to his children.

The congregation at the cathedral, 
filled with foreign leaders and diplo-
mats, Americans of high office and 
others touched by Bush's life, rose 
for the arrival of the casket, accompa-
nied by clergy of faiths from around 
the world. In their row together, Pres-
ident Donald Trump and former Pres-
idents Barack Obama, Jimmy Carter 
and Bill Clinton stood with their 
spouses and all placed their hands 
over their hearts.

Meacham also praised Bush's call 
to volunteerism — his "1,000 points 

of light" — placing it alongside Abra-
ham Lincoln's call to honor "the bet-
ter angels of our nature" in the Amer-
ican rhetorical canon. Meacham 
called those lines "companion verses 
in America's national hymn."

Trump had mocked "1,000 points of 
light" last summer at a rally, saying 
"What the hell is that? Has anyone 
ever figured that one out? And it was 
put out by a Republican, wasn't it?"

Former Canadian Prime Minis-
ter Brian Mulroney praised Bush 
as a strong world leader who helped 
oversee the end of the Cold War and 
the collapse of the Soviet Union and 
helped bring about the North Ameri-
can Free Trade Agreement with Can-
ada and Mexico, signed into law by 
his successor, Clinton.

With Trump, a bitter NAFTA critic, 
seated in the front row, Mulroney 
hailed the "largest and richest free 
trade area in the history of the world." 
The three countries have agreed on a 
revised trade agreement pushed by 
Trump.

Alan Simpson, former Republican 
senator from Wyoming, regaled the 
congregation with stories from his 
years as Bush's friend in Washing-
ton. More seriously, he recalled that 
when he went through a rough patch 
in the political game, Bush conspicu-
ously stood by him against the advice 
of aides. "You would have wanted him 
on your side," he said.

Simpson said Bush "loved a good 
joke — the richer the better. And he 
threw his head back and gave that 
great laugh, but he never, ever could 
remember a punchline. And I mean 
never."

George W. Bush turned the humor 

back on the acerbic ex-senator, say-
ing of the late president: "He placed 
great value on a good joke, so he chose 
Simpson to speak."

Bush will lie in repose at St. Mar-
tin's Episcopal Church before burial 
at his family plot on the presidential 
library grounds at Texas A&M Uni-
versity in College Station. His final 
resting place will be alongside Bar-
bara Bush, his wife of 73 years, and 
Robin Bush, the daughter they lost to 
leukemia in 1953.

On Wednesday morning, a mili-
tary band played "Hail to the Chief" 
as Bush's casket was carried down 
the steps of the U.S. Capitol, where 
he had lain in state. Family members 
looked on as servicemen fired off a 
cannon salute.

His hearse was then driven in a mo-
torcade to the cathedral ceremony, 
slowing in front of the White House. 
Bush's route was lined with people 
much of the way, bundled in winter 
hats and taking photos.

Waiting for his arrival inside, 
Trump shook hands with Obama and 
former first lady Michelle Obama, 
who greeted him by saying "Good 
morning." Trump did not shake 
hands with Bill and Hillary Clinton, 
who looked straight ahead.

Bill Clinton and Mrs. Obama smiled 
and chatted as music played. Carter 
was seated silently next to Hillary 
Clinton in the cavernous cathedral. 
Obama cracked up laughing at some-
one's quip. Vice President Mike Pence 
shook Carter's hand.

Trump tweeted Wednesday that 
the day marked "a celebration for a 
great man who has led a long and dis-
tinguished life." Trump and his wife 

took their seats after the others, brief-
ly greeting the Obamas seated next to 
them.

Bush's death makes Carter, also 94 
but more than 100 days younger, the 
oldest living ex-president.

On Tuesday, soldiers, citizens in 
wheelchairs and long lines of others 
on foot wound through the Capitol 
Rotunda to view Bush's casket and 
honor a president whose legacy in-
cluded World War military service 
and a landmark law affirming the 
rights of the disabled. Former Sen. 
Bob Dole, a compatriot in war, peace 
and political struggle, steadied him-
self out of his wheelchair and saluted 
his old friend and one-time rival.

Trump ordered the federal govern-
ment closed Wednesday for a nation-
al day of mourning. Flags on public 
buildings are flying at half-staff for 30 
days.

As at notable moments in his life, 
Bush brought together Republicans 
and Democrats in his death, and not 
only the VIPs.

Members of the public who never 
voted for the man waited in the same 
long lines as the rest, attesting that 
Bush possessed the dignity and grace 
that deserved to be remembered by 
their presence on a cold overcast day 
in the capital.

"I'm just here to pay my respects," 
said Jane Hernandez, a retired physi-
cian in the heavily Democratic city 
and suburbs. "I wasn't the biggest 
fan of his presidency, but all in all he 
was a good, sincere guy doing a really 
hard job as best he could."

Bubba Duenes is very active in 
sports at Coahoma High School. The 
senior participates in football, base-
ball, track, and, outside of school, 
paintball. He has been named the 
Sonic KBEST defensive MVP player 
of the week twice this past football 
season. Bubba racked up 187 yards 
as a receiver in 2018 for the Bulldogs 
on offense. On defense, he had 39 to-
tal tackles.

Duenes made the AB honor roll 
his freshman, sophomore and ju-
nior years and has continued to fo-
cus on his studies his senior year. 
Following graduation, Bubba hopes 
to attend West Texas A&M where 
he would like to join the Buffalo 
football team. He plans to major in 
criminal justice and minor in kine-
siology. Bubba is the son of Andrew 
Duenes and Amie Castillo.

In other news, resurfacing of the track has 
begun which means the football field is closed 
until the Christmas holiday.

The resurfacing is funded through a $4 
million bond approved by voters in 2017 that 
included upgrades to athletic facilities at the 
football, softball and baseball fields. Some of 
those upgrades included installation of artifi-
cial turf on all three fields which will help the 
district save money over the long haul.

The ceremony was held in front of Schnei-
der’s classmates while his fellow teammates 
surrounding him. Schneider is always quick 
to give credit to his teammates for his success-
es, said Bulldogs head football Coach Chris 
Joslin. 

“The night that he won this, there were 
about 14 other people that played a key role 
in making those holes for him,” Joslin said. 
“He didn’t run over 11 people by himself. Now 
he did run over some by himself. We all saw 
that, but he didn’t run over 11. He had some 
big guys out front helping him, some receiv-
ers blocking for him, and he had a bunch of 
people on the sideline cheering for him every 
time he scored a touchdown.”

Joslin added Schneider is always a team 
player who strives for excellence. He encour-
aged other students to follow Schneider’s lead. 

Another example of CHS students striv-
ing for excellence are Micah Worley, Julia 
Cox, Emilee Custer and Aubrey Green. Mak-
ing their second straight appearance at state 
FFA LDE (Leadership Development Events) 
competition, the four competed as a team in 
public relations and Cox competed individu-
ally in senior creed. The four made it to the 
semi-finals. 

“I could not be prouder of the effort, work 
ethic, and desire to succeed that these girls 
have shown,” said Coahoma FFA Chapter Ad-
viser Aaron Custer.

Residents head back into California 
town leveled by wildfire

PARADISE, Calif. — Some resi-
dents of a Northern California town 
devastated by a catastrophic wildfire 
nearly a month ago were finally al-
lowed to return home Wednesday to 
sift through the charred remains in 
search of precious family heirlooms, 
photos and other possessions that 
may have survived.

A long line of cars waited in a cold 
drizzle at a checkpoint on their way 
to neighborhoods on the east side of 
Paradise, where evacuation orders 
have been lifted.

Beyond the checkpoint, crews in yel-
low slickers were still clearing debris 
from burned homes and removing 
trees from streets littered with melted 
plastic trash cans and hollowed vehi-
cles sitting on tireless rims.

Before heading to their home, Joyce 
McLean, 73, and her husband, Jerry 
McLean, stopped at a store to buy pa-
per towels and plastic bags.

"We didn't own expensive things, 
but we had a lot of memory things," 

she said, recalling Christmas orna-
ments made by her son when he was 
a child and mementos from her Cana-
dian husband's great-grandmother. 
"If I can find a little piece of his family 
or just a little piece of my son, I would 
be happy."

Access to the neighborhoods was 
limited to residents on Wednesday, 
but they will be open to anyone on 
Thursday.

More than 50,000 people in Paradise 
and two neighboring communities 
were forced to flee the wind-driven 
fire that started Nov. 8, killing at least 
85 people, destroying about 14,000 
homes and blackening 240 square 
miles (622 square kilometers).

Authorities said 11 people were still 
unaccounted for in what was the dead-
liest U.S. wildfire in at least a century.

McLean said she has seen photos on 
social media of her destroyed home 
and knows one of the only things that 
survived was an American flag flying 
on a pole.

"We lost everything but the clothes 
on our backs," she said about their 
dash for safety.
