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How to Stop Unwelcome 
Visit


      Dear Annie: I have 
three grandchildren from 
my stepdaughter who live in 
another city. Their mom has 
said that she plans to come 
and visit with the kids this 
summer. One of the children 
has a lot of mental health 
issues. On a previous trip, 
"Sophie" stole several items 
worth quite a bit of money. 
When I mentioned this by 
phone on their drive back, 
my stepdaughter said she'd 
ask my grandchild. Need-
less to say, the child denied 
everything. 
   She also defaced a 
painting while visiting. I later 
found out that "Sophie" has 
stolen large sums of money 
from her father as well as 
from others. She has been 
violent and twice committed 
to a psych ward. This child 
is 13, and I have always 
suspected she could be 
violent. This was confirmed 
by the other grandmother. 
   I really don't want her to 
visit but don't know what to 
say to stop the visit. Help! 
-- Wary Grandmother


      Dear Grandmother: 
If you really want to stop 
the visit, then be clear and 
honest: "No, you are not 
allowed to stay with me." 
Setting boundaries with 
loved ones and not want-
ing to expose yourself to 
violence or theft is nothing 
to feel bad about. Just be 
direct and upfront right 
away and tell her mother 
that Sophie is not allowed to 
stay with you. That does not 
mean that you don't want to 
have contact with her. Make 
it clear that you love your 
grandchild, as I am sure you 
do, but that you don't want 
to expose yourself to so 
much risk.
   I would also have a talk 
with her parents and make 
sure that Sophie is getting 
proper mental health care. 
It sounds like she is very 
troubled and that her mother 
might be in denial.


      Dear Annie: I can really 
relate to "Empathetic Grand-
ma." My daughter also has 
an unusual dietary disorder 


that makes it challenging to 
navigate the snack table. 
We can offer alternatives, 
but it still leaves the child 
feeling deprived if they don't 
get to eat what the other 
children are eating. There is 
nothing like a crying toddler 
to make you aware of just 
how many children 's events 
involve food. Even storytime 
at the library ends with a 
snack. Are we afraid our 
children will starve to death 
if they are without food for 
over an hour? Our culture 
has taken on this notion that 
we cannot let our children 
experience hunger -- even 
for a few moments. Parents 
become panicked if their 
child says he is hungry 
and they have no food to 
immediately offer. What 
happened to saying: "Lunch 
will be in an hour. Save your 
appetite"? A large factor in 
the obesity epidemic is con-
stant grazing. We are doing 
our children no favors by 
teaching them that an empty 
belly is a cause for fear, and 
that no event is worthwhile 
unless it includes food. -- 
Not a Snacker


      Dear No Snacking 
Allowed: If you child has 
dietary restrictions, the 
most important thing is to 
be prepared. Bring snacks 
that your child can enjoy 
and not feel deprived. While 
young children are growing, 
it is recommended that they 
have three meals along with 
two healthy snacks. You 
are correct that constant 
snacking, especially on food 
without much nutritional 
value, can lead to obesity 
and health problems. The 
key is to space the snacks 
out accordingly so that they 
are not given too close to 
mealtimes.

Today in History
Today is Monday, May 27, the 
147th day of 2019. There are 
218 days left in the year. This 
is the Memorial Day obser-
vance.
Today’s Highlight in History:
On May 27, 1941, the British 
Royal Navy sank the German 
battleship Bismarck off France 
with a loss of some 2,000 lives, 
three days after the Bismarck 
sank the HMS Hood with the 
loss of more than 1,400 lives. 
Amid rising world tensions, 
President Franklin D. Roos-
evelt proclaimed an “unlim-
ited national emergency” dur-
ing a radio address from the 
White House.
On this date:
In 1199, King John of England 
was crowned in Westminster 
Abbey nearly two months af-
ter the death of his brother, 
Richard I (“The Lion-Heart-
ed”).
In 1861, Chief Justice Roger 
Taney, sitting as a federal cir-
cuit court judge in Baltimore, 
ruled that President Abraham 
Lincoln lacked the authority 
to suspend the writ of habeas 
corpus (Lincoln disregarded 
the ruling).
In 1933, the Chicago World’s 
Fair, celebrating “A Century 
of Progress,” officially opened. 
Walt Disney’s Academy 
Award-winning animated 
short “The Three Little Pigs” 
was first released.
In 1935, the U.S. Supreme 
Court, in Schechter Poul-
try Corp. v. United States, 
unanimously struck down the 
National Industrial Recov-
ery Act, a key component of 
President Franklin D. Roos-
evelt’s “New Deal” legislative 
program.
In 1942, Doris “Dorie” Miller, 
a cook aboard the USS West 
Virginia, became the first 
African-American to receive 
the Navy Cross for displaying 
“extraordinary courage and 
disregard for his own person-
al safety” during Japan’s attack 
on Pearl Harbor.
In 1957, the single “That’ll Be 
the Day” by Buddy Holly’s 
group The Crickets was re-
leased by Brunswick Records.
In 1962, a dump fire in Cen-
tralia, Pennsylvania, ignited a 
blaze in underground coal de-
posits that continues to burn 
to this day.
In 1968, the U.S. Supreme 
Court, in United States v. 
O’Brien, upheld the convic-
tion of David O’Brien for de-
stroying his draft card outside 
a Boston courthouse, ruling 
that the act was not protected 
by freedom of speech.
In 1985, in Beijing, represen-
tatives of Britain and China 


exchanged instruments of rat-
ification for an accord return-
ing Hong Kong to Chinese 
control in 1997.
In 1993, five people were 
killed in a bombing at the 
Uffizi museum of art in Flor-
ence, Italy; some three dozen 
paintings were ruined or 
damaged.
In 1995, actor Christopher 
Reeve was left paralyzed when 
he was thrown from his horse 
during a jumping event in 
Charlottesville, Virginia.
In 1998, Michael Fortier 
(FOR’-tee-ur), the govern-
ment’s star witness in the 
Oklahoma City bombing case, 
was sentenced to 12 years in 
prison after apologizing for 
not warning anyone about the 
deadly plot. (Fortier was freed 
in January 2006.)
Ten years ago: President 
Barack Obama announced 
more spending for renewable 
energy after touring a large 
field of solar panels at Nellis 
Air Force Base, near Las Ve-
gas. Gunmen detonated a car 
bomb in Lahore, Pakistan, 
killing about 30 people and 
wounding at least 250.
Five years ago: Charting an 
end to America’s longest war, 
President Barack Obama an-
nounced plans for keeping 
nearly 10,000 U.S. troops in 
Afghanistan after 2014 but 
then withdrawing virtually all 
by the close of 2016 and the 
conclusion of his presidency. 
Michelle Obama struck back 
at House Republicans trying 
to weaken healthier school 
meal standards as she met 
with school nutrition officials 
who said the guidelines were 
working at their schools; the 
first lady called any effort to 
roll back the guidelines “un-
acceptable.”
One year ago: LeBron James 
reached his eighth straight 
NBA Finals as the Cleveland 
Cavaliers beat the Boston 
Celtics 87-79 in Game 7 of 
the semifinals. Danica Pat-
rick ended her auto racing 
career at the track that made 
her famous, losing traction on 
a slippery surface and crash-
ing out of the Indianapolis 
500; the race was won by Will 
Power.

"Go out there and play and let the game come to 
you, and good things come from that. It's worked 
for me so far."


All he's done is become a nightmare assignment 
in the middle since the Rams drafted him with a 
first-round pick in 2014 out of the University of 
Pittsburgh. Donald, who turned 28 on Thursday, is 
listed at 6-foot-1, 280 pounds — not the usual mea-
surements for a dominating inside presence.


And yet dominating is what he's been against the 
run and chasing QBs. With his speed, strength and 
athleticism, he's become the NFL prototype.


"You open up doors for the next guy, who opens 
up doors for the next," Donald explained. "You do 
your job and do it at a high level and keep working 
and do what you're supposed to do, everybody has 
an opportunity to do great things. Just got to have 
that mindset and that will to want to do it."


Over the offseason, he again used the  fake 
knives to help him improve his agility. His trainer 
would lunge at him with a blade in each hand and 
Donald knocked it away — just like he would the 
arms of an opposing offensive lineman.


"Trying to work on my hand speed and reaction," 
Donald said. "I go through different things in my 
training to think outside the box. Think of things 


that can help me. Just trying to outwork myself ev-
ery year to be better."


Next up, distance running. Well, maybe.
Although his training is built around short dis-


tances, he's contemplating a 5-kilometer (3.1 mile) 
race down the road, especially after meeting a 
group of kids as part of Girls on the Run, an orga-
nization that teaches young girls life skills through 
running activities. Donald surprised them at a 
DICK'S Sporting Goods store in the Los Angeles 
area and helped them line up new running gear.


Donald even went for a little jog with the kids.
"Just trying to keep up with the girls," said Don-


ald, who recently made a seven-figure donation to 
the University of Pittsburgh's Football Champion-
ship Fund. "I have 10-yard bursts in me. That (5K 
race) would be tough. Got to have a lot of stamina 
and training. I'll probably get it done."


An endeavor for later.
These days, it's all about leading the Rams back 


to the Super Bowl. They lost a defensive showdown 
with the Patriots in a game in which Donald had 
five tackles and one quarterback hit. He showed up 
at the offseason workouts, relishing the chance to 
develop even more cohesion with teammates.


"Being there and working with these guys, push-
ing these guys and getting these guys ready, it's 
only going to make us better," Donald said. "We're 
pushing each other, because we want to do some-
thing special this year."


AP source: Breanna Stewart to be WNBA 
ambassador this season

NEW YORK — Bre-
anna Stewart will be 
a paid ambassador for 
the WNBA this sea-
son.


The reigning league 
MVP tore her right 
Achilles tendon while 
playing overseas this 
winter. Because the 
league has no injury 
list for teams, the Se-
attle Storm suspend-
ed Stewart without 
pay to free up a roster 
spot.


The WNBA will pay 
Stewart in excess of 
the roughly $65,000 
base salary she would 
have made with the 
Storm, according 
to a person familiar 
with the details. The 
person spoke to The 
Associated Press on 
condition of anonym-
ity on Thursday night 
because no official an-
nouncement has been 
made.


Seattle potentially 
could have kept Stew-
art on the active ros-
ter, but the Storm also 
lost Sue Bird indefi-
nitely to a knee injury 
this week, meaning 
they would have started the season 
with only 10 healthy players. There 
is a clause in the current CBA if a 
team gets below 10 healthy players, 
it can sign a replacement player un-
til the team gets back above 10.


The union, which was informed of 


the Stewart decision, is interested 
in some kind of change, whether it's 
in the form of an injured reserve list 
or a roster expansion.


"We thought it was a great idea 
and encouraged the league to think 
of other players that would make 
great ambassadors," said Terri 


Jackson, executive director of the 
WNBPA. "We wanted to see how it 
develops as the concept and plan 
rolls out. This league is represented 
by many great players."


It will be a big topic of discussion 
around the CBA, which expires af-
ter this season because the players 


opted out at the end 
of 2018 season.


"That's definite-
ly something that 
would help the 
league grow," Los 
Angeles Sparks star 
Nneka Ogwumike, 
president of the play-
ers' union, said in 
2017. "It's all about re-
sources and talking 
about the logistics of 
everything. Looking 
forward, we'd like 
to spark that type of 
change."


The league had an 
injury list from 1997-
2005. Players had to 
sit out a minimum of 
three games from the 
date they were placed 
on the list. Then the 
WNBA had a two-per-
son inactive list from 
2006-08 before rosters 
were reduced to 11 
in 2009. Rosters are 
back up to 12 now.


Chiney Ogwumike 
missed 2015 and 2017 
because of two sepa-
rate injuries. In 2015, 
she had microfrac-
ture surgery on her 
knee and the Con-
necticut Sun kept her 
on the roster all year, 
costing them a spot. 
Although Ogwumike 


couldn't play, she was still the face 
of the franchise while making ap-
pearances.


Two years later when she hurt her 
Achilles tendon, the Sun suspended 
her, freeing up the roster spot and 
not having to pay her.

IRVING, Texas (AP) — Just look at the photos on 
Google or Instagram: The most recognized land-
mark in Irving is the Towers at Williams Square.


The Dallas Morning News reports that's the Las 
Colinas high-rise complex with the sculpture of 
wild mustangs out front.


Any time of the day or night, you can find visitors 
taking Facebook photos or selfies on the stone plaza 
that surrounds the horses.


Soon they'll be romping through a park, not a 
field of granite, at the site about 10 miles northwest 
of downtown Dallas.


"When the Green Bay Packers were staying at 
the hotel over there, they asked if they could put 
cheesehead hats on all the horses — we said no," 
said Bill Brokaw, senior vice president with Dallas-
based Hillwood, which is a partner in the project 
and leases and manages the four-building office de-
velopment.


Built as the centerpiece for Las Colinas, the 1.4 
million-square-foot high-rise complex sold for $330 
million in 2015 to Apollo Global Real Estate of New 
York and Vanderbilt Partners of Chicago. Since 
then, the owners have been working to upgrade the 
34-year-old Irving project and keep it competitive 
for business tenants.


While one phase of the mega building makeover 
is wrapping up, a more visible renovation of the Ir-
ving project is still ahead, including a redo of the 
central plaza.


"We are redefining this building as the iconic 
piece of Las Colinas," Brokaw said. 


That's what Las Colinas founder Ben Carpenter 
was aiming for when he built Williams Square in 
the 1980s. He even named it after his brother-in-
law.


At 26 stories, the central tower at Williams Square 
was the tallest building outside downtown Dallas 
when it opened.


Carpenter added two flanking 14-story buildings 
and a five-story bank to create an instant town cen-
ter.


Putting a 2-acre plaza and larger-than-life mus-
tang sculpture at the heart of Williams Square 


sealed the deal to create a one-of-a-kind local attrac-
tion.


The office buildings have maintained their stat-
ure through the years and are currently about 98 
percent occupied.


"We've just finished a huge new tenant lounge," 
Brokaw said. "It's a 5,000-square-foot space that peo-
ple now want to see in every building they look at.”


"We've reconfigured and redone our fitness center 
to more than 8,000 square feet," he said. "We've got 
all the amenities anybody needs in the complex."


Bigger changes are coming at the front door.
The city of Irving is working with Williams 


Square's owners on a complete revamp of the mus-
tang plaza that will make it more like a park than 
a hot granite landing field. The redo will add trees, 
plantings and lounging spaces around the beloved 
mustang fountain.


"The city recognizes 
the potential here," said 
Hillwood executive vice 
president Ken Reese. "It 
will increase the retail 
opportunities around 
the plaza and mesh 
well with the new Wa-
ter Street development 
across the street.

Staying sharp: Sack artist Donald fueled by Super Bowl loss

To stay a cut above the com-
petition, Aaron Donald again 
trained this offseason by dodg-
ing knives.


Fake blades, of course. But the 
results from the  reaction exer-
cises have certainly been real.


The two-time reigning AP de-
fensive player of the year for 
the Los Angeles Rams is always 
searching for out-of-the-box 
ways to take his game to anoth-
er level. The sting of a  13-3 Su-
per Bowl loss to Tom Brady and 
the New England Patriots in 
February helps him stay sharp, 
too. That's one reason the defen-
sive tackle attended organized 
team activities this spring for 
the first time since 2016, even 
as other veterans passed on the 
workouts.


Anything to earn that ring.
"The main goal is to be the 


No. 1 team standing and call 
yourself a champion," said Don-
ald, who skipped workouts the 
last two springs while dealing 
with contract negotiations be-
fore signing a $135 million, six-
year  extension last August. "So 
I'm just working, trying to get 


myself better and continue to 
improve my game."


Donald is coming off a sea-
son in which he recorded 20½ 
sacks.


So yes, Donald has given 
thoughts to former New York 
Giants standout Michael Stra-
han's 22½-sack season in 2001, 
which is the NFL record since it 
became an official stat in 1982.


And no, he doesn't chase after 
it.


"If you would've asked me five 
years ago if I would have an op-
portunity to have 23 sacks in 
one season, I would've laughed 
at you and said, 'That's impos-
sible,'" Donald said in a phone 
interview as the player known 
for his quick bursts to the QB 
embraces  National Runners' 
Month  at DICK'S Sporting 
Goods. "You would like to ac-
complish something like that, 
but in the mix of doing your 
job and helping your team win 
you play at a high level. So all 
that's going to come about on 
its own. Because the more you 
think about it, the less success 
you have.
