Events that Changed History

The end of the history lectures is nearing. 
On Tuesday, Sept 24, was the 33rd lecture in 
the series focusing on the start of commu-
nism in China.

China was not faring well in the early 
20th century with trade concession having 
been made to the Western world and from 
being under the rule of a corrupt dynasty. 
Two early leaders sought to institute social-
ism, but communism was was also gaining 
ground among Chinese intellectuals. The 
Communist Party was officially formed in 
1921, and Mao Zedong was an early member.

Mao spread the ideals of communism 
among the peasants. At the same time, Chi-
ang Kaishek, with the help of the United 

States, set out to obliterate communism. 
The communist had to retreat some 8,000 
kilometers, known as the Long March, in 
order to escape defeat from the Chinese na-
tional army. Mao was elected leader of the 
community party in China, a move that was 
supported by the Soviet leader Joseph Sta-
lin.

After the end of World War II, the United 
Stated wondered if they should intervene 
in China to stop the spread of communism. 
General George Marshall declared, “China 
is lost,” when he was sent to investigate on 
the situation.

The communists were able to spread their 
message to ordinary Chinese citizens as a 
means of elevating themselves and their

Lecture 33 & 34: Mao Zedong begins his 
long march/ JFK Assassination of JFK

At Tuesday night’s council meet-
ing, to be held at 5:30 p.m. in the City 
Council Chambers, 307 E. Fourth St., 
the council will revisit a resolution 
proposed by Mayor Shannon Thoma-
son declaring “...our rights, our free-
dom and our liberty as guaranteed by 
the Constitution of the United States 
of America...” and demonstrating “...
our determination to preserve the 
same for ourselves and future genera-
tions.” The resolution would go on to 
“...designate Big Spring, Texas, a Sec-
ond Amendment Sanctuary in order 
to preserve for the people of, on, and in 
Big Spring, their rights guaranteed by 
the Constitution of the United States 
of America.”

The resolution was originally pro-
posed at the previous City Council 
meeting held Sept. 25. The proposal ap-
pears to stem from a discussion held at 
the Sept. 10 meeting. 

On Sept. 10, several city council mem-
bers questioned Thomason about his 
decision to remove “30.06” and “30.07” 
signs from the City Council Chambers. 
The signs ban, respectively, concealed 
and open carry of firearms during city 
council meetings. Removing them ef-
fectively allows attendees at city coun-
cil meetings to carry firearms either 
concealed or openly. 

While the right to bear arms is guar-
anteed by the Second Amendment to 
the United States Constitution, the Su-
preme Court has ruled that the right to 
bear arms is not an absolute right. In 

the majority opinion in 2008’s District 
of Columbia v. Heller, Justice Antonin 
Scalia wrote “Like most rights, the Sec-
ond Amendment right is not unlimited. 
It is not a right to keep and carry any 
weapon whatsoever in any manner 
whatsoever and for whatever purpose: 
For example, concealed weapons pro-
hibitions have been upheld under the 
Amendment or state analogues. The 
Court’s opinion should not be taken to 
cast doubt on longstanding prohibitions 
on the possession of firearms by felons 
and the mentally ill, or laws forbidding 
the carrying of firearms in sensitive 
places such as schools and government 
buildings, or laws imposing conditions

country. It was Oct. 1, 1949, when the People’s Re-
public of China was officially proclaimed. It was 
the culmination of over two decades of civil and in-
ternational war. Mao continued to spread his mes-
sage and worldview through young people.

It was during 1949 that the Soviets announced 
they had detonated their first atomic bomb. In 1950, 
North Korean troops tried to bring communism 
into South Korea. American troops were sent to try 
to stop this spread of communism, but toward the 
end of 1950, Chinese troops began fighting in Korea 
by proxy for the Soviets. More than 55,000 Ameri-
can troops died in this war trying to stop the spread 
of communism.

On Tuesday, Oct. 1, the 34th lecture moved to 1963 
and the assassination of President John F. Ken-
nedy. During the 1950’s and 60’s, America was in-
volved in the beginning of the Cold War. The So-
viets had already developed an atomic bomb, and 
communism was spreading. 

Kennedy had served in WWII and returned a hero. 
After the war, he was elected to the House of Repre-
sentatives and served there until 1953. He was then 
elected to the Senate in 1953 where he served until 
being elected President of the United States in 1960.

Kennedy vowed to stop the Soviets and the spread 
of communism. The attempt to overthrow Fidel 
Castro in Cuba in the Bay of Pigs Invasion which 
led to the Cuban Missile Crisis. Kennedy also sup-
ported the Civil Right Movement, although many 
in the African American community had doubts 
about his commitment. Simultaneously, southern-
ers felt he was too devoted to civil rights. Many in 
the conservative Democratic party of the 60’s hated 
Kennedy.

Kennedy debated on keeping Lyndon B. Johnson 
as his vice president as he moved toward reelec-
tion. Johnson had proven not to have as much sway 
with southern Democrats as Kennedy had hoped. 
That is when Kennedy agreed on the trip to Texas 
to try to reunite the party.

November 22, 1963, was definitely a day that 
changed the course of history. Johnson became the 
president after Kennedy was assassinated and won 
the presidential election in 1964.

There are only two lectures remaining in this 
series. The next lecture, which will be held Tues-
day, Oct. 7 at 12 p.m. at the Howard County Library 
basement, will focus on Martin Luther King and 
his march in 1963.

and qualifications on the commercial sale of arms.”
Texas law allows city governments to prohibit 

carry of either concealed or openly carried fire-
arms – or both – at open meetings such as city coun-
cil meetings. Cities are also allowed to permit carry 
of firearms at city council meetings. 

The discussion at the Sept. 10 meeting focused 
on perceptions of some members of the council 
that Mayor Thomason acted unilaterally without 
consulting the rest of the council in removing the 
signs. Thomason said that he contacted City Man-
ager Todd Darden about the issue based on a com-
plaint he had received regarding the signs. 

Council Members Raul Marquez, Gloria McDon-
ald and Camilla Strande each expressed concern at 
the Sept. 10 meeting regarding the possibility of a 
shooter attacking a council meeting, given recent 
shootings in El Paso and Odessa. 

At the end of the discussion, the council decided 
to hold a workshop on the issue in the near future.

While the proposed resolution require any action 
on behalf of the city, its wording could be seen as 
contradictory to desires of the city council mem-
bers who want to keep council meetings gun-free.

The proposal was tabled at the Sept. 25 meeting, 
and will be re-considered Tuesday evening.

In other business, the council will consider award-
ing a bid for polymer to Polydyne Inc. Polydyne 
was the only bidder on the material; three respons-
es were received by the city, but two contained no 
bid. Polydyne’s bid is $53,300, up 3.29 percent from 
last year’s $51,600. According to a memo regarding 
the bid from Assistant City Manager John Medina 
to the mayor and city council, the increase is due to 

increases in production costs and transportation.
Medina also asked permission from the council 

to seek bids for various budgeted items, including 
four Chevy Tahoe police patrol vehicles; a Chevy 
Tahoe for the Fire Marshal; a Caterpillar backhoe 
for the Streets Department; another Caterpillar 
backhoe for the Water Treatment Plant; a zero-turn 
72-inch mower for the Parks Department; another 
zero-turn 72-inch mower for the Cemetery; a mower 
without a tractor for the golf course; a trailer with 
compressor, a 3/4-ton truck and a Caterpillar exca-
vator for the Distribution and Collection Depart-
ment; a dump truck for the Landfill; and two sani-
tation trucks for the Sanitation Department.

The council will also: 
• Proclaim October to be Fire Prevention Month 

in Big Spring;
• Consider appointment of an Internal Auditor for 

the city;
• Consider on first reading a resolution designat-

ing nominees for the position of director on the 
Howard County Joint Tax Appraisal District Board 
of Directors for 2020 and 2021;

• Consider a request to seek grants for additional 
funding for renovations at the Comanche Trail Am-
phitheater;

• Consider an agreement with Enterprise FM for 
four vehicles for the Big Spring Police Department;

• Consider action on a financial advisory contract 
with SAMCO Capital;

• Consider a Master Interlocal Purchasing Agree-
ment with North Texas Share;

• Consider an Interlocal Purchasing Agreement 
with Gabriel, Roeder, Smith and Co.

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) — Aaron Rodgers darted toward the line of scrim-
mage before flinging a ball sidearm for another dazzling completion at the 
home of the Dallas Cowboys.

Aaron Jones waved "bye-bye" to Dallas cornerback Byron Jones on the way 
to one of four rushing touchdowns, which tied Green Bay's franchise record.

The "Aarons" were quite comfortable in a 34-24 victory over the Cowboys 
on Sunday — Rodgers because he won again at AT&T Stadium nine years 
after his first victory in the retractable-roof stadium was the 2011 Super Bowl, 
Jones because the West Texas kid felt right at home.

"All my family was up in the stands," said Jones, who grew up a Cowboys fan 
about 600 miles away in El Paso and played for the hometown UTEP Miners. 
"I could see my brother right there. I threw him one of the balls when I scored. 
That was pretty cool. Just being back in Texas."

Rodgers zipped that sidewinding toss to Robert Tonyan in tight coverage 
along the sideline to fix one broken play, flipped a left-hander to Tra Carson to 
rescue another, and helped Green Bay improve to 5-0 at AT&T Stadium.

The first three Green Bay wins over the Cowboys at their 10-year-old sta-
dium were all dramatic, highlighted by Rodgers' improbable 35-yard comple-
tion to Jared Cook to set up a winning field goal on the final play of a 34-31 
divisional-round playoff win three years ago.

"I've had some good games here," said Rodgers, who was injured when Matt 
Flynn rallied the Packers to a 37-36 win after trailing 26-3 in the second half 
six years ago. "Four good ones."

Not quite the same drama this time after the Packers (4-1) built a 31-3 lead, 
although Dak Prescott (463 yards passing) and Amari Cooper (226 yards re-
ceiving) set career highs trying to keep things interesting in the fourth quar-
ter.

The last hope for Dallas ended with 1:41 left when Brett Maher missed his 
second field goal — a 33-yarder that would have given the Cowboys a shot at 
an onside kick down seven.

"When you do that, put yourself in a hole, you put yourself in a position that 
no matter how hard you fight and no matter how many good things you do on 
the back end, it's hard to come out of that against a good team like they are," 
Prescott said.

Missing his biggest threat in Davante Adams because of a toe injury, Rodg-
ers threw for 238 yards without an interception — to the delight of a large con-
tingent of Green Bay fans that pulled off several "Go Pack Go" chants without 
much resistance from the home crowd.

Prescott, on the other hand, matched a career high with three interceptions, 
although the first was a drop by Cooper on what should have been a big play 
early.

The Cowboys (3-2) lost their second straight game and dropped into a tie 
with Philadelphia atop the NFC East after winning their first three, just as 
the Packers had done.

Green Bay, also coming off its first loss, took sole possession of first in the 
NFC North with Chicago's 24-21 loss to Oakland. The Packers opened the sea-
son with a win over the Bears.

"Preseason, they were 
talking about Chicago 
as a playoff team," Rodg-
ers said. "A tough team 
with that defense. Then 
come here, the team has 
Super Bowl aspirations, 
which they should, be-
cause they've got a great 
quarterback and great de-
fense. To be 4-1 and first 
in the division is a real 
accomplishment."

JONES' BIG DAY
Jones had a career-high 

182 scrimmage yards — 107 rushing and 75 receiving — and opened the scor-
ing with an 18-yard run after being held to 19 and 21 yards rushing the previ-
ous two weeks.

On the touchdown that surpassed his previous career high of two and gave 
Green Bay a 24-0 lead early in the second half, Aaron Jones gestured toward 
Byron Jones while beating him to the pylon on a 5-yard run. The fourth TD 
was a 1-yard plunge.

Jones had exactly twice as many scrimmage yards as two-time rushing 
champion Ezekiel Elliott, who finished with 62 yards on the ground after the 
Cowboys had to abandon the part of the game their offense is built on to try to 
erase the four-touchdown deficit.

"I think I made a pretty big statement, showing what kind of running back 
I am and what I can do," Jones said. "I feel like I did go toe-to-toe with him."

LOTS OF YARDS, LOSS ANYWAY
Cooper had a 53-yard touchdown among his 11 catches and Michael Gallup 

had 113 yards receiving with a 40-yard score. Prescott, who had never lost 
when throwing for more than 275 yards, was 27 of 44.

The Cowboys finished with 563 yards, the most they've ever had in a loss. It 
topped the 554 yards they had in a 26-21 loss to Detroit in 1985. Not long after 
Cooper's miscue landed in Jaire Alexander's arms in a scoreless game early, 
the Cowboys were behind for good.

"The only thing that's really on my mind is the dropped ball and the turn-
over it created," Cooper said. "I feel like it gave them a lot of momentum in the 
game, and, 'I got it,' that's what I was thinking. And those are the three worst 
words in football."

INJURIES
Green Bay center Corey Linsley didn't return after leaving in the first half to 

be evaluated for a concussion. Cowboys right tackle La'el Collins, who played 
after being listed as questionable with a back issue, left with a knee injury in 
the second half and didn't return.

Rodgers, Packers rule at home of 
Cowboys again in 34-24 win

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) — Oklahoma State coach Mike Gundy gets a hard 
time from some of his quarterback buddies because he loves it when the Cow-
boys are running the ball.

The 21st-ranked Cowboys (4-1, 1-1 Big 12) go into their game Saturday at 
Texas Tech with Division I rushing leader Chuba Hubbard and are gaining 
more yards on the ground than through the air, even though they also have 
the Big 12’s top receiver.

“I enjoy rushing the football and pounding teams,” Gundy said. “I really 
like that part of the game.”

Gundy’s playing days as a four-year starting quarterback at Oklahoma State 
included when Thurman Thomas ran for 1,613 yards in 1987, and when Barry 
Sanders won the Heisman Trophy the following season with 2,628 yards rush-
ing _ 465 yards more than Gundy had passing as a junior that year.

Hubbard, the breakout sophomore from Canada, already has three 200-yard 
rushing games this season, including 296 yards against Kansas State last 
week when the Cowboys were without their two regular offensive tackles. He 
averages 187.6 yards per game and has run for 10 touchdowns.

“He's patient. I like what they're doing on offense with him,” first-year Tex-
as Tech coach Matt Wells said. “They do a lot of schemes where he's able to 
read, and then he's strong and physical. ... Certainly a big challenge for our 

defense.”
A week after Oklahoma had two 100-yard receivers against them in a lop-

sided win, the Red Raiders (2-2, 0-1) now have to try to slow down Hubbard 
and receiver Tylan Wallace (123.6 yards receiving a game with six TDs).

“Going against Tylan, we've got to challenge him,” cornerback Zech McP-
hearson said. “We've got to make him earn everything.”

Since Sanders won the Heisman, 21 of the past 29 recognized winners have 
been quarterbacks _ including 11 of the last 13. Gundy was asked if Hubbard 
is the best non-quarterback in Heisman consideration this season.

"Sure, I think it's possible. I think it's comparable to numbers from the past,” 
Gundy said. “If you stop the race right now, he's in good shape, but we've got 
a long way to go. He's got to continue to work hard and stay humble, which 
hasn't been an issue up to this point."

LOADING UP JETT
Graduate transfer Jackson Tyner started at quarterback for the Red Raiders 

at Oklahoma in their first game without Big 12 passing leader Alan Bowman 
(shoulder injury). But dual-threat quarterback Jett Duffey came on and was 
11-of-20 passing for 120 yards.

“Jett Duffey will be our quarterback moving forward” Wells said. “I saw it 
in the game first, and then video confirmed it. I thought he was aggressive.

      Dear Annie: My hus-
band loves to talk. He's 
known for it. Friends who 
drive past our house and see 
him outside usually stop to 
talk to him, often for an hour 
at a time. He's one of those 
people who's "never met a 
stranger." Many times, I have 
seen him have long conver-
sations with people he's just 
met at the farm store -- or 
just about anywhere.
   This love of conversa-
tion does not appear to 
carry over to talking to his 
wife, though -- unless it's 
a conversation he started. 
I am expected to respond 
to everything he says, but 
it doesn't work that way in 
return. He has hearing aids, 
which he doesn't wear all the 
time, and I had been attribut-
ing his lacking responses to 
that.

Today in History
Today is Monday, Oct. 7, the 
280th day of 2019. There are 
85 days left in the year.
Today’s Highlight in History:
On Oct. 7, 2001, the war in Af-
ghanistan started as the United 
States and Britain launched air 
attacks against military targets 
and Osama bin Laden’s train-
ing camps in the wake of the 
September 11 attacks.
On this date:
In 1777, the second Battle of 
Saratoga began during the 
American Revolution. (Brit-
ish forces under General John 
Burgoyne surrendered ten 
days later.)
In 1849, author Edgar Allan 
Poe died in Baltimore, Mary-
land, at age 40.
In 1954, Marian Anderson 
became the first black singer 
hired by the Metropolitan Op-
era Company in New York.
In 1960, Democratic presiden-
tial candidate John F. Kennedy 
and Republican opponent 
Richard Nixon held their sec-
ond televised debate, this one 
in Washington, D.C.
In 1979, Pope John Paul II 
concluded his week-long tour 
of the United States with a 
Mass on the Washington Mall.
In 1985, Palestinian gunmen 
hijacked the Italian cruise ship 
Achille Lauro (ah-KEE’-leh 
LOW’-roh) in the Mediter-
ranean. (The hijackers shot 
and killed Leon Klinghoffer, 
a Jewish-American tourist in 
a wheelchair, and pushed him 
overboard, before surrender-
ing on Oct. 9.)
In 1991, University of Okla-
homa law professor Anita 
Hill publicly accused Supreme 
Court nominee Clarence 
Thomas of making sexually in-
appropriate comments when 
she worked for him; Thomas 
denied Hill’s allegations.
In 1992, trade representatives 
of the United States, Cana-
da and Mexico initialed the 
North American Free Trade 
Agreement during a ceremony 
in San Antonio, Texas, in the 
presence of President George 
H.W. Bush, Canadian Prime 
Minister Brian Mulroney 
(muhl-ROO’-nee) and Mexi-
can President Carlos Salinas 
de Gortari.
In 1996, Fox News Channel 
made its debut.
In 1998, Matthew Shepard, a 
gay college student, was beat-
en and left tied to a wooden 
fencepost outside of Laramie, 
Wyoming; he died five days 
later. (Russell Henderson and 
Aaron McKinney are serving 
life sentences for Shepard’s 
murder.)
In 2003, California voters re-
called Gov. Gray Davis and 
elected Arnold Schwarzeneg-
ger their new governor.
In 2004, President George W. 
Bush and Vice President Dick 

Cheney conceded that Sad-
dam Hussein had no weapons 
of mass destruction as they 
tried to shift the Iraq war de-
bate to a new issue, arguing 
that Saddam was abusing a 
U.N. oil-for-food program.
Ten years ago: A top Italian 
court overturned a law grant-
ing Prime Minister Silvio 
Berlusconi immunity from 
prosecution, allowing trials 
for corruption and tax fraud to 
resume in Milan. (Berlusconi 
was later convicted of tax fraud 
relating to the purchase of TV 
rights to U.S. films on his Me-
diaset network; the corruption 
trial ended with a court ruling 
that the statute of limitations 
had run out.) Americans Ven-
katraman Ramakrishnan and 
Thomas Steitz and Israeli Ada 
Yonath won the Nobel Prize in 
chemistry. Fashion and celeb-
rity photographer Irving Penn 
died in New York at 92.
Five years ago: North Korea 
publicly acknowledged to 
the international community 
the existence of its “reform 
through labor” camps, a men-
tion that appeared to come 
in response to a highly criti-
cal U.N. human rights report. 
Two Japanese scientists, Isamu 
Akasaki and Hiroshi Amano, 
and a naturalized American, 
Shuji Nakamura, won the 
Nobel Prize for physics for 
inventing a new kind of light-
emitting diode (LED) that 
promised to revolutionize the 
way the world lighted its of-
fices and homes.
One year ago: Breaking her 
long-standing refusal to dis-
cuss anything political, music 
superstar Taylor Swift an-
nounced that she would be 
voting for Tennessee’s Demo-
cratic Senate candidate Phil 
Bredesen. Brazilian voters 
chose a far-right former army 
captain, Jair Bolsonaro, in the 
first round of the country’s 
presidential election, but he 
fell just short of the margin 
needed to avoid a late Octo-
ber runoff. (Bolsonaro would 
win the runoff with 55 percent 
of the vote.) The Milwaukee 
Brewers beat the Colorado 
Rockies 6-0 to sweep their Na-
tional League Division Series.
