Sanctuary City for the unborn to make next agenda

The Big Spring City Council met last
evening in front of a packed audience
where residents voiced their support of
a new ordinance that is gaining steam
across the state.

Mark Lee Dickson, Director of east-
Texas based Right to Life, opened the
public comments portion of the meeting

with an impassioned plea to the Council |

to approve an ordinance outlawing abor-
tion and declaring Big Spring a Sanctu-
ary City for the Unborn.

“They (Planned Parenthood) Kkill ba-
bies”, Dickson said. “They prey on the
most vulnerable. I ask that you expedite
the passing of this ordinance.”

Support for the ordinance was over-
whelming, as half a dozen residents from
the standing-room meeting spoke about

Council itself. When Dickson asked for a show of
hands as to how many in attendance supported the
ordinance, nearly everyone raised their hand.

If the Council approves the ordinance, Big Spring
will become the largest city in the state to do so.
Council member Jim DePauw made a motion to in-
clude the ordinance on the Dec. 10 meeting agenda
and Mayor Shannon Thomason approved, noting it
will be on the agenda.

The NorthSide Movement (NSM) presented ‘Com-
fort Bears’ to the Big Spring Police Department and
Howard County Sheriff’s Office. NSM members Ed-
dilisa Saldivar and Scott Emerson made the pre-
sentation.

In other business, Lee Little with BarZMobile De-
velopment presented a mobile app for the City of
Big Spring that will link tourism information with
local news, City and Chamber of Commerce up-
dates and digital entertainment listings. The app,
which is already used in Midland - and being devel-
oped for Odessa, Monahans and other west Texas
cities — will cost $8,500 and will take approximately
two to four months to develop. City Manager Todd
Darden indicated other entities such as the Cham-
ber of Commerce and Economic Development Cor-
poration will be offered the chance to participate
in the project, which will offset and decrease the
City’s financial investment.

In the public hearing portion, the Zoning com-
mission approved the following changes:

Zone change 7Z19-03 from Light Industrial to
single-family at 201 and 207 NE 3rd, to allow for a
manufactured home to be placed on the property

- Specific Use Permit with Term (SUP-19-02) to al-
low for Caregiver’s Home Residence with complete
variance to be placed in a Heavy Industrial (HI)
Zoning District, located at 3404 E. FM700. The prop-
erty, which belongs to the Big Spring Veterinary
Diagnostic Hospital, is being expanded to allow for
veterinary students from Texas Tech University to
live on-site and offer 24-hour emergency care. The
Veterinary Diagnostic Hospital has been selected
as the training center for Texas Tech students, to
increase the number of veterinarians in west Tex-

as, which already suffers from a lack of emergency
veterinary care.

City Manager Todd Darden presented his report,
which included a note regarding trash pickup de-
lays due to Veteran’s Day. Since City officers were
closed on Monday in observance of the Holiday,
residential trash pickup will be delayed by one day.

Darden
said he is still working with vendors to firm up the
details, and anticipates the training will cost the
City approximately $2,500

House Bill 1079 Ports to Plains: A Feasibility
study is in the works to determine the best design
for proposed improvements. The study will be pre-
sented to the legislature for review once complete

The lowest Asbestos Abatement bid for the
old Sherwin-Williams building came from Barrett
Construction, with a price tag of $36,100

The Benton Bridge is currently closed due
to needed repairs and may remain permanently
closed to traffic, pending a TXDOT inspection

Emergency sewer line repairs have been
made to the east side of the Owens Street Bridge
due to a worker failing to call for line locates. The
repairs, which included 16 leaks and forced City
employees to work 24-hour straight shifts, cost ap-
proximately $120,000 and the City intends to recoup
those costs
Testing for Big Spring Police Department ap-
plicants is underway. Currently, the department
is down seven officers, and the Moore Board will
review the current list of applicants this Thursday
Social media: The City has a new Facebook
page to engage with the residents, as previously
discussed with the Council.

Navy Submarine found off Okinawa 75 years later
Colorado City man one of missing discovered in submarine

A 75-year-old mystery has been solved, and the families of 80 American sail-
ors lost at sea will now have closure: the U.S.S. Grayback has finally been
found.

It was hidden from discovery all this time by a single errant digit.

The mystery began on Jan. 28, 1944, when the Grayback, one of the most suc-
cessful American submarines of World War II, sailed out of Pearl Harbor for
its 10th combat patrol. By late March it was more than three weeks overdue to
return, and the Navy listed the submarine as missing and presumed lost.

After the war, the Navy tried to piece together a comprehensive history of
the 52 submarines it had lost. The history, issued in 1949, gave approximate
locations of where each submarine had disappeared.

The Grayback was thought to have gone down in the open ocean 100 miles
east-southeast of Okinawa. But the Navy had unknowingly relied on a flawed
translation of Japanese war records that got one digit wrong in the latitude
and longitude of the spot where the Grayback had probably met its end.

The error went undetected until last year, when an American undersea ex-
plorer asked a researcher, Yutaka Iwasaki, to go through the wartime records
of the Imperial Japanese Navy base at Sasebo. The files included daily reports
received by radio from the naval air base at Naha, Okinawa — and the entry
for Feb. 27, 1944, contained a promising lead.

The report for that day said that a Nakajima B5N carrier-based bomber had
dropped a 500-pound bomb on a surfaced submarine, striking just aft of the
conning tower. The sub exploded and sank immediately, and there were no
survivors.

“In that radio record, there is a longitude and a latitude of the attack, very
clearly,” Mr. Iwasaki said. And it did not match what was in the 1949 Navy
history, not by a hundred miles.

Mr. Iwasaki is a systems engineer who lives in Kobe, Japan, and who be-
came fascinated as a teenager with the Japanese merchant ships of World War
I — four-fifths of which were sunk during the war, he said. Uncovering the
history of those ships necessarily brought him into contact with records on
submarines. “For me, finding U.S. submarines is part of my activity to intro-
duce the tragic story of war,” he said. “It is my hobby, and also my passion.

His work on Japanese maritime shipping had brought him to the attention of
Tim Taylor, an undersea explorer who has set out to find the wrecks of every
American submarine lost in the war. In 2010 he found his first submarine, the
U.S.S. R-12, off Key West, Fla., where it sank during a training exercise in 1943.
He set up the privately funded Lost 52 Project to track down the rest, relying
on technology that had become available only in the last 10 to 15 years.

Mr. Taylor says that of the 52 lost American submarines, 47 are considered
discoverable; the other five were run aground or destroyed in known loca-
tions.

Mr. Taylor and his wife, Christine Dennison, have been searching for those
47, and have begun to focus on the ones that were probably sunk near Japan.

Through his work in undersea exploration, Mr. Taylor was introduced to Don
Walsh, a former Navy submariner who, as a lieutenant in 1960, reached the
deepest point of any ocean on Earth, in the Mariana Trench near Guam. Mr.
Walsh gave Mr. Taylor his copy of the 1949 Navy history, “U.S. Submarine
Losses, World War I1.”

Armed with the information in that book and Mr. Iwasaki’s discovery, Mr.
Taylor and the Lost 52 team decided to make a run at finding the Grayback.

The Grayback’slast patrol was its third under the command of LLt. Cmdr. John
A. Moore, who had been awarded the Navy Cross for each of the first two. His

third Navy Cross would be awarded posthumously, after the submarine sent
21,594 tons of Japanese shipping to the bottom on its last mission. In all, the
Grayback sank more than a dozen Japanese ships. The Navy considers sub-
marines like the Grayback to be “still on patrol.

Like Commander Moore did 75 years before, Mr. Taylor launched his mis-
sion to Okinawa this spring from Hawaii. When they reached Japanese waters
in June, he and his team fought through mechanical and electrical problems
that bedeviled their mission.

They were searching an area where the ocean was 1,400 feet deep, and their
main search tool was a 14-foot-long autonomous underwater vehicle weighing
thousands of pounds that Mr. Taylor likened to an underwater drone. It would
dive to just a few hundred feet above the sea floor and then spend 24 hours
pinging with different sonars back and forth across about 10 square nautical
miles. When the drone returned to the mother ship, technicians downloaded
its data, using computer software to stitch all of the sonar imagery into one
coherent picture that they could quickly review.

“When you’re on these sites, you feel like you’re one breakdown away from
having to go home,” Mr. Taylor said of the search area. “So every day is pre-
cious.”

On the next to last day of the expedition, the drone reported a malfunction
one-third of the way through a planned 24-hour mission. As they recovered the
drone, Mr. Taylor said, half of his crew started getting the ship ready to return
to port, thinking that the vehicle was likely to be beyond quick repair. But Mr.
Taylor began reviewing the images captured by the drone.

He quickly spotted two anomalies on the sea floor, and readied another of
the ship’s remotely operated vehicles to visit the bottom. Unlike the drone,
this one was steered manually from the mother ship, and had high-definition
cameras.

In a matter of hours, Mr. Taylor was looking at the hull of the Grayback
and, lying about 400 feet away, was the submarine’s deck gun, which had been
blown off when the bomb exploded.

“We were elated,” Mr. Taylor said. “But it’s also sobering, because we just
found 80 men.” The next day, Mr. Taylor and his crew held a ceremony to re-
member the sailors lost aboard the ship and called out their names one by one.

One of those names was John Patrick King.

His nephew John Bihn, of Wantagh, N.Y., is named after him. Mr. Bihn, who
was born three years after the Grayback went down, remembers him as a con-
stant presence in his maternal grandparents’ home, where a black-and-white
photo of the submarine hung in the living room near a black frame holding
Mr. King’s Purple Heart medal and citation. But in his family, the subject of
his uncle’s death was “too sad to ask about,” Mr. Bihn said. “My mother would
cry very often if you spoke to her about it.”

With no body to bury, Mr. Bihn’s grandparents, Patrick and Catherine King,
memorialized their son on their own headstone. Under their names, Mr. Bihn
said, they had engraved, “John Patrick King ‘Lost in Action.””

Mr. Bihn got a text message from his sister Katherine Taylor (no relation to
Tim Taylor) two weeks ago, saying the Grayback had been found. She had got-
ten the news from Christine Dennison. “I was dumbfounded,” he said. “I just
could not believe it.”

"I wish my parents were alive to see this, because it would certainly make
them very happy,” he added.

In a video taken by the vehicle that surveyed the wreck, Mr. Bihn said, the
camera tilted upward at one point to show the conning tower, and a plaque
reading “U.S.S. Grayback” was plain to see.

“It’s like someone wiped it clean,” Mr. Bihn said. “It’s like it wanted to be
found.”

Researchers butterflies from

Millions of monarchs die on the
state's highways as they collide with
vehicles while flying low. A grant
from the Texas Department of Trans-
portation's Research and Technol-
ogy Implementation division hopes to
help Texas A&M University research-
ers identify the location and extent
of so-called roadkill hot spots to bet-
ter understand why it happens and
find ways to mitigate it, the Houston
Chronicle reported.

"The population that is moving
through Texas, however large or
small, that population is going to de-
termine what the spring migration
population looks like," said Robert
Coulson, professor in the Department
of Entomology at Texas A&M. "So any
mortality variation that affects that
fall population, particularly at this

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The population of the iconic orange
and black insect with white spots
along the edges, described by some
as American as apple pie, has de-
clined more than 80% in the last two
decades. Part of it is due to the use of
pesticides, development and global
climate change, which undermines
stable weather conditions and pre-
dictable flowering seasons the butter-
flies need to complete their migration,
according to researchers.

But road mortality is also contrib-
uting to that decline. In previous in-
vestigations, Texas A&M researchers
found that road mortality of autumn-
migrating monarchs from Oklahoma
to Mexico depleted up to 4% of the
population that would typically ar-
rive at Mexican overwintering sites.

Since 2014, the U.S. Fish and Wild-
life Service has been looking into
whether the monarch butterfly needs
protection.

In History

Today in History

Today is Wednesday, Nov. 13,
the 317th day of 2019. There
are 48 days left in the year.
Today’s Highlight in History:
On Nov. 13, 1956, the Supreme
Court struck down laws call-
ing for racial segregation on
public buses.

On this date:

In 1312, England’s King Ed-
ward IIT was born at Windsor
Castle.

In 1789, Benjamin Franklin
wrote in a letter to a friend,
Jean-Baptiste Leroy: “In this
world nothing can be said to
be certain, except death and
taxes”

In 1911, the US. Supreme
Court ruled that an unauthor-
ized motion picture adapta-
tion of the novel “Ben-Hur” by
General Lew Wallace infringed
on the book’s copyright.

In 1940, the Walt Disney film
“Fantasia,” featuring animated
segments set to classical mu-
sic, had its world premiere in
New York.

In 1942, President Franklin D.
Roosevelt signed a measure
lowering the minimum draft
age from 21 to 18.

In 1969, speaking in Des
Moines, Iowa, Vice President
Spiro T. Agnew accused net-
work television news depart-
ments of bias and distortion,
and urged viewers to lodge
complaints.

In 1974, Karen Silkwood, a
28-year-old technician and
union activist at the Kerr-
McGee Cimarron plutonium
plant near Crescent, Oklaho-
ma, died in a car crash while
on her way to meet a reporter.
In 1982, the Vietnam Veterans
Memorial was dedicated on
the National Mall in Washing-
ton, D.C.

In 1985, some 23,000 residents
of Armero, Colombia, died
when a volcanic mudslide bur-
ied the city.

In 2000, lawyers for George
W. Bush failed to win a court
order barring manual recounts
of ballots in Florida. Florida
Secretary of State Katherine
Harris announced she would
end the recounting at 5 p.m.
Eastern time the next da
prompting an immediate ap-
peal by lawyers for Al Gore.

In 2001, President George W.
Bush approved the use of a
special military tribunal that
could put accused terrorists on
trial faster and in greater se-
crecy than an ordinary crimi-

nal court. President Bush and
Russian President Vladimir
Putin met at the White House,
where they pledged to slash
Cold War-era nuclear arsenals
by two-thirds.

In 2015, Islamic State militants
carried out a set of coordi-
nated attacks in Paris on the
national stadium, restaurants
and streets, and a crowded
concert hall, killing 130 people
in the worst attack on French
soil since World War II.

Ten years ago: President
Barack Obama, in Tokyo at
the start of a weeklong trip to
Asia, said his decision about
how many troops to send
to Afghanistan would come
soon and that he was bent on
“getting this right” US. At-
torney General Eric Holder
announced a decision to bring
professed 9/11 mastermind
Khalid Sheikh Mohammed
and four others detained at
Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, to
trial in lower Manhattan (this
plan was later dropped). Sci-
entists said analysis of data
from two NASA spacecraft
that were intentionally crashed
into the moon showed ample
water near the lunar south
pole.

Five years ago: The European
Space Agency published the
first images taken from the
surface of a comet; the photos
sent back to Earth showed a
rocky surface, with one of the
lander’s three feet in the cor-
ner of the frame. Clayton Ker-
shaw became the first pitcher
to win the National League
MVP award since Bob Gibson
in 1968; Los Angeles Angels’
outfielder Mike Trout was a
unanimous pick for the AL
MVP.

One year ago: CNN went
to court, demanding the re-
instatement of the White
House press credentials of
correspondent Jim Acosta.
(A federal judge later or-
dered the administration to
immediately return Acosta’s
press credentials; the White
House then dropped its ef-
fort to bar Acosta but warned
he could have his credentials
pulled again.) Amazon an-
nounced that it had chosen
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a neighborhood in the New
York City borough of Queens
and Arlington, Virginia, as the
two locations for its new East
Coast headquarters. (Amazon
later abandoned its New York
plans amid pushback from
politicians and activists.)

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Ramey leads Texas past California Baptist 67-54

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — During Shaka Smart's
first four seasons as Texas coach, the Longhorns
lost four games at home to mid-major opponents,
including Radford last November.

Courtney Ramey would not allow that to happen
again. After Texas led California Baptist by only
four points at halftime, Ramey rallied his team. He
scored 15 of his 19 points in the second half, and
Texas defeated the Lancers 67-54 Tuesday night.

"It was like this is our Radford game," Ramey
said. "We can't lose this one."

Texas (3-0) shot just 28.6% in the first half. But
the Longhorns made a 15-5 push to start the second
half, Ramey contributing five baskets and an as-
sist. The Longhorns shot 64% in the second half,
with Ramey hitting six of seven.

Ramey, a sophomore, matched his career-high
while helping Texas extend a winning streak to
eight games, the first five while winning the NIT
last season.

"When you are training defensively to start the
year, you tell players you are ultimately gonna run
into players who can shoot it, drive it and make
shots off the dribble," California Baptist coach Rick
Croy said. "He's that. He's very confident and they
give him space."

Jericho Sims had 11 points and 11 rebounds for
the Longhorns. Andrew Jones scored 11.

Milan Acquaah led Cal Baptist (2-1) with 17 points
and Ferron Flavors Jr. added 14.

Texas led by 14 early in the second half, but Cal
Baptist cut the deficit to three with consecutive
3-point baskets by Acquaah and Flavors with 7:23
left.

Texas responded with a 3-pointer by Jase Febres,
a dunk by Sims, and two free throws by Ramey.

Febres' 3-pointer from the right corner, assisted
by Matt Coleman, came after a timeout.

"He stuck a big one," Croy said. "At that point
of the game they were struggling to make field
goals. That kind of openeds things up for them. We
couldn't really touch them after that."

BIG PICTURE

California Baptist: In their first two games, the
Lancers averaged 30.5 3-point attempts with an
impressive 42.6% accuracy. Part of Texas' strategy
against the Lancers - and other opponents - is to
limit 3-point shots. Cal Baptist converted just 8 of
23, attempting only nine in the first half. The dif-
ference between the first two games and this one?

"Texas," Croy said. "They are committed defen-
sively. They made it really hard on us. The energy
and effort they are playing with, it's gonna be tough
for anyone to score against them."

The Lancers missed 10 of 16 free throws.

Texas: The Longhorns were wildly inconsistent
during Smart's first four seasons as coach, so close
observers were interested in how they would per-
form after a big victory at then-No. 23 Purdue on
Saturday. Texas did not seem to suffer a letdown in

defensive effort against California Baptist, but the
offense was lacking for a half until Ramey steered
them in the right direction to start the second half.

STILL SEARCHING

Will Baker, a highly recruited 6-foot-11 freshman
for Texas, has missed all eight of his shots this sea-
son, seven of them 3-pointers. Smart has no issue
with Baker's shot selection. Baker has a reputation
for making perimeter shots.

"One of the best things he does is shoot the 3,"
Smart said. "It's easy for anyone to say well, he
hasn't made anything. We've played three games.
You gotta give the guy a chance."

POLL IMPLICATIONS

Texas did not receive a single vote in the AP
preseason poll. But the Longhorns vaulted to No.
28 in votes received on Monday after winning at
then-No. 23 Purdue. They weren't overwhelming
against Cal Baptist but didn't do anything to hurt
their standing.

UP NEXT

Texas is at home on Friday against Prairie View
A&M. They have met only once, a game won by
Texas 110-38 in December 2005. Current NBA play-
ers LaMarcus Aldridge and P.J. Tucker were on
that Texas team.

Cal Baptist is at California on Friday. It will be
their first meeting.
