
Editor’s Note: The following press re-
lease was issued on Wednesday after-
noon by the Big Spring Fire Department, 
regarding a structure fire that occurred 
Wednesday morning. At press time there 
were no further updates.

Special to the Herald
At approximately 4 a.m. on Feb. 5, 

2020, the Big Spring Fire Department 
received a 911 call for a structure fire 
with occupants still inside the resi-
dence. BSFD units responded to find 
a single-family home on fire, and wit-
nesses reported someone was inside the 
home. 

Rescue crews made entry into the 
home and attempted to rescue the occu-
pant; however, the fire spread quickly 
hindering all rescue efforts. While res-
cue efforts were ongoing, fire crews 
battled the fire from both inside and 

outside the house. 
U n f o r t u -

nately, crews 
were unable 
to reach the 
victim and he 
suffered smoke 
inhalation and 
heat injuries 
resulting in his 
death.  

I n f o r m a t i o n 
about the victim 
will not be re-
leased until next 
of kin have been 
notified.

During the res-
cue effort, a BSFD f i r e f i g h t e r 
sustained non-life threatening injuries. 
The firefighter was transported to Sce-
nic Mountain Medical Center ER where 

he was stabilized be-
fore being transferred 
to University Medical 
center in Lubbock. 
He is being held for 
observation and is ex-
pected to be released 
in the next couple 
of days.  We expect 
him to make a full 
recovery.

As of Thursday 
early afternoon, 
the firefighter 
was doing well 

and release from 
the hospital was expected 

to be soon.
The cause of the fire is currently un-

der investigation by the Fire Marshal's 
office. The exact cause of the fire has not 
been released.

Put the I in KIND!
Big Spring Intermediate 

School was nominated as a 
school for their efforts using 
Capturing Kids’ Hearts. Big 
Spring is one out of 270 schools 
nominated, only 160 of those 
schools will make the final cut. 
Capturing Kids’ Hearts shows 
teachers how to create high-
achieving centers of learning 
by strengthening the student’s 
connectedness to others through 
enhancing healthy bonds with 
their teachers and establishing 
collaborative agreements of ac-
ceptable behavior. 

Teachers today face a formida-
ble challenge in the classroom. 

They are tasked with raising the 
bar on student performance, all 
while competing against social, 
and outside pressures. While 
researchers and district person-
nel work to determine the most 
effective curricula, teachers 
are struggling in classrooms.  
“Capture their heart and it will 
capture their mind,” Patsy San-
chez Principal of Big Spring In-
termediate, said. 

As a staff they wait about three 
weeks into school before they 
establish their staff social con-
tract with: How do you want to 
be treated by your peers? How do 
you wanted to be treated by your 
teacher? How does the teacher 
want to be

most epic hunting trip yet. At 11:16 
p.m., he packed his bag full memo-
ries, eleven golly-whoppers, and a 
legacy matched by few. He left his 
hunting partner of 60 years behind, 
so she, Mama as he called her, could 
finish taking care of a few things. 
Billie Joyce Gibbs swept James off 
his feet at the local Coahoma drive-
in at the age of 16. It seems James 

ditched another girl so he could meet Billie.  Delroy 
and Pat had “something” to do with it, and the rest is 
history. They were married a few short months later 
and eventually had two daughters, Tammie (Roger) 
Paige and Karen (Brian) Moore.

James was a man among men, often imitated, but 
never duplicated. He had a lifelong love affair with 
ice cream, fried catfish, and John Wayne. He hated 
celery, and it frustrated him immensely if you didn’t 
vote but complained about the president.

Oh, and he tolerated his two 
sons-in-law, Roger and Brian.

He was preceded in death by his father, Tommy; 
and his mother, Lucille. He also has two sisters, De-
lores Dodson and Diana Hewett. He claimed they 
were the ornery ones, but we all know better because 
he was the one at the center of the picking and the 
pranks…which really meant, he liked you. James 
had plenty of friends, but it was him and his coffee 
buddies who solved the world’s problems twice over.

He was out of school for one year on strict bed-
rest and a special diet.

Terry graduated from Luling High School in 1972 
and attended Texas State Technical College for Heat-
ing, Ventilation, and Air Conditioning. He came to 
Big Spring to deliver furniture to his sister, Sherrill 
and her husband, George, who had been transferred 
to Webb AFB. He ended up staying and finding a job 
at Hester & Robertson (HVAC and Plumbing). He 
worked there until 1989, when he was hired by How-
ard College to teach inmates at the Federal Correc-
tional Center the heating and air conditioning trade. 
He enjoyed sharing his knowledge with them until 
Roy Hester decided to retire in 1991. It was at that 
time, he decided to venture out and purchase the 
business.

treated by you? 
The contracts written by the students will consist 

of  words like respect, kind, nice etc. Each class-
room has a different social contract along the same 
lines. Bad behavior is redirected with questions 
like: What are you doing? What are you supposed 
to be doing? What are you going to do next time? 

“I never want a child to leave my office thinking 
they aren’t loved or cared for,” she said “Disciplin-
ing is hard and assigning consequences is just as 

hard.” 
According to Mrs.Sanchez, after the referral dis-

cussion, students and Mrs.Sanchez will hug, fist 
bump, or high-five before leaving. This is one of 
the many ways positive reinforcement is promoted 
through the program. 

“Nothing is more rewarding than a child coming 
back to you years later to tell you they are going to 
graduate,” Sanchez said. “When I taught I would go 
to their games because that is a part of capturing 
kids’ hearts. You want to show them you support 
them not only in the classroom, but out of the class-
room as well,” she said. 

Putting the I in kind is when a student does a kind 

thing for another student, without being prompted, 
and they get their photo taken to put on the wall to 
remind other students that even the smallest act of 
kindness starts with them. For C.K.H to work they 
need to see a decrease in refferals to the office and 
an increase in attendance, attitude even academ-
ics. 

“This is a good tool; put it in your tool belt,” San-
chez said.

history of Big  Spring it seems the town rallies to-
gether, as it does in many other aspects. Whether it 
be supporting fundraisers, donating items, attend-
ing events or visiting historical sites, every effort 
supports the mission. 

"People in this community really seem to love 
this place and we appreciate that," she said. "This 
is a big part of this town's history and I don’t want 
it forgotten. My biggest fear is the day when those 
who lived here, who experienced Webb - civilian 
and military - are gone because I want the future 
generations to understand how big of a piece of our 
town's existence this base is."

According to Stokes, the museum symbolizes the 
history of our veterans. Partnerships with area fa-
cilities - West Texas VA and Lamun Lusk Sanchez 
Texas State Veterans Home - are beginning to ex-
pand which is making the preservation of the his-
tory even more of a reality. 

"It's important to continue to honor them because 
not only do we honor our pasts veterans who were 
stationed here but we are honoring the current vet-
erans," she said. 

When veterans come to visit, especially from the 
local veteran homes, Stokes and the museum staff 
make sure they allow for them to have their own 
time. She encourages a welcoming environment 
and helps provide a time and place where they can 
come and meet with others who understand what 
they went through.

"I want this place to be known as a place built for 
veterans by veterans and is continuing to honor 
their service," Stokes said. 

The funds raised at the Silver Wings Ball will 
help preserve history, ensure more exhibits are 
able to be added and existing ones can be main-
tained. Through donations and support from Webb 
Air Force base families the museum is expanding 
rapidly. There are often times when people will 
drop in with an item from their grandparents, or 
their father and it connects a piece of Webb Air 
Force base history.

"We get some really awesome things that come 
in. There are times where I wonder where am I go-
ing to put it," she said. "that's honestly one of the 
biggest things I struggle with because we are run-
ning out of space to display things, but at the same 
time I want people to be able to experience these 
pieces of history."

In addition to new ex-
hibits and casing pur-
chases, funds earned 
at Silver Wings will 
support and ensure the 
continuation of the Vet-
erans Recognition Pro-
gram - Veteran of the 
Month. Through this 
program local veterans 
are able to recognized 
for their service and al-
lows for an opportunity 
for others to hear their 
story. This year, there 

are already 11 veterans set to be honored. 
"I don't know what the future holds for us, but 

we are already playing around with ideas for next 
year's event, but noth-
ing definite," she said. 
"As soon as we finalize 
a plan we will be sure to 
share that information."

In 2019, the Hangar 
saw more than 3,300 
visitors. According to 
Stokes, the past seven 
years have been the 
busiest years yet. Just 
in 2020, there have al-
ready been more than 
300 visitors. 

"It's neat to see a steady 
flow of visitors. We are 
getting people locally, 
from across the state 
and even international 
visitors," she said. "We 
have many visitors who 
drive to Big Spring to 
see the history inside 
Hangar 25." 

She continued, "It's 
really neat when they 
come back. We had 
one from Florida who 
wasn't able to finish the 
first time through and 
then came back through 
on another journey." 

For those who didn't 
get to attend this year's 
event, but want to do-
nate, the opportunity 
is always there. Dona-
tions are accepted year 
round. Admission is 
free to visit the Hangar 
and a donation box is 
available at the front 
counter.

Valentine’s Day is just around 
the corner. It can be a day 
filled with sappy, roman-

tic gestures, which reminded me of 
something a friend did a few years 
ago. His wife thought it would be re-
ally nice for them to get them a 
couples pedicure. She dropped 
a hint or two… dozen. To his 
credit, no matter how uncom-
fortable it made him, my friend 
decided it would be worth it to 
demonstrate his deep love for 
his wife. So he booked it. 

Now, he is a working man. He 
wears thick boots everyday 
and has never had a pedicure 
in his life. He had no idea what 
he had just gotten himself 
into.  Bless those little ladies, 
they worked on his rough feet 
until every callous was gone and the 
skin was as smooth as a baby’s bot-
tom. Needless to say the process was 
pretty painful, but even worse, he 
could barely walk for a week. Every 
time he put on his boots and tried to 
walk around, it was like his feet were 
on fire. His skin was raw and fresh. 
He never thought about his steps as 
much as he did after that experience.

The Prophet Isaiah tells us, “How 
beautiful are the feet of those who 
bring good news!” Every time that I 
hear those words, I think of my friend 
and I’m reminded that God wants to 
do something similar in our hearts. It 
is so easy to develop thick skin to pro-
tect ourselves.  The world has a way 
of developing deep callouses in our 
spirit and hardening our heart, but 

God wants to take out our heart of 
stone and give us a heart of flesh. That 
can be a painful process, and it will 
definitely cause us to watch our walk 
more carefully, but I believe it is the 
only way we will be living out what 

Paul tells us in Romans 10:
“…for, ‘Everyone who calls 

on the name of the Lord will be 
saved.’ But how can they call 
on him to save them unless they 
believe in him? And how can 
they believe in him if they have 
never heard about him? And 
how can they hear about him 
unless someone tells them? And 
how will anyone go and tell 
them without being sent? That 
is why the Scriptures say, ‘How 
beautiful are the feet of messen-
gers who bring good news!’”  ~ 

Romans 10:13-15 NLT
In a world filled with fake news and 

half truths, people need an encoun-
ter with the Truth and are desperate 
to hear Good News! I believe that we 
are on a mission right here in Big 
Spring!  We are sent to share God’s 
love with all that we encounter. This 
week you will engage all kinds of 
people – at home, at work, at school, 
at the store, on the road – they may 
be family, friends, neighbors, or even 
strangers – may we be a people, led 
by the Spirit, searching for every op-
portunity to share our hope in Christ 
through our words and our life.  You 
don’t need a pedicure to have beauti-
ful feet in God’s eyes. But you do need 
to have the Father’s heart!

The world is once again is on 
the verge of panic over a new 
viral strain that threatens 

a global epidemic. In spite of efforts 
to contain it, the 2019-nCoV coro-
navirus continues to leap national 
boundaries. In the first three weeks, 
the infection soared from 50 in Chi-
na to 17,000 in 23 countries with 425 
deaths. We must pray for those who 
have been affected, especially for 
those in China and for the families 
who have lost loved ones. 

The power and potential of any-
thing “going viral” is mind boggling. 
“Going viral” was once limit-
ed to communicable diseases, 
the kinds that are so easily 
transmitted that they can rap-
idly escalate into an epidem-
ic. In our day, the term means 
something quite different. 
With the aid of the internet, 
email, Twitter, Facebook, In-
stagram, Whatsapp, text mes-
saging and YouTube, what 
was obscure can “go viral” 
and become suddenly famous. 

Facebook went viral in 2004 
when Mark Zuckerberg and a few 
friends launched it from their dorm 
rooms at Harvard. Today, more than 
one billion people use Facebook. It 
boasted a market cap in 2019 of over 
$500 billion and has become one of 
the most powerful tools on the inter-
net to catapult others into the “viral” 
stratosphere. 

The Swedish teenage climate activ-
ist, Greta Thornberg, was catapulted 
to fame after she posted her first pro-
test as a 15-year-old on Instagram and 
twitter. Within a week, she gained 
international attention. Her actions 
went viral on Facebook and other 
media, and in December 2019, Time 
named her the youngest ever “Per-
son of the Year.” 

“Going viral” appears to be a twen-
ty-first century phenomenon. But is 
it?  

History documents that the Gospel 
went viral following the death, buri-

al and resurrection of Jesus. There 
was no media campaign. There 
were no reporters, no cameras, no 
photo ops, no internet, no Facebook. 
But somehow, Jesus impacted and 
changed the world.  Growing up in 
the obscure and infamous village 
of Nazareth, Jesus’ public ministry 
lasted only three years. He walked 
wherever he went and never trav-
eled more than one hundred miles 
from his birth place. When He was 
crucified, there were no papers to re-
port it, no news teams to film it. But 
the news spread around the world 

and is continuing to spread to-
day. It did so by “going viral.”  

Paul spoke of “the gospel 
which has come to you, just as in 
all the world also it is constant-
ly bearing fruit and increasing, 
even as it has been doing in you 
also since the day you heard of 
it and understood the grace of 
God in truth.” (Colossians1:6). 
And again, “For all things are 
for your sakes, so that the grace 
which is spreading to more and 
more people may cause the giv-

ing of thanks to abound to the glory 
of God.” 2 Cor 4:15, “I thank my God 
through Jesus Christ...because your 
faith is being proclaimed through-
out the whole world” (Romans 1:8). 

When the Gospel goes viral, it re-
quires more than posting a few sen-
tences or a video clip on the intenet, 
more than “clicking” and forward-
ing information. The Kingdom of 
God goes viral when lives are trans-
formed by faith in Jesus Christ so 
that society is saturated with hones-
ty, integrity, justice and generosity. 
Changed lives change the lives of 
those around them. The Gospel has 
gone viral in previous generations. 
It could “go viral” in ours.

that you have messed up.  

Who would have ever thought 
that there is salvation in rest and 
not work? (Isaiah 30:15) Who would 
have thought that there is hope and 
power in resting in Christ? But sad-

ly, this flies in the teeth of our 
religious culture and human-
ity. 

We are not saved in work-
ing our fingers to the bone, 
by changing who we are or by 
making so many promises to 
God. We are not saved because 
we are new creatures in Christ, 
we are new creatures in Christ 
because we are saved. We are 
not saved in being morally 
pure, faithful or even loving 
God. We are saved as we rest 

in God`s sovereign plan and will for 
our lives. We are saved because He 
first loved us. We are saved because 
God came looking for us and it was 
His idea that we rest in that sim-
plicity which we find in Christ and 
Christ alone.

Aaron Sharp says if you asked him what his future held for him back when 
he was an 18-year-old intern with the Odessa American, he would have had no 
idea what to expect.

As an adult, the Odessa native now has several accomplishments under his 
belt to talk about: he's the director of IT with "RightNow Media," a father of 
four, has a weekly column, and is the author of four books.

Looking back, Sharp said it's always amazing to remember being a teenager 
not knowing what the future held, and how far he has come since those days.

"It's been a really fun, wild ride, and proof God takes you places you never 
anticipated going," Sharp said.

On Feb. 4, Sharp will have another accomplish-
ment he was not expecting; a new novel called "You 
Got This, Dad," a humorous guide to pregnancy for 
an expectant father.

While serious in nature, the book is written to have 
more humor than his previous works.

"This is my first, real attempt at making humor not 
just a piece of it, but the entrée," Sharp said.

The goal is to help expectant fathers better under-
stand what is going on with their partners during 
pregnancy such as aversions to food, cravings, and 
what expecting fathers can feel during the process.

This will also be his first book to be released as an 
audio book, but don't expect to hear the author read 
his own words himself.

Howard started out the 2020 softball season as the 
No. 12-ranked team in the nation.

They have backed up that high ranking so far.
The Hawks began the year with three two-game 

series against Cisco College, McMurry University, 
and No. 13-ranked Temple. Having a deep lineup 
filled with great pitching and offensive production, 
the Hawks were able to outscore their opponents 
57-23 en route to a 6-0 record to start the season.

Howard opened the season with a home double-
header against Cisco where they managed to smash 
seven home runs across both contests. Defending 
NJCAA National Player of the Year Amanda Gon-
zalez started off her season by going 4-for-4, scoring 
four runs, and collecting 4 RBI.

In addition to Gonzalez, second baseman Barbora 
Saviola and right fielder Laela Minnich also went 
4-for-4. The trio of Hawks accounted for nine of 
Howard’s 14 runs in the second game and they sent 
the Wranglers home with an 0-2 start to the season.

Next up was a 100-mile trek east to challenge the 
McMurry War Hawks. The War Hawks softball 
team was founded in 2018 and play at the NCAA Di-
vision III level.

The higher-level opponent did not intimidate 
Howard and they outscored the War Hawks by a 
score of 16-7 over the doubleheader. Gonzalez, Min-
nich and Saviola once again led Howard as they 
each collected two runs and combined to bat-in an 
additional two runs.

In the second game after Howard starting pitch-
er Alyssa Rundell quickly gave up four runs, her 
replacement stepped in and dominated for five in-
nings. Kirsten Martinez entered the game in the 
second inning and proceeded to throw a no-hitter 
for the remaining five innings.

The last series was a head-to-head battle with the 
team ranked one spot below Howard in the nation-
al rankings.

Howard took the five-hour trip east to take on the 
highly-ranked Temple Leopards and handled their 
opponent by scores of 7-5 and 11-4.

Sophomore starting pitcher Marin Musicant 
pitched a complete seven-inning game to start out 

the doubleheader and was able to hold the Leop-
ards to only five runs on 11 hits. Gonzalez had her 
usual big performance by going 3-for-4 and scor-
ing a run and notching another RBI. Saviola also 
had herself another great game by going 2-for-4 and 
scoring two runs and one RBI.

The Hawks trounced the Leopards in the second 
game with five players (Saviola, Minnich, Bailey 
Martinez, Brittney Espinosa, and Emily Magana) 
recording multiple-hit games. Starting pitcher 
Kirsten Martinez played a full seven-inning com-
plete game and had four strikeouts.

Through six games early in the season, this year’s 
edition of Howard Hawks softball seems primed to 

make a run at the national championship. With 
defending National Player of the Year Amanda 
Gonzalez and a strong leader in Head Coach Kelly 
Raines at the helm there should be optimism sur-
rounding this talented young team.

After dismantling another Top 20 team early 
in the season the Hawks will be climbing up the 
boards and their confidence should be sky high.

The Coahoma Bulldogettes (20-9, 4-6) 
are having their best overall season in a 
very long time. Head Coach Jim Kinnear 
has his bunch playing great team basket-
ball and they have won more than four 
times as many games as they did just last 
season.

Coahoma is just behind Anson for the 
last district spot in the postseason be-
cause of a loss to the Lady Tigers three 
weeks ago. The Bulldogettes face an up-
hill battle with two games remaining in 
the regular season against Anson and 
Colorado City.

Kinnear’s squad has lost to both of those 
teams this season but have the fight and 
determination to prevail in these late-
season clutch games.

“This team is completely different than 
last year,” Kinnear said.

On Tuesday night, the Bulldogettes faced off 
against the Stanton Lady Mustangs on the road. Af-
ter beating the Lady Mustangs by a score of 40-32 at 

home in early January, Coahoma dominated this 
matchup and had scored 40 points before the third 
quarter had ended.

Senior guard Julia Cox led the Bulldogettes with 
19 points in a great scoring night for the team. Her 
teammates Caitlyn Corley and MaKynlee Overton 
also both registered double-digit points scored as 
Coahoma ran away with a 58-28 win.

“We really didn’t change a whole lot,” Kinnear 

said.
The team’s progress can best be 

displayed by the improvement over 
one opponent in two regular sea-
son games. Coahoma had a similar 
gameplan to their first game against 
Stanton and were able to defeat the 
Lady Mustangs by a whopping 30 
points. In their game a few weeks 
prior, the Bulldogettes had only beat 
them by eight points.

With two games to go in the season 
the city of Coahoma will be locked-
in to see just how far this Bulldo-
gettes team has come.

“It’s been a total team effort this 
year,” Kinnear said.

Kinnear and the Coahoma commu-
nity will need the whole team to step 
up in these crucial must-win games 
to end the regular season.

Bulldogettes facing tough path to postseason

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) — The 
Texas Rangers will be at spring train-
ing in Arizona while the finishing 
touches are being put on their new $1 
billion-plus stadium back home.

All-Star slugger Joey Gallo also 
likes what is being built on the field.

Texas traded for two-time AL Cy 
Young winner Corey Kluber this off-
season after veteran right-handers 
Jordan Lyles and Kyle Gibson signed 
to join the rotation. Catcher Robinson 
Chirinos is back after a year away 
and veteran third baseman Todd Fra-
zier was also added to the roster.

"When you build a billion-dollar 
stadium, it's probably good to win in 
it," Gallo said. "We're going to go try 
to sign the best guys and win games, 
so that's exciting. ... .Those are re-
ally good players. You're not signing 
those guys just to be mediocre, you're 
signing them to be a playoff team."

General manager Jon Daniels tried 

to do even more, but top free agent 
third baseman Anthony Rendon 
signed with the AL West rival Los 
Angeles Angels. Daniels was still able 
to bolster a rotation that already had 
returning workhorse pitchers Mike 
Minor and Lance Lynn, and got a two-
time All-Star third baseman. 

The Rangers were 10 games over 
.500 before the All-Star break in man-
ager Chris Woodward's debut before 
faltering, but their 78 wins last sea-
son were 11 more than 2018. 

Woodward and Daniels spoke often 
this offseason about how to build on 
that foundation.

"We wanted to make a competitive 
team ... we've got a pretty formidable 
pitching staff now to go with some 
offensive players," Woodward said. 
"Yeah, we expect to contend, and I 
think whether that's ahead of sched-
ule or behind schedule or whatever 
you want to say. ... But if we're not 
rebuilding, we expect to compete. Ex-
pectations are high."

Pitchers and catchers report to Ari-
zona on Feb. 11.

NEW LOOK
There are those three new veteran 

starting pitchers and Frazier. Six dif-
ferent players have started at third 
base since Adrian Beltre retired after 
the 2018 season. Chirinos was their 
primary catcher before leaving in 
free agency after 2018, and playing 
last season with AL champion Hous-
ton. 

Right fielder Nomar Mazara and 
center fielder Delino DeShields were 
both traded. Gallo is moving from 
left field to right, and standout utility 
player Danny Santana could become 
a regular in center. 

ROOKIES TO WATCH
Some of the pitchers who debuted 

last season are still rookies: left-
handers Joe Palumbo and Taylor 
Hearn and righty Jonathan Hernan-
dez. Catcher Jose Trevino, a possible 
backup for Chirinos, played 40 games 
last year and his 120 at-bats were only 
10 short of losing his rookie status. 
Infielder Nick Solak, who had 116 at-
bats last year, will compete for a util-
ity role. 

THEY'RE SET
Minor, an All-Star last season, and 

Lynn both pitched 208 1-3 innings 
with at least 200 strikeouts. They're 
back in a rotation that now has Klu-
ber, Gibson (13-7 with Minnesota) 
and Lyles (12-8 with Pittsburgh and 
Milwaukee). 

THEY'RE NOT
Ronald Guzman, the 6-foot-5 first 

baseman with a wide defensive wing-
span and some power at the plate, was 
basically a platoon player and the left-
hander hit only .134 against lefties. 
Santana could again play some games 
at first base, but former Yankees first 
baseman Greg Bird, a right-hander, 
was a late addition on a minor league 
deal. 

ON DECK
The Rangers start their spring 

schedule Feb. 21 against complex 
mate Kansas City, and exactly a 
month later will play their Arizona 
finale against the Royals. The regu-
lar season opens March 26 at Seattle, 
and the first home game is March 31 
against the Los Angeles Angels.

A Lack of Intimacy

      Dear Annie: My boy-
friend and I have been 
together for just over a 
year and a half. While we 
were first getting to know 
each other, he made me 
aware of his depression, 
which he is currently on 
medication for (and has 
been for about a year 
now). He also goes to 
therapy. 
   One major side effect 
of his medication is that 
it's killed his libido. I can 
count on one hand how 
many times we've been 
intimate during 2019. 
   When we first got to-
gether, we had a normal 
sex life. It wasn't until we 
moved in together that I 
picked up on his lack of 
interest in sex. 
   I've had many conver-
sations with him about 
my feelings on this topic 
and how it affects me 
as well. While I do not 
question at all if he loves 
me, the lack of being 
physical often makes 
me feel unattractive. We 
are, unfortunately, on 

two different sides of this 
topic. He feels if I love 
him, I should be able to 
hang in there; I feel like if 
he's as serious about me 
as he says, he should 
be mentioning all this to 
his therapist or perhaps 
another doctor to try to 
find a solution.
   He won't speak to any-
one on the topic as for 
him it's just "too embar-
rassing to speak about" 
to anyone other than me. 
I often get angry that we 
do not have sex, but I 
try not to take it out on 
him. I'm to the point that I 
don't even want to talk to 
him when I'm feeling up-
set because I feel like my 
feelings on this subject 
don't matter.
   I'm very familiar with 
depression, as it runs in 
my family, and I com-
pletely understand that 
it does affect everyone 
differently. But I can't 
help how frustrated I am 
with not being intimate. I 
feel I've done everything 
I can to try to help the 
situation; I've tried differ-
ent things to turn him on, 

such as sending him flirty 
text messages or greet-
ing him in a special outfit 
when he gets home from 
work. 
   I feel he's the only one 
who can fix the problem. 
Even though we are 
not intimate, I'm always 
trying to make sure he 
knows how handsome, 
sexy and smart I find 
him. Despite feeling 
neglected in that way, I 
don't want him to feel like 
I'm not attracted to him. 
   I'm just stuck and don't 
know how to get my point 
across anymore. Aside 
from no bedroom time, 
our relationship is great. 
(And before anyone 
writes in to suggest that 
his lack of interest is 
because he's cheating 
on me, I know for a fact 
that he is not.) -- Feeling 
Neglected

      Dear Feeling Ne-
glected: There's a good 
reason we call it "intima-
cy." Sex helps couples 
bond. That's not simply 
a romantic notion but a 
scientific fact: The brain 

releases the hormone 
oxytocin during sex, 
which increases feel-
ings of closeness and 
trust. Other activities can 
release oxytocin as well, 
such as hand-holding, 
hugs (that are at least 20 
seconds long), cuddling 
and back rubs. You might 
show affection to your 
boyfriend in these ways, 
and ask that he do the 
same. This can help you 
foster feelings of intimacy 
right now. 
   But the long-term 
necessary solution, as 
you have suggested, is 
for your boyfriend to talk 
with his doctor. There is 
absolutely no reason for 
him to be embarrassed. 
The doctor will not be 
shocked, as lack of libido 
is a common side effect 
of many antidepressants. 
He or she can recom-
mend some other medi-
cations and rule out other 
underlying health issues.

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Today in History
Today is Friday, Feb. 7, the 
38th day of 2020. There are 
328 days left in the year.
Today’s Highlight in History:
On Feb. 7, 1964, the Beatles 
arrived at New York’s John 
F. Kennedy International 
Airport to begin their first 
American tour.
On this date:
In 1812, author Charles 
Dickens was born in Land-
port, Portsmouth, England.
In 1817, America’s first pub-
lic gas street lamp was light-
ed in Baltimore at the corner 
of Market and Lemon streets 
(now East Baltimore and 
Holliday streets).
In 1940, Walt Disney’s sec-
ond animated feature, “Pin-
occhio,” premiered in New 
York.
In 1943, the government 
abruptly announced that 
wartime rationing of shoes 
made of leather would go 
into effect in two days, lim-
iting consumers to buying 
three pairs per person per 
year. (Rationing was lifted in 
October 1945.)
In 1948, Gen. Dwight D. 
Eisenhower resigned as U.S. 
Army chief of staff; he was 
succeeded by Gen. Omar 
Bradley.
In 1962, President John F. 
Kennedy imposed a full 
trade embargo on Cuba.
In 1984, space shuttle Chal-
lenger astronauts Bruce Mc-
Candless II and Robert L. 
Stewart went on the first un-
tethered spacewalk, which 
lasted nearly six hours.
In 1986, the Philippines 
held a presidential elec-
tion marred by charges of 
fraud against the incum-
bent, Ferdinand E. Marcos. 
Haitian President-for-Life 
Jean-Claude Duvalier (doo-
VAHL-yay’) fled his country, 
ending 28 years of his fam-
ily’s rule.
In 1991, Jean-Bertrand Aris-
tide (zhahn behr-TRAHN’ 
ahr-ihs-TEED’) was inau-
gurated as the first demo-
cratically elected president 
of Haiti (he was overthrown 
by the military the following 
September).
In 1998, the Winter Olym-
pic Games were opened in 
Nagano, Japan, by Emperor 
Akihito.

In 1999, Jordan’s King Hus-
sein died of cancer at age 
63; he was succeeded by his 
eldest son, Abdullah (ab-
DUHL’-uh).
In 2001, death claimed sing-
er-actress Dale Evans at age 
88 and author Anne Morrow 
Lindbergh, widow of aviator 
Charles Lindbergh, at age 94.
Ten years ago: A nearly com-
pleted Kleen Energy Systems 
power plant in Middletown, 
Connecticut, exploded, kill-
ing six people and injuring 
50. Pro-Russian opposition 
leader Viktor Yanukovych 
(yah-noo-KOH’-vich) de-
clared victory in Ukraine’s 
presidential runoff, but 
his opponents rejected the 
claim, saying the vote was 
too close to call. (Yanu-
kovych was inaugurated Feb. 
25.) The New Orleans Saints 
rallied for a 31-17 Super 
Bowl victory over the India-
napolis Colts.
Five years ago: Olympic gold 
medalist Bruce (now Cait-
lyn) Jenner was involved in 
a fatal multiple-vehicle crash 
on Pacific Coast Highway in 
Malibu, California, that left 
one woman dead and several 
others injured. In a memo 
released by NBC, Brian Wil-
liams said he was stepping 
away temporarily from the 
anchor chair of the “NBC 
Nightly News” amid ques-
tions about his recollections 
of war coverage in Iraq (Wil-
liams ended up being per-
manently removed from the 
principal anchor chair, but 
remained with NBC News).
One year ago: Former U.S. 
Rep. John Dingell, the lon-
gest-serving member of 
Congress in American histo-
ry, died at his home in Dear-
born, Michigan at the age of 
92; the Democrat had served 
in the House for 59 years be-
fore retiring in 2014. Demo-
crats launched a sweeping 
plan to transform the U.S. 
economy to combat climate 
change and create thousands 
of jobs in renewable energy; 
at least six senators running 

for president or considering 
White House bids backed 
the “Green New Deal.” Al-
bert Finney, one of the most 
respected and versatile ac-
tors of his generation, died at 
a London hospital at the age 
of 82. Frank Robinson, the 
first black manager in Major 
League Baseball, died in Los 
Angeles at the age of 83.
