and hassle of hauling it off. Residents
with items needing to be picked up are

asked to call the Public Works Office at
432-264-2501 and set up a pick up for the
designated day. The scheduling will al-
low better use of the city workers time
and help ensure all residents needing
to utilize the service have an opportu-
nity to do so.

“City staff will only pick up items
that are placed on the curb upon ar-
rival to your location and staff will not
be permitted to bring items to the curb
from inside your home or from any oth-
er area of the residence, including the
backyard and garage,” an information
flyer from the City of Big Spring stated.

The program is designed to support
residential customers only and is not
open to businesses. Once the resident
has called to set up a pick up for the

Linda Kay Porter passed quickly from this world
into the arms of her savior, Jesus Christ, on Mon-
day, Feb. 15,2021. Born in Big Spring, Texas, on Dec.
23, 1951, to John and Vera Bailey, Linda considered
herself a tomboy and always lamented growing up
in a time when girls were forced to wear dresses
to school. She loved the outdoors, but terrible ear
infections when she was little kept her inside the
house where she could be found careening around
corners on her tricycle and giving her older sister
a reason to tattle on her. She had a heart for ani-
mals, especially her favorite horse, Scooter, and the
many dogs she had as pets throughout her life.

Linda had a work ethic that seems to be rare these
days. After graduating high school, she attended
Howard College, and worked as a P.A. at Malone
and Hogan Hospital in Big Spring. That was where
she met her true love, Mel Porter. She and Mel
raised two children together, and when their kids
were old enough to be in school, she went back to
school herself and earned her R.N. license. Later,
she started a successful home business that allowed
her to travel every other week and attend the needs
of her aging parents. When her parents moved clos-
er, she opened a clinic, where she provided prena-
tal care for the needy, and for which she received
a commendation from the state of Texas. After her
husband retired, they moved to San Angelo, where
she could care for her parents full-time until they
passed away. Then after she was widowed, she went
right back to work, providing home care for the el-
derly. She always said she would work until the day
she died, and that’s exactly what she did.

Linda had a servant’s heart and spent her life tak-
ing care of others, whether that role was as a nurse,
relative, or friend. Her kindness and generosity
were unmatched. She gave sacrificially of her time
and money, and on many occasions, she opened
her home to relatives or friends who were strug-
gling and needed a place to stay for a while. One of
her love languages was cooking for others. She had
amazing skills in the kitchen, which may be attrib-
uted to learning at a young age. One day, when she
was five years old, her dad told her it was time she
learned how to make biscuits. She stood on a chair,
following his instructions, and that first batch came
out of their wood oven hard as brickbats. In the re-
telling of it, her dad always accused her of doing it
on purpose so she could get out of making them, but
she insisted it was just a learning curve. By the end
of the week, she had perfected them. Her famous
biscuits filled the bellies of many people who remi-
nisce fondly about them even 30 years later.

Linda was a natural musician. She was kicked
out of piano lessons as a child because the teacher
gave her a ditty to play and got irritated when Lin-
da added the harmony on her own. She regretted
that she never learned to read music, but she had
the ability to play by ear any instrument she tried,
from the banjo to the accordion. She was the pianist
at Knickerbocker Community Church for several
years, and would turn red with embarrassment
each week, because, she claimed that the hymns
she played on the piano sounded like honky-tonk.
In truth, everyone loved to listen to her lively ren-
ditions. Almost 9 years ago, she was gifted a viola,
which she fell in love with instantly, declaring that
it was the instrument she never knew she always
wanted to play. She played that viola with a few
different music groups over the years, adding her
beautiful harmony to hymns, old country songs,
and Irish folk tunes, while performing for nursing
home residents, and at various community events
in San Angelo. She refused to sing in public other
than harmonizing with her son and daughter when
they played at the nursing home, but she had a
lovely voice. She and her kids passed the time on
countless road trips singing every song they could
think of, and in more recent years would spend
hours on a weekend evening singing and playing
music together.

Linda touched the hearts of everyone she met.
She loved making people laugh with her self-dep-
recating humor and unique way of telling stories.
Above all, she loved her Creator and Redeemer,
and the joy of the LORD emanated from her gold
eyes and wide smile. Our hearts feel empty from
her absence, but we know she is an eye-witness to
the glory of our risen Savior and we look forward
to a joyous reunion.

Linda was preceded in death by her husband of

37 years, Melvin A Porter, M.D., and her parents,
John and Vera Bailey. She is survived by her son,
Gary Porter of San Angelo, Texas, and his daugh-
ters, Morgan and Quinn Porter of Lubbock, Texas;
her daughter and son-in-law, Pam and Chris Cimi-
no and their children, Zoraya and Zephan, of San
Angelo, Texas; her sister and brother-in-law, Billie
and Tommy McMahon of San Angelo, Texas; her
nephew John McMahon, her niece Julie Rogers
and their families; and many beloved cousins.

He had a
personal passion to see that one of the last standing
WWII hangars was restored and transformed into a
museum for memorabilia of that era - 1941. Much
work was completed by this group to obtain fund-
ing for such a project. Many hours of volunteering
by several individuals along with scheduled events
was necessary to make this dream turn into a real-
ity. One event in particular was an Air Fair with
every conceivable activity for the public and Jerry
brought a challenge to the committee. “Ifthis event
makes $1200.00, after all expenses, I will kiss a pig”.
Where did this came from? Only from a man who
had vision and knew how to quicken the minds of
people — and that was Jerry Worthy. Well the event
happened, and Jerry won or lost, depending on how
you look at it. Either way, the plan for kissing the
pig was in the works.

Alocal farmer offered his show pig, the media and
city officials notified, a date was set, the day came.

It was a bright sunny day with a hog trailer and
fenced area ready for the appearance of both Miss
Piggy and Mr. Worthy. News media were all ready
for the event with the newspaper, radio & TV all
standing by. The audience was comfortably seated
and all watching for the appearance. Miss Piggy
emerged from the trailer awaiting her visitor. Sud-
denly appearing from the back of the trailer was
a gentleman, dressed in a 3 piece suit carrying a
beautifully bowed basket filled with carrots, cab-

bage leaves and other assorted foods desired by a
pig. Yes, it was in fact Jerry Worthy. Jerry ad-
dressed the crowd and gracefully entered the pen
of Miss Piggy. After visiting a moment, he pulled a
bottle out of his coat pocket and carefully splashed
a bit of the best perfume that Wal-Mart makes, on
the top of Miss Piggy. They “danced” around each
other for a moment, and then it happened. THE
KISS. On top of the head of course.

This is a just one story of how Jerry was willing
to become involved, and with such flare for the Mu-
seum he loved. There are many more of stories of
such actions, and he was there for all of them and
loved it.

Another event was a formal ball for the Hangar
25 Air Museum. It was batted around as to what it
should be called agreed upon that we cannot just
keep calling it “The Ball” so it became known as

Jerry was very instrumental in all the workings
of the Museum and if he was not there every week,
he would call to check in and visit with the staff.
He always had an idea to share & most worked out.

Jerry is now and will forever be missed by all
those who knew him.

When metal grows weary

hat can be done when

mere mortals

are caught in

the crossfire
of “stuff-we-don’t-under-
stand-at-all?” And what if
our understanding better
“fits” bygone days when
basic transportation cen-
tered on riding horses
or depending on them to
pull conveyances? There
wasn’t an awful lot to
understand when either
horses or wagons failed
us.

Even then, there were
probably a few “break-
downs” caused by “metal
fatigue,” but the one word
“broke” usually sufficed. “Metal
fatigue” covers many failures
these days; now, there is so much
more metal to put pedals to. I'm
surprised that COVID-19 isn’t
blamed, at least in part, on metal
giving way.)

For most of us--when things
break--few details are under-
stood. “Metal fatigue” suffices.
We are favored if details are
spared.

Two recent happenings--one
known around the world and the
other limited to our garage--can
be attributed to “metal fatigue.”
The one warranting big newspa-
per headlines and providing lead
stories for national newscasts
occurred in skies over Colorado.
A United Airlines flight headed
from Denver to Honolulu sus-
tained an engine failure that no
doubt had 241 folks contorted
into whatever “prayer positions”
best suited them. Varying sized
“pieces” of the Boeing 777 fell,
some of it landing uncomfortably
close to people and their posses-
sions.

Upon learning that pilots skill-
fully returned to Denver Interna-

tional Airport without fatalities
or serious injury,
folks breathed
king-size sighs
of relief. Initial
findings suggest
engine “metal fa-
tigue.”

I need no ad-
ditional  details
as may be deter-
mined by the Na-
tional Transporta-
tion Safety Board.
(This incident
reminds us of the
“miracle landing”
on NYC’s Hud-
son River a dozen
years ago.)

Within days of the Colorado in-
cident, we experienced “metal fa-
tigue” in our garage. Most details
will be spared, and thankfully,
neighbor B. J. Ford recommend-
ed Kevin (“the spring man”) Bai-
ley, who has a garage door repair
service in Arlington.

Kevin sent technician Jesus
Crisostomo. He arrived prompt-
ly, and in a scant hour did much.
He cleaned up our mess, fixed up
our garage door opener and light-
ened up our mood. Gone was our
mental picture of Brenda pushing
the “down” button, a nanosecond
before her chilling screams. The
garage door seemed to be explod-
ing. Had I pressed the button,
there’d have been screams, too,
maybe both louder and longer.
What happened next included a
door half-closed, springs sprung,
cables amuck and rollers asun-
der on the garage floor. Luckily,
our car was parked on the drive-
way, our dog was in the house
and Brenda’s fright was brief.

It was the first failure of our
almost 20-year-old garage door
mechanism. I feared that the re-
pair guy would shake his head

Painful experiences have
taught me to call on profession-
al help when I am in the “tall
weeds” of home repair. (For me,
anything beyond changing light
bulbs, tending to lawnmower
and replacing air filters warrant
calling in the experts.)

Conversely, four decades
ago-when I thought anything
concerning household repair
deserved do-it-yourself efforts
first-I “fecklessly” took on a
similar break-down. Thankful-
ly, a neighbor--perhaps equally
“feckless”--agreed to help. The
“spring had sprung,” and “we”
(okay, specifically “I”) thought
it could easily be replaced. I hur-
ried to the parts place to purchase
a new spring. Unfortunately, it
had no instructions for installa-
tion. Somehow, “we” failed, big
time. As things quickly went
south, the door “wanted” to rise
atrecord speed. My neighbor and
I “held it down,” yelling for addi-
tional neighborhood assistance.
Had there been fewer helpers,
the door might have sprung sky-
ward, winding up three houses
away, perhaps coming to rest on
aroof. A professional was called,
saving the day.

The current repair was made
at a fair price. I wrote “metal fa-
tigue” on the receipt. That’s all.
For no good reason, I thought
of that “cylinder-like” metal ob-
ject that commercial pilots said
“whooshed” past their plane
over New Mexico the other day.
It didn’t seem to be tired at all.

Ali, Frazier and the Fight of the Century 50 years later

The money was huge — a cool $2.5
million apiece — and so was the stage
for Muhammad Ali and Joe Frazier.
Their first fight at Madison Square
Garden was so epic it was billed as
the Fight of the Century, and 50 years
later it reigns undefeated.

Frazier was the unbeaten heavy-
weight champion, a short cannonball
of a fighter with a left hook that could
knock out an elephant. Ali was, well,
Ali even if Frazier insisted on calling
him (Cassius) Clay as he fought his
way back into condition after being
banned from boxing for more than
three years for refusing the Vietnam
draft.

The stars and the star-struck came
in their finest to watch on a Monday
night in Manhattan. It was March 8,
1971, and those crowding their way
into the Garden were attired in the
fashion of the day, which included
full length fur coats, velvet pants and
peacock feathered hats — and that
was just the men. There were also
plenty of fashionably attired women
in miniskirts or long flowing gowns,
with enough skin and hair on both
sexes to make the crowd watching as
good as the fight.

At ringside, Frank Sinatra had a
camera in his hand, chronicling the
scene for Life magazine. There were
Kennedys in the building, along with
celebrities of the day like Diana Ross
and Woody Allen. The moonwalkers
from Apollo 14 were on hand, too, still
bearded from their trip to space.

"Anybody who was anybody was
there," said Gene Kilroy, who was
Ali's longtime business manager. "If
you weren't there, you weren't any-
body."

Frazier was a relentless puncher
filled with rage toward a fighter who
couldn't help but belittle him. Ali was
a bit rusty in just his third fight into
a comeback, but he was already The
Greatest — and his fans couldn't imag-

ine him losing for the first time in his
career, to Frazier or anyone else.

Before the fight they traded taunts
and insults that went beyond the usual
fight promotion, a match that Ali won
easily as usual. Ali had no shortage of
things to say about his rival, who he
said was so ugly "his face should be
donated to the bureau of wildlife."

"Joe Frazier will be a punching
bag," Ali said on the eve of the fight.
"Frazier don't even look like a heavy-
weight champion — too short."

Frazier was a slight 6-5 favorite in
a fight that captivated both the na-
tion and the world. Not only were the
fighters making money that seemed
insane at the time, but the fight itself
was expected to bring in anywhere
from $20 million to $30 million once
all the proceeds were tallied.

It played at 370 closed-circuit loca-
tions across the nation, including an
outdoor show at the sparkling new
Three Rivers Stadium in Pittsburgh,
where fans sat in 17-degree Fahren-
heit (minus-8 degrees Celsius) tem-
peratures to watch on a floppy screen
set up in the infield. Fire hoses were
turned on a crowd at Chicago's Inter-
national Amphitheater, where 1,000
fans grew unruly when they were
turned away from the sold-out the-
ater, while in Duluth, Minnesota, peo-
ple had to be content to listen to the
fight because there was no picture.

Seats at ringside were a staggering
$150, though the upper reaches of the
Garden could be had for $20. There
were reports that ticket scalpers were
getting up to $700, and business was
brisk.

It wasn't just a fight, but a political
and sociological litmus test. Ali was
adored by many but despised by many
more for his mouth, his refusal to be
inducted in the Army and his Muslim
religion. Frazier was his foil, a work-
ing man's heavyweight labeled an
"Uncle Tom" by Ali because so many
white Americans were on his side,
cheering for him to win.

Meanwhile, about 10 American

troops were still dying every day
in Vietnam. The next month, some
200,000 people marched peacefully to
the U.S. Capitol in Washington D.C.,
to protest a war that seemed to have
no end. And, with a long, hot summer
looming, occasional race riots contin-
ued to break out across a polarized
country.

"It went beyond boxing," said Ed
Schuyler Jr., who was at ringside
covering the fight for The Associated
Press. "It had a mixture of religion,
patriotism and, of course, racism. All
those things figured into it."

They fought for 15 rounds, furi-
ously at times, with Frazier moving
forward in a crouch throwing big left
hooks while Ali shot out fast jabs and
right hands to counter him coming in.
But Ali's legs weren't what they were
before his layoff, and he often had to
stand his ground and fight when he
previously was at his best sticking
and moving.

The two talked as well as they
fought, trading taunts with

filled with them. Shockingly, Ali was
on the canvas. He managed somehow
to get up and finish the round and the
fight — but his fate that night had
been decided.

Frazier would win a unanimous de-
cision mostly because he simply re-
fused to lose.

"Nobody would have beaten Joe Fra-
zier that night," Kilroy said. "Joe was
in the zone. He said, T'm tired of him,
my kids go to school and they're say-
ing your dad's a gorilla.' Ali would say
that 'Joe knows I'm just promoting the
fight.' I told Ali, 'No, he's taking it seri-
ously.' Because deep down Joe hated
Ali"

"Who's the champ? Who's the
champ? Who's the champ?" Frazier
crowed afterward, though he hardly
looked like a winner. While Ali's jaw
was grotesquely swollen and he made
a trip to the hospital for X-rays, Fra-
zier's injuries were even more severe,
and he would eventually require hos-
pitalization.

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Sims leads No. 15 Texas past No. 16 Oklahoma 69-65

Texas coach Shaka Smart and forward Jericho
Sims were powerless when Oklahoma beat the
Longhorns earlier this season.

Smart was recovering from COVID-19 and Sims
was among several Longhorns who were unavail-
able when the Sooners won the first matchup by a
point.

Both were available for the rematch, and Sims
matched season highs with 16 points and 12 re-
bounds to help No. 15 Texas beat No. 16 Oklahoma
69-65 on Thursday night.

Smart remembered how it felt watching the first
matchup.

"It was very upsetting," he said. "Watching that
game was one of the worst basketball experiences
of my life because I just felt helpless and I knew our
team was just less than whole."

This time, the Longhorns had the depth they
needed. Their relative good health has helped them
win three of their past four games.

"This time of year, the best teams that make it far
in the NCAA Tournament are playing in the best
rhythm," said guard Courtney Ramey, who also
was unavailable for the first matchup. "It's about
just getting in a rhythm as a team and solidifying
what we want to do each and every game. Today
was a good step in the right direction of what we
want to do."

Andrew Jones added 16 points for the Longhorns
(16-7, 10-6 Big 12),

Austin Reaves scored 16 points and Alondes
Williams and Brady Manek each added 13 for the
Sooners. Oklahoma (14-9, 9-8) has lost four straight
games by a combined 17 points.

"Obviously, again, very similar to the last cou-
ple," Oklahoma coach Lon Kruger said. "Super
disappointing result. First half, Texas dictated. I
thought second half, certainly, a different level of
intensity to come back and take the lead. Again,
have to do some things better for 40 minutes. No
question about that. Texas is awfully good, and you
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can't afford to not play 40 minutes against them."

The Longhorns got loose on a fast break late in
the first half, and Jones' one-handed jam put Texas
up 41-30. Reaves banked in a deep 3-pointer as time
expired in the first half to cut Texas' lead to 44-34.

Oklahoma went on a 7-0 run early in the second
half to cut Texas'lead to five.

Oklahoma center Kur Kuath's block sparked a
fast break, and Reaves' putback cut the Texas lead
to 53-50. A steal and layup by Elijah Harkless cut
Texas'lead to one, and a two-handed jam on the fast
break by De'Vion Harmon finally gave the Sooners
the lead with just under eight minutes to play.

The game came down to the final minute. After
Texas' Matt Coleman III drained a short jumper
with 12 seconds left to put the Longhorns up four,
Reaves got a quick layup with six seconds remain-
ing. The Sooners fouled Greg Brown, and the fresh-
man made two free throws with four seconds re-
maining to put the game out of reach.

Coleman was 0 for 5 from the field with five turn-
overs before he made the shot in the final minute.

"Matt Coleman had a tough, tough night," Smart
said. "He looked tired, he looked a little down. But
he responded and made a huge shot for us, which is
what high character guys do."

Just a few weeks ago, Oklahoma was ranked sev-
enth in the nation. Now, the Sooners will have to
play a first-round game in the Big 12 Tournament.

"We've just got to let this loss get past us and just

focus on the future," Williams said.

BIG PICTURE

Texas: The Longhorns are peaking at the right
time. Their size and athletic ability caused prob-
lems for the Sooners, and those things could carry
them far in the postseason.

Oklahoma: The offense got bogged down, and
the Sooners shot just 37% in the game. They aren't
playing horrible basketball, they are just coming
up a bit short.

"The margin is small," Kruger said. "It's one play
here, one play there. I don't think we're playing
much differently than when we won seven out of
eight. We've got to finish games differently. Those
games we did finish, these games we haven't."

GAME CHANGER

Kuath entered the game with 12:23 remaining
and the Sooners down six, but he sparked a rally
and immediately allowed the Sooners to match
Texas' athletic ability. The senior had two blocks
and three rebounds in 12 minutes and was one of
just two Sooners to finish with a positive plus/mi-
nus score.

"They really turned up their defensive intensity,"
Smart said. "I thought Kur Kuath was phenomenal
on defense for them and changed the game."

Texas gas prices rising 8.4 cents per gallon

Texas gas prices have risen 8.4 cents per gallon
in the past week, averaging $2.41/g today, accord-
ing to GasBuddy’s daily survey of 13,114 stations in
Texas. Gas prices in Texas are 28.6 cents per gallon
higher than a month ago and stand 28.7 cents per
gallon higher than a year ago.

According to GasBuddy price reports, the cheap-
est station in Texas is priced at $1.98/g today while
the most expensive is $3.14/g, a difference of $1.16/g.
The lowest price in the state today is $1.98/g while
the highest is $3.14/g, a difference of $1.16/g.

The national average price of gasoline has risen
7.5 cents per gallon in the last week, averaging
$2.72/g today. The national average is up 30.3 cents
per gallon from a month ago and stands 30.6 cents
per gallon higher than a year ago.

“Gas prices continued to surge last week follow-
ing cold weather related shutdowns in Texas, but
going forward, the impact from the cold has likely
run its course. However, several other factors will
rise in their influence on gas prices again, includ-
ing the fact that gasoline demand continues up
steam,” said Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum
analysis for GasBuddy. “According to Pay with
GasBuddy data, last week’s total gasoline demand
soared to the highest level since the pandemic be-
gan as COVD-19 cases continue to drop and and
Americans are filling up more. On the supply side,
the number of oil rigs active in the U.S. stands near-
ly 50% lower than a year ago, which is a large fac-
tor driving prices up. To put it simply, demand is
recovering much much faster than oil production
levels, which is why oil prices have soared. This
week, OPEC will be meeting to hopefully increase
oil production to temper the rise in prices, but will
they increase oil production enough to match the
growing appetite of a global economy that’s seen oil
demand jump?

BBB Serving the Heart of Texas tip: Preparing for disaster

Special to the Herald

In February 2021, an
unprecedented winter
storm swept through
Texas, resulting in fed-
eral action declaring
the state a disaster zone.
Residents experienced
extended power and wa-
ter outages, homeown-
ers faced water damage
from burst pipes, and
some found their food
supply running low.
Because severe winter
weather is rare in Texas,
few were ready to handle
the storm.

Now, Texans are won-
dering how to stay pre-
pared for the future.

Ready is a federal cam-
paign, partnered with
the Department of Home-
land Security (DHS) and
the Federal Emergency
Management Agency
(FEMA), aimed at edu-
cating Americans on
responding to emergen-
cies, including natural
disasters. The campaign
suggests creating a fam-
ily emergency plan,
building a supply kit
and taking action to help
your community stay
prepared.

Plan ahead using these
tips from Ready and
your Better Business
Bureau:

Create a plan. Take
time to create a disas-
ter plan with your fam-
ily and ask important
questions to assess your
preparedness. How will
you receive emergency
alerts? Where will you
shelter? Do you have

an evacuation route
planned? Is your disas-
ter kit stocked?

Build a kit. Having

plenty of supplies can
help you better navigate
an emergency situation.
A disaster kit should in-
clude a three-day supply
of drinking water (one
gallon per family mem-
ber per day), non-per-
ishable food, flashlights
and batteries, medica-
tions and any important
documents. Keep these
items in a sealed con-
tainer that can protect
them from water or fire.

Stay safe. In the ex-
treme cold, Texans
searched for ways to
stay warm  without
power. Unfortunately,
many suffered carbon
monoxide poisoning af-
ter running their cars

in a closed garage. Re-
member, if you decide
to use your car for heat,
do so in an open area.
You should also take
time to learn the signs
of hypothermia and its
basic treatments, such
as warming the center of
your body first.

Do your research. If
you are anticipating
severe weather, gather
information to save
valuable time during or
after the disaster. You
will want to locate your
home’s main water shut
off valve in case you
need to cut off water af-
ter a pipe bursts. Reach
out to your insurance
agent to review what

your policy covers if
your home is damaged
during the storm and
visit BBB.org to cre-
ate a list of trustworthy
plumbers, contractors
and tree services near
you. Knowing who to
call ahead of time can
help the recovery pro-
cess run smoothly.

Opening lead — jack of spades.

The bidding by the opponents
often helps declarer find his best line
of play. In this deal, for cxample,
South has a far greater chance of
making four hearts because of East’s
opening bid than he would if East-
West had remained silent. East’s one-
spade opening drew a neat blueprint
for declarer to follow to a successful
conclusion.

West led the jack of spades, and
East took the king with the acc and
cashed the queen. East then returned

the jack of diamonds.

Having already lost two tricks,
South’s problem was to avoid two
club losers. This could not be done
against most divisions of the East-
West cards, but South found the win-
ning solution by relying largely on
the clues furnished by the bidding.

Declarer could see 12 points in
dummy and 15 points in his own
hand. This left only 13 points to
account for East’s opening bid, and
oven that number had been reduced
to 12 by West’s lead of the jack of
spades. East was therefore virtually
certain to hold both the king and
queen of clubs. All that remained was
to take advantage of this knowledge.

Declarer won the jack of dia-
monds with the queen, drew two
rounds of trump, and ruffed his last
spadc in dummy. He then played the
king of diamonds to the ace and led a
low club.

When West followed low, declarcr
played the nine. East won with the
king but then had to return a spade, a
diamond or a club, and whichever he
chose was bound to give South the
rest of the tricks.

Of course, if East had held the ten
of clubs in addition to the K-Q, this
line of play would not have worked.
But in that casc, no other approach
would have been successful either.
