This November’s election will fea-
ture eight statewide prop-
ositions, as well as 20 Big 
Spring city propositions, 
and one proposition for 
rural Howard County res-
idents, according to local 
elections administrator 
Jodi Duck.

“We have eight Texas 
Constitutional Amend-
ments that we have to vote 
on, then there are 20 Big 
Spring Charter Amend-
ments,” Duck said. “Ev-
eryone in the city limits 
of Big Spring will get that 
on their ballot. If they are 
outside the city limits, not in Forsan 
city, not in Coahoma city, not in Big 
Spring city, they will all have the 
Howard County Assistance District 
Amendment on their ballot – and the 
state, only. So it will be the state and 
the county; or if they’re in Big Spring 

city limits, they’re going to have the 
state and Big Spring. If they’re in For-
san or Coahoma cities, they’re only go-
ing to have the state.”

Early voting in the election 
will begin October 18, and 
will take place on the first 
floor of the Howard County 
Courthouse. From Oct. 18 
through 22, and from Oct. 25 
through 27, early voters may 
cast ballots from 8 a.m. to 5 
p.m. On Oct. 28 and 29, the 
polls will open and 7 a.m. and 
remain open until 7 p.m.

On election day, Nov. 2, any 
registered Howard County 
voter can cast ballots at any of 
the following locations: Ryan 
Hall/St. Thomas Church, 605 
N. Main St.; First Baptist 

Church, 705 W. FM 700; Dorothy Gar-
rett Coliseum, 1001 Birdwell Lane; or 
the Coahoma Community Center, 306 
North Ave. in Coahoma. No voting will 
be held at the Howard County Court-
house on Election Day. Election Day 
polls will be open 7 a.m. to 7 p.m.

A voter must show one of the follow-
ing forms of photo identification at the 
polling location in order to vote: 

• Texas Driver’s License issued by the 
Department of Public Safety;

• Texas Election Identification Cer-
tificate issued by DPS;

• Texas Personal Identification Card 
issued by DPS; 

• Texas Handgun License issued by 
DPS;

• U.S. Military Identification Card 
containing the voter’s photograph; 

• U.S. Citizenship Certificate contain-
ing the voter’s photograph; or

• U.S. Passport.
With the exception of the U.S. Citi-

zenship Certificate, the ID must be cur-
rent or have expired no more than four 
years before being presented at the poll-
ing place.

If the voter doesn’t have one of the 
above forms of ID, he or she may fill out 
a form and present an alternative ID in-
cluding:

• A valid voter registration certificate;
• A certified birth certificate (must be original);
• A copy of or original current utility bill;
• A copy of or original bank statement;
• A copy of or original government check; 
• A copy of or original paycheck; or
• A copy of or original other government docu-

ment that displays your name and an address (orig-
inal is required if it contains a photograph).

Voters with a disability may apply with the 
county voter registrar for a permanent exemp-
tion to showing an acceptable form of photo ID at 
the polls. Voters with a religious objection to be-
ing photographed or voters who cannot present an 
acceptable form of photo ID due to certain natural 
disasters may apply for a temporary exemption to 
showing an acceptable form of photo identification 
at the polls. Contact the Howard County Elections 
Office at 432-264-2273 for more information.

According to sample ballots provided by the How-
ard County Elections Office, statewide propositions 
that will appear on the November ballot include:

• Proposition 1: Gambling. Authorizes profes-
sional sports team charitable organizations to con-
duct raffles at rodeo venues.

• Proposition 2: Bond issues. Authorizes a county 
to issue bonds to fund infrastructure and transpor-
tation projects in undeveloped and blighted areas.

• Proposition 3: Religion. Amends the Texas 
Constitution to prohibit the state or any political 
subdivision from enacting a law, rule, order, or 
proclamation that limits religious services or orga-
nizations.

• Proposition 4: State judiciary. Changes the eli-
gibility requirements for the following judicial of-
fices: a justice of the supreme court, a judge of the 
court of criminal appeals, a justice of the court of 
appeals, and a district judge.

• Proposition 5: State judiciary. Authorizes the 
Texas State Commission on Judicial Conduct to 
accept and investigate complaints and reports 
against candidates running for state judicial office.

• Proposition 6: Healthcare and Constitutional 
rights. Amends the Texas Constitution to state that 
residents of nursing facilities, assisted living facil-
ities, or state-supported living centers have a right 
to designate an essential caregiver that may not be 
prohibited from visiting the resident.

• Proposition 7: Taxes. Amends the Texas Con-
stitution to allow the legislature to extend a home-
stead tax limit for surviving spouses of disabled in-
dividuals as long as the spouse is 55 years old and 

resides at the home.
• Proposition 8: Taxes and Veterans. Amends the 

Texas Constitution to allow the legislature to apply 
a homestead tax exemption for surviving spouses 
of members of the military to those fatally injured 
in the line of duty.

City of Big Spring proposed charter amendments 
include the following. All proposed amendments 
begin with the words “Amending the Charter of the 
City of Big Spring...”:

• City Proposition A: ...by deletion and revision 
to require and ensure compliance with state law.

• City Proposition B: ...by deleting and amending 
those provisions which are redundant of state law, 
duplicative of other sections of the Charter or oth-
erwise unnecessary for placement in the Charter.

• City Proposition C: ...to require council mem-
bers to reside within the District to which they in-
tended to be elected.

• City Proposition D: ...by clarifying that the City 
Attorney, Internal Auditor and the City Judge are 
appointed by City Council.

• City Proposition E: ...by providing for gender-
neutral pronouns.

• City Proposition F: ...to authorize City Coun-
cil to either (1) appoint an individual to a vacancy 
or (2) call a special election to fill a vacancy when 
there are less than 180 days remaining in the term 
of the office to be filled.

• City Proposition G: ...to clarify how the existing 
term limits are applied.

• City Proposition H: ...to clarify when a resig-
nation of office occurs when a council member is 
appointed to or becomes a candidate for any local, 
state or federal office.

• City Proposition I: ...by deleting the disciplin-
ary hearing process for city employees.

• City Proposition J: ...by removing the require-
ment that City Council provide a bond upon being 
elected to office.

• City Proposition K: ...by establishing October 
1st as the beginning of the City’s fiscal year.

• City Proposition L: ...to clarify Article VI, City 
Officers and Employees by removing redundant 
language and reorganizing related sections.

• City Proposition M: ...to provide for the powers 
and responsibilities of the Mayor and the Mayor 
Pro-Tempore.

• City Proposition N: ...to require the appoint-
ment of an Acting City 
Manager during the City 
Manager’s absence.

• City Proposition O: 
...to provide for the pro-
cess of appointing and 

removing the presiding 
and associate judges of 
the municipal court.

• City Proposition P: 
...to require the cre-
ation of a Charter Re-
view Committee every 
four (4) years for the 
purpose of reviewing 
the City Charter.

• City Proposition Q: 
...by revising the pro-
cess for making a claim 
against the City.

• City Proposition R: 
...by revising the recall 
process. 

• City Proposition S: 
...to reduce the num-
ber of council persons 
necessary to call a spe-
cial meeting from three 
council persons to one 
council person.

• City Proposition T: 
…by adding provisions 
for initiative and refer-
endum.

The Howard County 
Assistance District 
proposition for rural 
Howard County voters 
reads as follows: 

• County Proposition 
A: Authorizing the cre-
ation of the Howard 
county assistance dis-
trict and the imposition 
of a sales and use tax at 
the rate of 2.00 percent 
for the purpose of financ-
ing the operations of the 
district.

“We are doing a little art show with – I like to say it's 'found art.' I just call it

ever, and turn it in to a new piece of art. Kind of like if you've seen that show 
Flea Market Flip Tips on TV where they go to flea markets or garage sales and 
they find an old lamp that could really be thrown away, and they turn it into a 
piece of art. Just that kind of thing, where you take something and you turn it 
into something totally different.”

Worthan stressed that the show is not an art contest, but rather a chance to 
show off your creativity and possibly sell your artwork to museum guests who 
love great artwork.

Gary Reid, we're a little skimpy this show, I think 
because of COVID, but it's mostly just local groups 
and family performers. Super family-friendly 
stuff.”

Speaking of COVID-19, Burch said Old Sorehead 
has responded to the pandemic increasing oppor-
tunities for visitors to disinfect throughout the 
show.

“We have ramped up our hand washing stations 
and hand sanitizing stations,” she said. “We are 
recommending that people wear masks when they 
go into buildings and our buildings are going to 
be one way in and one way out. And then we've 
changed some of our procedures for vendors com-
ing into the office. But as far as shoppers go, mostly 
just wash your hands, stay away from people, and 
wash your hands again.”

For those visitors new to the Trade Days, Burch 
has a bit of advice: “Bring your walking shoes,” 
she said. “We're free admission and free parking...
parking is crazy, so you're going to have to walk 
a ways. We span nine city blocks, so you're going 
to be walking a lot there too. But it's a fun way to 
get out with your family. It's free, so you can bring 
your babies and your grannies and everybody will 
have a good time. There's something for everyone.”

Burch said she's excited to get the Old Sorehead 
Days up and running again.

“We're just excited to be back,” she said. “April 
was gigantic. I think everyone was ready to be out 
kind of post-COVID, and now people are vaccinat-
ed, or they're just willing to be outside...they feel 
fairly safe at an outside event. I think it's going to 
be a great show. We are sold out on vendor booths, 
and we should max out at between 620 and 630 ven-
dor booths. It's going to be big.”

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) — An 18-year-old stu-
dent opened fire during a fight at his Dallas-area 
high school on Wednesday, injuring four people 
and then fleeing before being taken into custody 
hours later, authorities said.

Timothy George Simp-
kins was taken into cus-
tody without incident, 
the Arlington Police 
Department tweeted. 
He was booked in the 
Arlington jail on three 
counts of aggravated as-
sault with a deadly weap-
on and was being held on 
$75,000 bail.

One person was in crit-
ical condition, another 
was in good condition 
and a third person was 
treated for minor abra-
sions and was scheduled 
to be released from the 
hospital Wednesday af-
ternoon, police said. A 
fourth person was hurt 
but did not require treat-
ment at a hospital. Police 
said earlier that three of 
the four injured were 
students.

The shooting at Tim-
berview High School, 
which is in Arlington 
but belongs to the school 
district in neighbor-
ing Mansfield, stemmed 
from a fight that broke 
out in a classroom, Ar-
lington Assistant Police 
Chief Kevin Kolbye said 
at news conference be-
fore Simpkins' arrest. 

"This is not a random 
act of violence," he said. 
"This is not somebody at-
tacking our school."

Timberview serves 
about 1,900 students in 
the ninth through 12th 
grades. The sprawling 
complex opened in 2004. 

After news of the shoot-
ing spread, parents gath-
ered at the Mansfield 
Independent School 
District Center for the 
Performing Arts about 
5 miles (8 kilometers) 
from the high school to 
be reunified with their 
kids, who were bused 
over. Among them was 
Justin Rockhold, whose 
ninth-grade son had text-
ed him to let him know 
he was OK.

Rockhold said he has 
served in the military 
and he drew on that ex-
perience to instruct his 
son, telling him to keep 

his head down and be still to stay safe. When asked 
whether he had thought a shooting could happen 
at the school, he said his military training is also a 
reminder of life's dangerous realities.

"Obviously in America — in the world we live in 
today — it's always something. ... It's in the back 
of your mind," Rockhold said, adding that he was 
praying for the injured. "I'm just blessed today that 

my kid's safe."
The shooting happened just days after a shooting 

at a Houston charter school that injured an admin-
istrator. Texas' deadliest school shooting occurred 
in May of 2018 when a then-17-year-old armed with 
a shotgun and a pistol opened fire at Santa Fe High 
School near Houston, killing 10 people, most of 
whom were students.

“We are cleaning up our stuff,” Me-
shach, the tile layer who now more or 
less permanently resides in our home, 
informed me. “We are giving you 
more space.”

“More space!” I said in mock amaze-
ment. “Why would I need more space? 
I see at least three square feet over 
there by the closet and another four 
feet behind the dining room table!”

Meshach squinted his eyes and 
looked at me seriously, as he does. He 
was again accompanied by his assis-
tant, Yusefu, a recent immigrant from 
Kenya. 

“Well, that is good,” Meshach said. 
“Because we have invited Yusefu’s 
cousins here to live.”

Yusefu’s eyes opened wide before 
he realized he was being teased. Then 
Yusefu smiled. “They are not large!” 
he insisted, gesturing with his arms. 
“I am the fattest one!”

This is now a running joke in our 

home—discussing how many of Yuse-
fu’s cousins would fit in our living 
room at any given time. 

Last weekend we spent time with a 
dozen of my husband Peter’s cousins 
at the funeral for Peter’s sister, and 
I thought of how enduring these ties 
to cousins are—even if they are not 
sleeping on our floor. Peter was the 
youngest cousin on his father’s side 
and so he remembers these cousins as 
the much older kids he grew up with. 
The older cousins were all cool or 
bossy and the younger cousins were 
all brats, to hear them tell it. It’s funny 
to realize that these people in their 
70s still think of one another as the 
children they once were, but I feel the 
same way about my cousins. 

I have dozens of cousins on my moth-
er’s side and, like Peter, most of them 
are older than me. My cousin Jill will 
always be the super-cool girl with the 
dyed black hair ironing her peasant 

dress at the farmhouse. Her musician 
boyfriend would arrive in a VW Bug 
and I was awestruck. It doesn’t matter 
that Jill is now a Lutheran minister 
with grandchildren. To me, she will 
always be that elegant young woman 
flipping back her jet-black hair as she 
toiled over the iron. I knew I would 
never be as cool as Jill. I never was.

My cousins and I formed bonds that 
survive today. Last week, my cousin 
Dane took me to look at audio equip-
ment, as we needed amplification for 
the funeral service. Dane told me I’d 
be better off borrowing what I needed 
from him. And so I did. Dane has al-
ways been quiet. He’ll wait for every-
one to finish talking, then offer up 
an idea that begins with, “You know 
what you might do…” and it will be 
the most sensible thing said. It has al-
ways been this way. 

Cousins are the friends I was given 
as a gift from my family. They are as 

different from me as they can possibly 
be, yet I will always keep a space for 
them in my life.

Meshach is pleased with the work 
he has done, and I don’t think either 
of us is eager to say goodbye. I can tell 
his work is nearly concluded because 
we could stash at least a dozen cousins 
in the available space—assuming they 
are as small as Yusefu claims. 

But Peter and I are looking forward 
to having our home back, to finally 
putting books on the shelves and in-
viting people over for dinner. 

“I know what we should do, when 
everything is finally finished,” I told 
Peter.

“What’s that?”
“We should invite your cousins 

over!”
I think we will. There’s plenty of 

room.

      Dear Annie: My 
mother died at the age 
of 67 from COVID-19 in 
January. My stepfather 
wanted to wait a year to 
have the memorial so 
everyone could attend.

What 
do we do? -- Remarried

      Dear Remarried: 
First, I'm so very sorry 
for the loss of your 
mother. Sixty-seven is 
too young, and I'm sure 
you miss her every day. 
Try to be happy that 
your stepfather has 
found another compan-
ion; everybody grieves 
at their own pace. 

   Inheritance laws vary 
state by state, so the 
best thing you can do 
is consult a lawyer. I 
would give your step-
father the heads-up 
that you are doing 
this; it might persuade 
him to let you into the 
house and take items 
of sentimental value 
before getting lawyers 
involved. 

   And remember: No 
matter who lives in that 
house, no one will ever 
replace your mother. 

      Dear Annie: My 
sister has recently 
become involved with 
an old high school 
boyfriend.

Help. -- Terrified for 
Sister's Safety

      Dear Terrified: 
Your concerns are 
valid. Regardless of 
whether he was "set 
up" or "drunk," he is a 
convicted criminal with 
a history of violence 
against women. This, 
combined with your 
family's disapproval of 
him 30 years ago, is 
evidence enough that 
the man he used to be 
is not worthy of wel-
coming into your family. 

   And from your letter, 
it sounds like he's not 
much better today. The 
fact that he's giving 
your sister excus-
es shows he hasn't 
owned up to the pain 
he's caused. A second 
chance is already a big 
ask, and your sister 
shouldn't even consider 
it unless he takes ac-
countability and proves 
he's taking steps to 
becoming a new, better 

man. 

   You can also ex-
plain to your sister that 
dating a felon could 
jeopardize the custody 
she has of her 16-year-
old daughter, assuming 
the father is still in the 
picture. 

   Remember, forgive-
ness is one of the most 
powerful gifts we can 
offer -- but it would 
be foolish to give it to 
someone who hasn't 
earned it.

On Oct. 7, 2001, the war in 
Afghanistan started as the 
United States and Britain 
launched air attacks against 
military targets and Osama 
bin Laden’s training camps in 
the wake of the September 11 
attacks.

On this date:

In 1765, the Stamp Act 
Congress convened in New York 
to draw up colonial grievances 
against England.

In 1849, author Edgar Allan 
Poe died in Baltimore at age 40.

In 1910, a major wildfire dev-
astated the northern Minnesota 
towns of Spooner and Baudette, 
charring at least 300,000 acres; 
some 40 people are believed to 
have died.

In 1949, the Republic of East 
Germany was formed.

In 1954, Marian Anderson 
became the first Black singer 
hired by the Metropolitan Opera 
Company in New York.

In 1985, Palestinian gun-
men hijacked the Italian 
cruise ship Achille Lauro (ah-
KEE’-leh LOW’-roh) in the 
Mediterranean. (The hijackers 
shot and killed Leon Klinghoffer, 
a Jewish-American tourist in 
a wheelchair, and pushed him 
overboard, before surrendering 
on Oct. 9.)

In 1991, University of 
Oklahoma law professor Anita 
Hill publicly accused Supreme 
Court nominee Clarence Thomas 
of making sexually inappropri-
ate comments when she worked 
for him; Thomas denied Hill’s 
allegations.

In 1992, trade representatives 
of the United States, Canada 

and Mexico initialed the North 
American Free Trade Agreement 
during a ceremony in San 
Antonio, Texas, in the presence 
of President George H.W. Bush, 
Canadian Prime Minister Brian 
Mulroney (muhl-ROO’-nee) 
and Mexican President Carlos 
Salinas de Gortari.

In 1996, Fox News Channel 
made its debut.

In 1998, Matthew Shepard, a 
gay college student, was beaten 
and left tied to a wooden fen-
cepost outside of Laramie, 
Wyoming; he died five days 
later. (Russell Henderson and 
Aaron McKinney are serving life 
sentences for Shepard’s murder.)

In 2003, California voters 
recalled Gov. Gray Davis and 
elected Arnold Schwarzenegger 
their new governor.

In 2004, President George W. 
Bush and Vice President Dick 
Cheney conceded that Saddam 
Hussein had no weapons of 
mass destruction as they tried 
to shift the Iraq war debate to a 

new issue, arguing that Saddam 
was abusing a U.N. oil-for-food 
program.

Ten years ago: The Nobel Peace 
Prize was awarded to three 
women: President Ellen Johnson 
Sirleaf of Liberia, Liberian 
activist Leymah Gbowee, and 
Tawakkul Karman, who began 
pushing for change in Yemen 
long before the Arab Spring.

Five years ago: The U.S. 
accused Russia of hacking 
American political sites and 
email accounts in an effort 
to interfere with the upcom-
ing presidential election and 
also directly accused Russia of 
war crimes in Syria; Moscow 
dismissed the allegations. 
Colombian President Juan 
Manuel Santos was named win-
ner of the Nobel Peace Prize, 
receiving a big boost in his 
efforts to save an agreement 
seeking to end his country’s half-
century conflict.

One year ago: President Donald 
Trump returned to the Oval 
Office for the first time since he 

was diagnosed with COVID-19; 
he credited an experimental 
drug treatment with helping his 
recovery. Debating from behind 
plexiglass shields, Vice President 
Mike Pence and Democrat 
Kamala Harris zeroed in on 
Trump’s handling of the coro-
navirus pandemic, with Harris 
labeling it “the greatest failure of 
any presidential administration” 
while Pence defended the over-
all response. President Donald 
Trump tweeted that remain-
ing U.S. troops in Afghanistan 
should be home by Christmas. 
(Military officials said they had 
been given no orders to acceler-
ate a more gradual pullout.) 
The former Minneapolis police 
officer charged with murder in 
the death of George Floyd posted 
bail and was released from state 
prison, leading Minnesota’s 
governor to activate the National 
Guard to help keep the peace in 
the event of protests.

The Wildcats then went for the two-point 
conversion, and it was successful, mak-
ing this a 13 to 8 game. The Steers then 
answered right back with a pleasant drive 
of their own.

Players of the Week

Gabriel Baeza Braxton Pearson

Top Right: Well, this should not surprise this guy had another amazing foot-
ball game this past Friday night. Gabriel Baeza is a man amongst boys at 
times on the field, and his play shows that. The top quarterback in this dis-
trict and maybe all of 4A this season has been pretty much unstoppable. This 
past Friday against the Levelland Wildcats, Baeza was just simply amazing. 
Baeza was all over the field, both through the run game and through the air. 
The Wildcat defense had no answer for the do-it quarterback on the night. 
Baeza was a master class on the ground as he carried the ball 18 times for 
a fantastic 207 yards, and he also had three touchdowns on the ground. 
He did even better through the air as the Senior quarterback went 27 for 
41 for 325 yards and four touchdowns through the air. That means the Big 
Spring QB accounted for 532 yards of total offense and an astonishing seven 
touchdowns on the night. That is pure dominance for one player. So far in 
the year of play, Gabriel Baeza has passed for 1498 yards on 133 for 205 
attempts that breaks down to a completion percentage of 64.8%; he has 
15 touchdowns on the season to only three interceptions. This is only six 
games, and it is five, being they only had one drive against Brownfield. He 
is also the leading rusher for the Steers as he has 65 carries for 478 yards 
on the season with nine touchdowns, to zero fumbles lost on the season. 
He is the leader of a team that has been playing good football so far this 
season. He has grown before our eyes as the Steers quarterback over the 
last couple of years, and now is his time to shine.

If Baeza is the leader for the offense, then Pearson is the leader of a stout 
Big Spring Steer defense. Pearson is always in the mix of every single play.

Ex-Oklahoma QB Thompson’s son 
leads Texas into rivalry game

NORMAN, Okla. — Former Oklahoma quarterback Charles Thompson nev-
er imagined he'd even consider putting up the "Hook 'em Horns" hand gesture.

He's done it now, and for good reason. His son, Casey, will start at quarter-
back for No. 21 Texas (4-1, 2-0 Big 12) against No. 6 Oklahoma (5-0, 2-0) in the 
annual rivalry game.

It's a strange situation for the elder Thompson, who lives in Moore, Okla-
homa — a short drive from Oklahoma's campus. Charles ran the wishbone 
offense for coach Barry Switzer, playing a significant role in Sooner victories 
over Texas in 1987 and 1988.

"I've been an OU fan since I was six," Charles, a native of Lawton, Oklahoma, 
said. "Every year, this time of year, I've always rooted against Texas. Even the 
last few years with Casey on the team, I still kind of quietly wanted Oklahoma 
to win -- kind of a win/win situation for me. This will be the first year that hon-
estly, I'm really rooting for Texas."

Charles said he catches some grief from his old 
teammates with his son playing for Oklahoma's big-
gest rival. 

"I mean, there's surely some joking, kind of mess-
ing around a little bit, but I think all of them are kind 
of in support of him," he said. "They certainly want 
Casey to have a great game, but want Oklahoma to 
win.

"I get a mulligan. I want Casey to win."
Charles won't go so far as to wear Texas' burnt 

orange, and he said if you gut him open, he'll bleed 
Oklahoma crimson. He'll wear a custom-made black 
Texas shirt when he sits with the other parents.

"Well, I've never put on burnt orange," he said de-
fiantly. 

The situation has provided an opportunity for 
Charles to learn a few things about the rivalry from 
the Texas side.

"All my life, I've always called it the OU-Texas 
game," he said. "Ask anybody from Oklahoma, 
they'll say OU-Texas. I got sort of harassed a little 
bit in Austin because they say Texas-OU. They want 
Texas first." 

Casey is in an odd situation, too. He wore Oklaho-
ma's crimson and cream until his high school days. 
Another of Charles' sons, Kendal, played for the 
Sooners, further strengthening the bond between 
the family and the school.

Casey played high school football at Southmoore 
High School in Moore before playing his senior sea-
son at Newcastle High School in Newcastle, Okla-
homa.

As he became a major prospect, his loyalty to Okla-
homa waned. Former Texas coach Tom Herman re-
cruited Thompson back when Herman was the head 
coach at Houston, and Tim Beck had recruited him 
when he was an assistant at Ohio State. When Her-
man took over at Texas and Beck became the offen-
sive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at Texas, it 
made sense for Casey to take a look. He attended the 
2017 Red River rivalry game as Longhorns prospect. 

Naturally, the locals objected when Texas entered 
the picture.

"I remember even in high school when I was get-
ting recruited, some of my teachers and best friends 
were like, 'If you go to that school, I'll never root for 
you, never cheer for you,'" Casey said. "But I'm really 
not worried about people who are hating. I'm trying 
to focus on this team and the people who care about 
me and love and support me."
