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Lockney Chamber honors citizens

The Lockney Chamber of
Commerce celebrated the city’s
100th birthday, March 31, by
giving awards to outstanding citi-
zens at the annual Chamber Ban-
quet.

John Guerrero, a resident of
Lockney for 46 years, was given
the Citizen of the Year Award by
last year’s recipient, Ed Marks.

Marks praised Guerrero for his
“servant” attitude and especially
for the time he had put into help-
ing with Lockney’s beautifica-
tion projects. “He gives of him-
self,” said Marks. “He is always
willing to work and never com-
plains.”

Donnie McLaughlin was
named Fireman of the Year by
the Chamber. He has served as

" a Volunteer Fireman for Lockney

since 1979.

Renee Hrbacek was also an
award recipient. The Chamber
recognized Renee for her tireless
efforts on the Downtown Beau-
tification Committee-particularly
the Theatre Project.

In recognition of the City’s 100
years, the Lockney Longhorn
Band led the crowd in the song
“Happy Birthday” before dinner
was served.

After the award ceremony and
guest speakers, the Band also
played several arrangements.

Erin Mangold also provided
musical entertainment with a

beautiful rendition of the old clas-
sic, “Someone to Watch Over
Me.”

Old historical photos of Lock-
ney were on display for guests to
browse through and Emcee Clar
Schacht read off many historical
facts about the City throughout
the evening.

Virginia Taylor, a Floyd
County historian, spoke about the
different service organizations
that had been instrumental to the
City.

“In the 60’s and 70’s there were
3 Study Clubs active in the
City,” said Taylor. She recalled
Art Shows, large Quarterhorse
shows, rodeos and style shows.

“We also had an active hospi-
tal auxiliary and Candy Stripers,”
said Taylor.

Dr. Gary Mangold spoke on
the growth and success of the
hospital, highlighting his father’s
influence and those of others who
had dedicated themselves to the
hospital.

“Since it’s inception,” said Dr.
Gary, “Lockney has been blessed
with visionary leaders.”

Dr. Gary related that
Lockney’s hospital began in the
1940’s as Lockney Coop Hospi-
tal.

“In 1951 my father, W.J.
Mangold was recruited,” said Dr.
Gary. “He assumed ownership of
the hospital. The 50’s was a

_golden age for that type of hos-

pital. It was doctor owned and
operated.”

In the late 50’s W.J. Mangold
took out a loan and expanded the
hospital. Medicare came into be-
ing in the 1960’s, and in the 70’s
the hospital was turned over to
the citizens with the creation of
Lockney General Hospital Dis-
trict.

In the 70’s W.J. was the only
doctor. His son, Gary, joined him
in 1979.

In the early 90’s Dr. W.J. was
instrumental in plans for the new
hospital, but died a few months
before the new hospital opened.

Barry Barker encouraged au-
dience participation with “Do
You Remember” questions. He
encouraged the crowd to think
back and remember different
grocery stores, department
stores, auto dealerships, pharma-
cles; el

Barker brought laughter with
the story of the first race car to
come to town. “Everyone was
told it was going to drive down
Main Street at a speed of 1 mile
per minute. People were worried
they weren’t going to be able to
see it.”

Dinner music was provided by
Greg Gonzales, Brian Cooper,
Katie Bice, Kelby Bice, Luke
Sherman, Stephen Karlin,
Nathan Cabalero, and Alexan-
dria Lopez,

An author and story
teller, RunningWolf is a native of
the Micmac Tribe. The Micmacs
are the northeastern most tribe of
the Algonquin Indians.

RunningWolf grew up in
Maine and in New Brunswick,
Canada. He is a direct descendant
of Beminuit, the Grand Chief of
the Micmac Nation.

Micmac history is passed
down orally, with pictographs, on
animal hides, pecked out on
stone, in birch bark, and in effigy
mounds.

"I learned my story telling
from under the kitchen table,"
said RunningWolf. "Relatives
would gather to tell their stories

~ and I would sit quietly under the

table and listen. If I was quiet and

Floyd County rains great
for local farm economy

The recent rains Floyd County
has received in the past couple of
months could add thousands and
thousands of dollars to the
county’s economy, according to
Floyd County Extension Agent
J.D. Ragland.

Ragland told the Hesperian-
Beacon, “This year’s rainfall has
been excellent for the county.
Officially we have received
around 6 inches total for the
county this year, but it has varied
in different locations. We re-
ceived 4.62 inches in March
alone. This has set up for an ex-
cellent start this growing season.”

“An estimated $50,000 per
farm could be saved this year by
not having to pre-water. As al-
ways, we just need Mother Na-
ture to cooperate through the re-
mainder of the season. Weed con-
trol expense may be more this
year and we need to stay away
from a late freeze lasting more
than 10 hours,” said Ragland.

cotton planting season in Floyd
County, according to Ragland.
“We usually have many of our
hail storms during May:”

Concerning the county’s
wheat crop, Ragland said,
“Wheat fields have jumped
through themselves and have
thrived from the recent rains.
With future grain prices looking
favorable, many producers are
looking to carry their wheat to the
grain stage.”

Several producers have
‘pulled their stocker cattle off their
wheat fields early this year, based
on price and the good field con-
ditions, according to Ragland.
More rain will be needed to fin-
ish the wheat to the grain stage,
said Ragland.

In a related note, Dr. Gaylon
Morgan of College Station stated
in an April 2, 2007 newsletter,
“The rain and warm weather is
heiping the wheat crop to
progress rapidly and producers
are keeping a watchful eye on
crop diseases. Warm moist con-

ditions have returned to much of
the state and foliar diseases can
increase quickly and warrant ob-
servation.”

Ragland said the corn acreage
in Floyd County usually averages
around 20,000 acres. “Corn is

mostly planted in the northwest
part of the county because the
water is better there. Corn takes
a lot of water. That is why more
corn is grown in the Panhandle,
than here.”

The ethanol plant now under
construction in the northwestern
part of the county will give Floyd
County producers an option to
plant more corn and milo, ac-
cording to Ragland.

In Ragland’s Floyd County
Ag Report for March, he re-
minded the producers to take ad-
vantage of the local weather sta-
tion web site at http://
txhighplainset.tamu.edu. This
web site gives data for air and soil
temperatures, with different
maps available.

Democratic leaders in both the
House of Representatives and the
Senate have been talking for
weeks about their plan to try and
force a change in Bush Adminis-
tration policy toward conducting
the Iraq war.

Those promises were fulfilled
over the last few days despite
what appears to be a very real
threat from President Bush to
veto the legislation. An Admin-
istration veto would send the Iraq
war supplemental spending bill
to a quick and early grave since
the votes to override a veto don’t
seem to exist.

Unless a compromise can be
found during the House-Senate
Conference that moderates or re-
moves the non-binding troop
withdrawal language currently in
place, it appears that a Bush veto
will also scuttle recently buoyed
producer hopes that a long-
awaited agriculture disaster assis-
tance package included in the bill
would finally be approved.

What’s next? Nobody knows
for sure, but unless something

that might be found in an Admin-
istration veto would be if House
and Senate leaders are able to put
an agreed on agriculture disaster

what the cut-off date for 2007
losses will be, it is important to
note that Congress’s intent ap-
pears to be providing assistance
to fruit and vegetable growers
who suffered freeze losses earlier
this year.

Areas of significant difference
include the House’s decision to
limit eligibility to producers who
purchased crop insurance in the
year of loss and the different pay-
ment rate levels. With non-in-
sured crops ineligible for the pro-
gram the House set a single pay-
ment rate equal to 50 percent of
the established price for the eli-
gible crop loss crop.

~ The Senate’s language allows
non-insured crops to receive ben-

 efits, but at a significantly re-

duced level equal to only 20 per-
cent of the established price.
