_In their Nov. 18, 2008, meet-
ing the Floydada City Council

unanimously approved Ordi-
nance 08-23, establishing park-
ing restrictions for commercial
vehicles on residentially-zoned
property. This ordinance says
that if the city manager “receives

compldints concerning the off .

street parking of commercial
vehicles on residential property,
. -then anyone desiring to park such
commercial vehicles must receive
written, notarized consent from all
property owners within 500 feet of
~ such residential district off street
. property parking.”

- Jere Hart, a representative from
Grimes and Associates asked the
city council to approve the build-
ing of the driveway/street for the
A.B. Duncan Elementary school.

Attorney Karen-Houchin shared
what she found after researching
the property rights. She told the

was dated 1927.

Houchin said, “At this point I

City Manager Gary Brown
explained, “This system... is not
Jjust an emergency system.”

Cotton isn’t the kind of harvest the Pilgrims
celebrated, but it’s what’s happening now
across the Texas Plains and Panhandle and
southern Oklahoma.

Off to a slow start in general for lack of
freezing weather, the quality of the crop
promises to be good. For lack of rain, yields
in most places aren’t expected to come close
to last year’s levels of production.

“It’s going to be areal short crop this year,”
said Traci Freeman, gin clerk at the Close
City Coop Gin near Post, where the weather
has been especially dry.

Many farmers have decided not to defoliate

» the plants for an earlier harvest but rather to

wait for a freeze to kill the leaves naturally.

“It’s not worth spending the money (to de-
foliate and open late bolls),” Freeman said.

But, until last week -- except on the Cap-
rock -- Jack Frost had been waiting in the
wings, intensifying that element of suspense
in the drama of the cotton harvest. Even
last week’s dip in temperatures could not be
termed a “hard” freeze in the best sense of
the word -- a freeze guaranteed to shrivel all
cotton foliage and put an end to pesky late
growth that won’t add to yields.

The bale count at Close City was only 478
at the end of last week.

By contrast, the Coop Gin at O’Brien, .

south of Knox City had ginned about 5,000
bales by Friday -- irrigated defoliated cotton
that didn’t have to wait on a freeze.

“The cotton looks good,” said Betty
Starnes, gin clerk.

During last week’s cold snap, the tem-
perature dropped to about 25 degrees in the
O’Brien area, Starnes said.

“We needed it really bad,” she said. “Some
people were waiting on a freeze.”

At nearby Rhineland, the bale count was
12,000 on Friday. ;

“It was adry year,” said Brenda Brown, gin
secretary. “The i irri igated is going to do pretty

good. ... This year the 1mgated is gettmg close
to three bales to the acre.’

Some of the dry land cotton will be de-
cent.

“There’s spots where they caught the rain ...
but nothing like last year,” Brown said.

Last year the gin at Rhineland processed
61,000 bales.

_ At Childress, farther north. ginning is
barely under way with 874 bales ginned by
Friday.

Time will tell whether last week’s freeze
will kick ginning into high gear.

“They’re out looking to see if it was good
enough,” said Nicole Murdock, secretary at
the Childress Farmers Coop Gin.

Last year the total bale count was about
53,000. This year’s crop is expected to be
much smaller. :

“The estimate right now is about 10,000,”
Murdock said. '

In the Wellington area, the crop will also
fall short of last year.

At the Wellington Farmers Coop Society
No. 1 Gin, Kim Martindale, manager, said
the outlook is for a 25,000-bale harvest, com-
pared to 65,500 bales ginned last year. *
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Coftton gins around area report ‘short’ crop expected

“Our acres were down, and then we’ve
lost some to storm and the drought has hurt,”
Martindale said.

Much of the cotton in the Wellington area
is irrigated.

“The irrigated is doing pretty good,” Mar-
tindale said.

The effects of the early Friday morning
freeze will take a week to tén days to deter-
mine, Martindale said.

The bale count Friday at Wellington was
about 8,500 bales.

At Dodson, 14 miles southeast of Wel-
lington, the bale count was 2,458 Friday. The
Tri-County Coop Gin at Dodson gets a mix
of irrigated and dry land cotton.

“We’ve got about half and half,” said Molly
Granadoz, scale office clerk. “We’re waiting
on a freeze.”

How much last week’s freeze will help the
Dodson area is yet to be determined.

“It was cold,” Granadoz said.

The Dodson bale count Friday was 2,458.
Last year’s total was 33,000.

At Estelline, halfway between Childress
and Memphis, ginning is under way but

LockneyISD retrofitting
lights on two campuses

The Lockney ISD Board of
Trustees accepted a bid from
Digital Air Control to retrofit
lights in the junior high and high
school campuses during their
regular session on Thursday,
Nov. 20.

added to the fund balance after
the 2007-2008 school year end-
ed. The Lockney ISD fund bal-
ance is currently $3,669,793.

Residents within the High Plains Underground
Water Conservation District No. 1 will have an op-
_portunity to comment on a second phase of proposed
administrative. amendments to the district’s rules
during five public hearings set for early December
2008. :

The proposed amendments include new water well

spacing requirements, rules concerning abandoned

water wells; rules concerning replacement water
wells; rules regulating production of water from the
Dockum (Santa Rosa) aquifer, and rules outlining
procedures for requesting exceptions to water well
permit applications. »

“This second phase of rule amendments includes
changes suggested to us by constituents at earlier
public meetings in each district directors’ precinct,
changes requested by the district’s board of directors,
and changes recommended by staff to clarify existing
rules,” said General Manager Jim Conkwright.

which is a deduct on the loan
(price to the farmer),” Foster
said. “They (The famers) lose

. price. I believe it’s right at 2.2

cents per pound if they get bark,
which is $11 a bale. We elected
to slow our gin rate down to try
to get the bark out.

“We don’t get it all out. On
certain cotton we just can’t get
it all out, but we think we can
help a lot.”

The amount of foliage that
shows up as trash in the cotton
is also a challenge to ginners
-- “more of a problem this year,”
Foster said, citing re-growth after

.the first freeze.

It’s another reason Foster is
taking greater pains with this
year’s cotton.

So far, D&J has ginned 14,000
bales this year. Foster expects
not to process as much cotton as
last year.

“More people have planted
grain crops -- corn and milo and
wheat,” he said.

Prices for grain -- exceptional-
ly good the last two years -- have
cut into cotton acreage. Currently
prices for all commodities have
fallen, albeit not as dramatically
as the stock market.

At the Darty Gin in Dougherty,
the outlook is for an average
cropy .

“Last year was our record year
-- 27,000-plus (bales), I think,”

said Donna Pernell, matriarch

of the family that owns the gin.
“This will be average. It could be
alittle above.”

The bale count Monday morn-

ing at Darty:Gin was 8,800.

Ginning is about half done,
Pernell said.

A veteran of the business,
Pernell has worked at the gin 50
years -- roughly since the begin-
ning of mechanized harvesting.

Her father, the late R. D. Holly,
started the family enterprise.
Now her sons, Rick Pernell and
Randy Pernell, and a grandson,
Rance Pernell, are in the business
together.

“My dad started this,” she said.
“He bought (the gin) from a Mr.
Newton. It was a few years be-
fore I went to work here.”

Donna Pernell recalls when a
vacuum sucked cotton from trail-
ers. Nowadays, a feeder carries
the modules into the gin.

Strippers have changed too.

“You’d see strippers pulled by

tractors,” she said.

The strippers now moving

across Floyd County fields --
self-propelled machines much
larger than their two-row tractor-
pulled predecessors -- are 85-per-
cent through stripping, Donna
Pernell said.

At the McCoy Gin in Floy-
dada, Clay Lowrance, gin man-
ager, estimated that stripping
about one more week, barring
bad weather.

Then it will be “just a matter
of time, getting it all picked up
and getting it all ginned,” Low-
rance said.

“I think we’ll be real close to
what we did last year,” he said.

If the bale count exceeds last
year’s 20,960, it won’t be by
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" much -- maybe by 300 to 500

bales, Lowrance said.

“We’re probably 85 percent
irrigated,” he said. “What dry
land I’ve gotten in has probably
averaged a bale to the acre.”

An early freeze toward the
end of October blackened some
unopened bolls, hurting the crop
accordingly.

“You’re just stripping old
hickory nuts,” Lowrance said.

The bale count Monday morn-
ing at 7 a.m. was 8,923 at the
McCoy Gin.

“We should be ginning up
through Christmas,” he said.

"At the Scott Gin in Floy-
dada, owned by John and Stacie
Woelfel, the bale count Monday
was at 11,500 -- almost the half-
way mark.

“We're going to gin more than
we did last year,” said Stacie
Woelfel.

The Scott Gin bale count last
year at the end of harvest was
25,200.

At the Lockney Coop Gin,
Monday’s bale count was
10,584.

Other gins also serve Floyd
County and neighboring coun-
ties.

The prominent buildings are
symbols of an industry that is a
mainstay of the local economy --
areason to be thankful at Thanks- .
giving and again at Christmas.

Cotton money traditionally
puts Christmas spending money
in the pockets of many people
-- gin hands to farmers to local
merchants.

not in full swing. The bale count
Friday was 377.

“We expect to get more after the
cold weather last night,” Shirley
Fuller, gin secretary, said Friday.

Most of the cotton in the Estell-
ine area is dry land, Fuller said. At
the gin in Lakeview, ten miles west
of Memphis, Friday’s bale count
was 9,613 with about a third of the
crop estimated to be in.

“The quality is good,”
Starla Phillips, gin secretary.

But even good quality and de-
cent yields don’t make up for low
prices, a worldwide situation.

“The price is terrible,” Phillips
said. Cotton on the world market
soared into the 90-cent range in
March, only to drop into thc_: 30-
cent range by fall. Most farmers
are taking the government loan
price for their crops, Phillips said.
If there’s a bright spot in this year’s

said

market for cotton, it’s the price

gins are able to pay the farmers
for the seed.

At Lakeview, the price is $170
a ton -- higher than usual.

“It’s covering the ginning and

giving everybody a little seed
. check,” Phillips said.

In Memphis, at Memphis Farm-
ers Gin, the bale count was a little
over 2,000 on Friday, with many
farmers waiting on a freeze.

“That’s one thing that’s been
slowing everybody down,” said
Leah Byars, bookkeeper.

-

Last year’s total bale count at
Memphis was over 24 000.

North of the Red River, in Hol-
lis, Okla., the bale count was 5,400
Friday at the Harmon County Coop
Gin. Most of the cotton handled in
Hollis is-irrigated, meaning the
harvest is well under way.

“Seems like it’s going to be
pretty good,” said Jamie Snider,
gin manager. The cotton that
comes in later will be mostly from
non-irrigated acreage.

“We get some out of Texas that’s
not irrigated.” Snider said.

*The Harmon County Coop pays
$200 a ton for seed.

‘Fhe quality of the cotton, it’s

been good,” Snider said.
Lastyear’s bale count was near-
ly 11,000 at Hollis. On the Texas
Caprock, in the Floydada-Lockney
area, the harvest is looking good --
almost as good as last year’s crop.
The bale count Monday morning

at Barwise Gin in Floydada was -

12,985. Scott Hilburn is the gin
owner.

“For me personally, I will actu-
ally have more cotton this year

- than last year,” he said. “We lost

some last year to hail and cold
weather during planting.”

A good freeze has already been
checked off the wish list for this
year’s harvest in the Floyd County

area.

“We’ve already pretty well
had two killing freezes,” Hilburn
said. “That’s not an issue any
more. Down off the Caprock, they
needed that freeze.”

At the Farmers Coop Gin in
Floydada, expectations vary, but
the staff and farmers agree it will
be close to last year’s crop in quan-
tity -- 69,574 bales. At Lockney,
this year’s harvest is promising to
be an average year, but the drop in
the size of the crop is partly due to

. adrop in cotton acreage, based on

markets for other commodities at
the time planting decisions were
made.
