According to Ramses Noriega,

who hail organized the demon­
stration, there were members of 
at least fifty different radical 
groups represented. Among them 
were: Resistance, United Farm 
Workers’ Organizing Committee, 
the Brown Berets, and the Black 
Student's Union.

Noriega Informed us that Los 
Angeles was not the only Califor­
nia city where Chlcanos would 
take action. Demonstrations 
were also to take place In Fresno, 
San Jose, Palo Alto, San Fran­
cisco, and Berkeley.

In a further effort to demon­
strate Chicano solidarity, Nor­
iega said, somewhere tn the area 
of 200,000 Mexican-American 
students throughout California 
and the Southwest were going to 
stay out of school. From early 
reports, It appears that this tac­
tic was somewhat successful, 
with attendance tn many Fast Los 
Angeles school* drastically low­
er.

A few words more about La Rasa.
I  Rave been both congratulated and c r i t i ­

cized for  the ed ito r ia l  written by Luie G. 
Franco o f  Monterrey, N. L. which we havexun 
in the last two editions o f La Vox. I  would 
have liked  to have written such a fine  ana­
ly s is  but the honor as well as the c r i t i c i ­
sm I  leave to him.

Now I  shall be as bold as to say a f e w  
words about mv Mexican-American people o f  
the Southwest. The reason why I  so ra re l  y 
speak about La Rasa is simple — who c o u ld  
sa  ̂ they understand La Rasa?

For my part I  fee l quite ignoran' but e\wt 
in mv ignorance I  shall conment.

La rasa is a phenomenon out o f which sono- 
thing tremendous and noble is being born . 
A fte r  years o f mute suffering, a fte r  y e a r s  
o f  enduring a coarse and sordid trear me nt 
with honor and nob ility . La Rasa is  winning 
the respect o f Legis lators, Mexico, the U. 
S ., as well as o f the vulgar pueblo o f Ang- 
go—Saxons.

Hut l e t  uS speak o f cases and not causes.
The case is that we are unquestionably a- 

lienated  and isolated. Since our appeaarce 
in the U.S. we have never been an in t e g r a l  
part o f  the well to -  do or middle cla s s 
soc iety . Wha- l i t t l e  we lave, we lave ga i­
ned at the cost o f  sheer sacr if ices  — e x ­
periences tha’ w i l l  never be unders’ ood by 
the Anglo. Those o f  them who would are u e 
»ha’ 'hey had to struggle very hard f o r  
their comfort -  must understand precise 1 y 
because they who were unquestionable inte - 
gral members o f  a ’*whi eM society . w h o  
could compete adequately because o f  skin . 
background and tongue - because i f  t h e  y . 
children in the ir  own home, suffered -  h ow 
much more does an a lien  with a s tiga  h a v e  
to suffer?

English we s t i l l  cannot speak - beca u s e  
our fa hers were refused in the schools and 
our childjren today get an education geare d
fo r  the .Anglo----not for Mexicans whos e
background in their homes was a Mexican 
American one. Our language is d if feren t , 
our norms, our ideals, our l i f e  philosophy, 
—and our entire  l i f e  sty le is so vastly di­
fferent to the lack o f i t  in the Anglo 
world.

But the Anglo wrrld refuses to understand 
something as obvious -  that we are d i f f e r  - 
ent. And fo r  many more years w il l  they try' 
to mold us into their wavs. But they w il l  
never succeed. The reason being q u i  t e 
simple. For even in our poverty we s h a l l  
conduct ourselves with honor and s im plic ity  
The birthday o f  Juaniro. the celebration o f 
some memory, the sickness o f a neighbor.so­
c ia l ju s 'ice , family, church, friendship a- 
mong men o f  honor; a l l  the things that give 
us a s p i r i ’ ual sa 'is fa c t ion  are 'he m o s t  
important fo r  my people.

No, we do not lunge madly a f te r  the dol - 
la r ,  nor do we make friends for  convenien - 
ces sake; opulence neither attracts nor im­
presses us. How many times have nor o u r  
people l e f t  a lucrative  job or opportunity 
simply because they feared their honor would 
be smeared?

There w i l l  always be those who claim that 
a l l  is  we ll;  this being the case we w i  s h 
them well and a better l i f e  through decent 
means.

But the greatest par*; o f  my pueblo is far- 
g o tte n ; in su ffering. We need employment, 
houses, educaion -  in short, an opportuni- 
iy fo r  development. But we must get a l l  
this through peaceful means; just actions . 
We could never have r io ts  nor any ac t i  o n 
that would blot us with the mark o f  injust­
ice.

Ve pre fer  to su ffer  in justice than to ca­
use i ' .  Thus in years not distant we shall 
guide the unjuS' d  ies and v ic to ry  s h a l  1 
be ours.

1. A very rapid stop pushes pure unusa­
ble gasoline through the engine bee a u s e 
pressure built up in ’ he fuel pump w h i le  
the engine is turning fast w ill  push gas 
through the engine fas er than it  can b e 
burned.

2. Any quick s ’ op robs the car o f  a 
chance to coast. Obviously, coasting uses 
less  fuel ’ han driving under power. I’nfo- 
tuna»ely, the trouble with coasting is that 
you go slower and slower, and it takes a 
lo t  more gas to accelerate than i t  does to 
cruise at a steady speed. But i f  you* r e 
going to stop up ahead anvway, COAST!

3. In some situations you are approach­
ing a red l i g h t . I f  you were to zoom u p 
to it and stop quickly, you w il l  not on l y 
have to sit id ling at the l ig h t ,  but a l s o  
you w il l  have to accelerate from a s t o p  
when ’ he l igh t turns green.

So 
far, they haven’ t seen fit to do 
that.

C: Do you see an end to the 
battle”
Ch; Dh sure. It will end some­
time. We would like to see It end 
soon, but If It doesn’ t. . .w e  have 
nowhere special to go. We’ ll 
stick It out.

We 
are not about to give up.

C; But the power Is slightly 
one-sided, Isn’ t It”
Ch: Yes, especially in agricul­
ture. You see, In the cities, 
where you are concerned with 
factory owners, you can at least 
get away from the direct dom­
ination of the employer. You don’ t 
live In his camp, In his house. 
But there they own everything. 
Everything In this town Is own­
ed by growers. The power la 
awesome.

C: Is It possible to put a label 
on the machine that you are 
fighting”  What would you call It”  
Ch; It’ s an octopus, (pause) The 
growers won’ t recognize the 
union because they say that tt 
la communistic. Then they say 
there Is no strike and no boy­
cott. But then they also go to far 
as to say that If Cesar Chavez 
were white they might be w ill­
ing to talk to him. So It’ s very 
much like tn the south. There, 
to recognize a black man as a 
human being la to give up a 
piece of one’ s manhood. It’ s the 
same thing here.

C; Are you saying that the grow­
ers have their very manhood at 
stake In the fight with the union” 
It Is something more than sim­
ply an economic battle, then. 
Ch; Of course. Financially they 
can afford to recognize the union. 
There Is no question about that.

A Free Press 
interview with CESAR CHAVEZ

DELANO— The drive from the 
Los Angeles Valley, across the 
Tehachapi Mountains and down 
into the San Joaquin Valley and 
the city of Delano, la a two and a 
half hour trip Into yesterday. By 
the time one has passed through 
fifty miles of carefully cultivated 
fields of cotton, melons, and 
grapes, one begins to realize that 
the agrl-giants of California are 
the feudal lords of the twentieth 
century. Determined that se rf­
dom will prevail, these surpris­
ingly few men wield a power far 
beyond that of any Industrial 
giant. Compared to Proctor and 
Gamble, the grower* of the Kan 
Joaquin Valley are Individual 
monoliths, dedicated only to 
greed.

Seven years ago, in 1962, one 
man decided to challenge the 
previously unquestioned power of 
the agriculture Industry. Cesar 
Chavez had the Idea of building 
an organization of farm workers 
which, if It could hold together, 
would one day change the lives 
o f Its members. By winning from 
the growers a living wage, guar­
anteed working conditions, and 
guaranteed benefits, the Farm 
Workers Union would bring thou­
sands of families out of the dark­
ness of ahtstorlcal culture mark­
ed by poverty and suffering, Into 
a Ufa <>f economic security. Once 
this was accomplished, workers 
and their families would no long­
er be tied Irrevocably to the past. 
Opportunities would expand as 
poverty and dependency decreas­
ed. Farm workers could then be­
gin to share In the rewards and 
the responsibilities of c iv iliza­
tion.

Chavez started out with a 
vision. Normally, such Ideals 
and dreams fade with time, are 
compromised out of frustration, 
or are repudiated altogether. It 
la rare that a man Is able to 
struggle for so long, with no 
promise of success. The union 
has faced constant set-backs, as 
well as never ending pressure 
from the rich and radical right. 
Still, after seven years of strug­
gle, Chavez appears as deter­
mined as -ever to keep up the 
fight, even If It should cost him 
his life.

I remember when Bobble 
Kennedy was touring California 
early In 1968, before the p ri­
mary. Chavez was lr the middle 
of a L ng fast and was getting 
quite a bit of coverage from the 
media. It soon became popular 
for newsmen to cast the chicane 
leader in the ridiculous »nd whol­
ly inaccurate role of a modern 
saint. Kennedy cam* to Delano

to see Chavez, and they received 
communion together, In front of 
a news camera. The people ate It 
up, of course, with Kennedy as­
suming an attitude almost of 
deference to Chavez. Never be­
fore ha<1 the philosophy of non­
violence been quite so popular 
In America.

Then the bottom fell out. A 
few weeks later, Martin Luther 
King was dead, felled by an ass­
assin. TYien, Bobble Kennedy. 
Chicago had to happen the way It 
did. Richard Dalev or no, Am eri­
ca was going to vomit In the 
streets.

We have yet to recover from 
the blows of 1968. Violence Is 
still In the air. We seem to 
think we hive a need for It, that 
there Is no other way. The Man 
Is gripping hls stick and cursing 
under hls breath; we boll with 
frustration, anger, and fear.

Cesar Chavez and hls follow­
ers are engaged In a non-violent 
struggle against the politics of 
fear and repression. If we In 
■Ahe movement* fall to see In 
Chavez at least a ray of hope In 
the tactics of non-violence, then 
we are obviously doomed to the 
ever Increasing Ignobility and 
wasted passion of civil war.

Chavez Insists that there Is 
another way. Meanwhile, people 
on both sides are walling to see If 
he Is right.

*****
CABBELL: People who argue 
against the struggle of the farm 
workers and the union seem to 
delight tn saying that Cesar 
Chavez Is engaged primarily In a 
social movement, that the 
economic battle Is merely a front 
for revolution. Can youeomment” 
CHAVEZ: Well, It’ s very d iffi­
cult to have a social revolution. 
We would very much like to have 
one, but we are really engaged 
In an economic conflict. You 
must realize, of course, tbal 
California agriculture Is a big 
business. It Is the biggest Indus­
try there Is. And It Is not cover­
ed by any laws. Also, agricul­
ture Is the main source of em­
ployment for the poor tn Cali­
fornia. And the poor happen tube 
a minority group.

It is not only a labor dispute, 
but a legislative one as well. 
For Instance, there Isn’ t a judge 
within a hundred miles of here 
who will rule In our fevor. Then 
you have the police, the school 
boards, the water dletrlct, all 
the way, They try and choke 
you off.' So a strike In agricul­
ture Immediately becomes aclvll 
rights movement. The moment 
you raise your picket sign your 
rights as a citizen are no long-

person doesn’ t have to save face, 
because he has nothing. These 
people, however, are the pillars 
o f society. They’ ve said an aw­
ful lot of bad things about the 
union. They could not recognize 
us without losing face.

C; Do you feel that capitalism Is 
al all responsible for the plight 
o f farm workers” Does capital­
ism have to go before real pro­
gress can be achieved”
Ch; No. I can’ t make a judge­
ment like that. I think that hu­
man beings have to change. That’ s 
the only way. Another political 
form Is not really a solution at 
all. The solution Is brought about 
by people changing.

C: How do you react to being 
called a communist”  Or have you 
heard It too many times”
Ch; Pve been called a commun­
ist since 1950. What they* re say­
ing is that the union Is trying to 
build up its own economic and 
political power. This, of course, 
Is hurting the growers. We have 
heard church people stand up and 
say that the union Is communist. 
But what they are really saying 
Is that perhaps communism Is­

n’ t really so bad at all. Be- 
cuase what the people In the 
union are trying to do Is to take 
rare  of one another. So they end 
up saying, having to say, that 
what we are doing Is commun­
istic, but that the things we are 
doing are all good.

C; The United Farm Workers 
Union obviously doesn’ t relate 
very well to the Ntxon-Agnew- 
Thurmond administration..,
Ch; Nor the Reagan one.

C; Is there any national poli­
tical figure to whom you do re ­
late” To whom do you look for 
support”
Ch; The one that the people 
look to right now Is, of course, 
Edward Kennedy. But there are 
■Iso other people. Senator Mon- 
dale from Minnesota Is a good 
man. And of course, Senator 
McGovern. Yarboroi^h from 
Texas. And many others. Many 
have gone through some real 
fights for the farm workers. But 
Ted Kennedy, of course, Is the 
one whom the people look to,

C; Are you looking for him to 
run for the presidency In 1972? 
Ch; I am hoping. Yes.

C; What about the governor’ s 
race in 1970”
Ch; I don’ t know. The demo­
crats have got to come up with 
some really good programs. I 
mean, they don’ t have to burn 
the state down, but they can sure 
heat It up a ltttle.

C; Black people In the south, 
especially In the last few years, 
have been putting forth an argu­
ment that says, basically; We
have been working the land for
over 500 years. Our mothers
and fathers have died for the 
land. We have loved the land and 
we feel a part of It. Now we 
want what Is ours. What about 
the Mexican Americans In Cali­
fornia” They have made this 
state what It Is today, agricul­
turally. They have, quite litera l- 
ly, given their lives for the land. 
How do you feel about asking 
fo r, or demanding, the land which 
Is yours by virtue of your labor” 
Ch; I’ m not going to ask for any­
thing unless the workers want It. 
If they want It, they’ ll ask for It. 
(Ed. note; Later that night, at a 
farm workers meeting in Delano, 
Chavez told the workers that he 
had recently been asked by a 
reporter how he felt about the 
Idea of owning land which he had 
worked for so many years. When 
he asked the people how they 
felt, they nearly lifted the roof 
o ff the building with applause.)

C; What about the people who 
come across the border with 
green cards and work In the 
fields” Most of these people seem 
to be Ignorant of the farm work­
ers ’ struggle here In California. 
And they are economically op­
pressed In Mexico. How do you 
reach them”
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
