About a dozen
years ago, when in South Dakota, in
the “semi-arid region,”” a problem
faced him greater than any other he
had met; one before which thousands
jof people went down in defeat and
bankruptcy—the problem, hitherto
unsolved, of econducting successful
farming op=rations in a climate fur-
nishing less than eighteen inches of
rainfall per annum. It was a time
when drought dominated the thought,
social and political, of a group of
States.

Everybody gave up—except Mr.,
Campbell. He sat down and figur-
ed, then arose and stated that if peo-
ple lost crops on account of drought
in that climate it was their own fauit.
Eighteen inches of water, said he, is
eighteen hundred tons an acre; and
this is ample enough to grow crops
if it is not allowed to evaporate,

Then he began experimenting and
inventing, He published a news-
paper. He wrote and lectured, He
went to the great grain companies
in Minneapolis for assistance, and
to some extent got it. Ten years of
preaching, and the operation of mod-
el farms, has produced some impres-
sion on the public, and men in high
places in the Agricultural Depart-
ment of the General Government
have begun to believe in him.

Mr. Campbell seems to have shown
that his theory of farming in dry re.
gions is a good one, He has, year
after year, so cultivated farms that,

+ .| when the soil in other fields was dry,

in his it was moist, that, when in
other fields the crops were burned
up, in his the yield was bountiful,
And he has shown how evaporation
of moisture from the soil can be pre-
vented,

In doing this he has evolved a
theory and practice of moisture-con-
servation. His Golden Rule is:
Never for a single minule, dur-
ing the enlire year, permil the
surface of a field togive off wal-
erin evaporation.

In the first ‘pldce, says he, the soil
must be prepared for plowing by
pulverizing the top, after which it
must be plowad deeply. Then comes
in the new thing, “subsurface pack-
ing." Every forenoon just belore
dinner, and every evening before
supper, the plowman leaves his plow
and hitches his team to & machine
called a “subsurface packer,” the
urique function of which is to pack
the lower part of the furrow-slice,
while the plowing is fresh and moist,
leaving a few inches of loose soil on
the surface. This tool consists of a
large number of wheels turning
an axle, and having sharp wedges
for rims.

These operations make the soil
fine and firm, and strong in capillary
attraction, so that water in «large
quantity may be held in every square
foot of soil, and drawn up from be-
neath when oeeded, But it must be
arrested at the surface, or the thirsty
preirie wind will suck it up and carry

Light and Heat Radiation.

ANl kinds of wild game ™ in the
mountaine of West Virginla are in
danger of almost total destruction
owing to the heavy snows which for
months have covered ihelr foeding
grounds, The deer, bear, wild turk.
eys, and smallor game have boeen une
able to get at their feed of roots,
herbs, seods, grubs, ete, and In A&
great many Instances the animalas and
birds have elther been frozem or
starved to death.

The mountalneera and the farmers
living In the valleys have done w
they conld to feed the game, Home
of the farmers in Randolph, Webster,
Hampsnire, Nichols and other moun-
taln counties, are actually feeding

deer, wild turkeys, phensanis, part
ridges and other game birds as
larly as they feed their stook. Hurs

ger has made the wild things tame,
and on one farm in Randolph county,
a Mr. Arbuckle is feeding ten head
of deer, twonty wild turkeys and as
many pheasanta and several coveys
of partridges in his barnyard dally.

The country's standard,
with it thirteen stars and stripes,
which was first unfurled June 14, 1777,
Just 1206 years ago, has remained prace
tieally unchanged through the prog
resn and growth of the country of
which It saw the birth, The star
epangled banner which now floats
over Unele Sam's possessions  on
Iands and seas, 1a unaltered, with the
excaption of the number and arrange
ment of the stars, from the one which
Betay Ross, at Gen, Washington's re
gquest, made at her bome, No. 230
Arch street, Philadelphia

The device of a rattjesnake wase
popular among the colonists, and its
orlgin a8 an Amerlean emblom s
a curious feature In our national his
tory. It has been stated that {ta nss
grew out of a humorous suggestion
made by a writer In Franklin's paper
—the Pennaylvania Gazette—that, o
return for the wrongs which England
was forcing upon the colonjeis, a

sent to the mother country and “dis
tributed In 8t. James Park and other
places of pleasure.” Col Gadsden
one of the marine commiitee, pre

Early New York records speak of dif
ferent standards; indecd, the regi
ments from the different states, has
tening to Washington's ald, flaunted
flags of numerous devices, having ouly
local Interest and being only used on
the occasion tnat orlginated them.
The first striped flag was flung to
the breeze In America at Cambridge,
Mass., Washington, headquarters, Jan.
2, 1776. It had thirteen stripes, alter
nate red and white, and tae united
crosses of St George and St Andrew
on a blue fleld. When reported in
England It was alluded to as the
“thirteen rebelllous stripes.”

In 1776 a navy of seventeen vessels,
varying from ten to thirty-two guns,
was ordered. The senlor of the five
first lleutenants of the new Continent
&l navy was John Paul Jones. He left
it on record that the “"Flag of Amerl
ek was holsted by his own hands on
his vesgel, the Alfred, the first time
it was ever displayed by s man-of
woawr., This was probably the same de
slgn as the Cambridge tag uscd in
January, 1776,

We now come to the time when the
crosses of SL George and St. Andrew
were taken from the Unfon fag and
a blue field with white stars substi-
tuted for the symbol of English aa-
thority. One hundred and twenty-five
years ago this June 14 the American
congreas, in sesslon at Philadelpaia,
resolved “that the flag of the United
Btates be thirtecn stripes, alternate
red and white; the unicn to be thir
teen stars, white, on a blue feld,
representing a new constellation, the
slars to be arranged In a circle”
Betsy Ross enthuslastically under
took the work, and In a few days =a
beautiful star-spangled banner was
ready to be unfurled.

Any soll,
however, will do, if not exceedingly
heavy, The ground ghould be well
prepared, which is the requisite for al-
moat any crop.

vented. The following methods for
prevention are suggested:

Firast, Fyery ranch should bave a
hospital pasture situated on high, dry
ground, woll drained and without any
poola or ponds; it shonld ba supplied
with ralsed troughs for watering and
feeding, and the water supply should
come from a well, This pasture should
not drain into any pasture In which
healthy stock are feeding,

Second, Awx soon ns any sick animal
is notlced In the large pasture It
ghould immedlately be separated from
the healthy stock and taken to the
hoapital pasture. To allow slck anl-
mals to run at large wilth healthy
stock means to deliberately permit the
gprend of Infection in the pastures
and thus endanger the well animale,

Third, Proper watering places
should be supplied In the Iarge pas-
tures by digging wells and erecting
windmlilla to pump the water Into
tanks, These tanks should be ralsed
above the ground so that they can-
not become contaminated with the
droppings from animais belng washed
Into them by ralns and floods,

Fourth. Select high, sloping ground
for pasture when this Is possible. Low
pasturea should be properly dralned.

Firth. Burn the pastures regularly,
thoroughly and systematieally.

W. A. Henry in Feeds and
Feeding: Konlg gives the composition
of ewo's milk as follows (per cent):
Water, 80.82; casein and albumen,
6.62; fat, 6.88; sugar, 4.81; ash, .89,
This was the result of 32 apnalyses,
The avernge of 793 samples of cow's
milk was as follows: Water, 87.17:
easein and albumen, 8.65; fat, 8.65;
sugar, 4.88; ash, .71. In America sheep
are not generally used for producing
milk for man, as In many districts
abroad, especially In mountain reglons,
where this milk ls extensively em-
ployed, partly for direct consumption,
and partly for the manufacture of
cheese, Ewe's milk differs from cow's
milk mainly in its greater proportion
of fat and protein. Much higher
percentages than the above have often
been found by fnvestigators, The
yleld of milk by sheep will vary great-
ly according to the condition of feed
und breed. Martiny states that the
yleld of Frieslan milk sheep in West-
phalia, Germuny, is about four quarts
of milk dally for four montha. These
sheep lamb once a year, dropplng two
or three lambs. Thres sheep are es-
timated to consume a5 much feed as
one cow, Ordinary sheep yleld from
100 to 1350 pounds of milk per year,
while the milk breeds produce 300
pounds er more,

The Cow's Digrative Muchinery.

The digestive apparatus of the cow
is something to carefully conslder
when buying a cow or when breeding.
The powerful digestive system |s need-
ad In the dairy that the most may be
made out of the feed. The large eater
is the cow that makes the most money
for her owner. Some cows have diges-
tive systemms of such weakuess that
they are easlly foundered, They go
‘off feed” at every opportunity, and
thelr milk yleld Is decreased in conse-
yuenecs, On the other hand, there are
cowe that can eat any amount and
never be disturbed by it. The owner
once had such a cow. One night she
Bot loose and found her wuy to the
feed bins and boxes. Bhe proceeded
to fill up in the most complete man-
ner, In the morning she met her own-
er at the door. She was evidently
packed as full of corn meal and mid-
dlings as she could be, with nothing
but breuthing room left. A foundered
cow wis the expected result of the
feasting. The animal, however, ex-
perienced no inconvenlences from tte
gorging, and the next day was ready
for her accustomed ration, Sbhe was a
large producer of very rich milk.

cream., Sublracting the 30 pounds

If the question means how can you
reduce 32 per cent to 20 per cent
cream, it may be answared as follows:

First, find how many pounds
of fat there are In thoe §6 pounds of 32
per cent cream; carrying out the mul-
tipllcation—85 by 32, gives 27.2 pounds
of fat.

The formation of fat
s mixed up with the bullding up and
breaking down of cells, But the ma-
terial for this work must come from
the blood.

The selection of the brood sow
the most important factor and s
where the average farmer makes a
most serlous mistake by selecting the
gecond or third class sow plgs for
bresders, because if in buying them
they get them for less money, or in
keeping them from their own herd, the
better individuals sell for more money,
The fact of the matier is, these are
the most expensive anlmals to be re
talned or bought for breeding pur-
poses. If we select runts or second or
third class sows (as like begets like),
in & short time we have our farms
overrun with a very inferlor class of
hogs which will be several years be-
hind in improvement.
