In these columnsI have tried
to .show that the independent
community hank, n hank like
Haskell National Bank, has a
role to play in its community
which cannot be matched by
any large city branch.

I have heard argumentsthat
the larger city bank can offer
our customers more effective
service, simply because it is
larger. It has been suggested
that a branch or a bank which
Is part of a holding company-c-an

do more for all its custom
ers, more for Its stateeconomy,
than the independent.

Let mo say right now that this
just isn't so And that isn't just

Another expert, the Federal
Reserve Bank of Philadelphia,
in a recentstudy concluded that
expandedbranching of banks
within a state has no effect on
the growth of the state. Fur-
ther, the study shows that there
would bo no cost difference in
such a system costs to the
customer would be the same.
