Tuesday morning, It Is evident,
therefore, that while the sun wWas in
the unknown sbyves between west and
east he dropped the attribute  of mak-
ing the timo at all places directly
under his rays Monday noon and
took to himself the atiribute of mak-
ing It Tuesday noon

An the confines of the

Starved on Condensed Milk,

«.  Dr. Raymond of the Hrooklyn Hoard
of Health, hias, according to the Eagle.
investigated the 668 deaths among
children under two years old due te
cholera infantum, dinrrhea and other
similar diseases,

He ascertained that fully 80 per cent
of these children had bheen fed on con-
densed mlilk, 10 per cent were nurs
Ing Infants and the remalnder were
nourished by wvarlous prepared baby
foods.

Most of the condensed milk used
was of the canned verlety, deperding
on the jarge amount of sugar in It to
preserve it. The mothers were aee
customed to dilute this In ten pars
of water In this form It was fed to
the child, Owing to the swoelness of
the mixture the children Hked It, of
eourse, and seemad to thrive, as the
sugar fattened them. But there Is a
preponderance of easeln In condensed
milk whiech Is not digeatible. There
is also an absence of fut. Hopee the
children, who had beon fed with thls
food preseoted broken down gysteis
to the summer heat acd could not
stand the strain.  Death followed.

ciitural colleges that make pauliry
oulture a branch of instructlom. We
are strongly of the opinlon that muca
of the judging at poultry shows (s of
o very unscientifie eharacter. Cop-
tainly no one should be salected os &
ndge wha {s not fully qualited aund
because o wan bns raised poultey all
hls life Is no reason why he slhould
be selected as a judge. He me o have
been following erroneous methods all
his life. Of ecourse, we rocognize the
fact that after a judge Is Nesnsed
there will be no way of compelling the
managers of poultry shows to hirve
hina for the work of judging The
morg! effect, however, of having the
