For those who didn’t see the trees
coming down at the courthouse, the
pictures on the front page will surprise
you. For those of you who did see the
trees coming down, I want to use this
column to explain what is going on.

Anyone who has kept up on the
news in Floyd County knows there has
been a fund raiser going on for a Vet-
erans Memorial to be placed on the
courthouse lawn. It has been a gigan-
tic undertaking by Skyler Cornelius
for his 4-H Citizenship Project--and
also just because he felt like it was
something that needed to be done for
the veterans. He has been assisted by
his mother, Julianne. The two of them
together have logged in about 1,000
hours getting this project completed.
The ceremony for the dedication will
be something that Floyd County will
be very proud of. It will include,
among other things, a military color
guard and flyover.

Skyler and Julianne were greatly
assisted in the project by a Veterans
.Memorial Board, consisting of 25 jun-
ior 4-H members and 23 adult mem-
bers. Many of the adult members were
part of the Floyd County Museum
Board. The fund raising was done
under the tax exempt umbrella of the
'Floyd County Museum. When the
promotion started for the fund raiser
it was assumed by many that the me-
morial would be placed at the front of
the courthouse.

In April a push was started by some
to have the memorial placed on the
side of the courthouse--facing The
Hesperian. The ones who wanted the
memorial placed there felt it would be
easier for parking, out of the way of
pedestrian traffic and in a spot more
conducive to ineditation.

Skyler still preferred the front of the
courthouse but maintained that he
would abide by the vote of the veter-
ans board. The last thing Skyler, or
anyone else, wanted was for there to
be any type of argument over the
placement, which he felt would only
tarnish the tribute he and others were
trying to pay to the veterans.

On August 27, the board met.
Monte Williams, the Museum Board
president, made a motion to place the
memorial on the north side of the
courthouse. Because the company
making the memorial says it cannot
guarantee the finish on the granite if

it is subjected to tree sap and lots of
bird droppings, the motion also in-
cluded removal of two trees.

Clar Schacht and Skyler Cornelius
made the motion to place the memo-
rial on the west side of the front lawn
of the courthouse.

A vote was taken. A secret ballot
revealed 17 for Skyler’s motion and
21 for Monte’s motion.

Monte Williams then went to the
Commissioner’s Court and asked per-
mission to cut down the trees for the
monument. Commissioners Gilly and
Gilroy were not very happy about the
request but decided they would abide
by the board’s vote. Commissioner
Jones was not present for the meet-
ing. Gilroy, Gilly, and Bearden all
voted in favor of removing the trees
(one was dying), and approving the
memorial board’s vote.

I didn’t write about it right away--
but I should have. Now the trees are
down and there are many in the com-
munity who are upset about the place-
ment of the memorial. For those who
had assumed all along the memorial
was going in the front of the court-
house, this decision came as a shock.

I should have reported the facts in
a more timely manner, and it would
not have been such a shock to see the
trees come down. I have heard that
more trees will be planted.

The important thing to remember of
course, is not who wants the memo-
rial in this spot--or who wants the me-
morial in that spot--but which spot
would pay the greatest tribute to our
veterans. There will be many differ-
ent opinions, but I do know that in the
end the community will come together
to do what they have always wanted
to do and this is to honor the men and
women who have fought and died so
we could live freely in a community
like this.

- It is precisely because we are so
grateful that it becomes an emotional
issue. We Americans are an emotional
people. We cry at the sight of our flag,
We cry while singing our National
Anthem. We cry. .when.we lift our
voices in prayer, and we cry at the

sound of taps. It is because we love -

our country that we are determined to
remember our veterans. This memo-
rial is going to be wonderful, and I
can’t wait to see it--no matter where
it sits.

It’s always news, or it should be
news, when a war that seemed inevi-
table is somehow avoided. Saddam
Hussein has agreed to allow United
Nations inspectors back into Iraq with
unfettered ‘access. That, for the mo-
ment, should satisfy the moment. It
will be important, now, that President
Bush not over-egg his pudding.

The President, in our estimation,
made an excellent speech to the
United Nations. He put the onus where
it belonged, in this instance, and, if
we may say so, handled the matter of
Iraq about as skillfully as it could be
handled. It worked. In the final analy-
sis, from a purely political standpoint,
Bush came out in better shape than
when he went in.

We went into Iraq in the first place
under a resolution passed by the
United Nations giving authority, if we

can call it that, to the world commu-
nity to remove Saddam Hussein’s
forces from Kuwait. The resolution
said nothing about removing Saddam
from power, nor did it give the world
community authority to indefinitely
occupy Iraq. True, the resolution was
enforced primarily by the United
States, but we had help both in fight-
ing the war and in paying for it. And
true, Saddam has ignored agreements
he entered into at that war’s end.

The United Nations, if it had the
authority to institute action against
Irag over the Kuwait invasion, most
certainly had, and has, the authority
to enforce the peace that followed.
Saddam has not kept his agreements
concerning the peace, and the United
Nations has not insisted on his keep-
ing his agreements.

Bush, in our opinion, has every right

to insist that the UN enforce its reso-
lutions, but he had no right, and has
no right, to take the United States into
war without the express consent of the
American people. We have said be-
fore, probably many times, that if
American blood is going to be spilled,
Americans ought to make the deci-
sion. We felt that way about the Ko-
rean war, we felt that way about the
Vietnam war, and we feel that way
about the current situation. It now ap-
pears that the President is on track in
handling the matter properly. He told
the UN they had an obligation to en-
force its own resolutions, and he says
he will be bound by what our elected
representatives decide following that.

We must confess that we have al-
ways been of the opinion that we
ought to “get out of the UN and get
the UN out of the United States”, but

it is there and we are there. We were
one of the founding nations, we are
one of the five permanent members
of the Security Council with power to
veto any actions by that same Secu-
rity Council. We have seldom exer-
cised that right, except when Israel
wanted us to do so, but other nations
have. The old Soviet Union was fa-
mous for its “nyet” vote on any mat-
ter they thought might make things
run more smoothly. For many years,
in our opinion, the United Nations has
been little more than an expensive
forum for meaningless chatter. If it is
to continue to exist, the United Na-
tions must say what it means, and
mean what it says. Otherwise, the
world would be better off without it.

Fortunately, and at long last, the UN
has served its purpose simply by be-
ing there.

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2002 Capitol Omament
is now available for sale

The 2002 Capitol Ornament is the
Texas State Capitol Door Hinge, a
copy of the hardware used through-
out the Capitol.

The ornament comes in a black and
gold presentation box with a copy of
a hinge in black on gold on the cover.

They are available at the Floyd
County Museum.

This year's commemorative orna-
ment captures many of the elaborate
architectural features of the building
including the door hinges, monumen-
tal door frames topped with intricate
wood pediments and exquisite acid-
etched glass door lights.

Over four hundred beautifully
carved wood door frames, like the one
-that acts as a backdrop. for the orna-
ment, grace the entrances to Capitol
rooms. Many of the doors feature
elaborate custom-designed bronze
hinges, produced especially for the
building by Sargent and Co. of New
Haven, Connecticut, in the late 1880s.
Originally, each loose-joint hinge was

secured with five screws that mea-
sured two and one-quarter inches
each, but were replaced with special
security screws during the 1990s
Capitol restoration. Highlighted in
black, the eight inch by eight inch
hinges are inscribed with the words
"Texas Capitol" and weigh over seven
pounds each. The acorn-tipped hinges
and other Capitol hardware are deco-
rated with incised designs of geomet-
apie.andrsty lized floral motifs. « e »

‘The s_tyle of decoration reflects the
fashion of the late 1880s which was
moving away from the Renaissance
Revival style found in the building's
interior architecture towards a simpler
decoration now referred to as Aes-
thetic Movement and Modern Gothic.
Souvenir hunters and building
remodelings have been the chief
causes for the depletion of original
hardware. When necessary, exact re-
productions are made using original
glass molds.

Many Capitol doors are topped with
large hand-carved pediments like the
one pictured at the top of the orna-
ment. The majority are made of oak
and provide an ornamental entrance
to offices in the building.

The Texas Capitol originally was
piped for gas because electricity was
thought to be a passing fad. Thus,
Capitol architect E.E. Myers designed
acid-etched glass door lights to allow
natural light to filter through the heavy
wood doors into Capitol offices. Ex-
amples of the intricate acid-etched
designs flank both sides of the hinge
on the ornament. Although the de-
signer of the glass is unknown, it was
described in the original building
specifications as, "English plate glass,
six pounds to the square foot." This
highly-decorative embossed glass
probably was manufactured in Bel-
gium and was purchased from Edward
A. Boyd and Sons of England. A Texas
state seal is proudly centered in the
design of each rectangular glass panel.

With fall weather and football
games, tailgate parties become popu-
lar activities. "Tailgating" can be full
of good food, friends and happy
memories. Don't let your tailgate party
be spoiled by foodborne illness.

Melissa Long, of Texas Cooperative
Extension, Floyd County, says that
foodborne illness causes stomach
cramps, diarrhea, nausea, headaches,
fever,-and even vomiting. It results
from improper handling and cooking
of foods and can occur as soon as a
few hours or as long as a few days
after eating contaminated food.

The bacteria that cause foodborne
illnesses grow most rapidly at tem-
peratures between 40 degrees F and
140 degrees F. This is known as the
temperature "danger zone." Food pre-
pared for tailgate parties or any out-
door eating event can reach danger
zone temperatures even when the
weather is cool.

Almost any food can carry harmful
bacteria, but foods that are moist and
contain protein such as meat, fish, sea-
food, poultry, eggs, and dairy prod-
ucts are most perishable. Other foods
such as cooked vegetable dishes can
also be suspect. They should not-b&
left in the danger zone for more than
2 hours or 1 hour in hot weather.

Dishes containing these perishable
foods should be kept either hot (above
140 degrees F) or cold (below 40 de-
grees F). Try to prepare just enough
food to serve your guests. It may be
safest to discard any leftovers.

Popular items such as chili, stew,
soup, and dips can be kept hot in a
thermos if it has no cracks or leaks.
Keep the thermos clean and check for
a tight seal. Rinse it with boiling wa-
ter just before filling it with the steam-
ing hot food.

Hot casseroles can be wrapped in

several layers of aluminum foil fol-
lowed by newspapers and a towel to
keep them hot. Plan to serve immedi-
ately after arriving. Do not let the cas-
serole fall into the temperature dan-
ger zone for more than 2 hours.

Cold food can be transported in a
cooler filled with ice or cold packs to
keep it below 40 degrees F. Pack the
food in shallow containers and pre-
chill before placing in the cooler. Keep
sandwiches, deviled eggs, dips made
from dairy products, or other perish-
able foods cold or eat them within 2
hours

Watch the clock on fast food or deli

purchases. Whatever, you select, pick
it up immediately before the event and
eat within 2 hours. If you purchase
them in advance, refrigerate and then
reheat the foods.

When the party begins, use safe
food handling practices. If you don't
have hot or cold storage, plan on non-
perishable foods such as canned or
dried meats, fruits and vegetables,
breads, cereai mixes, nuts, popcorn,
or peanut butter.

Keep hands, utensils, and dinner-
ware clean. Disposable dinnerware
and utensils make it easier. Spread a
cléan tablecloth on the tailgate or table
and enjoy.

Disaster Aid; yes, no, maybe?.. continued

Last week we noted that the road
to securing Crop Loss Disaster Assis-
tance for the 2001 and 2002 crop years
had so far been one with more twists,
turns and detours than usual.

It was also noted that should the
Senate finally approve the measure as
an amendment to the Interior Appro-
priations Bill, which they did by a vote
of 79-16 earlier this week, that it could
signal the homestretch for this criti-
cally needed assistance package.

At the time of this writing the full
Senate, due to unresolved differences
on other jssues, has not approved the
Interior Appropriations Bill.

While the Interior Appropriations
Bill is still the number one candidate
to carry the Disaster provision, there

is some speculation that it may not be
the vehicle that finally carries the di-
saster package across the finish line.

There is always the chance that the
wheels could fall off either in Con-
ference, if it gets that far, or elsewhere
that would require a change in ap-
proach. Most observers still feel that
the assistance will be approved sooner
or later. The question of when it will
arrive and what appropriations pack-
age it is included with is still uncer-
tain.

Plains Cotton Growers continues
to push the importance of disaster as-
sistance to growers who continue to
drag carryover debt from losses in-
curred in 2001 forward.

DCP signup period approaching,
growers urged to get prepared

- Nobody can say for certain what
the sign-up process for the new Farm
Bill will entail or how fast the pro-
cess can be completed. One thing that
is for certain is that a little homework
beforehand will most definitely ease
the process and make things easier for
both grower and farm Service Agency
employees gearing up to help them.

Among the important pieces of the
puzzle that growers need to try to get
completed is the updating of Power
of Attorney forms and the gathering
of planting and yield data the 1998-
2001 growing seasons.

With those pieces in place the Sign-
up process should be accelerated con-

siderably. Growers wanting to make
the process even easier will also uti-
lize one of the many Base/Yield Up-
date calculators available on the In-
ternet, Doing so can help a grower fig-
ure out which Base and Yield rate op-
tion will be the best choice for their
farm.

Some growers might wonder why
they should go through the process of
running . Base/Yield comparison
when many of the rules governing the
calculations are still in the formative
stage. The answer is simply that even
though some changes will no doubt
be made the results they receive will
provide the clearest picture of how the
new program can impact their opera-
tions.

US. WTO negotiating position meeting

When the Farm Security and Rural
Investment Act of 2002 was approved
the vocal reaction from our competi-
tors signaled that U.S. policy might
have finally found an effective balance
between protecting U.S. growers and
maintaining a competitive position in
the world marketplace.

It appears that the same can be said
about the U.S. negotiating position at
the recently opened agricultural trade
talks in Geneva, Switzerland.

The U.S. position is being called the
“Swiss formula” for reducing tariffs
and boils down to a requirement that
countries with the highest tariffs
would have to make the steepest cuts
to achieve an average tariff rate of 25
percent on agricultural products.

Even though the new U.S. position
is not nearly as strong as the line Plains
Cotton Growers has advocated it is a
step in the right direction.

PCG continues to take every oppor-
tunity to advance the thought that fur-
ther cuts to U.S. tariff rates should not
be considered until countries, with
higher tariff rates, make the cuts nec-
essary to reach our level.

Vocal opponents of the proposal
include the European Union, Japan

resistance from the usual suspects

and India who prefer the “linear” ap-
proach agreed to during the Uruguay
Round of WTO talks.

World Trade Organization rules
agreed to during the Uruguay Round
of trade talks tied the U.S. to a “lin-
ear” approach for achieving reduc-
tions in tariffs and domestic agricul-
tural support.

That “linear” approach also effec-
tively locked in the advantageous
trade policies of other countries over
the U.S. by requiring the same per-
centage cuts to considerably lower
U.S. tariff rates. -

Keeping their advantage in this area
is also why the newly unveiled U.S.
position advocating an average tariff
rate target of 25 percent for all coun-
tries has met with such resistance.
Those countries that hold the advan-
tage under the current system would
be the ones to make the most signifi-
cant changes under the “Swiss for-
mula” advocated by the U.S.

There is a long way to go before the
agricultural trade talks are completed,
but it is nice to know that our negotia-
tors are, for the moment, delivering a
message U.S. growers like to hear:
“We’ve done our part, now it’s your
turn.”

When you are young and healthy,
you just don't expect to get sick. And
then you find out you have multiple
sclerosis, or you have a stroke, or you
seriously injure yourself in a car acci-
dent and are confined to a wheelchair.
Yesterday you were an independent,
successful person bringing home your
own paycheck. Today, and for the
foreseeable future, you are just too
sick to work. There are few things
more terrifying than losing your abil-
ity to function. And, one of your first
fears is not knowing how you are go-
ing to be able to live without an in-
come. Where are you going to get the
help you need?

You probably never gave a second
thought to the disability insurance you
were purchasing each month when
you paid your Social Security taxes.
Few workers have private disability
insurance, but almost all workers have
Social Security disability protection.
This protection is worth about
$220,000 for an average income
earner with a spouse and two children.
In fact, more than five million dis-
abled workers under 65 and 1.6 mil-
lion dependents (including more than
a million children) receive Social Se-

curity. The average monthly payment
to a disabled worker is $786 and to a
disabled worker with a family is
$1,310. A worker who receives dis-
ability payments for two years also
becomes eligible for Medicare.

To be eligible for Social Security
disability benefits, Social Security
must find that you are unable to do
any substantial work because of one
or more medical conditions that has
lasted or can be expected to last 12
months or to end in death. This deci-
sion will be made based on medical
and other evidence. It may take into
account your age, education, past
work experience and any skills that
could help you get another job.

If you think your health will keep
you off work for at least a year or
cause your death, you should call So-
cial Security at 1-800-772-1213 to ask
about filing for Social Security dis-
ability benefits. Also, if you have low
income and few resources, ask if you
would qualify for Supplemental Se-
curity Income disability payments.
Until you can return to work, Social
Security may be able to provide you
with the income protection you need.
