Most of the members of
the committee feel that unless great
ecare shall be exercised In providing
for the sale of this immense amount
of property not only will great injus-
tice be done the Indians, but that, at
the cost of A song comparatively, a
gigantle coal monopoly will be estab-
lished and perpetuated In the South
west,

What the solution of the problem
will be no one will venture to prediet,
but it is not belleved that a majority
of the committee will favor the appro-
priation to give the lessces a prefer
entinl right to buy the lands at a
price to be fixed by three appralsers,
one of whom {5 to be named by them-
selves,

Most of the Bouthern Representa-
tives were there as well as a number
of senntors from that section, and In
addition veterinarinns and agricultural
solentists who have spent years In the
effort to combat the pest

Mr. Burleson of Texas was chosen
chalrman, Mr. Ransdell of Loulsiana
explained briefly the purpose of the
conference and afterward a number of
sclentists, Ineluding Mr, Melvin, chief
of the Burean of Animal [ndustry,
made statements,

All of these statements, most of
which were the recitals of actual ex
perience, showed that the situation is
& most serlous one, in that not only 18
the prosperity of the llvestock Indus-
try menaced, but of the agricultural
industry as well. Mr, Ransdell, for
example, remarked that because of the
ravages of the boll weevll as well as
hecause of the need of diversifying the
crops that the fertility of soll should
be preserved It was necessary  that
farmers should engage largely In
stock ralsing, But, he declared, the
presence of the tlek which produced
aplenetie or Texns fever made stock
ralalng unprofitabile,

It was admitied by every one who
gpoke that no quarantine agalnst eat-
tle subject to Texas fover was war-
1anted, but the fact that the Govern:
ment Instituted a quarantine, It was
held war a sufficlent resson why the
Government should at least co-operate
with the Btate governments In an ef-
fort to exterminate these teks., As
to the practicavility of exterminuting
these ticks, all were in agreement that
it could be done. It wins shown by
the veterinarians nnd sclentists that
the ticks could live only on the bodies
of animals that when they dropped to
the ground ‘“ey soon etarved to death.
The remed) ‘iorefore, or at least one
remedy, wal o move cattle from one
pasture to another.

AHIRIOAN AND OIHHQN R. R,

Report of Pruulam Sent Hare to
Study American quwan.

Berlin —Privy Councillors M. Hofl-
man and F. W. Bohwabach, whom
the Prossian government sent to the
United Btates in 1004 to study Ameri-
oan rallway systems, hinve just pub-
lished an exhaustive work on thelr
findiogs, which Is stiracting stten-
tion In the German pross,

Herr Hoffinan and Bohwabach
make many striking comparisons of
the American and Prossisn rallways,
often to the dissdvautage of the
former. They quote statisties to
show that per million passengers car-
rled, the Amerlean roads killed aix
times and  wounded twenty-nine
times as many of them as the Prus-
sinn roads,

The writers found that the average
passenger rate in America was 2.2
cents per mile againat 0.88 ocents in
Prussia while freight rates nominally
avernge 0.78 cenis per ton per mile in
the Unbred Sintes against 1:80 in
Prassin. This compurison, the aath-
ors aflicm, Is fallaclous because It ig-
nores some essentinl facts, The
American siutistios, they say, include
frelght carried for the rallronds them-
selves, while the Prussian statistics
show only pay freight.

On the other hand the Amerlcan
statistios do not Include bigh class
goods oarrled by express companies
which class is ineluded in the PPrus-
sian figures. Furthermore they say
the American roads reesive immenne
sumas for carrying the malls and the
Prussian lines almost nothing snd be-
aldes the Intter earey » volume of pos-
tal packages for which the American
ronds got lurge extrs sums (rom the
express compnuies,

The original cost of construction of
the Prussian lines was 58 per ocent
higher per mile than that of the
Amerlean ratlronds,  Ir conditions
were equalized at nil theso polots, M.
Hoffman and Bchwabnelh figure that
the American avernge for freight
would be 1.4 cents per ton per mile
nud that of Prossia 0,05,
