“6. We estimate there is to be

open items on the assessment rolls,
which will cover from 1,500 to 4,500
property descriptions.
© “7. There should be collected be-
fore the work shall have been com-

Beautiful Small Home With

By careful planning, the
average home builder may
construct an attractively dif-
ferent home with six rooms,
bath and sun parlor, on a floor
plan of not more than 25 by
24 feet in dimensions. The
dimensions of the home may
vary according to the num-

ber of rooms, but if the build-|

er will study house plans and |

lay-outs, he will find that
many of the most attractive
homes are not always the
largest.

If you are planning to build

this Spring, you are urged to

study every plan available be-
fore making your own lay-

out.
The Hillsboro Is Small

The Hillsboro, illustrated on an
adjacent column, is a splendid ex-
ample of the well-planned attrac-
tive small home. The Hillsboro
contains six rooms, bath and sun
parlor. The sleeping rooms and
bath are on the second floor.

Each of the floors is laid out to
take advantage of the space with-
out waste of material. The house
is approximately square, being 24
by 25 feet in dimensions. Most ar-
chitects and builders consider the
square house to be a most economi-
cal one because a minimum of
roofing and foundation walls are
needed. These two items increase
considerably the final cost of the
house.

The Hillsboro is a house that will
fit very satisfactory on a medium
size lot. It’s appearance from the
street is striking, the roof lines, the
stone chimney and the well placed
windows all combine to give the
dwelling a pleasing appearance.
From the side and rear the Hills-
boro is equally satisfactory in de-
sign.

Conveniently Arranged

The home builder will be pleased
with the interior arrangements of
the Hillsboro. The sun parlor, 8
feet by 10 feet in dimensions, occu-
pies space immediately to the right
of the entrance. The living room
opens off the vestibule and is 17
feet 6 inches by 12 feet 6 inches in
size. This room is well lighted by
windows on two sides and by the
light from the sun parlor.

The plastered walls of the living
room have been tinted and are
r--eled with moulding. The floor

is consti.icted of hard wood. Elec-|.

trical out.zts are found at conven-
jent intervels around the room so
that the home owner can use an
abundance of floor lamps should
he so desire.

A brick fireplace is an added fea-
ture that increases the appeal of the
living room.

The staircase leading to the floor
above is at the right of the living
room. It runs up to a broad land-
ing, lighted by a window. The
staircase makes a square turn when

ascending further to the second
floor.
Behind the living room is the|

dining room, well lighted by three
windows at one side and a pair of
French doors at the rear. The
doors lead out to a grass tlerrace
where meals may be served on hot
summer days.

To the right is a kitchen, ap-
proached through a swinging door.
The kitchen is approximately the
same size as the dining room and
is also well lighted by windows on
two sides. At the other side of the
room is the sink flanked on each
side by pantry cases or built-in cup-
boards this group completely fill-
‘ing the end of the room.

At the rear is a door leading out
on a small back porch. A table un-
der a window and the gas range in
the inner corner of the room com-
plete the layout of this workshop
“of the home.

A swinging door leads to a ser-
vicé hall beneath the staircase.
From here steps lead down to a
landing, thence to the basement. A
side door on the grade opens fo
this service landing. 3

Three Chambers Above"
* On the second floor are three
sleeping rooms, each with cross ven-
tilation and ample closet space.

The floors are hard wood while
the walls are papered in attractive
designs. Each room will hold com-~
fortably the usual array of furni-
ture that is found in the chamber
without crowding, yet none of these
rooms is so large that heating is
difficult. \

\The bath is in the front of the
house, just off the staircase. It con-
tains a built-in tub. The floor is
tiled in an attractive design. The
wainscot is constructed of tiled wall
board while the plaster walls above
are enameled.

The heating plant is located in
the center of the fully excavated
basement. The floors have been
cemented and the space is open ex-
cept for the space occupied by the
fuel which is in the corner under
the sun parlor.

The laundry is situated in the
rear' of the basement. Two built-
in laundry tubs comprise the equip-
ment for this portion of the house-
work. There is ample room for dry-
ing clothes indoors if that be nec-
essary.

The foundation walls and footings
of the Hillsboro are concrete.

Windows Are Important Element

In Home Building Construction

Most of us accept the doors and |

windows of the home as a matter
of course. It has never occurred to
us that these essentials of the home
deserve careful thought and that
when the architect designs the
home, he takes pains to locate each
with several factors in mind.

In the first place, the exterior
appearance of the windows must be
satisfactory. The view of the pass-
er-by must be such that the win-
dows are placed effectively to bal-
ance against themselves or the wall
masses.

In the prim more formal colonial
house the door is placed in the cen-
ter and the windows carefully spac-
ed at each side. The location is all
gemmetrically worked out so that
balance is correct.

The English type house does not
have this painstaking care in locat-
ing the windows for the windows
apparently are located entirely with
reference to the requirements with-
in, yet it will be seen that they are
really located effectively to convey
that informal, hospitable spirit that
goes with the English type home.

More Windows

Modern tendencies in architecture
call for more windows that were
formerly deemed necessary. In-
stead of having one window to an
opening, the new house is being
in
an opening. The windows, too, are
not so high as previously but are
shorter and morg broad.

In the old days, high ceilings were
the rule and it was necessary to
make the windows high and narrow
in order to aid the appearance of
the interior walls. Since modern
construction has reduced the height
of the ceiling because it is added
expense to heat the extra cubit feet
of air above the windows are now
shorter.

Modern weather stripping and

ment windows are steel with small
panes of glass which prevent the
entrance of intruders.

insulation have made increased
window areas feasible. The pro-
tection of weather stripping allows
less air to enter at the joints be-
tween the sash and the jambs, head
and sills. The window areas can
be increased without detriment to
the temperatures of the interior of
the house.

The windows to be selected for
the house are divided into two
classes. They may be the case-
ment type or the double-hung.

The casement window has long
been used in archiecture and, in-
deed,. the history of the casement
window architecture is largely of the
casement window. Back in the mid-
dle ages, the double-hung window
was unknown. It was only about
the time of the reign of William
and Mary in England that the dou-
ble hung window became popular—
for political reasons, it is claimed
by some authorities. The double-
hung, or guillitine window, as it is
sometimes called, was developed by
the Dutch and was introduced in
the United States during its early
history.

During the past one hundred
years or so the double hung win-
dow has been the favored window
of the home owner. The popular-
ity of the casement window has on-
ly been recent and has perhaps been
inspired by the advertisements of
the manufacturers of the steel
casement window. :

Casements Popular

That the casement window has
many advantages both practical and
ornamental, is conceded. The steel
casement window, due to its cost,
was first found only in the homes
of the wealthy but modern methods
of production have now placed it
within the reach of all home build-
ers.

The casement window is best ex- ||

emplified in the English house.
While double hung sash are correct
in this type of dwelling, the case-
ment is the traditional window for
the English house.

The use of small panes of glass
in the window is growing in popu-
larity. Much of this is due to the
feeling that comes with the narrow
muntins and the small panes which
pattern the light and color of the

wide blank lights of glass can never
attain. Small panes give texture
to the window opening and variety
instead of monotony.

Stock sizes of windows will always
be chosen by the careful home
builder because the cost of stock
material is lower that the especially
built sizes. Stock sizes are readily
available at building supply houses
which insures delivery as needed.

DRAPERIES AND CURTAINS
ADD LIFE TO EVERY ROOM |
The construction of a new home
logically calls for an entirely new
assortment of draperies and glass
curtains. To use old ones may be
economy but often not in the best
of taste, as the old draperies may
not be suitable for the windows of
the new home.

Draperies and curtains add color |
and pattern in just the right places |
in the room to make them effective
as decorative factors. Colors a,nd{
design through the use of draperies
enhance the attractiveness of win-
dows which are often the only
prominent feature of the room.

Since windows are generally plac-
ed to balance, colors and design are
expertly placed to be most effective
Ordinarilly the more simple hang-
ings are most suitable for a room.
Plenty of fullness both in the glass
curtains and draperies is usually es-
sential.

We then
worked out the other plans. I
gave the boys instructions and paid
them twenty-five cents per hour for
their labor.

Angelo he was buying fur, “fleece
from tender lambs.” Theory of po-
lice officers and Texas Rangers,
who were rushed to the territory
vhere the bodies were found, is that
‘his * latest victim, who carried a
arge sum of currency, was murder-
«d in some oil field point, hundreds
f miles from where the body was
ound. Stories of a woman and a
rang of gamblers figure in the
lender clues that have been de-
eloped. Once he was lured into

he “wide open spaces” near San

ingelo, the gang is believed to have
obbed Polan and stripped him of
is clothing.

The woman and girl have not

een identified. Their bodies, like
that of the man, were nude when
aken from the river. Robbery was
not the motive, officers believe, for
expensive jewelry was found upon
the bodies of both.

“Edgar Allen Poe with his mur-
der tales could not have picked a
more fantastic setting,” said Bud
Blair, sheriff of Crane County.
“We know everyone else in West

. Texas, but thus far no one knows
~ the woman and girl. If his photo-
| graphs had not been identified in
Fort Worth and San Angelo, we
never would have known the name
 of this latest victim nor the prob-
‘gible manner in which he died.”

Efforts have been made by peace
officers Bud Barfield, sheriff of
TUlpton County, and Clarence Shan-
non, deputy sheriff, to link this
1a test murder with that of the two
women.

Accept Changes Philosophically,
Says Millinery Man, Speak-
ing of New Modes.

Criticizing changes in styles no
matter how radical they may be is
useless, Ferle Heller, New York mil-
linery expert, declares in an in-
terview in Woman’s Home Compan-
ion.

Then, too, I feel strongly that it is
every woman’s duty to be as smart
as she can, and you can’t be smart
unless you are in style.

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Observations On Men’s Wear

If Mr. Man isn’t of the athletic
| type in physique the clothiers will
attempt to make him such. At a
meeting of the International Asso-
ciation of Clothing Designers, held
in Chicago during the early part of
January, it was decreed what the
well-dressed man should wear this
spring and summer.
After scrutinizing what designers
‘ from all sections of the country had
to offer in the way of clothes, rang-
 ing from golf suits, featuring plus
4s to formal clothes, the committee
in charge of summarizing the style
features broke forth with this re-
port:

Broad, Square Shoulders

“This appearance (speaking of
athletically styled models) is ac-
centuated by a broad, square ap-
peaarnce of the shoulders and the
slimness of the waist and hips. A
shortening of the coat tends to pro-
+ mote an appearance of breadth.
From the breadth of the shoulders
there will be a gradual tapering of
the silhouette, ending at the shoe,
‘which means that there will be a
- gradual decrease in the sizes of the
bottom of the trousers.”

Frederick A. Keiff headed the
“style forecast” committee, which
included members from  almost
every section -of the country—
Chicago, New York, St. Louis, Phil-
adelphia, Baltimore, Cleveland, Cin-
' ecinnati, Tronts, Montreal, Ro-
chester, and Louisville.

While the above report may sound
like a decided change in men’s mod-
els for this season, the alterations

has been brought about by gradual:

stages. However, in some respects
Jhe suits and topcoats of a year ago,
as compared to those of today, real-
1y belong to another era.

Two-Button Peak Favored

In all probability the leader in
the style parade for spring and sum-
mer of this year will be the two-
button, single-breasted model, fea-
turing the peak lapels. Closely fol-
lowed will be the same model with
the notch lapel.

As for double breasted models,
there always will be a certain fol-
lowing, due largely to the desire of
good dressgrs for a pleasing change
from the single breasted models.
Most of these suits, however, will
be in the plain colors. i

‘Some of the highlights of the de-
signers’ committee report is given
briefly below:

“The coat (for young men) will

@ave a length of 28% inches and the
»ont will close with two buttons.
‘e body lines will be shapely at
waist with a close straight hip

t. The shoulders are moder-

ately broad with a decided square-
ness. The buttons and pockets and
general waist effect are high.

Suit for Extreme Dresser

“There is a sort of crowding
everything upward into the chest
and shoulders. The front is mod-
erately straight with rounded cut-
away corners. A second coat simi-
lar in character to the above will
also be in great demand by the still
more extreme dressers.

“This garment will be only 27%
inches long, have broad square
shoulders. Wide extremely peaked
lapels. The front will close with
either one or two buttons and will
be cut well back from the lower
button. The sleeve which may be
of the roll top variety will be slen-
ded.

“The vest for the first garment
will be single-breasted with a mod-
erately low opening. The entire
length is fairly short, ending with
long open points. The vest for the
last described coat will be quite
short, having a high opening. The
front will have five buttons.

Trousers Bottoms Varied

As for the trousers those used
with the first suit described will
have a high rise to care for the
shortness of the vest and for the
second a slightly narrower bottom,
about 18% inches, while the knees
will be wide. On extreme models
the rise will be even higher, re-
quiring double plaits and wider
bottom, some of them from 20 to
21 inches. g

The extreme double sack coat
will show the same body lines as
the single-breasted model, with two
buttons widely spaced. Medium
width peaked lapels go with this
style. The gorge will be of medium
depth.

For the young fellow with college
inclinations the three-button style
still holds good. The coat will be 29
inches long, with the body slightly
shaped, with a medium close skirt
effect. The lapel will be an open
notch. Normal length and five
buttons feature the' vest design,
while the bottoms of the trousers
will be about 19 inches.

Range of Sports Clothes

In sports clothes the designers
have had almost a free hand. In
the coat the variety will range all
the way from the plain loose type
to the“plaited or belted type. If
plaited the belt will be stitched
down, whereas if the back is plain
the belt should be loose. In this
type of garment you will find many
innovations introduced this season.
Plus four knickers accompany all
such suits.

In the race for popularity it ap-
pears as if the snap brim pearl

In this hat you will note that the
rim curls sharply in the rear and
wlds the contour of the hat when
napped down in front.

To insure a maximum of service
he welt edge hat is offered with a
triple row of stitching on its welt-
ed brim. In the Homburg the crown

is tapered and the brim is finished
with a. very narrow binding. An-
other innovation is a rather high
crown and narrow curled edge.

In other colors besides gray tan,
which once had quite a play, will
take a back seat. Browns will be.a
bit stronger, however, but these will
have a reddish cast. Buff and
mustard tints will be in lesser de-
mand.

Match Blue-gray Suits

According to clothing = manufac-
turers the blue-grey tones promise
to forge to the front. To get the
ensemble idea across a hat color,
which does not match these powder
blues, but harmonize well with
them, has been introduced.

The brim which does not change
its contour, especially in snap brim
models, has long been sought by the
average man and he will get it this
season. In other words the new
snaps will stay put when once worn.
This is due to the designing of the
shape which has become permanent.

In topcoats the single-breasted,
three button models, 46 inches pro-
mises to have the greatest call.
Here you will note shoulders that
are slightly squared, with the open

' notch lapels and straight- easy lines

in the back.

Another type of topcoat will be:
the dress coat about 45 inches in
length, with three buttons. Here
the body lines are slightly shaped,
the lapels are peaked. And among
a certain group of men you will
find favor for the double-breasted
model, back belted or plain backs.
The front has either two or three
buttons with two to button. The
arrangement of buttons gives a
panel effect.

The reglan topcoat, either plain
or belted, is suggested for motor
wear.

Committee Reports
On Men’s Footwear
For Spring Season

When the national shoe style
committee made its report early in
January those men laregly respon-
sible for “what’s what” in men’s

)footwear during the forthcoming

season announced that the custom
last and browns will be the
feature for spring.

At the national convention the
manufacturers came forth with a
greater display of browns than here-
tofore. Each exhibit showed at least
sixty per cent or more shoes of this
popular color.

Finer Appeal in Brown

But the browns to be presented
this spring no doubt will possess
greater appeal than ever. In other
years, colored footwear ranged from
light orange or even lemon to the
deep reddish brown used with cor-
dovan leather. ¢

Today the shades of browns are
much. more pleasing and do not
range so extensively. Furthermore,
the present browns are easily clean-
ed and retain their lustre for a
greater length of time.

The custom last, first brought to
this country from England, has
been universally adapted. The
American makers have taken kind-
ly to this last and so has the pub-

lic. Through its use the average
man gets the style he desires, at the
same time also is given the coveted
comfort, particularly from new
shoes.

Jazz Models are Gone

There are other styles, to be sure,
Some of these are modifications of
the custom last, but the jazz models
of years past has been cast aside.
Some toes are a bit more blunt.than
the present custom last, built for
the man who considers foot comfort
the first consideration.

Black shoes, of course, will get its
proper reception, being worn alter-
nately with the brown footwear.
The latter is expected for day wear
and the former for night service.

Wing tips will be shown very
largely in both blacks and browns.
Some models will introduce novelty
stitching.

Combination of Leathers 3

Summer footwear is given its
greatest breadth of designing treat-
ment. The various color combina-
tions, which have been increasing
from season to season, are present-
ed
Suede and calfskin combinations
are shown in a variety of color
tones. The suedes are shown in va-
rious shades of grays and tan, with
the other leather trimmings to
match.

For formal wear the lightweight

HIDES INJURED BY
CARELESS HANDLING

Hides and skins of high quality
often bring a higher price per
pound than the carcasses of the an-
imals from which they are taken,
but farmers seldom get such prices,
says R. W.. Frey, of the TUnited
States Department of Agriculture,
partly because most of the country
hides’ and skins are handled care-
lessly.

It is true that many farmers are
small producers of hides and skins
and can not afford special facilities
for producing well flayed and cured
hides, adds Mr. Frey, but many
small-town butchers do business on
a scale large enough to justify much
more attention to producing first-
class hides.

“Part of this indifference is the
result of the fact that producers in
general have little appreciation of
the tanned’s hide and skin require-
ments. Many people think that
four or five cuts in a hide make no
difference " or that ‘first  quality
leather can be made from a half
rotten skin. One cut or hole, or a
hair slip from poor curing may
render the whole hide . unfit for
making into some kinds of leather.

“Another cause for indifferent
handling is the prevailing practice
of trading in country hides and
skins on a flat basis, paying the
same price for all hides in the lot
regardless of their quality. Such
prices are usually based on the val-
ue of the poorest hides in the lot.

“The large meat-packing estab-
lishments consider that in the case
of cattle an average of about 7 per
cent of the live weight and about
11 per cent of the value of the live
animal is in the hide. This is rec-
ognized, within practical limits, by
buyers of beef on the hoof and
should always be borne in mind by
raisers of cattle.”

Gowmor T 0 State For Burzal
i Dougherty News

Took Oath Of Office
On February 19,1846

Re-Interment of Body in State
Cemetery Scheduled For San
Jacinto Day.

Austin, Texas, April 17. (UP).—
James Pinckney Henderson, ro-
‘mantic figure of the 19th century,
warrior, statesman, diplomat and
charming lover, will . find a last
resting place next San Jacinto Day
in the State cemetery of Texas.

Henderson was the first Governor
©of Texas. His remains are being
ibrought from the Congressional
.cemetery at Washington, D. C., for
yeinterment at Austin. Excercises
‘in the state capitol will precede the
;burial.

Born at Lincolnton, N. C,, on
‘March- 31, 1808, he was practicing
‘before the Supreme Court of his
‘State at the age of 21. At 28 he was
Attorney-General of the Republic
of Texas, and a year later Ambassa-

While in London he met, courted
and won Miss Francis Scott from
the Quaker City of Philadelphia.

Henderson was roused by the re-
sistance of Texas to Mexican rule.
He championed the cause of, Texas
and sought to  rouse the whole
South to its rescue. Raising vol-
unteers, he landed at Velasco to as-
sist the struggling Republic.

Ill health caused Henderson to |
give up his foreign post under the
‘Texas Republic.

Settling at St. Augustine, Hen-
derson practiced law there, declin-
ing a proffered place in President
Sam Houston’s cabinet. He re-en-
tered public life in 1844 when he
was named with the late Isaac Van
Zandt to negotiate a treaty for the
‘annexation of Texas to the United
‘States.. He was a member of the
.convention. that drafted the State
‘eonstitution.

On February 19, 1846, between

. of the capitol, Henderson took the

oath of office which made him the |

If that boy of yours wants to
wear the better grades of fabrics for
his suits this spring he must turn
to imported tweeds.

One of the outstanding fashions
for little girls seems to be the jack-
et dress—adorably chic with abrevi-
lated jacket and pleated skirt often
no more than six inches long—a
blouse of white with frilled collar.

A large number .of prints will be
worn; prints that are youthful, yet
exemplifying that bit of sophistica-
tion that the younger generation
dares, with much success to acquire
Plain colors also promise to be im-
portant, including new shades in
blue, green, beige, red, and yellow.

Long and short sleeves both are
going to be good, but in the majori-
ty of cases the younger girls will go
sleeveless in the modern fashion.

There are dresses in voiles, print-
ed dimity (both small and Ilarge
figures), permanent finished organ-
dies, striped batiste, handkerchief
linen in plain and printed designs
and striped and figured silk—and
all are smart for the tiny tots.
