AFTER A WEEK of cloudy skies
rain. occasional hail and sometimes high
winds, Lubbock area residents Sunday
welcomed the return of mild weather

The Canyon Lakes were thronged
with fishermen and motorcyclists and
tops-down convertibles were in evidence
on city and rural byways

Sunday's high was 67 degrees and
skies were fair, although winds were a
bit brisk at 15 to 20 mph during the late

The forecast for today calls for contin-
ved fair skies around the Lubbock area,
but turning partly cloudy tonight and
Tuesday The high today is expected to
reach the low 70s, dropping to the upper
30s tonight, and again reaching the low
70s Tuesday

Winds that were generally from the
north to northwest Sunday are expected

Fair skies prevailed over most of the
state Sunday as a weak cold front that
moved through Texas vacated the state
by early afterngon.

WASHINGTON (AP Senate Dem
ocrat Leader Robert C. Byrd called on
President Reagan. Sunday. to negotiate
with the Japanese to limit the number of
automobiles to be shipped to the United
States. while a top U'.S. auto executive al
s0 urged voluntary import restrictions

In a speech prepared for a United Au
to Workers conference. Byrd sad Re-
agan “should alert the Japanese that
they should not significantly increase
their production capacity for export to
the United States

That would be an act that American
. * = and industry would appreciate. and
would be consistent with his campagn
promises to help the American automo-
bile industry.”” he said
Decision Put Off

President Reagan has put off a dec
sion on whether to seek relef for the
American auto industry by asking Japan
to voluntarily restrain car exports be-

cause of a split in his Cabinet over the is-
sSue

Some in the Uabinet believe in the
free-market approach of opposing import
restraint while others argue that Reagan
cannot afford politically or economically

The Japanese exported
1.9 million cars to the United States last
vear

Industry Suffering
Byrd saxd the American auto mdustry
1s suffering from the inroads made by the
Japanese, who now hold nearly 25 per-
cent of the U S market
Our domestic auto makers are gear
ing up to meet the new demand for
smaller cars. " said Byrd. ‘‘But the transi
tion to manufacturing large numbers of
smaller American cars will take time We
need a temporary respite from the esca
lating influx of Japanese imports to give
our own industry time to adjust

Pakistanis Accuse

Afghans In Hijack

DAMASCUS, Syria (AP) — Pakistan
on Sunday accused the Soviet-bacted
government of Afghanistan of arming hi-
jackers who held more than 100 people
hostage for 13 days after diverting a Paki-
stani jetliner to the Afghan capital of Ka-
bul

One of the hostages released in Da-
mascus, Syria, on Saturday at the end of
the ordeal-reported that the leader of the
heavily armed trio of Pakistani air pir-
ates boasted he had been trained by the
Palestine Liberation Organization

But the freed hostage, who has come
to be known a$ a ‘‘mystery”’ man because
of suspicions about his American pass-
port, described the hijackers as inept

““The hijackers kept falling asleep and
dropping their hand grenades,"’ he said

In Washington, the State Department
said the man is Canadian but did not oth-
erwise identify him

As the freed hostages emcrged from
medical checkups at a military hospital

here. Pakistani President Mohammed
Zia ul-Haq alleged there was a ‘“‘deep
conspiracy”’ between the Marxist regime
in Kabul and Pakistani dissidents.

Educatlon Chief Affirms
Opposition To Busing

WASHINGTON (AP) — Education
Secretary T H. Bell, reasserting the Re
agan administration’s opposition to fed-
erally mandated school busing, said Sun-
day that he ‘“certainly would not oppose
a constitutional amendment or federal
law that prohibits busing students to
achieve racial desegregation

The problem with busing is at the
end of the bus ride you're still back in
that racially isolated neighborhood
Bell said. ““What we ought to be doing is
working more on excellence

Bell, speaking on NBC-TV's '"‘Meet
the Press.” said busing also “isolates the
parents from the neighborhood schools
and makes it more difficult for them to
participate in conferences with their
children's teachers '

No New Saits

The education secretary said his de-
partment would not be pressing any new
suits to achieve racial ation
through busing. But he left local authori-
ties the option of using school busing if
they deemed it necessary

If it's desirable and the local authori-
ties feel that it's a good solution, then it
ought to be left there ™ Bell said. I
think there's just too much strident inter
ference into the whole education enter-
prise from the federal level "’

‘We think there just have to be other
approaches than busing in attaining ra
cial balance ' he said

Bell, calling the academic system

really quite flabby, said the decline in
student achievement is the most serious
problem faced by American educators

He said he would appoint a national
panel to review this problem, particular-
ly as it relates to the education of teen-

agers

“I think we may need to pay a lot
more attention to excgllence than we're
presently doing,” he said. “'I think we
need to get more parental support for a
no-nonsense education where you either
meet the standards or you're not promot-
ed and you're not awarded a diploma. "

Bell defended the administra-
tion's proposed 25 percent cut in federal
aid to-education, saying he didn’t believe
it would accelerate a decline in public
schools, put thousands of teachers out of
work or force college students who can't
get federally guaranteed loans to drop
out or transfer to other schools.

He said a two percent decline in infla-
tion would more than make up for the
money that would be lost to public
schools

In regard 10 the student loans, Bell
said the federakgovernment would con-
tinue to guarantee loans given to needy
college students. The Reagan administra-
tion only wants to eliminate those in the
upper income brackets who are using the
loans for purposes other than education,
such as investing, he said

Meanwhile, in a related development
in Los Angeles, the judge who presided
for four years over efforts to establish a
busing-integration plan for the nation's
second largest school district plans to
withdraw from the case in a few weeks

Superior Court Judge Paul Egly’s an-
nouncement, Saturday, came three days
after the state Supreme Court let stand
an anti-busing amendment as constitu-
tional

But Egly, sharply critical of the most-
ly white school board, predicted that a
busing plan eventually would be imposed
by federal courts

The high court ruling Wednesday
frees the 525,000-pupil district of any ob-
ligation to use mandatory busing as a
means of desegregation

The amendment, Proposition 1, says
mandatory busing can be required only
10 integrage schools in districts where

segregation results from deliberate dis-
crimination in pupil assignments rather

New England Firewood Thefts Increasing

PROVIDENCE, R.1. (AP) — “No-
body's gonna steal any firewood Off this
lot.” said Richard Fernandes, pointing to
the three German shepherds guarding his
seven cords of neatly stacked hardwood

Fernandes, like scores of other New
Englanders who rely on wood for heat, is
acutely aware of the increasing incidence
of firewood theft

“It's like anything else. The price of
wood's going up. and the deviants are
coming out of the woodwork to steal it,
said wood dealer Tom Condon of Che-
pachet, R1., who so far has lost only
small amounts to thieves

“Maria T. Oharenko of the US. De-
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partment of Energy in Washington, said
the agency estimates 7)5 million Ameri-
cans use wood for spate heat, either in
fireplaces or woodstoves.

“Actually, the way the use of wood
has taken off with the price of energy
generally. that figure is probably a lot
higher,* she said.

As demand goes up. “‘there’ll be more
and more theft,” Condon sad

“H’s a real problem in this neck of the
woods,”" agreed Philip Stevens, police
chief in the rural western Massachusetts
town of Charlton. Even his wood is not
safe from thieves

“1 was very fortunate. | got a tip and
caught him with my wood still in the
back of his truck. Since he’'d cut and split
it. I let him go after he took it back and
stacked it for me. | figured he'd paid his
debt.” Stevens smiled

Another Charlton resident, Stanley

Mann, wasn't so lucky

In February, Mann made a Saturday
morning trip to his woodlot to start load-
ing three cords of wood he had cut and
split the past three weekends

“It was all gone. stolen,”
Mann's wife, Claire

“You give up your weekends in order
to cut, split and haul this wood. Y ou do it
to beat the price of oil. Then somebody
comes along and steals it,"” she said.

Mrs. Mann said her husband, an engi-
neer and part-time farmer, now immedi-
ately hauls home any wood he cuts ““so |
can keep an eye on it from my window '

A seasoned cord of hardwood in the
region ranges in price from $75 to $100,
while green wood sells from $60 to $75 a
cord. In places where wood is scarce,
such as Cape Cod. a seasoned cord will
fetch as much as $150, dealers say

lan said theft of wood from public lands
is increasing and “‘very difficult to con-
trol.” He said other New England states
have the same problem.

He said it is easy for thieves to drive
four-wheel drive trucks into remote
wooded areas and use chainsaws (o
quickly fell a half dozen trees and cut
them into 4-foot lengths. *“Then they lvad
them up and take off before anybody
knows about it.”

Business Leader, Wife Die Of Gas Poisoning

ALLENDALE. N.J. (AP) — Authori-
ties are investigating the death of a local
business leader. his wife and a handyman
who apparently died of carbon monoxide
poisoning from a car left running, offi-
cials said Sunday

Ernest Korn, 62. and his wife, Elaine,
were found dead Friday in their home in
this suburban Bergen County community
along with handyman Richard Job

Korn was vice president of the New
York office of the Texas-based Mid-Con-
tinent Supply Co. which supplies oil
dnlling equipment Mrs. Korn, 59. was
president of the Paramus Chamber of
Commerce and head of the merchant
sales division of Midland Bank & Trust

Co. in Paramus

The deaths apparently were a result
of carbon monoxide poisoning. according
to a preliminary report by the county
medical examiner s office

County Prosecutor Roger Breslin said
the toxic gas came from Mrs. Korn's car
which was found with the ignition on in a
garage attached to the ranch style home

Breslin said the engine of the vehicle
was not running because it had run out of
gasoline

Breslin said Sunday that toxological
tests would be conducted on the three
bodies

The house was sealed. the garage

door was closed and a ventilation duct
connected the garage to the home, au-
thorities said
Authorities said the three had been
dead in the home for three days, and
when police broke into the house, 4hey
“found lights on, music playing and the
mail piled up
Korn, who was recovering from a
stroke he suffered three weeks ago, was
found in his bed in a bedroom located
over the garage Mrs. Korn, dressed in
street clothes, was found sitting on a
couch in the living room. while Job was
seated at the kitchen table with a dish of
food in front of him. authonties sad

got lo say,

because he thought the teen-ager was
reaching for a gun. ‘I I had waited one
more second and he had a gun I'd have
beendetd.ldiduacﬂywhallwu
trained to do. ... I was right,” he said.

But McCown was fired last June by
Police Commissioner Donald Pomerleau
on the recommendation of a police de-
partment trial board.

. Texas Confess

ORAL CONFESSIONS obtained by police
after an arrest can be enormously helpful in
getting convictions of suspects in felony cas-
e

Unfortunately, Texas is the only state in

the nation that 't allow the prosecutor
to in a confession into evidence
at the trial even though the accused had been

" fully informed of his constitutional rights be-

fore he made it.

This handcuff on police is just one of the
reasons Texas is losing the battle against a vi-
olent crime wave.

The Texas Legislature can correct this sit-
uation. It has only to listen to the will of the
people instead of to the lobbying of the crim-
inal defense lawyers

UNDER CURRENT law, an oral confes-
sion can be used against the defendant if
made to a third party or in the presence of
police officers at the scene of the crime and
prior to arrest. .

Once he's been arrested and informed tha
he has the right to remain silent, however,
the defendant can sing all night and the tune
can’t come back to haunt him in the court-
room unless it's reduced to writing and he
signs it.

Civil libertanians applaud that odf-of-step
provision of Texas law. They profess to fear
that police would lie on the witness stand
about an oral confession if Texas joined the
other 49 states in making such statements ad-

missable during trial.

We think, with the safeguards a properly
written law would provide, that admitting or-
al confessions into evidence merely would

. balance society's rights with those of the de-
fendant.

AS A PART OF Gov. Bill Clements’ anti-
crime package, Sen. Bob Glasgow, D-Ste-
phenville, introduced a bill to legalize oral
confessions made to two or more law en-
forcement officers under these circumst-
ances.

Sen. Oscar Mauzy, D-Dallas, countered
with a proposal to leg; only those that are
tape recorded or videotaped. Glasgow cor-
rectly pointed out that suspects tend to quit
confessing when they know they're being re-
corded. He urged that, at the very least, the
law allow the recorders to be turned on with-
out telling the defendant about it.

We still like Glasgow’s original bill better,
even though a recording would at least clear
up the question of whether the policemen
were lying when they testified under oath
that an oral confession was made. There may
not always be a recorder handy.

The whole point should be to broaden the
investigative powers of the police, of which
interrogation is a legitimate and important
part, and then to let more of the evidence—
including oral confessions—that is legally ob-
tained be made available to the jury

Any successful war on crime demands it.

A Party In Search Of Itself

EARLY INDICATIONS are that the Dem-
ocratic Party’s search for new leadership and
new ideas will be long and difficult

As members of the Democratic National
Committee met recently for the first time
since their party's debacle at the polls there
was much swapping of horror stories—as is
common at reunions of survivors of a com-
mon disaster

Some party chiefs refuse to concede that a
majority of the voters turmed their backs on
the themes that have united Democrats for
nearly 50 years

These Democrats say that the party needs
only to return to its traditional values to re-
gain momentum for the 1982 and 1984 elec-
tions

OTHERS IN the party attribute the Re-
publican victories to the disenchantment of
many voters with those same traditional
Democratic values

Initially, the biggest decision facing the
party is who will lead its rebuilding. Several
factions are fighting for control behind the
scenes

Some Democratic leaders want former
Vice President Walter Mondale to be at the

Kennedy, D-Mass. .

Some say Yhat the leadership should come
from the still-Democratic House.

Still others say that Washington's Demo-
cratic establishment has been thoroughly dis-
credited and should be replaced by an entire-
ly new power structure of Democratic lead-
ers from outside the nation’s capital.

THE TOP ORDER of business at the
DNC meeting was the election as party chair-

man of Charles Manatt, a California lawyer

who had served as national finance chair-
man

The new chairman says that his first re-
sponsibility will be to rebuild the party's tat-
tered organizational structure

Above all, party leaders want to present to
the nation a picture of a party unified and be-
ginning to rebuild. but it will require time
the party can ill afford

Which only goes to emphasize the difficul-
ty of rebuilding a party that is bitterly divid-
ed over what it should be, what it should do
and what i should stand for at a me when
its rival is becoming more united and more
certain of\ts identity with each passing day

Franco’s Reign In Spain
Is To Blame For Strain

WASHINGTON—It seemed almost too good to
be true

In the five years following Francisco Franco's
death, Spain's rapid development as a democracy
surprised even optimistic observers abroad and
possibly the Spanish themselves most of all

Under the purposeful guidance of King Juan
(Carlos, the authoritarian apparatus of the Franco
decades has been dismantled bit by bit and re-
placed with institutions of representative govern
ment

Something of an outcast for most of the postwar
era. a legacy of Franco's Axis affinities, Spain is
internationally respectable again, so much so that
the latest edition of the 35-nation conference on
F.uropean security is meeting in Madrid

SOMETHING EVEN more signjficant is in the
works, European Economic Community member-
ship And after that very likely NATO

So far very good indeed. But as has now been
made so rudely apparent, it was indeed too good
'0 be completely true

Franco may be gone but Francoism is not en-
urely Disciples of the generalissimo are still in
positions of influence and some power. particular-
Iy in the army

What their attempt to use that power demon-
strates is how deceptive Spanish appearances of
recent years have been

The democratic veneer is still very thin, the in-
sututions fragile and subjected to strains that
would challenge the capabilities of much more
firmly established governments of the people

REGIONAL AUTONOMY pressures, taking the
form of a terrorist independence movement in the
Basque provinces, have shaken national unity.

Church-state problems have followed upon the
1978 constitution that disestablished Roman Ca-
tholicism as the state religion.

The church hierarchy has, nevertheless, contin-
ved to play an active role in public affairs and of
late has adamantly opposed a government-spon-
sored bill legalizing divorce by mutual consent.

The character of the itself has been
another problem. The blessing of post-Franco de-

mocracy has been cursed with the multi-party fac-
tonalism charactenstic of so many European par-
liamentary systems

The governing party is actually a coalition badly
split between right and left wings and short of a

voting majority

A CRISIS was precipitated by the abrupt resig-

But if democracy in Spain has the sovereign
most to thank for its survival on this occasion, that
still Jeaves it with the question of what next How
is it to go about securing its own future through
normal democratic procedures”

THERE IS the possibility of new elections. But
that has its own hazards. Spaniards have been
called out to vote so frequently in the last five
years that there are signs of a reaction setting in, a
spreading public cynicism toward political proce-
dures and politicians ’

Also, recent polls indicate a new parliament
might be no better able to function than the pre-
sent body. The governing Democratic Center Un-
jon would likely lose ground but with no other
grouping achieving anything even close 10 a ma-

WASHINGTON—When the first of four Soviet
naval vessels slipped quietly into Marxist Mozam-
bique’s main port Feb. 19, post-detente U S Sovi-
et rivalry notched up to a new peak with the
Kremlin serving notice it would trump President
Reagan's Caribbean ace

This shows how hard it is for the Reagan admin-
istration to conduct a forceful, catch-up foreign
policy from a position of relative military weak-
ness

The new policy of boldness in the Caribbean,
overdue after years of futile courtship of Cuba's
Fidel Castro, has triggered a heightened Soviet
challenge in even more important regions where
the Soviets hold the high cards

Such a Soviet response has been predicted by
worried pro-Reagan hard-liners in Congress

WHAT CRUEL twaddle' Classifying a cancer

. patient as terminally ill means that patient is un-

der sentence of death. What can it possibly matter
if such patients become hooked on the drug

And administration of certain drugs is not a
form of mercy killing. all they do is make dying
less of a torture

Yet official guardians of the nation’s health have
appointed themselves policemen of national mor-
als

Periodically shrill warnings are raised in federal
bureaucracies that more time is required to inves-
tigate heroin's effects on persons who are dying.

“Effects”” Great Britain. where use of heroin is
legal in-treating terminal patients, has found the
drug does the only important thing—it eliminates
or greatly reduces pain

WHAT ELSE mafters to the patients and their
suffering families? Morphine is an illegal addic-
tive drug, but it has been used by doctors for cen-
turies to succor the terminally ill

Here in America, the cancer patient is told to
curb his impatience, that medical science is evalu-
ating heroin. Baloney. Heroin already has been
evaluated. It does the job
Nuts to the scientists on this one. What is need-
ed now is a Congress that will get off its larded
hams and pass a law approving—or perhaps
requiring—the use of heroin in terminally ill can-
cer cases.

Congress is a loafer, but its members might be
moved by contemplation of the fact there is no
law decreeing that they themselves are immune to
cancer, and to the penultimate horror that pre-
cedes death

While making no public criticism of a toughened

THAT FORMIDABLE naval power has now
been added to a rapidly-increasing number of mil-
itary and economic “advisers”’ from the commun-
ist bloc now numbering more than 5,000, well over
twice those working in Mozambique less than
three years ago

These include 2,500 Soviet and East German
military specialists who, with | 500 Cubans, are
now training Mozambique military officers to fly
MiG [7s, to operate SAM 3 anti-aircraft missiles
and to drive over 200 tanks.

The stakes in the Southern Africa power (}me,
where Mozambique is one of the high cards held
by the Soviets, are breal : control of the
most concentrated mineral wealth anywhere in
the world on land. and control of the oil sea-lane
from the Persian Gulf down the East Coast of Af-
nca

Europe gets 90 percent of its imported oil
through that route and 70 percent of its imported
minerals from Southern Africa

THE SOVIET game in Southern Africa is to win.
what Haig called “the era of the resource war" in
tesimony to a House subcommittee last fall be-
fore he became secretary of state

He said that if “future trends, especially in
Southern Africa, result in alignment with Moscow
of this critical resource area, then the USSR
would control as much as 90 percent’’ of key min-
erals vital to the economy of the U S, Westefn

Using its 1977 friendship with Mozambique, the
Soviet Union is believed to be leaning on the Ma- |
puto government to invoke Article 9 of the treaty,
pledging Soviet aid to elimihate any “threat” to
peace

SOUTH AFRICA, along with its racial policies,
is the cement used by the Soviets to bind Moscow
to black Southern Africa and create a band of So-
viet power across the Southern tip of the conti-
nent from Mozambique to Angola

Hoping to close the final link ™=that band, the
Soviets finally won full diplomatic relations with
Zimbabwe last month

Dealing with this Soviet subversion in an area as
important to the industrial democracies as the
Persian Gulf is unavoidably more challenging
than imposing a long-needed Caribbean quaran-
tine now planned by the new administration. '

It requires military strength—the existence of
real power to compete with the Soviet Union.

Reagan has asked Congress to give him that, but
he is far from possessing it. Until he gets it,
conservative critics will praise his resolve, b

That involves increasing amounts of
arms to the moderate junta of President Jose Na-
poleon Duarte. In addition, American “advisers,”
including one cadre of 15 Green Berets, are either
in El Salvcador or on their way to help train gov-

t forces

t is the use of those American “advisers”’ more
than anything else that has stirred old Vietnam ar-
guments and emotions, although there are no
more than 100 U.S. military people in the country
at the present time

A growing number of Congressmen, as well as
the usual gaggle of liberals in and out of the me-
dia, see any aid, other than economic, to El Salva-
dor as playing into the hands of the Marxists by
turning the people against the Yanqui intruder. It
is a reaction felt in other parts of Latin and §outh
America as well

MR. REAGAN is aware of the growing opposi-
tion and as a result has muted the administra-
tion’s rhetoric in an effort to blunt criticism

Noting that El Salvador is located ““in our front
yard,” not half a world away, the President said
“we don't foresee the need of any American
troops in combat there "

However, the President insists that US. policy
is designed to ““help the forces that are supporting
human rights in El Salvador against attacks by
leftwing terrorists. At the same time, both he and
Sec. Haig have said the administration could in no
way support a rightwing coup in El Salvador

Newly mamed UN Amb Jeane Kirkpatrick
joined the fray with the argument that “Central
America is the most important place in the world
for the U S. today,”” and maintains *‘that if the So-
viets get new beachheads, and we are talking
about whole countnies, they will be transformed
into military bases ' She argues that El Salvador's
violence is not caused by social injustice so much
as by “introduction of arms from the outside "

BUT DESPITE such claims, the echoes of Viet
nam grow louder

In El Salvador. as in Vietnam, it is argued. the
real issue is the plight of the people. In injecting
massive US. arms into the picture, the critics say,
we are only adding to the killing, delaying the in-
evitable. This argument ignores the fact that the
Marxist-backed guerrillas were doing some killing
before the U S. stepped in

But, the issue for Mr Reagan is closer home,
the possibility, as one Congressman put it of
“those American boys coming back in rubber
sacks.” Sen. Mark Hatfield R. Ore., and other
senators last week warned the administration that
they “are not about to retrace those steps that led
us into the longest war in history in Southeast
Asia."”

It's one thing to take a meaty script and give a great per-
formance, and something else entirely to accomplish the
same feat with weaker material Sally Field won an Oscar —
and deservedly so — for her performance in the well-con-
ceived “Norma Rae,” and now she offers additional proof of
her skill by transforming cardboard into a delightful, if
somewhat kooky, human being in ‘“Back Roads.”

In a movie which never seems to go anywhere, Sally Field
takes it upon herself to charm the socks off us, And her
charm spells entertainment.

The plot is merely-a series of devices called upon to keep
Amy Post and Elmor Pratt gravitating toward one another,

down on her luck

get fired. Screenwriter Gary Devore attempts to fashion
himself an on-theroad romantic comedy, no doubt im-
pressed (if not influenced) by Frank Capra's "It Happened
One Night. " But he's forgotten all about cohesion, and pre-
fers to throw in a gag instead of trying to seriously flesh out
his characters

As it happens, Elmor decks the vice officer trying to arrest
Amy, a good enough reason for both to leave Mobile, hit the
ro@d and, using “wit and grit” as currency, attempt to make
their way to California. On the way, drunks are rolled, rides
are offered, Elmor hits a few folks and Amy tries to peddie
her shapely wares — all leading up to the inevitable conclu-
sion that our two lovable losers will fall in love

The film offers no surprises. Indeed, these are situations
we've seen in countless previous films. But somehow direc-
tor Martin Ritt and his cast still bring a payoff of a laugh and
a smile

Miss Field has all the expressiveness of a natural comedi-
enne. She can draw laughs merely with the looks of disgust
she gives Elmor, and the amused countenance she she
awards the sailor who insists upon feeding her shnmp
There is one throw-away scene in which she’s riding in the
back of a truck — never really able to gain her balance, {all-
ing in a heap and slapping away helpful hands, — which the
actress uses 10 paint an accurate portrait of her character
namely, a loser who wants independence but just can't
make it on her own

That we learn something about her character in this scene
doesn't make it any less funny, either

Sally Field can milk a laugh simply by runming in high
heels, and even trusts her director so completely as to give
herself willingly to pratfalls, too much makeup and nose-
dives into mud puddies. And yet, throughout all this, Miss
Field still knows how to proclaim both pride and warmth
Devore's reference to Miss Field's tracking down the son
she gave up for adoption at birth is saccharine and hokey
meant to be manipulative, and yet, even without dialogue

she manages 1o make us believe in her heartbreak

It should also be noted that, although the film does in-
clude some unnecessary profanity, Devore and Ritt still
know when to hold back on sexual escapades Miss Field is
not a very successful hooker on the road. And Ritt, who dis-
played wisdom in not allowing Sally Field and Ron Leibman
to consumate their mutual feelings in “Norma Rae,” also
doesn 't allow Elmor and Amy to share the bed after their in-
iial encounter. It's a brilliant decision, forcing the audience
to believe instead in genuine feelings and a common bond

Ritt's use of Alabama and Texas locations ably keeps our
heroes on the wrong side of the tracks, no matter what town
theyre in, and John A. Alonzo's cinematography brings out
the cheapness in bar lighting and costume jewelry. Henry
Mancini's music score is a bit too dreamy, and someone
ought to be shot for including the dopey song *'Ask Me No
Questions ' in the midst of the storytelling

Still, even when it's obvious they re tossed in solely as di
versionary tactics, many of the scenes really are side-split
tingly funny and m8st of the weaker sequences can be over
looked. But the real star remains Sally Field, who makes us
feel her zest and pain and fear

Professor Developing

WACO (AP) — A Baylor University
economics professor is developing-a crys-
tal ball of sorts — one of the most sophis-
ticated state econometric models in the
country

Dr. Ray Perryman is taking what he
calls “a very inexact science” — econom-
ic forecasting — and sharpening its preci-
sion with a computer model based on
three times the amount of information of
any state forecasting system yet devel-
oped in the United States

When completed near !R/ end of the
year, the model will allow Perryman, 28,
to project the effects that major national
programs and events will have on indi-
vidual sectors within the Texas economy,
such as agriculture or employment

“Currently, there are 30 states with
econometric models, but these are much
smaller, with fewer equations,” Perry-
man said. “Instead of taking a general
econometric model and applying it to
Texas, what we're doing is trying to cap-
ture the unique things about Texas and
develop a very precise model for fore-
casting.”’

Perryman, director of the Center for
the Advancement of Economic Analysis,
has been working a year and a half to ac-
cumulate about 150,000 tidbits of eco-
nomic information, ranging 'from retail
sales of food to oil production — and all
dating back 30 years

Meanwhte—his wife Nancy, assistant
director of the center, has been putting
together the computer software and

hardware required to handle the mass of
data

“It's been a long ordeal,” he said, but
added that results are starting to appear.

“We now have the software and hard-
ware at the level we need to do estimat-
ing and testing, we almost have a com-
plete data base, and we're down to final-
izing and testing our final equations. It's
looking good,"” Perryman said.

Perryman, a native of Lindale in East
Texas. came back to the Baylor business
school in 1977, after graduating from
there with a bachelor’s degree in math
and economics and from Rice University
in Houston with a doctorate in econom-
ics .

Since then, he has received several
awards for his research on ecomomic
forecasting

He says his home state provides a
challenge for his model because Texas
*"has almost everything. "

“You have deserts here and you have
citrus growth. You have minerals, manu-
facturing. agriculture. In fact, out of all
of the production industries, the only one
which is not represented in Texas is to-
bacco,” he said

The hub of the model is the Gross
State Prodcuct, the measure of total out-
put of goods and services in Texas, or the
state counterpart to the Gross National
Product

The new stamp with an eagle on a
purple background. was issed to meet
the requirement for an 18-cent issue in
time for the new firstclass rate. which
takes effect at 12:01 am. . local time
March 22 -

The new rates. including a 12-cent
postcard and hikes for other classes of
mail. were approved last week

In addition to the “B"" stamp, post
offices also will sell ‘B~ embossed enve-
lopes and a nondenominational postcard

It is only the second time the Postal
Service has issued a stamp with no cost
printed on it. In 1978. it issued the “A”
stamp that eventually was phased out
when adequate supplies of 15-cent

The Postal Service printed up the
B stamps to make sure there was an
adeqiiate supply of the new value pos
tage regardless of whether the cost a let
ter went up to 18 cents or 20 cents .

The Postal Sernvice wanted a 20-cent
stamp. but got approval for only a three

ent hike from the independent V'h(d]
Rate Commission

The new rates are being put into ef
fect under protest. and the commission
has been asked to reconsidér the agen
cy’'s need for more money

Postal officials pointed out that the
new stamp is for domestic use only and
should not be used for international mail
inasmuch as it lacks a monetary designa-
tion

A spokesman for the Postal Service
said adequate supplies of one-. two-and
three-cent stamps will be available at
post offices to add to 15cent stamps pa-
trons already may possess

WASHINGTON (AP) — Congress-is
taking the first steps. this week, toward
acting on President Reagan's economic
proposals. with the Republican-con-
trolled Senate Budget Committee
launching marathon sessions aimed at
completing by week's end a blueprint for
slashing the federal budget.

Meantime, the full Senate is sched-
uled to vote on the administration’s pro-
posal to scrap an April | increase of $147
million in milk price supports.

In the House, meanwhile, hearings on
the impact of the administration’s pack-
age of cuts in spending and taxes contin-
ue as the Democratic majority tries to
fashion its own alternative

Constant Meetings

Sen. Pete Domenici. R-NM.. chair-
man of the Senate Budget Committee
said he intends “'to move events quickly
by convening his panel Monday. and
meeting every day until at least 10 p.m
if necessary. on how to accommodate
cuts in the present federal budget and set
the stage for the $48.6 billion in cuts the
president is recommending for 1982

Domenici's panel will be working on a
set of instructions for the other Senate
committees to follow to achieve the re-
ductions

Although the Republican majority in
the Senate has been givirig Reagan s pro
posals a generally favorable reception
Domenici has indicated that his commit
tee's approach to reducing spending may
differ from the methods Reagan has rec
ommended

The committee has expressed concern
about cuts the administration wants in
child nutrition programs and legal aid for
the poor. There have been alternative

suggestions that- money could be saved
by changing the way Social Security ben-
efits are tied to the rate of inflation.
Strategy Sought

House Democrats have been search-
ing for a strategy to deal with the Reagan
program. House Speaker Thomas P.

Sympathy For Skyjackers Ended

with the terrorists and believed their
leader was a “humanist’' until he shot a
passenger before her eyes

In an interview with UPI — her first
since her release — Deborah Weisner of
Auburn, Maine, said she and the other
passengers thought they would be massa-
cred by the three hijackers

She was aboard the Pakistan Interna-
tional Airlines plane with her fiance,
\Mian Manzoor Ahmad, when the terror-
1sts commandeered the Boeing 720,
March 2, and directed it to Kabul, Af-
ghanistan

Freed March 7

Miss Weisnet was freed, March 7, in
Kabul, but Ahmad, a deputy sheriff in
Auburn. Maine, remained aboard the jet
which left the next day for Damascus
Syna

He and 101 other hostages were freed
Saturday, as the hijackers surrendered

Miss Weisner said the hijackers’ lead-
er. who called himself “Alimgir.” was

a very handsome man~ with whom she
sympathized at first

“Alamgir from the beginning told us
he was only against the government and
that he was a humanist, not a terrorist.”
she said. “'I believed him

“I felt at heart he was a compassion-
ate man, with a lot of charisma, who
meant what he said,” she said.

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Chemicals Contaminate Building

BINGHAMTON, N.Y. (AP) — Bingh-
amton’s tallest building, centerpiece of a
modern, multi-million-dollar downtown
government complex, is now a landmark
of the Chemical Age, an empty monolith
filled with deadly dioxins.

What started out"as a routine electri-
cal fire in the State Office Building on
Feb. 5 eventually released some of the
most toxic chemicals on Earth through-
out the interior of the 18-story structure

Today only a few people wearing
protective garb and respirators are al-
lowed inside. The 725 state employees,
separated from their offices and files, are
working elsewhere while people try to
figure how to make the building safe
again

Officials who initially approved a rou-
tine cleanup. and called it off when the
gravity of the situation was realized, are
now awaiting advice from a panel of in-
ternational experts. People who original-
v’ thought the bill would run into the
thousands of dollars are now talking
about millions of dollars. More than $1
million was spent on the initial, aborted
cleanup

What happened in the State Office
Building here on Feb. 5 apparently has
never happened before in this country,

that smoke alarms and fire boxes did not
work

The four-storv brick building, once
the Roval Beach Hotel but converted in-
to apartments, housed about 150 tenants,
many of them transients, some of them
unemploved. former mental patients
drug addicts and alcoholics

Panicked tenants who headed for the
rear stairwell discovered it had become a
blazing chimney. Hampered by darkness
and acrid smoke, they eventually made
their escape via the front stairs or strug-
gled to windows where they climbed
down fire ladders

Binghamton Fire Chief Ed Faughnan
says his investigators have not completed
their study of the fire, but they do know
that more than 180 gallons of coolant lad-
en with toxic polychlorinated biphenyls,
commonly known as PCBs, leaked out of
the building's electrical transformer into
the fire.

The intense heat JM oxygen com-
bined with the PCBs t8 produce an even
more deadly poison, dfoxin, the same
form of dioxin found in Agent Orange.
widely used as a defoliant during the
Vietnam war. Veterans' lawsuits
throughout America blame Agent Orange
for a host of physical ailments and birth
defects.

The poisons spread through the build-
ing, coating ventilation shafts, desks.
drapes and restroom facilities with what
appears to be a layer of black soot. In the
early cleanup, contaminated water from

" toilets inside the building was flushed in-

to the city's sewer system.

No one immediately understood the
severity of the situation. The deadliest
chemicals were not discovered until
eight days after the fire, after some
workers had walked through tontaminat-
ed areas without protection

“We've been trying to comprehend

Schecter. who is a medical doctor and
professor of preventive medicine at the
state university's medical school here,
walked through a contaminated area in
his street clothes. Now he minces no
words when discussing the seriousness of
the problem

“We now have a new environmental
hazard to bive with.” he said in a recent
interview. “We have a unique event here
that could only happen in the Chemical
Age. Nothing quite like this has ever hap-
pened before. not in an office building
this way, not in a city. What happened
here had happened only in the laboratory

““The question that is raised by all this
is: Do we have this health hazard in most
office buildings across the country?”’

Transformers using coolant contain-
ing PCBs are common throughout the
country, Schecter said. In 1979, after a
similar, but less extensive, incident in
Toronto, the Canadian government
banned such transformers.

The Binghamton fire and explosion
came at §:30 a.m., Schecter noted.

“If this had happened at 9 am. in a
building like the World Trade Center (in
Manhattan), thére would have been a lot
of dead people, and a lot of people whose
health would have to be monitored the
rest of their lives, and a lot of babies
would be born with problems. There
would be reason to worry,” Schecter
said

Still, as many as 200 people were ex-
posed to the dangerous chemicals, in-
cluding, one ‘pregnant woman who
worked Th a City Hall office contaminat-
ed by cleanup workers who unknowingly
tracked dioxins in with them, Schecter
said

“We're faced with a problem we
don't know. much about,” he said. “We
don’t know much about the medical con-
sequences or exposure to low level PCBs

Two workers involved in the initial
cleanup say they will sue the state, con-
tending they were not informed of the
dangers they faced.

The reactions' of state officials have
ranged from alarm to attempts at humor.

Gov. Hugh Carey, for example, of-
fered to drink-a glass of PCBs and clean
the building with a vacuum cleaner. The
remarks caused a small furor in Bingh-
amton, and the governor later backed
off, saying he had only meant to warn
New Yorkers of what he called overreac-
tion to the contamination. ,

Schecter said that a glassful of the
toxins in the building would kill Carey
“It's Agent Orange, essentially. not just
PCBs in that building. They're all bad,”
he said. ‘Depending on the governor's
system, he would be dead within a few
minutes or hours.”

During Air Attack

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — Iraqi air-
planes and missiles struck Sunday at two
cities in the Iranian oil province of Khu-
zistan as a group representing the Inter-
national ‘Red Cross
torn area, Iran's Pars
ported. It said the group members were
unharmed but six Iranian civilians were
killed.

The attacks followed a threat Satur-
day from Iraqi President Saddam Hus-
sein to conquer Iran's entire oil heart-
land unless the Iranian regime accepted
calls to end the six-month-long war.

The official Iranian news agency said
a volley of Soviet-made Frog-7 missiles
slammed into the army garrison city of
Dezful, where the six civilians were
killed. A mosque and several houses
were destroyed, it said.

Iraqi fighter-bombers also attacked
the hilly outskirts of Ahwaz, capital of

Khuzistan, causing property damage but
no casualties, Pars said.

The Red Cross delegation, headed by
the director of Jran's Red Crescent Socie-
ty. Sis Stanis, had finished a tour of Dez-
ful and was in Ahwaz when the missiles
struck that city, Pars said

Days Without Insulin

By PAUL DONOHUE, M.D.

Dear Dr. Donohue: Please explain
the difference between diabetic coma
and insulin shock, and how does a person
tell the difference? What is the treatment
for either” — I M

Diabetic coma is sort of a mirror im-
age of insulin shock. I hope | can explain
that for you '

Diabetes in its simplest definition is a
lack of insulin. Insulin keeps blood sugar
in balance by allowing sugar to pass from
the blood into the cells of the body for
use as fuel It is sugar's escort, opening
the doors to the cells, allowing it to en-
ter

Diabetic coma is the result of days
without insulin; sugar stays in the blood
because of the insulin lack. The symp-
toms come on slowly. A person urinates
a great deal. Also, the high sugar content
of the urine takes excess water out of the
body the way water pills will. The person
in diabetic coma, therefore, has dry skin,
dry mouth, sunken eyeballs. all resulting
from the fluid lack. There is a fruity
breath odor. The answer is to supply the
insulin lacking

Insulin shock occurs when the oppos-
ite happens — when there is too much in-
sulin in the body This happens because
of nsulltf overdose by diabetics, from
omission by them of meals following a
regular insulin dose or from excessive ex-
ercise done without taking in extra sugar.
all the while on a prescribed dose of insu-
lin

In contrast to diabetic coma, the skin
becomes moist with sweat and breathing
is shallow. There is no peculiar breath
odor. Insulin shock comes on much more
quickly than does diabetic coma and the
extreme nervousness and shakiness tell
the diabetic his blood sugar is dropping
oo low

The medical treatment is sugar given
by vein. The person should take some
sugar promptly — as in orange juice or
candy — or anything with sugar in it
Both conditions should be treated as
promptly as possible

As New Drugs Are Introduced

In that second, Susie spotted the pret-
ty red and white drain opener can, tod-
dled to it, and, thinking it was juice or
cola because it was next to the sink,
quickly drank the remaining two ounces
of liquid

This potentially life-threatening inci-
dent could have been prevented if Susie's
mother had kept the product out of sight
and reach of her child. When in use.
these items should never be out of sight
of adults — even for the time it takes to
dial a telephone number.

To make the public more aware of ac-
cidental poisonings and how to prevent
them, March 15-21 is National Poison
Prevention Week. The theme this year is
“Children act fast... so do poisons'’* This
has been a national observance for the
last 20 years

“The problem with accidental poison-
ing has become worse as new drugs and
chemicals are introduced to make our
lives easier,” said James Cave. director
of pharmacy at the Methodist Hospital
“There are products on the market that
weren't there before that are potential
dangers. Chemicals are more complex
and harder to treat if taken
accidentally .’

Cave pointed out that the public is be-
coming more aware of the poisoning
problem through efforts such as Poison
Prevention Week and distribution of lit
erature

“The Safety Packaging Act on drugs
and aspirin also helps prevent accidental
potsonings,' said Cave. ‘‘People gripe
about child safety caps. but they know
the real purpose of them is to save lives

Seventy percent of accidental porson-
ing victims are children under five years
of age who can't read labels. Five
hundred thousand such poisonings will
occur this year, according to Cave

How do children reach poisons”

When they learn to crawl. they reach
cleansers under kitchen and bathroom
sinks. and kids of this age always put ev-
ervthing in their mouths.” said Cave

By the time a child can stand and walk
he can reach counter tops and lower cab-
inets When he learns to climb. he can
reach medium-high shelves and bath-
room cabinets. Usually by the time they
start school kids can learn to leave poi-
sons alone. but this depends on the
child

Cave said he felt older children can
help to prevent poisonings in younger si-
blings if there is information available
for them at school ‘“They look out after
the little ones and can help rid their
home of poisons if they are made aware
of how this is done

Should a child be toild the consequ
ences of taking poisons as a preventive
measure”

This depends on the age of the
hild ~ explained Cave ‘“Some children
are too voung to understand For very
voung children ‘no.no. it will hurt vou' 1s
more effective than going into a lot of
detail ~ But very young children need
parental protection. not just warnings
Cave said one way to protect children is
to poison-proof the home

Lock up medicines and household
products where children can't reach
them Make sure everything has a label

on it and is stored in the original contain-
er. Throw away medicines and goods you
no longer use,” he said.

One problem with medicines and
drugs, according to Cave, is when par-
ents tell their children it is “‘candy"” so
they will take the drug when ill. If the
child likes the taste of the “‘candy”, he
will want more of it.

“‘We set ourselves up for poisoning
accidents, " said Cave.

One campaign to prevent accidental
poisonings is the ‘Mr. Yuk' campaign,
developed at the Children's Hospital in
Pittsburg over ten years ago. The hospi-
tal surveyed children to see what symbol _
would discourage them to take poisons.
What the children chose was a green face
with the tongue sticking out. truly a 'yuk’
face.

““This is a good program that is very
effective.”” said Cave. "It is used by the

Doctor Gives Opinion

There's no place like home for sex ed-
ucation, says Dr. Mary Steichen Calde-
rone, pioneer crusader for open lines be-
tween children and parents on the topic
of sexuality.

And on that note, Dr. Calderone,
president of the Sex Education Informa-
tion and Education Council of the United
States, finds herself thumping the same
drum wacked a little while back by Ri-
chard Schwaiker. US. Secretary of
Health and Human Services

Secretary Schweiker drew a loud cho-
rus of boos from proponents of sex edu-
cation in schools and counseling centers
when he stood up for sex education being
family business. period. He said, at the
time very emphatically. that Uncle Sam
has no right getting into something that's
purely a family’s affair

Dr. Calderone said she absolutely
agrees with Schweiker on that

‘Sex education in a family setting is
what SIECUS has been preaching for the
last five years," she said

Dr. Calderone helped found SIECUS
in 1964. Before getting involved with
SIECUS. she served 1] years as Medical
Director of the Planned Parenthood Fed-
eration of America

Dr. Calderone, 77. said: “We know
the famly is the place for sex education
It is going to happen, anyway. Sex educa-
tion. And we say the family is the place
for it before it happens outside the
family setting

‘Adolescence is oo late

‘Parents need to know that. And they
need 10 know sex education — or sexuali-
ty education — is a right of parents and
an obligation. ‘Obligation’ means parents
must prepare for this. "~

Dr. Calderone, a member of the
American College of Sexologists, fre-
quently is credited by authorities with
taking talk of sex out of the “dirty”” and

snickering  classes

She was asked to define sexuality

‘Sexuality is a great and good thing
we all share at all ages.”" she said. ‘It ex-
presses itself differently at all ages. It is
soft and real and true

Par-
ents must help children in the develop-
ment of this gift from God and show
them the way to use it in a civilized way

- before adolescence

What is civilized sexual conduct”
