LOCAL STORMS SWEEP

DOWNPOUR OF RAIN WITH HAIL
AND WINDS,

DEPORT IS VERY HARD HIT

Many Places Have Cloudbursts.
Three Deaths Mark Track of
Storms.

Parle, Texas, April 24, —Twenty-flve
residencey, practically the eastern half
of Deport, a town twenty miles south-
oast of Paris, were destroyed by a hur-
ricane about 6 o'clock yesterday even-
ing, the cotton ofl mill, the Baptist and
Presbyterian Churches suffering a like
fate,

W, R. Isbell, a druggist, was crushed
to death in hig resldence when it col-
lapsed, his wife and four children sav-
ing themselves by running to their
stormhouse,

Others known to be injured, though
not [atally, are Capt George [, Ter-
rell and wife, G. G, Baughn, E, R,
Sullivan, wife and son. All these have
broken armg or legs and painful
bruises,

The storm eame up the valley from
the southwest, cutting a path several
hundred vards wide. It did not last
long, and there was very little elee-
trieity, It swept away structures in
its« path as if they were houges of
cards, The town is divided by a
ereel and the heavy rain made it over-
flow and retarded the work of help-
ing the Injured by those who escaped.

No business houses were destroyed,
but several were badly damaged, only
the edge of the storm reaching them.
Among theme are the Deport Chron-
icle, T, L. Jolly, editor; Cunningham'’s
iry goods store, Shuman's blacksmith
shop, Daniel's restaurant, the Cash
Store and postoflice, W. 1. Lawler pro-
prietor and postmaster. These were |
blown from the blocks or the sides|
partially eaved in, Damage to houses
and stocks can not be estimated at
present. '

Fort Worth: Following a cloudburst
and hail storm in the city proper and
North Fort Worth yesterday afwr-!
noon the west fork of the Trinity soon
egeaped it banks west of the mead-
owg between the court house and the
North Fort Worth Cotton Belt cross-
ing and within an hour the adjacent
vicinity was again inundated.

Street car traffic on the North Fort
Worth and Rosen Heights lines was
at once crippled, and at 6 o'clock last
night an expanse of water extended
from the foot of the Main Street
bridge northward a distance of a mile
and equally as far east and west,
the pumping station on the West Fork
measurements were taken hourly, and
by T p. m. the water was only a few
fnches below the record established
last Sunday.

During the downpour vesterday aft.
ernoon residents of the river bottoms
began to at once move what few
household effects had been rescued
from the recent flood, but so rapld was
the rigse that but little could be re-
moved. The result was that again
geveral hundred unfortunates are with.
out shelter and are dependent upon
the Salvation Army and other local
organlzations,

Upon hearing that the water was
again riging, the members of the Sal-
vation Army corps established a sec-
ond temporary eating house at the
foot of the Main Street bridge and
gerved warm meals to many who had
been driven from their homes. Bec-
retary Green of the United Charitios
has also opened a supply headquarters
and mattresses, bedding, cooking uten.
tils and food are being extended to
the flood victims as rapldly as the
latter report,

Towns and Villages Over Wide Dis-
trict Swept.

Dallas, April 25, — Windstorms
killed upward of two hundred people
outside thls Stute yesterday and In
Texng great property logs, serfous crop
damage, with numbers of persons
more or less seriously Injured, were
reported from points in northern, east-
ern, northeastern and central sections
of the State, the greatest foree of the
wind appearing to have been felt at
Mineola, Wood County, where damage
upward of $25,000 was done when the
wind made havoe In the business part
of the town and one woman in the
country near by was serlously, prob-
ably fatally inured. Nineteen build-
ings were damaged near Dalngerfield,
Morris County, and seven hurt, a num-
ber of minor injuries and twelve
buildings wrecked at Oak Grove,
five miles west of De Kalb, Bowie
County.

At Stagner, Wood County, four are
dead, according to reports recelved at
Big Sandy yesterday.

One dead, three not expected to
survive until this morning, and be-
tween $125,000 and $150,000 damage,
Is the latest report from the storm
that struck Deport. Lamar County.
Sixty-two houses were destroyed or
almost totally wrecked, Including the
Baptist Church, the Magonic Hall, the
Presbyterian Chureh, the school houser

At Grand Saline, Van Zandt County,
the tomato crop I8 reported rulned
and other truck seriously damaged.

MR. TAFT A8 A CRITIC.

When Secretary Taft spoke at Oma-
ha recently he took occaslon to criti-
clse Mr. Bryan. His first criticlam
was directed to Mr. Brran's conduct
in advocating the ratification of the
treaty. According to Becretary Taft,
Mr. Bryan can not consistently ecriti-
cise the Imperialistie poliecy of the
government because he favored the
ratificatior, of the treaty. Secretary
Taft {8 elther misinformed as to what
M:. Bryan did, or he I8 lacking In the
candor that ought to characterize pub-
lic men In speaking of an opponent.
The question before the country was
not whether the treaty was as good a
treaty as might have been made, or
whether it contained provisions that it
ought not to have contained. The
treaty was made by the president’s
representatives, and when presented
to congress, contained a provision for
the ceding of the Philippine islands
to the United States. The Republicans
had a majority In both senate and
house, and the president was a Re-
publican, but as the treaty requires a
two-thirds majority, some of the op-
ponents of imperialism thought it pos-
sible to secure the rejection of the
treaty, . The rejection of the treaty,
however, would simply continue the
state of war and furnish an excuse for
& continuance of war taxes and war
expenses. 1f the Democrats had suc-
ceeded in preventing the ratification of
the treaty, they were not in a position
to give instructions as to a new treaty.
It they had prevented the ratification
they would have taken upon them-
selves the responsibility for anything
that happened while the state of war
continned. If, for instance, they had
refused to ratify the treaty, and In-
slsted that Spain should give indepen-
dence to the Filipinos, there was
danger of objection being made by
the European nations which have col-
onles in the orient, and none of the
monarchies of Europe are anxious to
have a republic established in Asla.
With a minority In both houses, the
Democerats comld not possibly shape
the policy of the government, but they
could bring upon themselves just
eriticiem {f they Involved the country
in further war. This was the situation
that the Democrats had to meet and
Mr. Bryan proposed a plan for meeting
it, and he has never for a moment re-
gretted the part he took In that crisis.
He proposed the ratification of the
treaty and a declaration of our nation's
purpose to recognize the independence
of the Phillppine islands just as the
treaty provided for the recognition of
the independence of Cuba. The treaty
settled the question as far as Spaln
was concerned and left the future of
the Filipinos entirely to us. It was
easler for us to act alone than to aet
through a treaty, and by acting alone
we relleved ourselves of the dangers
that attend the negotiation of a treaty.

The plan which Mr. Bryan proposed
came so near realization that it re-
quired the vote of the vice-president
to defeat it, for the treaty was ratl-
fied by a very slender marglu, and the
vote on the Bacon resolution promising
independence was so close that the
presiding officer, the vice-president,
turned the scales and decided the
question In the negative. One more
vote and the promise of independence
would have been given and all subsze.
quent trouble saved, Now It is hardly
fair to judge Secretary Taft of ignor-
ance of the sltuation at that time, He
certalnly knew that Mr. Bryan's plan
included the promise of independence
as well as the ratification of the treaty.
How ecan he, then, discuss the matter
without discussing the entire plan?
Why does he speak only of the ratifi-
catlon of the treaty and lgnore the
promise of independence? Secretary
Taft I8 not the only Republienn who
shows this lnck of candor. Time and
again Republicans have made the criti-
clsm that Secretary Taft makes. and
by doing so have been guilty of the
same unfairness,

Mr. Bryan has constantly and per-
slstently opposed imperialism; he has
from the very first Insisted upon the
promiise of independence. The ratl-
ficatlon of the treaty was only a means
of securing independence, and the
only means in sight. If we could not
defeat imperialism when the Bacon
proposition was presented, we could
not defeat it when our fight was em
barrassed by the prolonging of the
war and the Incurring of dangers inel-
dent thereto,

There has never been a time slnce
the treaty was ratified but we might
have settled the question by a promise
of independence, but Republiean lead-
ers were willing to surrender the doe-
trine of self-government in order to
secure trade advantages in the orient,
and not being able to delend their
policy, they have tried to lay the rati-
fication of the treaty upon Mr. Dryan,
as if the ratification had made it Im-
possible for them to avold colonlalism,
We have spent more than five hun-
dred millions in this foollsh attempt
to ape the monarchism of the old
world; we have more than doubled our
army, and we are constantly increas-
ing our navy, and Imperialism I8 the
only excuse that can be made for
elther. Our annual appropriations for
the army and navy are more than one
hundred millions & year in excess of
what they were ten years ago, and
are stlll Increasing. The Republicans

vet while he was out of the country,
something ke half of the states
passed resolutlons favorable to his
nomination, Notwithstanding this
very unusual indorsement, he refused
to annonnee himself as a candidate,
and for more than a year waited to sea
it the political conditions would make

some one else more avallable, In No-l
vember of last year he announced |
that he would accept the nomination

if it was the desire of the Democratie
voters that he should do so, and this
announcement was made to put an
end to the eonstant miarepresentations
that were being made by unfriendly
papers, That is as far as he has
gone. Whatever work others have
done in his behalf has been done vol-

untarily and without solicitation from
him. How, then, ean he be accused of
leading the Demoeratic party against
its will?

of the county judge's office the
county finances of Haskell coun-
ty were in bad condition. And
in this connection it may interest
the taxpayers to know the con-
dition, which was that there was
a large bonded indebtedness and
a considerable amount of out-
standing or floating indebtedness
in the form of script issued
against the common fund, the
road and bridge fund and the
jury fund and no money with
which to liquidate same.

Under Judge Irby's manage-
ment, in co-operation with the
commissioner’s, the county has
paid off all floating serip and
paid and cancelled $15,000.00 of
its bonded indebtedness and- all
of the funds are supplied with
cash to meet current expenses.
In other words the county has
| been put on a cash basis.
| As judge of the county court
'he has made an honest effort to
'enforce the laws. It was in his
court that the first seriousand in
a large measure successful, at-
tempt was made to enforce the
Jiquor or local option laws.  And
|tr:o him is herhaps due as much
‘credit as to any other officer, the
