First outbreak was at Paint
Creek Rural High School 12 miles
southeast of Haskell, where all
classes wore dismissed Tuesday
morning.

Supt. Dan McRae said iS pu-
pils were absent Tuesday out of
a total enrollment of 148, while 15
or 20 students came to school al-
though they were slightly 111.

Supt. McRae said late Wednes-
day that a canvassof the commun-
ity showed an increase in the
number of students 111" with flu to
45. In view of thc threatened
spread of the epidemic, the Paint
Creel; cchool will remain closed
through the rest of the week, he
stated.

Welntort School Closed
Supt. Douglas Myers of Weinert

School announced Wednesday af-
ternoon that he had dismissed all
classes Thursday and Friday be-
cause of a near-epidem- ic of in-
fluenza.

Supt. Myers said 43 students
were ill, out of an enrollment of
155. He 15 students became
ill after coming to school Wednes-
day and were enrried home.

Fire Prevention Week
This year Fne Prevention Week. October will mnik

another milestoneof organizedfire pievention activities in this country
The anniversary will emphasize the value of fire prevention

work in the foim of concentrated annualcampaigns, town inspections,
engineering surveys of the fire protection facilities of cities, extensive
researchby insurance companies,and the many and varied contribu-
tions by public and private agenciesoutside thefire insurance business.

At the same time fire losses this year may exceed a billion
dollars for the first time in histoty. So far they are averaging about
90 million a month.

This naturally posesa question: Do the fire prevetnion activi
ties of the fire Insurance businessand the public really help prevent
fires?

In answer. JamesC. Hullett. president of the National Board
of Fire Underwriters, gives a resounding "yes".

He explains: About the time fire prevention activities began
on a basis that was not spasmodic, the estimated value of the nation's
reproducible tangible assets was $71 billion. That included residential
and structures, farm buildings, institutional andgovern-
ment buildings, and inventories, includng crops and Ivestock mostly
structuresand goods that were insurable. Fire losses that year were
$165 million.

By 1952. when the latest figures were available, the burnable
national assets had increasedabout twelve times over the 1905 figures,
and fire losses hadincreasedonly five times.

Undoubtedly other factors besides fire prevention work have
affected the widening gap between the values of structuresand goods
at risk and the actual fire lossesin the last half century. But the gap
Is large enough, and has coincidednear enough with increasing fire
prevention activities, to support the assumption that safety work
has been effective.

We believe, with Mr Hullett. that our nation hasmade a good
start in fire prevention and that real progress is being made. Let us not
relax our efforts to do better

GREETINGS:
Our Constitutional guarantee of fieedom of the press is n

guaranteeof an Individual's light to own and to control a printing
press withoutsubsetvlcncc to the government That guatantee
established the fact that a free government of free men does

not need to live in fear of the thoughts and words of its fiee
citizens.

Today, the fieedom of America depends on the freedom
of the press. The free flow of information to the public Is essen-

tial to the preservation of our American way of life, and we

must be continually vigilant against any efforts to impede this

freedom of Information.
Texas newspapers and newspapermen have constantly

shown recognition of the great obligations and responsibilities
which go with freedom of the press.

Ed Cooper, extension wildlife
specialist.

But Cooper points out that boat-
ing can be much safer If certain
precautions are observed.

First, advises the specialist,
never overload a boat with pas-
sengers.Always find out how many
passengers the boat can safely
carry. Wear shoes and clothing
that ran easily be removed in case
the boat sinks or capsizes. Have

life preserver for each passen-
ger in the boat, especially

If a motor is t0 be used, make
tain tint it is the proper size

r horsepower for your particular
boat. Be as cautious when steer-
ing a boat as you would steering

car. Learn and observe the
nilfs of the water such as speed
limits, yielding tight of way, for-l,'.')d- en

zones, etc. And, continues
Cooper, be certain you ask an
informed person about hazardsIn
the lake or stream such as loca-
tion of swift water, whirlpools,
hidden obstructions, etc., before
leaving shore.

Don't stand in a small boat un
less necessary and be careful of
your balance when doing so. Al-
ways have an extra paddle in the
boat in case one paddle is broken
or lost.

Wear clothing which will protect
you from sunburn, concludes the
specialist, sunlight is Itenslfted
by reflection off water.

Proper harvesting nnd handling

of soed cotton can add from $2.50

to $19 a bale to the income from
this year's cotton crop, says Fred
C. Elliott, extension cotton spec
ialist Careless mctnods or Har-

vesting and handling on the olhor
hand can cause great damage to
lint quality and IcWcr Its value

Here are his suggestions for
maintaining the inherent qtialltlcs
of the crop. Do not harvest cotton
when It is wet. Wait until 9 or 9:30
to start harvesting operations
