Castor Beans Described As Poisonous 
Crop To Be Handled With Precautions

Ira L. Murphy

Ira L. Murphy, 75, of Liberal, 
Kansas, passed away Wednes­
day, January 18, in Epworth 
Hospital at Liberal, Kansas. He 
had been in ill health for many 
years, and had been bedfast for 
the past three years.

Clara McWhirter of Stratford, 
and made his home with her for 
a time until he became in such 
poor health it was impossible 
for her to care for him. He is 
survived by a step-son, Charles 
Tice of Liberal, and two sisters, 
Mrs. Minnie Burden of Fresno, 
California, and Mrs. McWhirter 
of Stratford.

Castor bean production was 
described as a profitable but 
toxic crop which must be pro­
duced under irrigation with the 
exercise of extreme precau­
tions by John C. Anderson and 
Beau Bowlin of the Baker Castor 
Oil Co. in a meeting held in the 
County Exhibit Building Tues­
day night.

The oil company representa­
tives told prospective producers 
they would be guaranteed a net 
price of $5.19 per hundred 
pounds for a good grade of live 
beans. They further stated that 
if a sufficient number of grow­
ers made contracts to grow the 
beans they would make ar­
rangements for a local dealer to 
handle the crop. A castor bean 
buyer has been established in 
Guymon, who would buy the 
beans in the event that only a 
few growers were interested in 
the crop.

Slides were shown which gave 
potential growers an idea of the 
type of equipment which is used 
for the castor bean harvest, 
and prices were quoted on the 
cost of the attachments which 
could be installed on the con­
ventional combine used in this 
territory.

Anderson and Bowlin told the 
group that they would be grow­
ing a crop which would have to 
be handled as a deadly poison. 
The castor bean, like many oth­
er plants, is a deadly poison 
which must be refined to remove 
its toxic contents before‘ it can 
be placed in use.

The oil company representa­
tives further stated that produc­
ers would have to take precau­
tions to prevent castor beans 
from getting into any other 
grains which they might market 
which would be used either for 
human consumption or for feed. 
They said that und^r normal 
conditions cattle would graze on 
wheat without touching castor 
beans which might be in an ad­
joining field but they would not 
assume the responsibility for 
any losses which might occur. 
They recommended the fencing 
of all castor bean fields to pre­
vent losses of livestock which 
might occur should they eat the 
beans.

Men have been known t© chew 
up and eat raw castor beans 
with no ill effects other than 
severe stomach cramps and the 
usual plight of any person who 
has taken a strong purgative, 
but the practice is not recom­
mended.

In general the production of 
castor beans in an irrigation 
field was described as a profit­
able operation which can be 
successfully carried out with re­
quired precautions. The oil 
company representatives said

A Sherman County Beet 
Growers Association was organ­
ized Friday night at the meet­
ing held in the county exhibit 
building in Stratford.

Officers elected to serve the 
new organization were: R. M. 
Buckles, president; Paul Ches­
mer, vice president; Don Riffe, 
treasurer; and E. Goule, secre­
tary.

Thirty-five farmers and busi­
ness men attended the meeting 
called by the Sherman County 
Dij'yelopment Association. J. 
H. Sears, Hereford banker, was 
the guest speaker for the meet­
ing. He discussed the poten­
tials of securing a sugar beet 
processing plant to be located 
in the Panhandle or South 
Plains. Sears also told of legis­
lation that the Texas Sugar 
Beet Association is working on, 
and asked for the influence and 
support of Sherman County 
residents for the passage of 
these bills. House Bill 149 which 
would in three years, give the 
Texas Panhandle and South 
Plains 40,000 acres of beets, 
seemed to be the most important 
legislation pending.

Mr. Sears pointed out that 
this bill must be passed on be­
fore a new sugar act is acted 
upon. The present sugar act 
expires some time this spring.

Following Sear’s discussion of 
the sugar beet situation, R. M.

Many citizens have taken ad­
vantage of the opportunity tOe 
pave, curb and gutter the streets 
along their property in the cur­
rent paving program. A check 
of the City Clerk’s records Mon­
day afternoon revealed that 27 
citizens had taken advantage of 
the opportunity to secure curb 
to curb paved streets.

The guarantee of the city 
council that additional paving" 
may be secured in the current 
Pfrogram expires Friday, Jan­
uary 27, although it may be 
possible for additional citizens 
to secure paving, curb and gut­
ter after this deadline.

The council doesn’t know just 
how much additional time will 
be available for securing pav­
ing, Dan Foreman said Monday. 
So far as he knew, the council 
would accept paving orders up 
until the construction company 
was ready to move its equip­
ment on a street.

This may give the citizens liv­
ing on one side of the city a 
few more days to consider the 
problem than will be allowed 
other citizens living on streets 
where work starts first.

The council will continue to 
accept paving orders in this 
manner as long as the contrac­
tor will accept them. Foreman 
said.

Orders for all pavement, curb 
and gutter will be accepted by 
the City Council. The council 
will then place the orders with 
Cooper and Woodruff, paving 
contractors who have the con­
tract. ,

The bond issue will provide 
money for paving a 24 foot slab 
in the center of the street. The. 
70-foot street intersections will 
be paved by the bond issue and 
the city will pay for the paving 
of the connecting alleys.

A six foot extension of the 
paving to the property line may 
be secured for 75̂  a running foot 
if the curb and gutter has al­
ready been installed.

Where the curb and gutter as 
well as the paving must be in­
stalled, the cost of the entire 
job will be $2.40 a running foot, 
which is a foot less than had 
been anticipated when the is­
suance of the bonds was being- 
considered.

The council has not made any ' 
effort to exert pressure on any 
one in order to get them to sign 
up for the paving.

Promotion of the completely 
paved, curbed and guttered 
streets along the paving route, 
has been left up to the residents 
of each block. In the event a 
100% percent paving program is 
secured along the paving route, 
the venture will be much more 
practical in that the engineer­
ing vull make possible satisfac­
tory drainage of all of the 
streets, and the preservation of 
practically all of the black top­
ping at a minhmun cost.

Water District

Reserve Land 
Is Classed As 
Cropland

Land on which a Ck)nserva- 
tion Reserve contract expires on 
December 31 does not need to 
be plowed up this year to keep 
its rating as cropland, according 
to R. C. Buckles, chairman of 
the County Agricultural Stabili­
zation and Conservation Com­
mittee. Under existing laws, 
any cropland in the conserva­
tion reserve is classed as crop­
land for an additional period 
after the contract expires. The 
additional period is equal to the 
number of years that the land 
was under contract prior to ex­
piration.

Mr. Buckles explained the 
cropland classification with the 
following illustration: A farm­
er had a piece of cropland un­
der a 5-year conservation re­
serve contract that expired on 
December 31, 1960, and the con­
tracted land had been establish­
ed to grass. He could leave the 
land in grass for another 5 years 
and for agricultural program 
purposes it would be classed as 
cropland during the period,

Farmers who have conserva­
tion reserve contracts that have 
expired should also check with 
the county ASC office, particu­
larly if they have other land 
that is still in the reserve. This 
check should be made to be sure 
about the acreage of crops per­
mitted for harvest under con­
tracts still in effect. Anoth­
er important item to be check­
ed is the status of any farm 
acreage allotment that may 
have been unused when the 
cropland was in the reserve.

Testing Soil
For Available/

Nitrogen
The new soil testing labora­

tory being operated by the Ex­
tension Service in Lubbock is 
now chemically processing soil 
samples to determine the plant 
nutrients that the soil can sup­
ply the crops to be grown in 
1961 and 1962. Each sample is 
analyzed for reaction (pH), or­
ganic matter, available phos­
phate, available potash, avail­
able calcium, and soluble salts. 

It should be kept in mind that 
nitrogen as such cannot be prac­
tically determined by a soil test. 
Nitrogen fertilizer recommenda­
tions are based primarily on the 
amount of organic matter the 
soil contains, the crop to be 
grown along with anticipated 
yields, and the'amount and kind 
of nitrogen carrying fertilizers 
previously applied.

As stated on the information 
sheet that must be sent in with 
soil samples it is extremely im­
portant to avoid sampling in the 
fertilized bands where phos­
phate and potash were previous­
ly applied. However there Is no 
particular hazard involved in 
sampling areas where nitrogen 
fertilizers alone have been ap­
plied. The soil test does not 
detect these nitrogen materials. 
The nitrogen recommendation 
given on the laboratory report is 
the total amount needed for the 
particular crop. This makes it 
very important for the farmer to 
show, on the information sheet 
the amount of nitrogen already 
applied to the area concerned.

Soil testing affords the quick­
est and most reliable method 
available to plains farmers for 
estimating the kind and amount 
of fertilizer for a particular 
crop. The fee of $2 per sample 
could well be one of the most 
profitable investments in a 
farm operation.

College Test 
Blanks Are 
Available

Stratford high school seniors 
who are planning to enter col­
lege next fall may obtain regis­
tration blanks from H. T, Gallo­
way ,high school principal, for 
the American College Testing 
program exams. The closing 
date for registration is Satur­
day, February 4.

The three tour tests, to be 
given Saturday, February 25, in 
4Ô states and the district of Col­
umbia, are required for admis­
sion to more than 500 colleges 
and universities in 23 states.

Texas is among the states af­
filiated with the program. Par­
ticipating colleges use the test 
results for student guidance, ad­
missions, and awarding scholar­
ships aid to applicants, as well 
as for placing freshmen in class­
es or programs suited to their 
abilities.

The ACTT test has four parts 
which gives five scores. There 
is a composite score indicating 
over-all college potential. Level 
of general capability In English, 
mathematics, social studies, and 
the natural sciences are indicat­
ed in the other four scores.

To Prevent Ice
On Road Bridge

Electric energy is spearhead­
ing a determined assault by the 
Texas Highway Department 
against an old and deadly traf­
fic hazard jn  Texas iced-over 
bridges.

In the hope of permanently 
solving this age-old peril to mo­
torists, Highway Department en­
gineers are now experimenting 
with an electrical ice-preven­
tion system near Wichita Palls,

First testing began Friday.
First of its kind ever under­

taken in Texas, the research 
project is taking place on twin 
bridges of U. S. 287 at its inter­
section with City View Drive 
near the northwest limits of 
Wichita Falls.

Tlie anti-icing system ém- 
ploys the use of electrical heat­
ing elements embedded in the 
concrete bridge slabs through 
which are energized small a- 
mounts of electricity which heat 
the elements and warm thé 
bridge deck a few degrees above 
freezing. The system is act­
uated by a control panel hooked 
up to an electric utility power 
supply.

The headache of iced-over 
bridges has been particularly 
acute in Texas, where flash

freezes occur periodically dur­
ing the winter months. Ice 
forms more easily on bridges 
than on highways because cold 
air circulates both above and be­
low them. Temperatures of the 
adjacent highway areas are 
reduced more slowly; and may 
not reach the freezing point at 
all, due to the influence of heat 
radiated from the earth.

This creates a deceptively 
dangerous situation for the 
winter motorist, who may be 
driving comfortably at 60 ¿d ies 
an hour along on unfrozen 
highway and suddenly come up­
on a glazed-over bridge.

Sand' and salt have been the 
traditional standbys used by 
department maintenance crews 
to fight the icing process, al­
though this has often meant

all-night work in anticipation 
of flash freezes.

The search for a better way 
to keep ice from forming on 
bridges has narrowed to this 
electrical anti-icing system. It 
was built into the bridges dur­
ing their regular construction 
stages and is completely safe. 
No motorist or pedestrian could 
be burned or shocked by the 
bridge.

The object of the research be­
ing conducted this winter, and 
in succeeding winters if neces­
sary, is to develop the most ef­
ficient system through controll­
ed tests. Engineers expect this 
research to provide answers to 
the traffic hazaj’d of ice on 
bridges.

The Mail Bag
(By Walter Rogers)

The mail in the office of a 
Member of Congress brings 
many and varied items. It 
would be impossible to include 
in one newsletter a discussion of 
all of the subjects touched' on in 
one day’s mail. Usually, this 
mail Increases tremendously 
during the first part of a' ses­
sion of Congress. Some letters 
have to do with the problems of 
veterans; others have to do with 
the problems of the farmer, per­
haps the general farm problem, 
or the trials and tribulations en­
countered under one of the 
many facts of the government 
farm program, others have to 
do with the many segments of 
comnlerce, both domestic and 
mternational-. Passport prob­
lems are always plentiful. Mat­
ters concerning the many, many 
problems which beset the Social 
Security system always make up 
a large part of the loiail. The 
several military services are al­
ways high on the yardstick of 
problems affecting the people of 
this country. There are many, 
many more items which could be 
mentioned, but I want to discuss 
one particular item which al­
ways holds a high place in the 
concern of the people of this 
country. That is the mail con­
cerning Communism and the 
Communist movement in this 
nation. We are all deeply dis­
turbed by any activties which 
might appear to be Communist- 
inspired or advocated.

During the last several weeks, 
T have received much mail con­
cerning a report that a Com­
munist march on Washington 
was to be held during inaugura­
tion week, to impress the Con­
gress and the executive branch 
of the government that Com­
munism is very strong in this 
country, and to pressure Con­
gress into abolishing the Com­
mittee on Un-American Activi­
ties, curtailing the activities of 
the FBI, and getting rid of Mr. 
J. Edgar Hoover. I do not know 
where this report started, but I 
have made every attempt to :run 
down any information concern­
ing the report or a ' proposed 
march. If such a march is to 
take place, it is one of the best- 
concealed secrets in the Capital. 
And, I might add, with all of 
the columnists, newspaper re­
porters, television and radio 
commentators who are continu­
ally on the go in the Nation’s 
Capital, the keeping of a secret 
by anyone or any group is quite 
an achievement.

'If such a march develops, it 
will be a surprise to many 
Washingtonians if the Wash­
ingtonians notice that a march 
is in progress. The truth of 
the matter is that there are 
quite a number of “marches” on 
Washington each year. Most 
of these are about as bona fide 
as a wooden nickel and about as 
valuable, before or after infla­
tion. They are usua:ily made 
up of a sorry-looking bunch of 
questitDnable characters who 
are more interested* in getting 
their own names in the paper 
or pictures on the  ̂television 
screen than they are in some 
cause. In fact, I would dare 
say that 95 percent of them 
would not know what they are 
supposed to be marching in fa-

vor of or against. But they are 
exercising a right guaranteed 
them under the Constitution of 
the United States under Amend­
ment 1, which I quote as fol­
lows:

“Congress shall make :ao law 
respecting an establishment of 
religion, or prohibiting the free 
exercise thereof; or abridging 
the freedom of speech, or of the 
press; or the right of the peo­
ple peaceably to assemble, and 
to petition the Government for 
a redress of grievances.”

Of course, there are different 
views as to what constitutes 
the right of people peaceably to 
assemble and to petition the 
government for a redress of 
grievances. Some believe that 
this gives them the right to 
picket the White House. Cer­
tain rules and regulations have 
been adopted which do not vio­
late this right, but do provide 
certain lines beyond which the 
pickets cannot go. Many times 
great publicity has been given 
to these White House pickets. 
In Washington, very little if any 
attention is paid to them. I 
remember one particular in­
stance where pickets were sup­
posed to have been marching in 
front of the House for a number 
of days. I had driven by the 
White House no less than three 
or four times each of those days, 
and had never noticed these 
pickets. The other members of 
the Congress are equally im­
pressed, or perhaps I should say 
unimpressed, with these activi­
ties.

As I said before, I have tried 
to run down all of the reports 
and. stories about this alleged 
march on the Nation’s Capital 
and the White House. I have 
checked with the FBI, I have 
checked with other security 
agencies, I have checked with 
the newspapers, the radio and 
television, as well as many 
Members of Congress, but have 
failed to find any information 
from any of these sources indi­
cating that any mass march of 
any kind was even contemplated 
by any groups. I have also 
checked and re-checked the pos­
sible jeopardy to the Un-Ameri­
can Activities Committee, the 
FBI, and Mr. J. Edgar Hoover, 
although I was satisfied in my 
own mind that these groups 
were in no danger of having 
their powers or authorities cur­
tailed. I can report to you 
that I  have been reassured that 
t h e  U n - A m e r i c a n

A c a t i v i t i e s  C o  :<n-
mittee will continue with full 
authority to investigate and to 
ferret out Communism or other 
subversives; that the FBI will 
continue and even step up its 
relentless pursuit of Commun­
ists, subversives, and criminals 
of all sorts over whom this body 
has jurisdiction; that Mr. J. 
Edgar Hoover will conintue to 
head up the FBI at the instance, 
request, and invitation of Presi­
dent Kennedy. He was request­
ed by President Kennedy to con­
tinue in his position and he ac-
