OBJECTIVES OF NEW FEED 
GRAIN PROGRAM OUTLINED

The feed grain legislation, 
signed into law on March 22 by 
President Kennedy, has four 
purposes. They are to increase 
farm income; prevent further 
buildup of the feed grain sur­
plus and reduce it if possible; 
help assure the consumer of 
fair and stable prices for meat, 
poultry and dairy products and 
reduce the ultimate feed grain 
program costs to taxpayers.

Accoring to C. H. Bates, farm 
management specialist for the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, the program is volun­
tary and applies only to 1961. 
All field corn and grain sor­
ghum whether for grain, fod­
der or silage are covered and 
cooperators are being asked to 
reduce their 1961 plantings of 
these crops by at least 20 per­
cent below the 1959-60 average 
acreage. Voluntary reductions 
up to 40 percent are encouraged 
for growers with bases of 100 
acres or more. Growers with 
bases of 25 acres or less may re­
tire the total under the pro­
gram.

Cooperating farmers will be 
eligible for support prices of 
$1.93 a hundred pounds on 
grain sorghums, $1.20 per bush­
el on com, 92i? per bushel on 
barley, 62̂  for oats and $1.02 
per bushel for rye. The non­
cooperator will not be eligible 
for support'price on any of 
these crops. Bates said. His 
production would have to move 
at market prices. He cannot 
depend upon the government 
price support nor his neighbor’s 
production adjustment to hold 
up the market price.

Cooperators, if they choose, 
may receive payments in the 
form of negotiable certificates 
which represent grain from 
CCC stocks. The Secretary of 
Agriculture will determine the 
flow of this grain into market 
channels.

A cooperator. Bates said, a- 
grees to reduce by at least 20 
percent his grain sorghum or 
cbm acreage for 1961 below his 
1959-60 average. The diverted 
acres must be put to some con­
servation use. It cannot be 
harvested or pastured. Weeds, 
insects and rodents must be 
controlled on the diverted acre­
age.

In turn he will receive, in ad­
dition to his eligibility for price 
supports on his grain crops, a 
pa3rment for each acre diverted 
to conservation use. The rate 
of payment for his first 20 per-

Prevents 
Mandatory 
Counsellor

House Bill 993 was introduced 
in the Texas Legislature March 
14 by Representatives Slack, 
Issacks and Floyd to prevent 
the mandatory hiring of a coun­
selor for school students by an 
order of the State Board.

In the House Journal, H. B. 
No.'993, is entitled “An Act pro­
hibiting the State Board of 
Education from adopting any 
policy rule, regulation or other 
plan, as prerequisite for accredi­
tation or other approval, which 
would require any School Dis­
trict to hire or assign any guid­
ance counselor or supervisor or 
require as a part time duty of 
any superintendent, principal 
or teacher.” The bill has been 
referred to the committee on 
education.

Much concern has been ex­
pressed over the possibility of 
the State Board of Education 
establishing a prerequisite for 
accreditation or other approval, 
that a guidance counselor 
(pseudo-psychiatrist) be em­
ployed for each 600 students 
enrolled.

Any such compulsion involv­
ing determination of the mental 
equivalent, so often open to a 
variety of interpretations and 
misinterpretations, could • de­
velop into what might cor­
respond to a supervising com­
missar with which people be­
hind the iron curtain aré all too 
familiar, '

It is understood that the find­
ings of the proposed guidance 
counselor would be kept in con- 
idence and would not even be 

revealed to the parents, which 
means that the parents of the 
student would not be in posses­
sion of the facts as reported on 
which the advancement of the 
child would be predicted.

In commenting on the bill. 
Representative Richard C. 
Slack of Pecos, said: “One of 
the local school districts which 
I represent objected to the hir­
ing of counselors for children in 
the primary grades on the 
grounds that it was not only 
unsound and inadvisable to 
counsel and test small children, 
but that it was also an un­
necessary expense, both to the 
state and the district. I con­
cur completely in this view. It 
is my firm conviction that a 
coimselor could not possibly 
know as much about a child as 
the classroom teacher who in­
structs him or her every day. 
Any additional funds spent on 
public school education should 
in my opinion, be used to im­
prove both the pay standards 
and the quality of the classroom 
teachers.”

Lubbock
LUBBOCK — G. E. (Dutch) 

Wiginton, 53, long-time em­
ployee, director and stockhold­
er in Hemphill-Wells Co,, died 
at 3:15 a. m. Thursday of last 
week in Methodist Hospital af­
ter suffering a heart attack a- 
bout 1:30 a. m. at his home.

News of his death came as a 
shock, to his friends and to em­
ployees of Hemphill-Wells Co., 
many of whom he had been as­
sociated with for the past 35 
years. Even his closest asso­
ciates said he apparently had 
been in excellent health when 
he left the store Wednesday af­
ternoon.

Funeral services were con­
ducted at 10:30 a. m. Friday 
at the First Christian Church, 
Dr. Dudley Strain, pastor, offi­
ciated.

Burial was made in Resthaven 
Memorial Park.

Wiginton, who came to Lub­
bock in 1925, to attend Texas 
Tech in its opening year, be­
came associated with the local 
department store September 21, 
1926, Throughout the years, 
he had been one of the most 
popular and well-known of the 
store’s employees, especially a- 
mong Tech ^men students and 
ex-students.

Hardly an ex-student who at­
tended the college during its 
first 25 years visited Lubbock 
that he didn’t drop by the store 
to visit Wiginton. Wiginton 
had been in charge of the store's 
men’s department for the past 
two decades.

Born Clarence Elbert Wigin­
ton, near Stratford, April 18, 
1907, Wiginton spent his youth 
on his father’s ranch until he 
came to Lubbock.

Throughout the years of his 
residence in Lubbock, he had 
been active in Tech, civic and 
business affairs. He was a for­
mer president of the American 
Business Club and had devoted 
much of his time in boys work. 
He was also a former president 
of the Red Raider Club, a mas­
ter Mason, member of Yellow- 
house Lodge No. 841, Scottish 
Rite Consistory, El Paso No, 3, 
of Kiva Shrine Temple at Am­
arillo and Kappa Sigma frater­
nity. He was also active in 
the National Association of Re­
tail Clothiers and Furnishers.

He was serving as a member 
of the Lubbock Parks and Re­
creation Board at the time of 
his death.

He was a member of the First 
ClHiristian Church. He was mar­
ried to the former Faye George, 
a classmate at Tech, on June 
33, 1930.

Other survivors include a 
son, J. Spencer, 19, a Tech stu­
dent; two daughters, Mrs. Allan 
Clayton, Rockdale, and Sue, 15; 
three grandchildren, Stephen, 
Judith and Dianna Sue Clayton; 
and five brothers, Herman of 
Borger, James of Hereford, Ir­
vin of Winfield, Washington, 
Ross of Spokane, Washington, 
and J, M. of Nashville, Ten­
nessee.

Farmers are being warned by 
the county agent to inspect 
their wheat fields for greenbug 
infestation at regular intervals 
during the next two weeks. 
Moist warm weather is favor­
able for rapid build-up in green- 
bug infestation.

Some fields with l^ht green- 
bug infestation have been ob­
served the past week, with local 
spots with medium to heavy in­
festation, the county agent re­
ported.

Under favorable conditions 
greenbug infestation increases 
very rapidly. Light infestations 
may multiply into severe infes­
tation in a week or ten days. 
Sunny days and dry winds seem 
to retard build-up in greenbug 
infestation. Several insects de­
stroy greenbugs, one of the 
most common is the lady bird 
beetle.

Where greenbug infestation is 
found in small spots in fields 
these lady bird beetles may be 
effective in holding down infes 
tation to some extent. Some 
local farmers have purchased 
and distributed several gallons 
of lady bird beetles in their 
fields the last week end.

Where greenbug infestation is 
widespread and wheat is good 
it may be advisable for farmers 
to consider spraying. Para 
thoin has been used fairly suc­
cessfully in controlling green 
bugs. There are two forms of 
this chemical, the methal gives 
a quick kill but has very short 
residual effect. The ethel form 
kills slower but has a longer 
residual effect. One-half pound 
of chemical per acre is recom­
mended for treatment of green­
bugs. Farmers can arrange for 
spraying by airplane if desired. 
The price reported for spraying 
by plane is $2.20 an acre.

Farmers are warned not to 
let livestock graze where the 
fields have been sprayed with 
parathoin until after a period 
of two weeks.

cent diverted will be 50 per­
cent of the normal production 
of the acreage diverted times 
the county support price. (This 
price will be announced short­
ly by county ASC officials). As 
an additional incentive, a grow­
er may divert an additional 20 
percent and receive a payment 
rate of 60 percent times the 
county price per acre diverted.

A grower becomes eligible for 
advance payment — 50 percent 
of the total — when he signi­
fies his intention of cooperat­
ing. This advance payment. 
B a t e s  s a i d ,  w i l l  
h e l p  t h e  producer 
meet his production expenses 
and is expected to be an impor­
tant incentive for cooperation.

The specialist added that the 
1 program is effective protection

in case of crop failure. The 
payment on diverted acres will 
be made regardless of weather 
and is a measure of income in­
surance as are the higher price 
supports.

The non-cooperator. Bates 
advised, will not be eligible for 
price support on any grain crop 
and cannot expect to build up 
his acreage base for future pro­
grams. It has been emphasiz­
ed that the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture will strongly re­
commend to congress that any 
legislation involving establish­
ment of base acreages for pro­
duction adjustmrait give no ad­
vantage to producers who fail to

cooperate in the 1961 feed grain 
program.

While many details remain to 
be worked out. Bates said, 
county^ ASC officials have the 
basic information on the pro­
gram and are in a position to 
answer most questions. Local 
county agents are also receiving 
information on the program 
and may be contacted for de­
tails. Bates added that edu­
cational meetings will be held 
in all .grain producing counties 
to acquaint growers with the 
program just as soon as base 
figures for counties and farms 
are available and local person­
nel can be trained.
