It brings the “mailer” of the
1962 March of Dimes, now ded-
icated to seeking the answers
to birth defects and arthritis
while continuing its work in
polio. Printed on each envelope
is the confident prophecy,
“Your Dimes Will Do It Again!”

Addressed by tens of thou- |

sands of volunteers in the
county chapters of The Na-
tional Foundation - March of
Dimes across the nation, this
symbol of scientific research
and total medical care for the
vietims of these diseases prom-
ises immediate help and future
hope through the generosity of
the American people. . {

The prediction on the mailer,
“Your Dimes Will Do It Again!”
is a reference, of course, to
development of the Salk anti-
polio vaccine and to the later
Sabin oral vaccine. Both were
made possible, as were the
medical care and rehabilitation
of many of those paralyzed by
polio, by public contributions
to the March of Dimes. Many
millions of the dollars so well
used to bring about these ac-
complishments came to local
chapters through similar mail-
ers in years past.

Recipients of these mailers,

' including those in distant Ha-
waii and Alaska, were urged
by March of Dimes leaders this
week to return the mailers to
local chapters as promptly as
possible.

As one chapter chairman
said: “Aside from financial out-
lays needed urgently for re-
search and for total medical
care of victims, The National
Foundation - March of Dimes
must expand its already exist-
ing national network of chap-
ter-supported clinics  helping
those stricken by birth defects
or by arthritis. :

“The figures give you an idea
of the appalling magnitude of

Any engineer or
other person in charge of any
electric, gasoline motor or steam
locomotive or train  violating
any of the provisions of this or-
dinance shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor and upon
conviction thereof in the cor-
poration court of the City of
Stratford, Texas, shall be fined
in any sum not more than one
hundred ($100.00) dollars.

Section 3. All ordinances or
parts of ordinances in conflict
herewith are hereby expressly
repealed.

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Agricultural Advisory Commission

Gives Recommendations To Congress

The National Agricultural Ad-
visory Commission, upon com-
pletion of a two-day review of
policy and program recomimen-
dations which the Administra-
tion is preparing for submission
to Congress, said -the . rapidly
growing productive capacity of
agriculture must be brought into
line with attainable outlets.

The Commission’s review 1is

one of the final steps in the’'de-

velopment of legislative recom-’

mendations aimed toward adap-
tation of agricultural programs
to the conditions of the 1960s.
This involves not only commod-
ity supply programs but also na-
tional land and water  policy
and national food policy.

Such a comprehensive ap-
proach is necessary, in the view
of the Commission, because
agricultural output long has
been and now is outrunning the

growth of U. S. population and
export demand. In addition,
the Commission noted that the
American people are increasing-
ly interested in uses of resources
for recreation and additional
purposes other than commodity
production.

The Commission suggested a
high priority for “an expansion
‘of programs to use more effec-
tively the great productive po-
tential of the U. S. farmer to
meet the food and fiber needs
of all Americans and to a lar-
ger extent the needs of the free
peoples of foreign lands.”

On foreign trade
the Commission stated:

“We recognize the importance
to American agriculture and to
the *economic strength of the
free world the necessity of at
least maintaining the current

In
order to reduce expenses that
must be borne by taxpayers, it
is necessary to limit production
to a level that will in some cases
reduce past accumulation of
stocks. This can be done effi-
ciently and with minimum cost
only if adjustment ° programs
provide for the participation of
all producers subject to two-
thirds majority vote in a refer-
endum.

“We believe the record shows
that open-end’ production pro-
grams with quite low  price
guarantees do not meet the
goals of farm income but do re-
sult in unacceptable burdens on
taxpayers in the form of high
costs of storage and accumu-
lated stocks; witness feed

g | grains.
‘On the other hand, tobacco is

an example of a commodity pro-
gram which has met reasonably
well all of the
stipulated require-
ments. Although the historical
record is not yet so clear, we are
convinced that strictly volun-
tary emergency type programs
present a great risk to achieving
income objectives at reasonable
cost if continued into 1963 and
beyond. We therefore urge that
the Secretary continue his vig-
orous efforts to present pro-
posals to the Congress and to
the farmers that will meet the
requirements uotlined in this
report.”

The Commission considered
both Federal Budget problems
and the general status of the
economy. One of the problems
discussed was that of increasing
low farm income when there are
strong pressures against in-
creases at the expense of the
Federal budget and also against
an increase in commodity prices
that could affect the cost of liv-
ing.

Some " discussion centered on
how to make production adjust-
ments favoring commodities
wanted in the nation’s export
outlets. It was agreed that
the PL 480 program offer some
opportunity for U. S. farmers
to shift from commodities for
