Hair Style Means Loveliness

Any woman can look batter if
she has well-styled, well-groomed
hair. A stylist can make the hair-
do fit the woman, her face as well
as her figure.

Fine hair should never be
thinned; it should be cut blunt to
hold its body. More pin curls are
needed for fine hair than thick,
so each hair does more to make
the hair look full.

Coarse hair should be cut blunt,
then shaped so it is molded to the
head. Thinning the hair helps to
mold it to the head.

HELEN’S FAVORITE:
Pecan Pralines
1 cup brown sugar, firmly
packed
1% cup shortening
1 egg, slightly beaten
15 teaspoon vanilla
1 cup flour, sifted
15 cup broken pecan meats
Cream shortening until soft,
add sugar and beat until light.
Add slightly beaten egg and
vanilla. Blend in flour, fold in
nutmeats. Drop onto an un-
greased ‘' cookie sheet, wide
apart. Bake in a slow (300°F.)
oven until lightly browned.

Cutting hair in layers will help
