What am I looking for?
Look for fresh, crisp 

stalks with a solid, rigid feel. 
Celery should have a glossy 
surface with light or medium 
green stalks. Wash celery 
well before use. Avoid celery 

with flabby upper branches 
or leaf stems, hollowed or 
discolored centers in the 
branches.

Big Country Electric Cooperative 
to hold Solar Project tour May 19

Big Country Electric 
C o o p e r a t i v e  ( B C E C ) 
is excited to announce a 
500-kilowatt (kW) solar 
project ,  which is  now 
fully operational at their 
Snyder office. The project 
is  comprised of  1,728 
photovoltaic (PV) modules 
and 12 inverters, with 
a total capacity of one-
half megawatt (500 kW). 
It is expected to produce 
as much as one million 
kilowatt hours (kWh) each 
year, which is approximately 
enough generat ion to 
power 15-25 average-sized 
homes yearly. This project 

will allow the co-op to 
learn about solar power 
firsthand–and benefit from 
its generation–on a small 
scale.

“There are many changes 
taking place in the electric 
utility industry. One of 
those changes is renewable 
energy. Wind and solar 
are becoming prominent 
subjects of discussion in the 
electric cooperative world 
and in the utility industry 
as a whole. Big Country 
has strategically chosen to 
apply renewable energy 
generation on a small scale 
as a learning opportunity, 

and has partnered with 
Midwest  Solar  Power, 
LLC,” said BCEC General 
Manager Mark McClain.

Midwest Solar Power 
developed the project and 
has received a tax abatement 
for it from the city of 
Snyder, which exempts the 
company from paying city 
taxes for 10 years.

One unique feature of 
this solar plant is that it exists 
on the electrical border of 
two independent power 
grids, namely the Electric 
Reliability Council of Texas 
(ERCOT) and the Southwest 
Power Pool (SPP). The site 
normally operates within 
the ERCOT grid but this 
circuit is capable of–and 
has on several occasions in 
the past–been switched to 
the SPP grid. This unique 
feature offers potential 
opportunities for demand 
reduction on either grid 
and even opens the door 
to prospective large scale 
energy storage initiatives.

BCEC will  purchase 
power generated by the 
projec t .  This  25-year 
fixed-price agreement will 
provide a hedge against 
future power price increases 
for at least the scale and 
scope of the solar plant. 
By far, the greatest expense 
of any distribution Coop 
is its wholesale power 
costs, which are directly 
impacted by summertime 
load peaks. Since solar 
generation naturally peaks 
at the same time as the 
utility’s overall load peak, 
the resulting peak reduction 
is expected to reduce the co-
op’s amount of purchased 
power.

The public is invited to 
tour the new solar project  
Fri., May 19 from 9:00 a.m. 
to 11:00 a.m. Big Country 
Electric Cooperative is 
located at 1600 McCowen 
in the industrial park on 
Snyder’s east side.

Knox-Haskell Counties Rural
Leadership Program completed

A third  year  of  the 
Knox-Haskel l  Counties 
Rural Leadership Program 
(KHRLP), hosted by Knox 
County and the Development 
Corporation of Haskell 
(DCOH), is in the books. 
Seven participants from 
Knox and Haskell counties 
graduated from the 8-month 
program Tuesday night, May 
2, at the Wooden Nickel in 
Knox City. They were joined 
by their employers, family, 
county government officials, 
and past graduates of the 
KHRLP program. 

T h e  g r a d u a t i o n 
celebration was a fun-filled 
evening. The speaker of the 
evening was Dale Dunlap, 
DEA with Texas  A&M 
AgriLIFE Extension Service. 
Dunlap inspired graduates 
to be the person who feeds a 
billion people. Participants 
enjoyed a delicious catered 
dinner. They were also 
honored with a certificate of 
completion along with a nice 
tote bag. 

Jeff Lyle, COO of Haskell 
Memorial Hospital, had this 
to say about his experience in 
the program, “Only living in 
Haskell for four days before 
starting the class, it gave me 
the opportunity to meet a 
lot of people and learn about 
the various communities, 
businesses, activities and 
organizat ions avai lable 
within Haskell and Knox 
counties.  5 stars!!!”

Participants wil l  put 
their new-found skills and 
experience into practice 
through the fulfillment of a 
community project. These 
projects are collaborations 
among the participants. 
This year’s participants are 
working together to do an 
inventory of public storm 
shelters in Knox and Haskell 
Counties and make this 
information available to 
the public. They are also 
researching grants and 
programs available to the 
counties for new shelters. 
The project is still evolving 
so keep an eye out for more 
information. 

Lorrie Coop with Texas 
A&M AgriLIFE Extension 
Service served as the Knox 
County coordinator for 
this year’s program. Coop 
is a big believer in working 
together for the common 
good. “Extraordinary things 
can happen when ordinary 
people come together with 
a desire and willingness 
to get involved in their 
communities. Becoming a 
leader is about more than 
just telling others why they 
should get involved. It’s about 
inspiring and empowering 
them to make a difference,” 
she said.  

Mary Jane Buerkle and 
husband Nathan made the 
move back to Haskell last 
year. Nathan, a pharmacist, 
and Mary Jane, a Marketing 
Manager for The Drug 
Store in Haskell, wanted 
to reconnect with their 
hometown after living in 
Lubbock for the past 16 years.  
“I am better equipped to 
serve my community because 
of the Knox-Haskell Rural 
Leadership Program. The 
connections and friendships 
made through this program 
are extremely valuable and 
will allow all of us to make an 
even greater impact through 
leadership,” said Mary Jane. 

“I  l e ar ned  s o  much 
through this  program. 
From legislative affairs in 
Austin to people who work 
in our local and county 
government offices, it was 
a great experience. I would 
recommend that anyone 
in a leadership position or 
seeking to advance in their 
career apply for this program, 
said Nathan. 

The  program b egan 
in 2014 as a joint effort 
between Knox C ounty 
and the DCOH. These 
two groups saw the need 
for additional leadership 
in their communities and 
decided to do something 
about it. Once a month for 8 
months, the group met and 
worked through a leadership 
c u r r i c u l u m .  Pow e r f u l 
speakers from around the 

region were brought in to 
teach the curriculum, lending 
their experience to the group 
and helping the participants 
t o  e s t a b l i s h  v a l u a b l e 
networks. The afternoons 
were filled with tours and 
speakers from around Knox 
and Haskel l  C ount ies . 
Participants explored county 
government in Haskell, 
hea lthcare  in  Munday, 
economic development 
in Haskell, education in 
Munday, and quality of 
life in both communities 
and much more. The tours 
helped participants explore 
their local resources and 
learn more about their 
communities as a whole. A 
highlight of the program 
was a trip to Austin where 
they had the opportunity 
to sit down with their state 
representatives James Frank 
and Drew Springer.  They also 
met with a variety of state 
agencies and learned about 
state-wide resources available 
to rural communities.

“One of the hardest things 
about this program is getting 
people to take a chance on it. 
But, once they get involved, 
they are hooked,” said Jimi 
Coplen, Executive Director 
of the DCOH. Even after 
three years, the program 
continues to surprise her. 
“People are our biggest 
asset. We can’t accomplish 
anything without them,” 
said Coplen. “I love getting 
to know each of them and 
seeing how they evolve.”

T h i s  y e a r ’s  K H R L P 
graduates included Mary 
Jane and Nathan Buerkle, 
Jeff Lyle, Laramie Letz and 
Tara Myers from Haskell 
County.

Johnny Fuentes, 203; Randy 
Bowers, 181; Allen Morrow, 
91; and Dan Hoover, 83. 
The top three will serve the 
city for two year terms. A 
total of 398 registered voters 
cast their ballots.

On the Haskell CISD 
school board, Paula Everett, 
who was unopposed, will 
serve place #2, while Rusty 
Stocks will represent place 
#3. Stocks received 19 votes 
to Wesley Alsabrook’s 15 

votes.
The City of Rule had a 

contested race for positions 
on the city council. Five 
candidates were running 
for three places on the Rule 
City Council. Receiving 
the most votes were Delle 
Davis Watkins with 77,  
Jim Kowalski with 67 and 
Alan Beard with 40. Bob 
Clark received 39 votes, 
while Lacy Russell had 32.
