General Description. A business activity tax, like a gross receipts tax, is a
broad-based levy that could be assessed on all business forms--corporations,
partnerships, proprictorships and other types of businesses.

A firm’s business activity is the sum of all its internal costs, including
profit.* It can be calculated as the difference between gross receipts and
purchascs of raw materials. Put another way, it includes the value added by
a firm--the extent to which its sales exceed the cost of its purchases. The
concept behind the tax draws from the European value added tax, designed
to tax production uniformly throughout the economy and to climinate “tax
pyramiding.” Such a tax would impact each industry in rough proportion to
its role in the economy, because aggregate value added is the cconomy
itsclf. As an inducement to economic development, a deduction for new
investment could also be included; the Comptroller of Public Accounts
provided revenue estimates under this scenario.

Comparison to School Property Tax. Unlike a property tax, a business
activity tax is based on a flow of business during a year. As-overall
cconomic activity riscs, so would the base of a business activity tax. This is
a departure from the recent performance of the property tax.

The content of a business activity tax base would also differ substantially
from the current system, which is capital-based. The business activity tax
base would contain elements of both labor and capital; however, in a manner
similar to the property tax, the replacement tax would not be particularly
sensitive to profit.

Replacement of school property tax and franchisc tax revenues by a business
activity tax would result in significant shifts in initial tax incidcncc,‘7 as
depicted in Figure 7. The most visible would be that felt by homeowners,
whose tax would simply be repealed. The other shifts, those among the
various industrics, would reflect a movement of taxation from fixed property
to cconomic activity. The tax would impact each industrial sector in rough
proportion to its share of the state’s output of goods and services.
