Well, ever so often good news comes along. Not only can we raise
trees in Sherman County but we can get the Texas Forest Service to
plant windbreaks for us if we get our name in the pot soon enough.
Shoot, with their tree planter and weed barrier applicator we can plant
about 100 trees an hour.

The NRCS staff will help you plan and design a windbreak. If you're
running cattle on wheat pasture you should plant a windbreak to
protect them from the ruthless north wind and blizzards. There’s never
a blizzard behind a windbreak. °
