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Dole wins New York primary; Forbes, Buchanan battle on
NEW YORK (AP) — Bob Dole 

coasted to victory Thursday in 
the New York primary, padding 
his overwhelming lead in the 
Republican presidential race in the 
first test of the slimmed down, 
three-man GOP field. Steve 
Forbes and Pat Buchanan trailed 
at a distance but vowed to fight on.

Speaking by satellite to a New 
York victory rally, Dole cast his 
big win as an “overwhelming 
statement of Republican unity" 
and said it was time for Republi­
cans to put the internal party fight 
aside “to defeat Bill Clinton and 
return conservative leadership to 
the presidency.”

In an interview with The Asso­
ciated Press, Dole said it wasn’t 
for him to tell Forbes and Bucha­
nan to quit the race, but suggest­
ed they take a long look at the lop­
sided New York results.

Voter surveys indicated Dole 
was winning by wide margins in 
every region of the state. There

were 93 GOP convention delegates 
at stake, and Dole was certain to 
get most, if not all.

‘If the others want to stay in, 
they ought to focus on Bill Clinton 
and not kick me,” Dole told AP. 
Speaking to his supporters, he 
said he was eager to campaign 
against Clinton, chastising the 
incumbent for vetoing GOP plans 
to balance the budget, cut taxes 
and reform welfare.

Forbes said he would challenge 
Dole in the Super Tuesday pri­
maries next week, compete in the 
Midwest states up next and then 
make a major push in California at 
the end of the month. He contrast­
ed his “ vibrant vision of the 
future” with Dole’s “politics as 
usual” but gave no indication how 
much more of his personal fortune 
he would pour into the race.

Forbes blamed his resounding 
defeat on a New York GOP estab­
lishment — led by Sen. Alfonse 
D’Amato and Gov. George Pataki

— squarely in Dole’s comer. “New 
York bas the most powerful polit­
ical machine in the country,” 
Forbes said. “ It was stacked 
against us.”

New Yorkers braved snow or 
chilly rain to vote, and many had 
a humdrum attitude about a race 
that was without a front-runner 
less than a week ago. “You pick 
because you have to, but it’s not 
much of a choice,” said Maria 
Avellino, a 22-year-old mother of 
three in Brooklyn who voted for 
Dole.

Only Forbes and Dole were on 
the ballot statewide, and as such 
competitive for ail 93 delegates. 
Buchanan competed in two-thirds 
of the state’s 31 congressional dis­
tricts but wasn’t expecting much 
reward for his tenacious effort to 
overcome New York’s arcane bal­
lot access laws.

Thursday’s victory capped a cli­
mactic week for Dole, who saw the 
nomination he has coveted so long

Landing system fails on Columbia
CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) 

— NASA said it would try to bring 
Columbia back to Earth on Friday 
without delay after a computer cir­
cuit involving the space shuttle’s 
wing flaps, rudder and brakes 
fa il^ .

The shuttle has three identical 
backup circuits, and NASA said 
the seven astronauts were in no 
danger. But under the space agen­
cy’s rules, the loss of even one of 
the circuits dictates a return to 
Earth as soon as possible.

Columbia’s first opportunity to 
land was at 8:52 a.m. Friday at 
Kennedy.

Even before Thursday’s prob­
lem, Columbia was scheduled to 
return on Friday. But NASA had 
been prepared to let the shuttle

stay in orbit a day or two longer if 
the weather at Cape Canaveral 
was bad.

After the circuit problem came 
up, NASA dispatched a team of 
about 75 people to the snuttle’s 
occasional backup landing site, at 
Edwards Air Force Base, Calif., in 
case the weather is better there.

“What we want to do is make 
sure we’re doing the smart 
things,” NASA flight director Rich 
Jackson said. “So we keep our 
options open by not only scram­
bling the A-team out there but con­
tinuing to observe the weather on 
both coasts.”

The 15-day mission has already 
had its share of disappointments 
for the crew, including the loss of 
their satellite-on-a-cord, which

finally come within reach. Dole 
won a 10-state sweep Tuesday, 
and then saw two rivals quit the 
race and endorse him Wednesday, 
leaving just Forbes and Buchanan 
in his path.

Buchanan appeared in no mood 
to get out of the way.

Campaigning in Tennessee as he 
scoured the South for a symbolic 
victory, Buchanan said Dole “waf­
fles” on abortion and labeled him 
“the biggest taxer in the history of 
the Republican Party.”

Looking ahead to the August

GOP convention, Buchanan told 
restless supporters: “We go to 
San Diego, we break the doors 
open to mis party and we take it 
over.”

Taken aback. Dole suggested his 
rival needed a little rest and said 
peace with Buchanan would come 
only if he Ipwered the temperature.

“ I’m not going to put my hand 
out and get it chopped off,” Dole 
said. “I expect him to meet me half 
way. If he really wants Bill Clinton 
for four more years, he can have 
him.”

Surveys of voters as they left 
their precincts across New York 
provided evidence of each candi­
date’s niche in the GOP race; 
those worried most about abortion 
chose Buchanan, voters driven 
most by taxes picked flat-tax 
champion Forbes.

The most important candidate 
quality to New York voters was 
experience in Washington, a big 
change from the earlier primaries, 
and one that clearly benefited 
Dole.

portation department would 
improve roads along all three 
routes.

Establishing that kind of an 
improvement project is a very 
likely course of action for the state 
to take, said Charles Perry, chair­
man of the Midland-Odessa Trans­
portation Alliance.

*Jirough a Midland-Odessa route 
and its members have been work­
ing closely with TxDOT officials.

“The latest information I had 
was that Tex-DOT itself would not 
know ... until the end of the 
month,” Perry said.

Perry said he was led to believe 
that ”tbe consultants had not yet 
presented their information to the 
Texas Department of Transporta­

tion staff.”
It is entirely possible, however, 

that time will prove the San Ange­
lo report true. Perry said. “I’ve 
beard this speculation for some 
time, but I don’t think they’ve actu­
ally decided (not to establish a 
route),” he said.

If TxDOT decides not to estab­
lish a route for an interstate high­
way, MOTRAN will then use the 
opportunity to lobby for improving

existing roads leading to tke Por- 
mian Basin.

MOTRAN will not switch Uctics, 
however, until a final decision 
comes from Austin.

ing to ships and aircraft, the targets are 21 
miles from Keelung and 32 miles from Kaoh- 
siung, Taiwan’s nor^em  and southern interna­
tional ports.

No one believes China wants war. Analysts 
think China more likely is testing the possibil­
ities of a blockade.

Taiwan's military says the ground-to-ground 
missiles are highly accurate and cannot stray 
into Taiwanese territory. If they do, it says, the

island’s 400,000-strong military is on high alert 
and ready for anything.

“Keep calm and cool — that’s the best way 
to deal with the missile tests,” said Econom­
ics Minister Chiang Ping-kun, assuring the pub­
lic the tests would not affect Taiwan’s imports 
and exports.

Not everyone was listening.
Foreign banks said people were each 

demanding up to half a million U.S. dollars 
Thursday, depleting their cash supply and forc­
ing them to set a ceiling of $3,000 on each trans­
action. Jewelers also reporteid brisk gold sales.

A foreign bank manager requesting 
anonymity said customers were reluctant to 
put their Taiwanese dollars in a U.S. dollar 
account in case deposits were frozen as an 
emergency measure.

All this poses a dilemma for President Lee 
Teng-hui as he seeks another term in the March 
23 election. China blames Lee personally for the 
crisis, saying he is a closet independence-seek- 
er.

Now he must find a way to calm China’s 
wrath without appearing weak.

China’s military moves are seen as an 
attempt to turn voters away from Lee, but polls 
show only a minority blame their president.

“The dwarf doesn’t have to kowtow to the 
giant, but he shouldn’t tickle the giant either,” 
he said, blaming Lee for provoking (^ina.

But he could not believe China would attack.
“The Chinese can ask their Liberation Army

Poll: Dole cuts into Buchanan’s Texas base of support

AUSTIN — Sen. Majority 
Leader Bob Dole’s sudden burst of 
momentum in the Republican 
presidential campaign apparently 
has allowed him to cut into Pat 
Buchanan’s base of support in 
Texas, a new poll shows.

Not only is Dole now getting 57 
percent support among Republi­
cans statewide, but Dole also is 
getting 47 percent support from 
Republicans who identify with the 
Christian Coalition, according to 
the Houston Chronicle/News 2 
Houston poll.

“That would have surprised me 
if it had been 10 days age,” said 
Jeff Fisher, spokesman for the 
Christian Coalition in Texas. “It all 
goes back to the perception of 
who’s winning.

’ “Ten days ago, the perception of 
Buchanan was that maybe he 
could win this thing,” Fisher said. 
"The perception now is that Bob 
Dole is going to be the Republican 
nominee, so people are getting on 
with the winning horse.”

The poll found Buchanan is trail­
ing Dole in Texas with 18 percent 
support among the state’s GOP 
voters. Buchanan won 24 percent

of the vote during the 1992 Texas 
Republican presidential primary 
against President George Bush.

Publisher Steve Forbes is in dis­
tant third place with 8 percent sup­
port, tbe poll found, followed by 
Alan Keyes at 3 percent.

Polls conducted for the Houston 
Chronicle in Louisiana, Florida 
and Mississippi showed Dole with 
comfortable leads in each state. 
The Texas and Louisiana polls 
were conducted March 5-6 by 
Mason-Dixon Political/Media 
Research Inc. of Columbia, Md. 
The polls in Florida and Missis­
sippi were conducted March 2-5 by 
Mason-Dixon.

Among Texas voters, the Chron­
icle/News 2 Houston poll found that 
Dole is the one most likely to beat 
Democratic President Bill Clinton.

Dole would get 53 percent sup­
port to Clinton’s 38 percent if the 
election were today, and Dole still 
would win with 43 percent to Clin­
ton’s 34 percent even if Ross Per­
ot drew 11 percent support as a 
third-party candidate.

Clinton would defeat Buchanan 
45 percent to 30 percent and 
Forbes 43 percent to 36 percent.

“This confirms our l^lief that

the race for the nomination is 
over,” said Dole Texas spokesman 
Gary Bruner. “Our goal now is to 
unite the party to defeat Bill Clin­
ton in November.”

Social and religious conserva­
tives have been a key element of 
Buchanan’s bedrock support in 
other states. They had been 
expected to form a base of support 
for him in Texas.

The poll showed Buchanan cur­
rently has only 25 percent support 
among those identified with the 
Christian Coalition, with 4 percent 
going to Alan Keyes and 23 percent 
saying they are undecided. About 
35 percent of the Republicans 
polled statewide said they identi­
fied with the Christian Coalition.

Buchanan’s Texas spokesman, 
Tom Staley, said he doubted the 
poll would prove right on election 
day, because of the grass-roots net­
work that Buchanan supporters 
have built in Texas.

But Staley said he also believes 
Buchanan has been hurt by 
attacks on -him from establish­
ment Republicans, Democrats and 
the news media.

“They have beeii aggressively 
attacking only one candidate in

this race, and that’s Pat Bucha­
nan,” Staley said. “It will surprise 
me if Texans fall for this sham.”

Staley said Buchanan plans to 
hold rallies in five Texas cities on 
Saturday and Sunday. Staley said 
he believes Dole’s bandwagon will 
be short-lived once Buchanan 
starts actually campaigning in 
Texas.

“ If he (Dole) has got a band­
wagon effect, it’s got four flat 
tires,” Staley said.

Forbes is expected to campaign 
in Texas on Friday, with stops in 
Austin, San Antonio and Dallas. He 
is scheduled to be in Houston on 
Sunday.

A Mason-Dixon poll of Republi­
can voters in Louisiana shows that 
Buchanan is retaining his strength 
among Christian Coalition con­
servatives in that state, with 39 
percent support to Dole’s 35 per­
cent support. But statewide among 
likely Louisiana GOP primary vot­
ers, Dole is leading Buchanan 39 
percent to 31 percent, with Forbes 
at 14 percent.

Buchanan’s surprise victory in 
the Louisiana caucuses last month 
was the beginning of the end for 
Texas Sen. Phil Gramm.

ing a responsible child,” Pevnev wrote in her 
complaint.

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Wisconsin town endures life 
after devastating train wreck
WEYAUWEGA, Wis. (AP) -  

Delores Harris fled her home 
with little more than the clothes 
on her back when propane- 
loaded railroad cars jumped the 
tracks and burst into flames.

But her nightmare had just 
begun.

She quickly learned that Mon­
day’s explosion and fire damaged 
the farm co-op where she 
worked. Then she got the phone 
call: Her 46-year-old husband 
had collapsed at his job and was 
being taken to a hospital.

He died the next day.
Mrs. Harris was left to grieve 

Thursday with her two teen-age 
sons in a hotel room miles away 
as the fire continued to rage and 
the threat of a huge explosion 
kept the town’s 1,700 residents 
from their homes, jobs, and pets.

Gov. Tommy Thompson had 
some good news for some of the 
townspeople late in the day; six 
armored vehicles were being 
prepared by the Wisconsin 
National Guard to ferry 18 people 
at a time to their homes on Fri­
day. Each would have five min­
utes to grab abandoned pets and 
essentials.

“We think it’s safe enough to 
try it,’’ Thompson said.

The operation will remain well 
beyond the most dangerous 
“blast area’’ around the train 
wreckage in case any of the 
tankers explode, the governor 
said.

Meanwhile, a hometown funer­
al for Leonard Harris was impos­
sible. His service was scheduled 
for Monday in a strange church 
some 25 miles away, due to the 
“crisis situation in Weyauwe- 
ga,’’ his obituary reads.

Fighting back tears in a tele­
phone interview, 15-year-old son 
Mark said his family can’t even 
get “my dad’s suit, so we can 
bury him in his own clothes.”

The family still hoped author­
ities would grant permission to 
return home before the funeral, 
if only briefly. It wasn’t imme­
diately clear if the Harris home 
was within the most dangerous 
area.

'’We can’t even take him to his 
own home to lay him to rest,” 
said Donna Genske, Lennard 
Harris’ sister who lives in near­
by Fremont, her gentle voice 
choked with emotion. “Every­
thing would have been done in 
Weyauwega. It’s mind boggling. 
It is hard enough when you can’t 
get to your own home. The death 
makes it a hundred times 
worse.”

Burial is planned later in Oak- 
wood Cemetery in Weyauwega, 
which is closed until the ground 
thaws.

Delores Harris said her strong 
faith was helping them through 
the ordeal.

“I believe God does not give 
you any more than what you can 
bear,” she said. “Sometimes, 
you have to hit the bottom of the 
barrel to see the top,”

The widow said she wants to 
badly be back home during such 
trying times, but given the risks 
because of the derailment, 
“another life is not worth that. 
Sometimes you have to make the 
best of a bad situation.”

The evacuation involves resi­
dents living within a 2-mile 
radius of the derailment, which 
includes everyone within the lim­
its of the town about 150 miles 
northwest of Milwaukee.

Hubble telescope catches first glimpse of Pluto
N.Y, T lm t  Service____________________

The mysterious Pluto, outermost planet of 
the solar system and the only one never visit­
ed by a spacecraft, has finally revealed its face 
to the world. Thanks to pictures from the Hub­
ble Space Telescope, astronomers now know 
that it has the most varied surface of any plan­
et.

That demolishes a long-held idea that Pluto 
and Triton, the largest moon of Neptune, were 
virtual twins. Triton, which is believed to have 
started out as a planet before being captured 
by Neptune’s gravity, has far less surface 
detail.

“It’s exciting to be able to see this planet that 
no human eye has seen before,” said Alan Stem 
of the Southwest Research Institute in Boulder, 
Colo., who led the Hubble team. The best pre­
vious pictures showed only a point of light, but 
the new images are “the equivalent of being 
able to count the spots on a soccer ball 4,000

miles away,” Stem said at a news conference 
Thursday.

The pictures reveal what appears to be a 
bright polar ice cap, as well as at least a dozen 
different light and dark areas on the surface.

But it is impossible to tell whether these are 
topographic features such as basins or moun­
tain ranges, or simply differences in the type 
of snow or ice, said astronomer Marc Buie of 
the Lowell Observatory in Arizona, where Plu- 
"to was discovered in 1930. The observations 
pushed Hubble “to the absolute limit of what 
it can do,” Buie said.

Pluto has the coldest surface of all the plan­
ets, between 350 and 390 degrees below zero 
Whereas Earth has only one volatile compound, 
water, that constantly changes from liquid to 
gas to solid, Pluto has three. Stern said: 
Nitrogen, carbon monoxide and methane. 
These all, when frozen, form whitish snow and 
ice, he said, but some are lighter than others

The difference between the light and dark 
areas seen on Pluto, Stern said, is equivalent 
to “the difference between Colorado snow and 
Boston snow.” The darker areas, he said, prob­
ably consist of “dirty” snow, and although "we 
don’t know everything that’s in the dirt,” it is 
believed to consist primarily of hydrocarbons 
— not unlike the air pollution that contributes 
to the discoloration of urban snow

With further observations. Stern said, espe­
cially after the Hubble telescope is fitted with 
new cameras next year, it may be possible to 
take color pictures of Pluto that could help 
reveal differences in the surface composition.

Astronomers hope that as they watch the dis­
tant planet — now about 2.7 billion miles from 
Earth — its .surface may change dramatical­
ly, because iis elliptical 248-year orbit is now 
taking it farther from the sun, where colder 
temperatures may cause most of its atmos­
phere to “snow” out onto the surface

Missing soldier turns up after being presumed dead 17-years
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

Army is investigating the bizarre 
case of a 73-year-old soldier who 
has turned up alive 26 years after 
he disappeared without a trace 
during the Vietnam War and 17 
years after the Army declared 
him dead.

Three years ago, the man’s, 
name was added to the Vietnam 
Veteran’s Memorial in Washing­
ton, and last April the Pentagon 
informed his family that remains 
believed to be his, including teeth, 
had been turned over by Viet­
nam’s government.

Master Sgt. Mateo Sabog, a 
native of the Philippines, originally 
was declared a deserter after his

disappearance in Saigon. But after 
an unsuccessful FBI search, the 
Army in September 1979 declared 
him legally dead, effective March 
26,1970.

“We’re real interested in his 
story,” Col. Don Maple, an Army 
spokesman, said Thursday.

Maple said the Army is attempt­
ing to reconstruct the administra­
tive record on Sabog’s Army ser­
vice, which began when he joined 
on Dec. 15,1945 in Hawaii.

Sabog was undergoing a full 
physical and mental examination 
at the Eisenhower Army Medical 
(Tenter at Fort Gordon, Ga., Thurs­
day, Maple said. The spokesman 
said he did not know what, if any­

thing, Sabog had said to explain his 
disappearance or 26 years in which 
not even his own family knew of his 
whereabouts.

Maple said Sabog apparently 
was living alone in Rossville, Ga.

He said the man was in “frail” 
physical condition.

“We are treating Master Sgt 
Sabog like a long lost soldier 
returned,” Maple said

PORTLAND, Ore. (AP) — "You’ve got to go where 

the work is," says Jay Johnson of Los Angeles, dusty 
after a day’s labor setting limestone on the new fed­
eral courthouse in Portland.

A building boom spurred by high-tech companies 
like Intel and Fujitsu has drawn at least 2,500 con-, 
struction tradesmen from around the country to the 
Portland area, where they are working 10-hour 
days.

The limestone and black glass courthouse near the 
Willamette River rises 16 stories, filling in a spot in 
Portland’s skyline. Most of the out-of-state plumbers, 
electricians, ironworkers and bricklayers, however, 
are helping build sprawling, low-rise plants in the 
suburbs.

Construction firm managers estimate $5 billion to 
$10 billion in high-tech construction is under way in 
the Portland metropolitan area. In 1995, Portland was 
second only to Atlanta in the amouat of commercial 
and industrial space built that year, according to the 
commercial real estate firm Grubb & Ellis.

Developers expect the amount of commercial 
space under construction to double this year, to 6.1 
million square feet, said Nanette Watson, research 
director for Grubb & Ellis.

Johnson, a marble mason who has spent about 60 
percent of his time away from home since 1986, has 
run into pals he hasn’t seen in years in Portland. He 
is sharing an apartment with a buddy he worked with 
in Honolulu in the late ’80s.

“ It’s kind of lonely, but you meet good people,” he 
said.

His employer is paying for the apartment, and for 
a once-a-month plane ticket so Johnson can go

home and see his son. He is divorced.
Many “travelers” — as the transient workers call 

themselves — stay in motels at first, then rent a place 
once it appears likely they will work at least six 
months. Some bring small trailers.

About 50 percent to 70 percent of the workers are 
electricians, pipe fitters or plumbers because of the 
intricate needs of high-tech companies, said Wally 
Mehrens, executive secretary of the Columbia PaciL 
ic Building and Construction Trades Council, an asso­
ciation of unions.

Local 290 of the plumbers and pipe fitters union has 
about 1,300 transient workers here who heeded a job 
call sent to unions nationwide, said business manager 
Matt Walters. That’s on top of about 3,000 area mem­
bers.

To draw workers, many jobs offer plenty of over­
time — five or six 10-hour days a week. For plumbers 
and pipe fitters, that has meant about $10,000 more 
in annual salary, Walters said.

The worker shortage started about a year ago, with 
some contractors having to suspend their projects, 
said Bart Eberwein, vice president of Hoffman Con­
struction Co. of Portland.

For now, the demand has been satisfied, and Wal­
ters said he even has about 50 out-of-state workers 
who have been looking for work for three or four 
weeks. He expects the jobs to increase this summer 
and remain steady for the next two years or so.

But some say the wealth of work for out-of-staters 
is at or near its peak. Said Ed Arthur, senior project 
manager with Harder Mechanical Inc. of Portland, 
"It goes downhill from here.”

Colorado home of fastest growing county
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Mini- 

vans and manicured lawns over­
took pickup trucks and prairie to 
make Douglas County, Colo., the 
nation’s fastest growing county 
during the first half of the 1990s.

Some 3,500 miles and a world 
. away, the census area in the west­
ern Aleutian Islands, Alaska, lost 
45 percent of its population. The 
decline came as the military 
began shutting down Adak Naval 
Air Station, a Cold War relic that 
once kept an eye on Soviet sub­
marines.

The remote area’s new popula­
tion; 5,259 and falling.

The Census Bureau on Friday 
released its 1995 population esti­
mates for the nation’s 3,143 coun­
ties or similar regions, and com­

parisons to 1990.
Los Angeles County was the 

largest, with 9,138,789 people, and 
Yellowstone National Park was the 
smallest, population 54.

Three of the nation’s five fastest- 
growing counties were in Col­
orado, which ranks fourth among 
the fastest-growing states after 
Nevada, Idaho and Arizona.

Douglas County — home to com­
muters who mostly work in Den­
ver, neighboring Arapahoe Coun­
ty’s industrial parks, or Colorado 
Springs — increased 65 percent 
over the past five years, to a pop­
ulation of 99,577.

Once mostly ranchland, Dou­
glas County has been steadily fill­
ing with planned communities for

disenchanted city folks since the 
early 1980s. Two thinly populated 
counties next door — Elbert and 
Park — shared its growing spurt, 
to rank second and fourth among 
the nation’s growth counties.

Elbert increased 51 percent, to 
14,565, and Park grew 48 percent, 
to 10,589.

Job growth in communications 
and high-tech fields helped Col­
orado l^ m ,  bringing immigrants 
from California, Texas and the 
Midwest, said state demographer 
Jim Westkott.

That’s raised worries about traf­
fic, crime and other population 
problems, but also brought bonus­
es such as pro baseball and hock­
ey teams, he said.

Col(j spell continues to wrap South in snowy blanket
MONTGOMERY, Ala. (AP) — Rain, snow and bit­

ter cold descended on parts of the South Thursday, 
plunging temperatures almost 50 degrees a day after 
tornadoes swept through Alabama and killed seven 
people.

The cold snap, which also brought freezing rain and 
snow to the Northeast, was blamed for at least two 
deaths Thursday, in a car accident on a snowy road 
in Morehead, Ky., that killed a woman and her 
teenage daughter.

In Montgomery, where the high reached 81 
Wednesday, the temperature was in the 30s Thurs­
day and snow flurries whirled around the Capitol. 
Overnight lows were expected in the low 20s in north­
ern Alabama and low 30s along the coast.

“This is quite a change. This is a heck of a change,” 
said Sherman Thomas, a bank customer bundled 
tightly in a leather jacket in Montgomery. "That’s

mother nature.”
In Arkansas, the National Weather Service advised 

that overnight wind chills in the northern half of the 
state could reach 15 below zero.

In the Northeast, freezing rain and snow on Thurs­
day shut down airports and roads, delayed trains and 
snarled traffic along the East Coast. More than a foot 
of snow was expected in northern New England 
overnight.

"What we’ve had the last couple of days is the appe­
tizers before the main course,” said meteorologist 
Paul Head, with the National Weather Service in 
Massachusetts. "She’s gonna come a snowin’ and a 
blowin’ in tonight — a real nor’easter.”

Boston’s Logan International Airport closed for 90 
minutes Thursday and the Newark International Air­
port reported delays of up to an hour with some car­
riers were canceling flights.

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Clinton likely to 
for Middle East

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­
dent Clinton is expect^ to go to 
Egypt next week to meet with oth­
er world leaders on countering ter­
rorism and encouraging support 
for the Middle East peace process, 
which is in danger after four bomb­
ing attacks in Israel.

Clinton likely will visit Israel, as 
well, perhaps for an overnight 
stay, officials said Thursday.

The White House withheld for­
mal announcement of Clinton’s 
trip pending last-minute talks with 
Egypt and other nations. White 
House press secretary Mike 
McCurry indicated that final word 
would come Friday.

“It will be a very significant 
gathering,” McCurry said.

The conference, co-hosted by 
the United States and Egypt, 
would be held at Sharm el-Sheik, a 
resort on the tip of the Sinai desert 
along the Red Sea. Secretary of 
State Warren Christopher would 
stay in the region to tour a number 
of countries to show support for the 
process, the officials said.

“We are in the final stages of dis­
cussions with the government of 
Egypt and with others in the 
international community that 
could very well lead to a gathering 
of leaders and other representa­
tives of governments next Wednes­
day in Egypt,” McCurry said late 
Thursday.

“The president is also consider­
ing a stop in Israel,” he said.

attend summit 
peace in Egypt

McCurry “a great deal of diplo­
macy” was under way to make 
sure that any summit would lead 
to a productive outcome that 
underscores support for the peace 
process and addresses the terror­
ist attacks in Israel.

A visit by Clinton would be a 
boost for Israeli Prime Minister 
Shimon Peres, whose Labor party 
is struggling to hold on to power in 
May 29 elections. It also would 
showcase Clinton’s credentials as 
a world leader in a presidential 
ele~ction year.

Israel, the Palestinians, Egypt, 
Jordan, Russia, the European 
Union, and some Gulf-states and 
North African countries will par­
ticipate in the conference next 
Wednesday, Israel radio said. It 
said Peres suggested the summit.

“There’s considerable interest in 
the idea and a number of people 
(are) claiming parentage of the 
idea, which is a good thing,” 
McCurry said.

Since Feb. 25, a campaign of sui­
cide bombings by Islamic radicals 
has killed 61 people in Israel, 
undermining support for the peace 
process with Palestinians.

Repeating a question heard 
throughout Israel, McCurry said, 
“In exchange for lending more 
self-governing authority tq the 
Palestinians in the territories, will 
there be a measure of greater 
security for the people of Israel?”

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Parliament silent on future of Britain’s royals
LONDON (AP) — NormaUy, 

getting an opinion from a member 
of Parliament is as hard as pick­
ing up the telephone or popping 
down to the House of Commons.

Except if you ask about the 
future of the monarchy.

While Britain’s news media 
frantically debate the divorce of 
Prince Charles and Princess 
Diana and wonder whether monar­
chy is doomed. Parliament is 
strangely silent even though it 
oversees the crown.

And it’s no wonder.
The fact is, although the royals 

have hit a rough patch, Britons still 
like their monarchy and don’t vote 
for candidates who want to replace 
it with a republic.

A Labor Party lawmaker who 
questioned Charles’s fitness to be 
king quickly apologized, under 
orders from party leader Tony 
Blair. Only one member of the gov­
erning Conservative Party has 
ventured an opinion, and he’s 
retiring next year.

“We have to play it very cool,” 
said Sir Julian Critchley, a Con­
servative lawmaker. “We mustn’t 
have people taking sides. If we had 
a Charles party and a Diana par­
ty, the monarchy will be ripped 
apart.”

Many people, legislators includ­
ed, believe the monarchy is so 
much a part of the fabric of the 
nationi that damage to one will 
weaken the other. But a growing 
number disagree.

Two-thirds of the Labor mem­
bers in Parliament privately favor 
a debate in the House of Commons, 
according to a straw poll taken by 
Press Association, the British 
news agency. A debate would be an 
expression of views and does not 
require a vote or a motion.

Most of the monarch’s powers 
were given to Parliament long 
ago, and the queen acts as the gov­
ernment advises her. Parliament 
technically has the power to legis­
late the abolition of the monarchy, 
but any such change would be far 
more complicated than a simple 
vote.

George Walden, the retiring 
Conservative lawmaker, proposed 
that Parliament send a list of 
grievances and demands to Queen 
Elizabeth II about the misbehav­
ior of younger members of the roy­
al family.

Princess Diana to 
seek $45 million

LONDON (AP) — Princess 
Diana wants Buckingham Palace 
to pay her more than |45 million — 
twice the settlement she was 
offered — to divorce Prince 
Charles, a tabloid said Thursday.

The Sun said the the palace 
wanted Diana to take a one-time, 
clean-break payment of 15 million 
pounds, or 522.8 million, and that 
the princess rejected the offer, 
telling unidentified friends; “The 
price of a deal with me is a lot high­
er.”

Independent confirmation of the 
report was impossible. In the past, 
tabloids have been accurate in 
many of their reports on the cou­
ple’s marital problems, but wrong 
in many others.

The Sun’s account contradicted 
other tabloid reports that the 
palace wanted Diana to accept an 
annual payment rather than a 
lump sum, because that would 
give the royal family some lever­
age if she violated any divorce 
agreements about private disclo­
sures or moving abroad with her 
sons.

The 34-year-old princess, for­
mally separated from Charles 
since December 1992, agreed Feb. 
28 to a divorce.

Queen Elizabeth II has made it 
clear she wants divorce settle­
ment negotiations to be conducted 
confidentially.

’The Sun quoted an unidentified 
“aide” of Diana’s as saying: “The 
figure of 15 m illion pounds has 
l^ n  thrown about but not bv the 
princess. She feels it would not 
m eet her needs for the rest of her 
life. She is thinking very much in 
the long term .”

Diana’s press office had no com­
ment on the Sun story.

Meanwhile, Buckingham Palace 
confirmed the Sun report that the 
Duchess of York, the estranged 
wife of Prince Andrew, has lost Mr 
free m ail privileges. The govern­
ment-run postal service gives roy­
als the p e ^  to help them with offi­
cial duties.

“The system  allows free use of 
the Royal Mail by m em bers of the 
royal fam ily undertaking royal 
duties on behalf of the queen," a 

ilace spokeswoman said, speak- 
on condition of anonymity, 
e position is that the Duchess 

of Yo A  has not been carrying out 
official royal duties since 1992."

The former Sarah Ferguson sep­
arated from Andrew in 1992, a few  
months before ̂ Charles and Diana 
form ally parted.

A similar litany of the alleged 
misdeeds of King Charles I’s reign 
in 1641 was one of the factors in the 
outbreak of England’s civil war, 
which ended with the king’s 
beheading in 1649.

Bjit Britain’s moment as a 
republic was brief — Charles II 
was welcom e to the throne in 
1660.

Walden had nothing so drastic in 
mind.

He told GMTV television that he 
thought the government and oppo­
sition should join in a statement 
“suitably delicately phrased” to 
tell the royal family “you are 
actually demeaning yourselves 
and this country, would you please 
stop.”

“When you think of alllthese 
blabbing lovers, these duchesses 
and princesses — are we supposed 
to defer to these people? If the 
monarchy itself were composed of 
a secret republican conspiracy, 
they couldn’t do themselves more 
damage than they are,” he said.

The queen has already made 
large concessions to her detrac­
tors, including agreeing to pay tax­
es and taking most of her relatives 
off the public payroll.

This year’s round of royal 
unpopularity started with revela­
tions that the Duchess of York, 
estranged wife of Prince Andrew, 
had severe financial difficulties.

Problems worsened when 
Charies and Diana, under pressure

from the queen to resolve the trou­
bles in their private lives, agreed 
to divorce after 15 years of mar­
riage. Diana immediately fell into 
a dispute with Buckingham Palace 
over the terms of the split and her 
public announcement of it.

Ken Livingstone, one'of a shrink­
ing band of old-fashioned socialists 
in the Labor Party, laid the monar­
chy’s problems squarely on Fergie 
and Di.

“It is these two airheads in high 
heels who have done more for the 
republican cause then all the left­
ies put together,” Livingstone 
wrote in The Sun, a tabloid whose 
royal scoops have also contributed 
to the family’s problems.

The topic of the monarchy is so 
sensitive it has forced Labor’s 
Blair and Prime Minister John 
Major to agree on at least one 
thing: Neither wants a parlia­
mentary debate on it.

Haiti could yet turn into problem for Clinton

W ASHINGTON — Seventeen months 
after U.S. pressure helped restore 
President Jean-Bertrand Aristide to 

power, the Clinton administration is eager to 
claim credit for bringing back democracy to 
the hemisphere’s poorest country. But sever­

al problems remain 
that may yet turn the 
Haiti issue into an 
election-year loser for 
the president;

■ On one side are 
Aristide’s lawyers, a 
well-heeled bunch 
that includes former 
Maryland Rep. 
Michael Barnes and 
Burton Wides, a for­
mer legal counsel for 
several Democratic 
senators. For several 
months, they’ve been 

pressuring U.S. authorities to turn over docu­
ments that were seized by U.S. Army troops 
when they landed in October 1994. Although' 
American officials have agreed to return the 
documents, Aristide’s lawyers are still angry 
because of the Pentagon’s decision to withhold 
names and “contextual information’’ about 
U.S. citizens mentioned in the material.

U.S. intelligence officials kept control of the 
documents, which were seized from Haitian 
army and secret police officials, on the grounds 
that information contained in them might be 
damaging to American citizens. Privately, they 
fear that information in the papers could be 
used by Haiti’s new government to exact 
revenge against former government and police 
officials.

Wides believes the documents — if returned 
in full — would reveal close ties between U.S. 
intelligence officials and the “thugs” who 
ruled Haiti until Aristide’s election.

■ On the other side are Republican law­
makers like Senate Majority Leader Bob Dole, 
R-Kan., who want something done about 22 
“political” killings that have taken place since 
Aristide’s return and continue to go unsolved.

Most of the attention has focused on Madame 
Mireille Durocher Bertin, an outspoken Aris­
tide opponent who was considered a likely can­
didate for president. She and a companion were 
gunned down in broad daylight as they sat in 
traffic in downtown Port-au-Prince last March.

Early evidence in the probe suggested a link 
between the killings and Mondesir Beaubrun, 
the minister of the interior and a close Aristide 
ally. The FBI was called in to investigate the 
murders, but their inquiry ended last October 
after agency officials complained that they 
were being stymied by Haitian government 
officials.

Correspondence between Haitian officials 
and the FBI, obtained by our associate Jan 
Moller, suggests that trouble erupted last 
summer after FBI agents requested interviews 
with several top Haitian government offi­
cials. The Haitian government refused to com­
ply unless several conditions were met. For 
example, government lawyers insisted that all 
interviews be transcribed and that witnesses 
have a chance to review and correct their tes­
timony — which would have been a sharp 
departure from normal FBI procedure.

■ Some congressional sources are also ques­
tioning the circumstances surrounding the 
death of Michel Gonzalez, Aristide’s former 
next-door neighbor, who was gunned down in 
his driveway in broad daylight last May.

According to several sources, Aristide or his 
surrogates had asked Gonzalez to sell his prop­
erty to the Haitian president on at least two 
occasions. Aristide reportedly wanted the 
extra land to help add a security perimeter 
around his property, an expansive tract locat­
ed near the Port-au-Prince airport.

Although ballistics tests don’t match those 
found in six of the other killings, sources here 
believe the method by which he was killed links 
it to the other murders. Ballistics test have

shown that at least six of the 22 killings were 
done by the same type of weapon. However, 
there is no evidence linking the murder direct­
ly to Aristide.

■ Perhaps the biggest Jureat to Haiti’s 
future stability is economic stagnation. Near­
ly a year ago, a House delegation visiting Haiti 
observed that “incentives to encourage private 
sector investment must be implemented in 
weeks, not months, to create sustainable jobs 
and generate economic growth ...”

But so far, the $2 billion in U.S. tax dollars 
spent on restoring democratic rule has done lit­
tle to spur economic growth. Unemployment 
hovers at around 65 percent, and newly elect­
ed President Rene Preval has done litUe to indi­
cate his commitment to privatization. 'Ilie lack 
of progress has also held up international devel­
opment loans that are desperately needed in an 
economy that is overwhelmingly dependent on 
foreign aid.

All of this could add up to big trouble for Pres­
ident Clinton, whose advisers are eager to tout 
Haiti as one of his foreign policy “success sto­
ries” heading into the election season.

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House approves spending measure
WASHINGTON (AP) -  In a 

fresh round of budget brinksman- 
ship, the House narrowly 
approved a bill Thursday aimed at 
avoiding a new federal shutdown 
but billions shy of what President 
Clinton wants for domestic pro­
grams.

Congress moved on another 
front to head off an unprecedent­
ed and politically explosive feder­
al default by voting to temporari­
ly give the Treasury Department 
extra borrowing authority. But 
even with that issue solved for now, 
a yawning gap exists between the 
two sides over how to keep the gov­
ernment running.

Five months into fiscal 1996, the 
House voted 209-206 for a Republi­
can-written measure financing 
dozens of government depart­
ments and agencies for the rest of 
the year. Temporary authority 
for these programs expires March 
15, and without new funds there 
would be a third partial govern­
ment shutdown since November — 
an unlikely outcome that neither 
partv wants.

With moderate Republicans 
upset with low spending levels for 
some programs and abortion 
restricUons, GOP leaders lobbied 
hard all day to ensure the mea­
sure's passage. They argued that 
the bill will changed in upcom­
ing negotiations wiUi the adminis­
tration and the Senate, which 
debates it next week. A defeat 
would have left the impression that 
Republicans cannot govern effec-

Small aircraft 
hits street in 
Philadelphia

PHILADELPHIA (AP) -  A 
small plane clipped the*roof of a 
house in a densely populated 
neighborhood and landed on a 
parked car Thursday. Neighbors 
rescued the injured pilot as gaso­
line spouted from the crumpled 
plane.

"It was an unbelievable mira­
cle,” said David Giafaglione, 32, 
who lives two doors away. The 
plane narrowly avoided houses, a 
crowded doughnuts store and 
rush-hour traffic when it dropped 
into the Oxford Circle neighbor­
hood about 2 miles from Northeast 
Philadelphia Aiiport.

Flying through rainy skies in 
freezing weather, the pilot report­
ed losing altitude and was divert­
ed to the airport. It crashed 
through the brick facade above a 
row house and dropped into the 
street beyond at about 6; 35 p.m.

Neighbors and nearby police 
officers converged on the plane, 
where the bloodied pilot was t ^ -  
ing to fight his way out. Gasoline 
was “jetting out like a faucet,” 
said police Sgt. Frank Bachmay- 
er.

A neighbor rushed out with a 
knife and cut the seat belt after 
others pried open the door. “We 
gave him one good yank, then we 
carried him up the street as fast as 
we could to get away from that 
gas,” said Bachmayer.

The pilot, Robert Schmelzer of 
Ramsey, N.J., was in critical con­
dition with head and face injuries 
at Albert Einstein Medical Center. 
He was conscious when he came 
in, but had no memory of the 
crash. Dr. John Kelly said.

The Beechcraft was on its way 
from Frederick, Md., to Teterboro, 
N.J., when the pilot declared an 
emergency, said Andrea Pelle­
grino, a spokeswoman for 
Philadelphia International Air­
port.

No cause for the crash has yet 
been determined. Federal Avia­
tion Administration officials were 
on the way to the scene to exam­
ine the wreckage.

“Had we not passed it, the odds 
for closing down government 
would have been astronomically 
higher,” a relieved House Appro­
priations Committee Chairman 
B5b Livingston, R-La., told 
reporters. He added, “One day at 
a time. I’m going to have a beer.”

Even so, the slim victory margin 
could weaken the hand of Repub­
licans trying to give Clinton as lit­
tle extra money as possible. Voting 
for the measure were 207 Repute 
licans and two Democrats, while 21 
Republicans, 184 Democrats and 
an independent voted “no.” The 21 
defecting Republicans were most­
ly a combination of moderates 
and freshmen.

Sensitive to roiling voters in an 
election year, neither party wants 
another series of news reports 
about furloughed' federal work­
ers, but a solution to their impasse 
remains unclear. Clinton wants $8 
billion more for schools, the envi­
ronment and other programs and 
is threatening a veto, even though 
the measure would provide an 
extra $3.3 billion if offsetting sav­

ings in other programs could be 
found later.

“We don’t want to close the gov­
ernment,” Livingston said before 
the vote. But he also warned, 
“We’re not going to simply be bull­
dozed by the president.”

Rep. David Obey of Wisconsin, 
the appropriations panel’s senior 
Democrat, said the additional $3.3 
billion was “funny money” unlike­
ly to appear because its source has 
not yet been found. Democrats sa’d 
the GOP was risking blame if 
agencies were padlocked again.

“Let’s make it work,” said Rep. 
Steny Hoyer, D-Md. “That’s what 
the American people want. 
Haven’t you heard their anger?”

A temporary truce was struck on 
another budget battlefield.

The House voted 362-51 to extend’ 
the Treasury Department’s abili­
ty to pay federal debts through, 
March 29, and the Senate followed 
with a voice vote that shipped the 
legislation to Clinton for his' 
expected signature. Without the' 
extension of borrowing authority, 
the government would face a first- 
ever default on March 21 — which 
would probably trigger a financial 
upheaval.
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Arafat opens Palestinian Parliament
I JERUSALEM (AP) — Surrounded by law­
makers his people had chosen to shape their

» re, Yasser Arafat accused Islamic radicals 
hursday of trying to “kill the Palestinian 
dream” just as it was beginning to come true, 

i Opening the historic first session of an elect­
ed Palestinian lawmaking council, Arafat 
lashed out at the Hamas campaign of suicide 
bombings that has killed 61 people since Feb. 
25 and put the peace process with Israel in jeop­
ardy.
. But he also attacked Israelis for trying to halt 
the terror by barricading Palestinians inside 
their towns, saying the blockade was “ like the 
occupation come back again.”

Laying out an agenda for the 88 legislators 
gathered in a windowless hall, he said the top 
priority was “to keep the peace and make it 
stronger.
• “We must fight the terrorists and radicals on 
both sides,” he said.

The opening of the parliament — the first 
time an elected Palestinian legislature met on 
Palestinian soil — was supposed to be a step 
toward peace with Israel. The bombings have 
instead revived Israeli fears of Palestinians 
and produced demands for Arafat to crush the 
militants.

On Thursday, Palestinian police and Israeli 
troops worked in tandem to try to track down 
radicals from the Hamas group involved in four 
deadly explosions that killed 61 people in 
Jerusalem, Ashkelon and Tel Aviv.

As the Israelis raided a Hamas-run cultural 
center in Jerusalem and seized files and com­
puters, Palestinian police arrested the center's 
director. Sheik Jamil Hamami, and took him 
to their headquarters in the West Bank town of 
Ramallah.

In an effort to illustrate Arafat’s determi­
nation to wipe out terror cells, Palestinian

police in Gaza City displayed pistols, assault 
rifles and material for making bombs and 
grenades — all seized in raids on Hamas hide­
outs since the bombings started Feb. 25.

Ghazi Jabali, head of the police in Gaza, said 
500 men have been arrested in the West Bank 
and Gaza in the campaign to track down the 
bomb makers.

“We are now following anyone who has any 
kind of weapon,” said Khaled Kidra, attorney 
general of Arafat’s Palestinian Authority.

Clearly, the police raids and statements by 
Palestinian officials were meant to show that 
Arafat was cracking down on Hamas. But 
Palestinian police have detained only five of the 
13 top Hamas leaders Israel wants arrested as 
one of its conditions for continued peacemak­
ing.

The day's events clearly illustrated the con­
flicting forces pulling Arafat apart — his 
desire to preserve his accords with Israel with­
out appearing too submissive to Israeli 
demands.

The parliamentary session had all the trap­
pings of independence; the Palestinian flag, the 
national anthem, an honor guard and Arab and 
Western dignitaries to lend legitimacy to the 
council.

Arafat desperately needed to surround him­
self with such symbols at a time when Israeli 
raids in the West Bank have eroded his author­
ity among Palestinians.

But the suggestion of independence was 
belied by Israel’s pressures on Arafat and by 
the Israeli army blockade of West Bank and 
Gaza towns — the harshest part of the crack­
down on bomb suspects.

The roadblocks meant legislators from the 
West Bank had to be escorted to Gazd across 
Israel by Israeli border police Wednesday 
night. And though Israel allowed movement of

Palestinians during the day Thursday, the West 
Bank lawmakers had to rush home before dusk.

Still, the opening of the 88-member legisla­
ture, elected on Jan. 20, showed how far things 
have come since the Israel-PLO talks s ta r t^  
three years ago.

At the session, lawmakers elected Ahmed 
Qureia as the parliament speaker. Three 
years ago, Qureia was in exile with Arafat in 
Tunisia; later he became the Palestinians’ 
chief negotiator with Israel.

One of the other lawmakers is Intissar 
Wazir, whose husband Khalil, known as Abu 
Jihad, was the PLO’s chief military leader. He 
was assassinated in Tunis in 1988, apparently 
by Israeli agents.

Israel TV said Arafat planned to convene the 
PLO parliament-in-exile this month to revoke 
clauses in the PLO charter calling for Israel’s 
destruction.

According to the Israel-PLO accords, the 
clauses must be revoked within two months of 
the first session of the Palestinian legislature.

Peres has threatened to delay Israel’s pull­
out from Hebron, planned for late March, until 
the pledge is fulfilled. Hebron is the last Pales­
tinian city still under Israeli control.

The parliament-in-exile, which includes del­
egates from the elected parliament and dele­
gates living outside Palestinian lands, must 
approve any changes to the charter.

^ m e  members of that body, the Palestine 
National Council, have express^ reservations 
about modifying the charter, saying Israel 
should first recognize the Palestinians’ right to 
statehood.

The bombings have brought new strains 
among Israelis, too.

Cuba may forbid U.S. airlines 
to fly over island, officials say

HAVANA (AP) — Cuba may 
ban U.S. airline flights over the 
island because of U.S. moves to 
stiffen sanctions following the 
downing of two civilian planes 
flown by anti-Castro exiles, offi­
cials said Thursday.

Such a move would force air­
lines to burn up more fuel trav­
eling circuitous routes, thus 
increasing the costs for flights 
between the United States and 
parts of Latin America and the 
Caribbean.

“One of the options we are con­
sidering is a prohibition for U.S. 
planes that use air corridors 
crossing Cuban territory,” for­
eign ministry spokeswoman 
Marianela Ferriol said during a 
Thursday news briefing.

Ricardo Alarcon, president of 
the Cuban parliament, raised 
the possibility Wednesday at a 
meeting in Montreal of the 
International Civil Aviation 
Organization, which is investi­
gating the downing of the two 
Cessnas.

Officials did not say when such 
a move might occur, but Foreign 
Minister Roberto Robaina told a 
brief news conference in Mexico 
City on Thursday: “We can do it 
at any moment.”

He noted that Cuban craft are 
already banned from U.S. air­
space.

“How is it possible that our 
flights cannot use international 
air corridors that pass over the 
United States, but American 
flights can use this corridor 
(over Cuba) ?” he asked.

Many U.S. commercial flights 
pass over Cuba, and closure 
would force airlines to divert 
around the 750-mile island Just 
south of U.S. shores.

Both the U.S. Senate and 
House of Representatives this 
week approved a measure to 
tighten the U.S. embargo of 
Cuba, partly in response to the 
Feb. 24 shootdown. President 
Cninton is expected to sign ̂  bill 
into law.

Cuba claims the planes oper­
ated by the group Brothers to the 
Rescue was violating Cuban air 
space. The Miami-based Cuban 
exile group and the U.S. govern­
ment insist the craft were in 
international airspace.

Ferriol asserted that the tough 
new sanctions bill would have lit­
tle or no effect on Cuba.

“The island will not double 
over, it will not destroy the rev­
olution, nor affect growth in the 
Cuban economy” she said.

The bill also would make it 
impossible for any U.S. president 
to ease sanctions against Cuba 
without congressional approval.

AUSTIN — One of Texas Sen. Phil 
Gramm’s first campaign stops after 
abandoning his run for the White House 
was at a car factory — in South Caroli­
na.

To be out stumping for GOP presiden­
tial candidate Bob Dole rather than 
campaigning at home shows just how lit­
tle Gramm has to worry about in his “oth­
er" primary as he seeks re-election.

Gramm started 1996 running for both

president and re-election.
But he quit the presidential race last 

month and now faces only two little- 
known challengers in Tue.sday’s GOP 
Senate primary. Four Democrats are 
vying for the nomination to oppose him 
in November.

The two-term senator simply dismiss­
es the lot, saying he will defeat whichev­
er candidate the Democrats put up.

Gramm’s press secretary, Larry Neal, 
is mdre colorful: “What Long John Sil­
ver said on Treasure Island would be 
applicable in the Democratic primary: 
‘Them that dies will be the lucky ones.”’

And so far, the numbers back him up. 
Opinion polls, fund-raising and his elec­
tion record make Gramm a formidable

A new Harte-Hanks Texas Poll, pub­
lished Thursday, showed Gramm 
favored by 79 percent df likely GOP pri­
mary voters. His opponents, former 
Democrat David Young and former state 
legislator Hank Grover, each got only 4 
percent.

In that same survey, the worst Gramm 
did against any of the four Democrats 
was to lead by a 53 percent-28 percent 
margin.

The Democratic field includes two 
congressman, Jim Chapman of Sulphur 
Springs and John Bryant of Dallas. But 
the Democratic front-runner in the Texas 
Poll was school teacher Victor Morales, 
who runs his one-man campaign from an

Rylander brings re-election bid to Midland

Texas Railroad Commission 
Chairwoman Carole Keeton Rylan­
der made a whistle stop through the 
Midland airport Thursday on her 
campaign tour of the state.

In her campaign for re-election, the 
Republican commissioner touted her 
record of slashing the commission's 
budget, slashing the commission’s 
responsibilities and slashing envi­
ronmental regulations for oil and gas 
producers.

*I promised to change the railroad 
commission and I have. I cut the 
commission budget 10 percent and 
reduced the staff by 12 percent. This

year alone we’ve saved the taxpay­
ers more than $5 million,” Ms. Rylan­
der said.

She vowed to continue supporting 
the efforts of Texas’ oil and gas pro­
ducers.

“It’s a testament to Texas grit and 
American ingenuity that anybody is 
in the oil-and-gas industry’ anymore,” 
she said.

During her tenure, the commission 
deregulated the trucking industry. 
Since deregulation, safety regula­
tions are enforced by the Texas 
Department of Public Safety, she 
said.

The commission has in the last two 
years provided tax incentives for oil- 
and-gas exploration and production

and removed environmental and 
other regulations and paperwork 
that save the oil-and-gas industry 
about $40 million, she said.

“That’s $40 million that can go into 
secondary and tertiary recovery and 
keep the rig count up,” she said.

Ms. Rylander’s other accomplish­
ments include cutting her personal 
office budget by more than 32 per­
cent, creating a new gas services 
division to recognize and emphasize 
the importance of natural gas in the 
economy and initiating a compre­
hensive study of the statutory and 
regulatory framework regarding 
natural resources in Texas.

cratic Party that Phil Gramm has $3.5 million 
and the entire field on the Democratic side has 
a half million between them,” McDonald said. 
"Anybody can look strong and powerful and 
omnipotent when they’ve got that much more 
money than their opponents.”

Gramm's big bankroll allows him to run tele­
vision commercials statewide, while the 
Democrats are forced to pick smaller targets 
in a state with 20 TV markets.

History is on Gramm’s side, too. In 1984, he 
got 58.5 percent of the vote; in 1990, he got 61.7 
percent.

So Gramm can afford to spend time cam­
paigning for fellow Republicans.

“Two things are certain in this primary and 
on election day; The sun will rise and Phil

Gramm will be re-elected,” predicted Mark 
Sanders, a Republican consultant in Austin.

Under Texas’ ”LBJ Law,” Gramm was 
allowed to run for president and re-election 
simultaneously. He is the first Republican to 
use the law first passed for Lyndon B. Johnson 
in 1960, and used by former Sen. Lloyd Bentsen 
in 1976 and 1988.

Democrats wanted Gramm to remain a 
presidential contender, hoping to capitalize on 
possible voter resentment from his dual races. 
By dropping out after losing in Louisiana and 
Iowa, Gramm appears to have robbed them of 
that issue.

Does he find angry voters back home?
“Naaaaw,” Gramm said recently. “They 

weren’t angry with Lloyd Bentsen when he did 
it twice. They weren’t angry with Lyndon John­
son. They still elected them.”

The other Democratic candidates attribute 
Morales’ polling success with name confusion. 
They say voters think he is state Attorney Gen­
eral Dan Morales.

But Bill Miller, a political consultant who 
works for both Republicans and Democrats, 
said that if Morales’ low-budget campaign 
somehow succeeds, he could be a difficult oppo­
nent for Gramm.

“He’s the ultimate outsider. He’s a difficult 
target to attack,” Miller said.

“Here’s a guy who teaches school, who 
decides to run for office for noble reasons. He’s 
a Hispanic version of (the movie) ’Mr. Smith 
Goes to Washington.’ That’s story line that has 
appealed to Americans since time immemor­
ial.”

Dem Senate candidates travel to South Texas
SAN ANTONIO (AP) -  Demo­

cratic candidates for U.S. Senate 
courted South Texas voters Thurs­
day as campaign activity 
statewide stepped up in advance of 
Tuesday’s primary.

U.S. Rep. Jim Chapman of Sul­
phur Springs denounced proposed 
Medicare cuts in an appearance 
before senior citizens. Houston 
attorney John Odam picked up the 
endorsement of the San Antonio 
Police Officers Association.

U.S. Rep. John Bryant of Dallas 
unveiled two television commer­
cials, one of which targets South 
Texas and has Bryant speaking 
Spanish.

All this came the day a new 
Harte-Hanks Texas Poll showed 
Victor Morales, a school teacher 
from Mesquite, as leading the 
Democratic field.

Chapman told elderly residents 
of a downtown San Antonio apart­
ment building of his proposal to 
require Germany, Japan and oth­
er nations to pay for defense sup­
plied for them by the U.S. military.

An estimated savings of $145 bil­
lion over the next seven years 
could be used toward ensuring 
the solvency of Medicare, Chap­

man said.
"We don’t have to do the radical 

cuts that they are proposing in 
Washington, D C., to balance our 
budget, and this is but one exam­
ple of how you can clearly show 
that that’s the case,” he said.

The police association endorsed 
Odam, he said, because he oppos­
es lifting the ban on assault 
weapons and favors crime pre­
vention programs to help rehabil­
itate at-risk juveniles.

Odam said he wasn’t discour­
aged by his showing in the new 
Texas Poll. He predicted he would 
make a runoff.

“What we’ve got to do is get our 
message out, get our name out,” 
Odam said. “What the Texas Poll 
shows is it’s wide open — nobody 
knows anybody.”

In the poll, published Thursday, 
26 percent of respondents favor^ 
Morales, com pai^ with 10 percent 
for Bryant, 9 percent for Chapman 
and 2 percent for Odam. More than 
half were undecided or didn’t like 
any of the candidates.

Odam and the other Democrat­
ic candidates attribute Morales’ 
polling success with name confu­
sion, suggesting voters believe he

is state Attorney General Dan 
Morales.

Morales dismissed that notion.
“I’m for real,” Morales was 

quoted as saying in the San Anto­
nio Express-News. “This poll, I 
think, gives me another jump- 
start.”

The candidates have described 
South Texas as a key battle­
ground.

Bryant, who was traveling to 
five West Texas cities Thursday, 
emphasized his theme of “Ameri­
ca first” in his campaign appear­
ances and two television commer­
cials.

In one of the TV ads he speaks 
Spanish, translated by English 
subtitles. The other features his 
helping pass lobby reform legisla­
tion.

Both end with the tag line, “John 
Bryant for U.S. Senate. It’s time to 
put America first.”

Chapman unveiled his TV ads 
earlier this week.

The Democrats are battling to 
oppose the winner of the Republi­
can field, led overwhelmingly in 
polls by well-funded U.S. Sen. Phil 
Gramm.

In other political news;
■ Texas Agriculture Commis­

sioner Rick Perry endorsed U.S. 
Sen. Bob Dole in the Republican 
presidential primary. Perry cited 
Dole’s views on trade issues and 
his experience and character as 
reasons for his endorsement.

■ District 14 congressional can­
didates Ron Paul and U.S. Rep. 
Greg Laughlin traded political 
jabs. Laughlin’s campaign called 
on Paul to pull a letter it says false­
ly claims Paul’s candidacy is sup­
ported by former * President 
Ronald Reagan.

Paul wants the National Repub­
lican Congressional Committee to 
make a full financial disclosure of 
its contributions and activities in 
support of Laughlin, whom Paul 
calls a “ liberal.”

■ Silvestre Reyes. Democratic 
candidate in the 16th (congres­
sional District primary, is coming 
under fire from both sides of the 
abortion debate.

Reyes, a former Border Patrol 
chief, told the Catholic Diocese of 
El Paso there should be legal pro­
tections for unborn children. He 
previously had stated his support 
for existing abortion rights.

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Filmakers begin search for actress to play Selena
CORPUS CHRISTI (AP) -  The 

filmmakers of an upcoming movie 
about slain Tejano superstar Sele­
na announced a four-city, nation­
al casting call Thursday to search 
for actresses to portray the singer 
as a child and adult.

“This is the formal start of the 
process of bringing to the screen a 
motion picture about the life of 
Selena and her family,” said the 
film’s producer, Moctesuma 
Esparza.

Esparza spoke at a news con­
ference with the film’s writer and 
director, Gregory Nava, and sev­
eral members of the singer’s fam­
ily, who left early without answer­
ing any questions.

Sel«ia’s father and the executive 
producer of the film, Abraham 
Quintanilla Jr., said only, “ It’s a 
project that my family and I have 
been working on, and it’s finally 
getting time to start the project. ”

The casting search will begin 
March 16 in San Antonio. Three 
other casting calls will be held in 
Los Angeles and Miami on March 
17 and in Chicago on March 23. 
Esparza said the cities were cho­
sen because of their large Latina 
populations.

The filmmakers are looking for 
two Latina women to portray Sele­
na, who was fatally shot March 31, 
1995, at a Corpus Christ! motel. ’The 
singer’s former fan club presi­
dent, Yolanda Saldivar, was con­
v ic t^  of her murder last fall and 
sentenced to life in prison.

Selena’s death will not be depict­
ed in the movie, Nava said. 
Instead it will focus on her rise to

"sweetheart of Tejano music and 
her preparations to cross over 
onto the English pop t;harts prior 
to her death at age 23.

“We want to make a movie that 
celebrates the life and career of 
Selena ... a movie that’s positive 
and life-affirming,” Nava said.

Nava said 
the filmmakers were looking for a 
Latina girl about 8 years old who 
can play Selena as the “young, 
perky, somewhat hyperactive, 
very uninhibited ... girl that she 
was.”

“She was really a gift, so we 
have to find a young girl who can 
do that,” he said.

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■  Man gets death sentence in 4th trial
HOUSTON — A man described by his lawyers as mentally 

retarded was sentenced to death Thursday for the abduction, muti­
lation and slaying of a 4-year-old girl.

Jurors deliberated for 5 1/2 hours before handing the punish­
ment to Demetrius Simms, a 25-year-old man on trial for the fourth 
time. The same panel convicted Simms in the 1991 death of 
Monique Miller on Tuesday.

Monique’s body was found in a wooded area near the apartment 
complex where she lived and where Simms grew up. Her skill was 
broken by at least five blows from a tree limb, and she was stran­
gled with her underwear and sexually mutilated while she was 
alive, officials said.

Simms was arrested a few days after Monique disappeared as 
he was trying to chase another little girl. He directed police to 
Monique’s body.

Defense attorneys questioned whether Simms, who has trouble 
hearing and an IQ of 61, understood what he was doing when he 
made statements to police that prompted them to search the wood­
ed area. His lawyers say he is mentally retarded, although the 
term usually applies to people with an IQ of 50 or below.

Jurors couldn’t agree on a verdict after Simms’ previous tri­
als in 1993, 1994 and 1995.

HORSESHOE BAY — More than a half-dozen Llano River val­

ley residents have been bitten by rabies-infected animals, pri­
marily foxes and bobcats, during a late-winter outbreak of the dis­
ease.

"It’s the worst we’ve ever had in Burnet County. We hadn’t had 
one in the last seven years and only a handful in over 20 years, 
but now we’ve had at least seven in the last six weeks. You could 
call it an epidemic and not be wrong,’’ said Dan McBride, a Bur­
net veterinarian.

The outbreak along the Llano River area is the latest in a series 
of rabies problems being fought by the Texas Department of 
Health, said Fred Hartman, the agency’s regional veterinarian 
in Temple.

Aerial vaccine drops have been conducted throughout the state. 
Burnet’s drop was completed in February, but Hartman said the 
vaccine requires four to six weeks for immunization to reach its 
peak. In addition, some animals won’t have picked up the bait, 
he said.

“If they are infected, they are very aggressive when they get 
around people, and they come to you. It’s not unusual for that ani­
mal to attack people,’’ Hartman said.

SAN ANTONIO — A 37-year-old inmate at the Dominguez State 

Jail has died after being attacked by another prisoner, authori­
ties say.

Dale Terry Simmons died at Wilford Hall Medical Center on 
Wednesday, 20 hours after the Tuesday night beating, said assis­
tant warden Roy Washington.

The suspect in the attack reportedly told officers he was tired 
of Simmons’ accQsations that he had been stealing from him.

This was the first incident of its kind at the minimum-security 
state jail in west Bexar County, Washington said. State prison 
authorities in Huntsville have been asked to move the suspect to 
a higher security institution.

If an autopsy determines the beating was the cause of death, 
the alleged assailant will be charged with the killing, Washing­
ton said.

Simmons was serving a three-year sentence for drunken dri­
ving. '

His alleged attacker was serving five years for auto theft.

Handling of TexPool cost state $97 million, audit says
■  Report’s figures are higher than 
$55 million loss estimated by Texas 
Treasurer Martha Whitehead.

AUSTIN — A state-run investment pool 
operated outside normal safe investment stan­
dards two years ago and triggering a "run’’ on 
the fund that cost taxpayers at least $97 million, 
according to a new audit.

That’s far higher than the $55 million loss esti­
mated by Texas Treasurer Martha Whitehead, 
who operates the TexPool. She said she acted 
on legal advice in managing the fund and that 
Auditor Lawrence Alwin’s estimate includes 
"unrealized or paper loss.’’

The treasurer’s office established TexPool in 
1989 as a way to give local governments a way 
to group their public money for investing.

The fund is maintained separately from oth­
er state funds and includes no state dollars.

Alwin said in Thursday’s report that the 1994 
run on the pool was caused in part because the 
treasurer’s office did not take "timely action 
to stabilize the net asset value of the fund."

Mrs. Whitehead called the report misleading, 
inaccurate and incomplete.

“This report makes no recommendations nor 
offers new information," she said. “At the time, 
we believed those actions were legal, appro­

priate and neccessary. We still do."
The pool began losing money in 1994, partly 

because of heavy investments in areas sensi­
tive to changes in the interest rate. Alwin said 
Mrs. Whitehead ignored w am i^s to reorganize 
the fund’s investments to limit its losses.

Under the law creating the pool, investors 
agreed to share any losses based on the 
amount of money they put in.

While the 1994 losses continued, local gov­
ernments began removing their money from 
the fund. To ensure there was enough money 
for those local governments, Mrs. Whitehead 
authorized the purchase of $i2.2 billion of Tex- 
Pool’s securities with state dollars.

Attorney General Dan Morales said last 
month that the purchase was illegal.

The purchase "constitutes the withdrawal of 
funds from the state Treasury without an 
appropriation" by the Legislature, Morales 
said in a legal opinion.

Such use of state funds without lawmakers’ 
approval violates the state constitution, the 
opinion said.

Mrs. Whitehead objected to the opinion and 
to Alwin’s audit. She said she did not decide to 
purchase the TexPool securities until after 
Morales' office assured her it was a legal move.

Morales said it would be up to Travis Coun­
ty District Attorney Ronald Earle to decide if 
criminal charges should be filed against Mrs.

Whitehead for allegedly misusing public funds.
Morales said he does not believe there should 

be legal action. Steve McCleery, first assistant 
district attorney, said Earle s office hadn't 
made a decision. ,

"We will review the report and will monitor 
all the other information that we expect to be 
coming out about it. If it appears that any actimi 
is called for by us, we will certainly do our 
duty,” McCleery said.

Alwin said the bailout was unnecessary. He 
said as late as Dec. 9,1994, every municipali­
ty could have removed its money at a nearly 2 
cent loss on the dollar. Nearly 1,300 munici­
palities were participating in &e fund at that 
time.

"At the time of the run, most TexPool par­
ticipants were entering the peak period for the 
collection of tax revenue and should not have 
been facing any immediate cash shortfall,” 
Alwin said.

He added that new safety rules now govern 
TexPool, and that it is operating within those 
rules.

The Treasurer’s office said some 1,400 
municipalities now participate in TexPool.

Mrs. Whitehead backed a successful cam­
paign last year to eliminate the treasury 
department. That move is underway, with trea­
sury responsibilities going to the state comp­
troller.

Law firms offer to pay for return 
of fugitive priest to face charges

SINTON (AP) — Two law firms 
have offered to provide funds to 
bring back a Roman Catholic 
priest to face trial on a charge of 
sexually assaulting a boy.

The priest, Jesus Hernando Gar­
cia, was indicted last June 16 by a 
San Patricio County grand jury. 
He left for Spain before the indict­
ment and has told local authorities 
he has no intention of returning.

David Berg, a Houston lawyer 
who represents the boy and his 
family, has offered to pay the 
estimated $7,000 to have the priest 
returned to 'Texas.

County officials are not sure 
they can accept such an offer.

Berg said the family is upset that 
it has taken so long to get Garcia 
returned to Texas.

“They’re heartsick over it,” 
Berg said. “Part of the resolution 
is to get some justice for these 
folks.”

District Attorney Tom Bridges 
doesn’t know how long it takes for 
an international extradition.

"I would have liked to have had 
him here much sooner, but I’ll wait 
as long as it takes,” he told the 
Corpus Christ! Caller-Times 
Wednesday.

Fort Worth police 
mobilize to fight 
driveway robberies

FORT WORTH (AP) -  Police 
were mobilizing forces 'Thursday to 
combat a recent string of driveway 
robberies that became deadly when 
a man returning home from shop­
ping was shot three times in the 
chest.

Fort Worth police planned to 
assign at least 125 officers to watch 
the areas where the bandits could 
potentially strike again. They also 
were sharing leads to see how many 
of the recent robberies could be con­
nected.

No arrests had been made, but 
police were looking for two men 
between the ages of 18 and 20.

Two driveway attacks occurred 
Wednesday night in east Fort Worth 
about 15 minutes apart, while three 
occurred last week within a half- 
hour span in far south Fort Worth.

In all five cases, gun-wielding 
attackers opened fire on their vic­
tims, said Fort Worth Lt. Mark 
Krey. Another six to 10 driveway 
robberies have been reported in 
which the victims were neither 
injured nor shot at, he said.

One woman told police she was 
followed home from a store.

The nature of the attacks have 
made them a top priority, Krey said.

“Obviously by the behavior of the 
suspects, they are not afraid to use 
deadly force,” he said. “That cre­
ates a serious situation for the citi­
zens, and it’s inherent upon us to 
resolve it as rapidly as we can.”

Jeff Doolittle, 42, died Wednesday 
after being rushed to the hospital for 
gunshot wounds he suffered when 
would-be robbers shot him after he 
netumed home from a trip to a dis- 
pount store.
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incident involving a 15-year-old 
boy, according to court records.

Authorities say the boy reported 
that he was sexually assaulted in 
the rectory of Sacred Heart 
Catholic Church in Mathis.

"This is an active case,” 
Bridges said. “We are seeking to 
get him returned for prosecution.’’

Ralph Diaz, supervisory spe­
cial agent at Corpus Christi's FBI 
office, said authorities know where 
Garcia is in Spain, but wouldn’t 
elaborate.

The FBI has offered to return 
Garcia if local authorities give the 
go-ahead, Diaz said.

Officials also have tried simply 
asking Garcia to return to South 
Texas.

The Most Rev. Rene H. Gracida, 
bishop of the Diocese of Corpus 
Christ!, said he wrote the priest 
and asked him to return. The 
priest has sent a letter to prosecu­
tors saying he would not.

Attorneys for the diocese said 
the bishop did eve^h ing  he could 
do in asking Garcia to return and 
that the bishop has no authority in 
Spain.

The diocese faces a civil lawsuit 
in Harris County. The suit was 
filed by the family of the teen-age 
boy mentioned in the criminal 
indictment and by two other men.

DEAR FAMILY: My friend has a 28-year-old daughter, 
we’ll call her Jane, who has four children (ages 9, 7,6 and 
3‘i). This family doesn’t live in the cleanest environment 
and they’re usually ill-behaved.

The kids are usually dirty but always 
well-fed and they get new clothes quite 
often.

They don’t get much attention, as 
Jane is always shooing them off into 
another room and setting them in front 
of the VCR or shuttling them back and 
forth to different family members and 
friends. She does this so they can go out 
to the bars at least two or three times a 
week. This is kind of a blessing because 
the kids act much better with everyone 
else other than Jane and her husband. May

The child I’m concerned with most is the 3'i-year-old who 
is still wearing diapers for both wetting and the other. Jane 
tries occasionally to potty train this child, but if it takes 
more than a few days, she puts the child back into diapers 
and gives up until the fancy strikes her once again. This is 
the child with the worst behavior to boot.

What factors could contribute to the diaper situation? 
With hopes that Jane will read this, what advice can you 
or we give Jane? I understand that by age 2 kids are usu­
ally easily out of diapers. The reason that I know these 
things is that my son is friends with Jane’s husband and is 
around them quite often.

1 have included so many details to give you a better idea 
of what is going on. WORRIED FRIEND OF FAMILY

DEAR WORRIED: Toilet training is a complicated yet 
simple process when a child is ready. There is no hxed time 
that a given child will be ready to control his or her toilet 
habits. In general, the nervous system of a child less than 
18 months old is not sufficiently mature to allow the child 
to have control over bladder and bowel movements. At 
around 2 years of age, many children will give indirect signs 
of being ready for toilet training — for example, interest 
in putting things in places, wanting to please the parents, 
showing pride in accomplishments. However, in some cas­
es it may be necessary to delay toilet training if the child 
is throwing tantrums and rejecting parental suggestions.

If the child seems ready for toilet training, it is often best 
accomplished by setting a relaxed tone together with con­
sistent parental support and attention. It is important that 
the parent avoid shaming the child or creating anxieties 
by expressing anger rather than support — accidents do 
happen and they are just that, accidents!

I mention all of this to emphasize the pragmatic nature 
of toilet training. One could generally expect a 3‘i-year-old 
child to be toilet trained. I encourage Jane to take her child 
to the pediatrician to make certain that there are no phys­
ical problems contributing to this situation. The pediatri­
cian can also give her good advice and reading material 
on how to toilet train at this tinje. Dr. Terry Brazleton’s 
books are excellent sources for appropriate developmen­
tal expectations and parenting techniques for young chil­
dren.

Jane is fortunate to have someone like you who is con­
cerned about her child. Not being toilet trained can have 
a detrimental effect on a child’s self-esteem and social 
development. Jane may be interested in contacting the Cen­
ters for Children and Families and enrolling in one of their

parenting class^&. Child rearing is a challenging process, 
and many parents need help in developing an approach that 
is developmentally sound for their children

THE FOLLOWING IDEAS ON PARENTAL EXPEC­
TATIONS ARE OFFERED BY THE CENTERS FOR 
CHILDREN AND FAMILIES:

■ Tell children that you do have expectations, but that 
you feel confident when they will try hard to succeed,

■ Be specific about how you expect them to behave in var­
ious situations.

■ Let them make decisions about manageable situations 
and encourage them to “talk it over" with you when they 
are confused.

■ Trust them with regular jobs without reminding them 
all the time. See what happens.

■ Talk openly about good things you see in them.
■ Don’t withhold compliments you’ve received from oth­

ers about them.
■ Give credit for trying even when there are mistakes 

or accidents.
■ Threatening them or comparing them to other children 

is never helpful.
■ Expectations should be realistic — especially make cer­

tain that they are age-appropriate.
■ Your children learn a lot from your expectations.

Fax machine can speed mail 
delivery to homes, businesses

When letters came only in envelopes, you could­
n’t choose what sort of mail carrier — friendly or 
surly, vigilant or careless — brought them to the 
door. Now that documents can travel by telephone 
to your living room, you can choose your carrier: 
thermal or plain, standard or fancy, with auto-dial, 
delay and broadcast.

While most fax machines are still found at busi­
nesses, more and more are showing up at home. 
About 7 percent of all households in the United 
States have fax machines, according to the Con­
sumer Electronics Manufacturers Association in 
Washington, and of the three million machines sold 
last year — a number expected to triple in two years
— about 8 percent were for homes.

It should be comforting to first-time fax buyers 
that most machines sold today can do a good job. 
Still, there are decisions to make, but not an over­
whelming number. The most important is between 
a thermal-paper and a plain-paper fax machine.

A thermal-paper machine prints incoming mes­
sages on special paper that tends to curl and has a 
slick feel. They cost as little as $200.

Plain-paper fax machines produce easier-to- 
read copies that look and feel like a computer print­
out. Of course, they cost more: Basic models are 
$400 and usually have more features than basic ther­
mal units.

'Thermal paper refills cost $3 to $7 for a 98-foot roll, 
enough for about 100 faxes. For plain-paper 
machines, paper costs $5 a ream (500 sheets) and 
there is the cost of ink cartridges. So, the total cost 
of materials should be about the same for both 
machines: 3 to 6 cents a page.

Which one makes sense for you?

THAT DEPENDS on what you do with your fax­
es. Printouts from thermal-paper machines, which 
use a heat-sensitive process, rather than ink, fade 
over time and can disappear entirely, while those 
from plain-paper machines, which use an ink-jet or 
laser printer, have the longevity of any ink-on-paper 
document.

So if you read and discard faxes, as most people 
do, a thermal machine will serve. If you plan to save 
them, you should get plain paper.

The next choice is: Do you want a stripped-down, 
Hyundai of a fax machine, a Mercedes-Benz or 
something in between?

The good news is that even inexpensive models 
have ample standard equipment. Memory lets the 
machine store incoming faxes if it is out of paper 
or ink. Automatic dialing lets you speed-dial a fax
— or phone — number. A broadcast feature allows 
you to send a single fax to several numbers at once. 
Generally, more money buys more features.

At the low end, $200 will buy a thermal-paper 
machine with perhaps a 10-number automatic 
dialer, a 10- to 15-page automatic document feed­
er and reasonable print quality.

For $50 to $100 more, you’ll get a thermal-paper 
machine with an automatic paper cutter, sharper 
print quality and a delayed transmission feature.

A “cutter” — a model that automatically cuts the 
incoming pages, since thermal paper comes on a 
roll — makes life easier by eliminating the need to 
tear off a fax page by page and by preventing the 
depressing prospect of returning home to find a long 
fax puddled on the floor. And the page edges look 
neater.

Delayed transmission can be a handy feature, 
because it allows you to send documents when it’s 
most convenient — for instance, after 11 p.m., when 
telephone rates are lower and the recipient’s fax 
machine is less likely to be jammed with other 
incoming messages.

Thermal-paper machines can go up to $350 or 
even $550. In these machines, transmission time is 
cut from the usual 15 seconds a page to 9 seconds 
a page, so you’ll save a little on long-distance phone 
charges. Built-in answering machines can reduce 
desktop clutter. And the additional memory can 
hold up to 50 pages of incoming faxes.

The bottom-of-the-line, plain-paper model costs 
abom $400, but comes with more: 20 automatic dial­
ing potions, a 15-page memory, a larger document 
capacity. Add-ons cost about the same as they do 
for thermal-paper machines.

OTHER CHOICES are more about telephone con­
venience than faxing. »

Almost every machine now includes an automatic 
fax/telephone switch, eliminating the need for the 
nuisance of “Call and tell me before you send the 
fax.” When a call comes in, the machine auto­
matically recognizes it as a phone call or fax, and 
functions accordingly.

But the fax will not work on call-waiting: If the 
line is busy with a phone call, the fax will not go 
through. So if you’re running a small business and 
expecting a lot of activity, you may want a dedi­
cated line open for faxes at all times.

Like the makers of any other consumer product, 
fax manufacturers are piling on more and fancier 
features to keep everyone buying. At the Consumer 
Electronics Show in Las Vegas in January, the floor 
was dotted with all manner of fax machines from 
vendors trying hard to explain why their 19% mod­
els were significantly better than their 1995s.

Some offer a built-in digital-answering machine 
(called a TAD, for telephone answering device) and 
as many as five mailboxes for voice mail. This fea­
ture adds about $50 at each quality level.

There were also models with the ability to fax (or 
answer the phone) on either of two phone lines, a 
plus for home businesses, or households with teen­
agers.

ULTIMATELY, THOUGH, unless you have a spe­
cific business need, or must simply have the latest 
gizmos, most fax machines will handle the job quite 
well.

And there is one final consideration: You could 
forgo the home fax. After all, if you install a fax at 
home, co-workers might just use it.

Leading makers of fax machines include Sharp, 
Canon, Hewlett-Packard, Brother International, 
Panasonic and Muratec. Some of the most popular 
models:

■ Hewlett-Packard’s HP FAX750 (about $600). 
This plain-paper unit, with 12-page memory, 100- 
page paper tray and the ability to dial 50 numbers 
automatically, would be a good choice for those run­
ning a home business, because of its plain-paper 
printing and office features.

■ Panasonic KX-F850 ($399). This is a relative­
ly inexpensive thermal-paper machine with an auto­
matic paper cutter and a lt)uilt-in digital answering 
machine, with a nine-minute capacity. It makes 
sense for home users who don’t need plain-paper 
faxing but still relish such features as the answer­
ing machine.

■  Canon Faxphone 11 or the Sharp UX-106 (each 
about $200). These are both thermal machines with 
automatic document feeders (10 pages) and auto­
matic dialers (50 for Sharp, 25 for Canon). They are 
no-frills machines for those who want the least 
expensive, functional faxes they can buy.

ON THE EVER-CROWDED desktop, one of the 
most logical and space-saving developments is the 
multifunction peripheral.

The name may sound like some part on a space 
shuttle, but a multifunction peripheral combines a 
regular fax machine with other functions linked to 
your computer — printing, scanning and, in most 
cases, the ability to fax directly from the comput­
er — in one machine that’s just a bit larger than a 
fax machine.

With prices ranging from $600 to $1,000, multi­
function peripherals are obviously more costly than 
stand-alone fax machines, but far less expensive 
than buying each individual component.

While there is no compromise in faxing ability, 
the printing ability is usually a cut below that of a 
good stand-alone computer printer, with no color, 
slower speed and lower resolution. And most m<il- 
tifunction peripherals print only black and white.

If you do not have a personal computer or if you 
already own a printer, a multifunction peripheral 
is probably not worth the cost. But if you are shop­
ping for a fax and a printer, a multifunction 
peripheral can make a lot of sense and help 
streamline your home-office design.

Machines to consider include: Canon’s Multipass 
1000 ($699), with sharp plain-paper print quality, a 
host of fax and phone features and a 30-page doc­
ument feeder; Brother International’s MFC- 
4S00ML (about $1,000), one of the few multifunction 
peripherals to offer laser printing (instead of the 
standard ink-jet printing) for extra-clear copy, and 
Xerox’s Document WoAcenter 250 (H99), a clev­
erly desQped machine with excellent personal com­
puter software. ^

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‘Old’ doesn’t have to mean ‘sedentary’

BOSTON — Dorchester Avenue 
is an ethnic quilt whose patches 
change from block to block — 
Haitian, Vietnamese. Latino, 
Irish, African-American. The 
patches all come together in the 
Kit Clark center, where on a wet 
and wintry morning a dozen older 
women were gathered for their 
four-times-a-week exercise class.

Their physical capacities were 
as varied as their backgrounds, but 
one way or another they managed 
to stretch their arms and lift their 
legs and march around the room 
for 20 minutes.
. Frances Pimental, 87, joined 

the class a few years ago. “ I used 
to sit home and watch TV,” she 
said. “That was about all the exer­
cise I got. People at the center 
pestered me to try the class, and I 
finally gave in. It helps me get 
around better, and I just feel bet­
ter.”

Almost a third of all adults in the 
United States engage in no leisure­
time physical activity whatever, 
and that has been true for a 
decade. But a recent federal study 
shows that the elderly are chang­
ing.

The percentage of those 65 and 
over who do not exercise dropped 
from 43 to 38 between 1987 and 1992. 
And in some states they have done 
much better; In Massachusetts, 
for example, the percentage of 
sedentary elderly fell from 44 to 29.

Why Massachusetts? It turns 
out there are many answers, from 
a statewide promotional campaign 
to a host of innovative programs. 
The Harwich Happy Hoofers, the 
Bourne to Walk Club and the 
Morning Glories of East Long 
Meadow were among the unlikely 
stars of one such program.

“In 1985, not everybody thought

older people would go for walking 
clubs,” said Lillian Colavecchio, 
who started the program for the 
state’s Executive Office of Elder 
Affairs. “So we*announced a one- 
mile walk in Boston. When people 
saw more than 1,000 seniors 
marching, the light went on.”

Within seven years there were 
250 clubs with 7,000 members who 
walked the roads in warm weath­
er and the malls in cold. And most 
of them showed up at the annual 
Governor’s Cup races and at the 
Senior Games.

“It was a way to promote exer­
cise.” Ms. Colavecchio said, “but 
it also opened some eyes and 
changed some stereotypes. When 
you see thousands of people in their 
70s and 80s out there walking, 
competing, you realize they have 
a new feeling about who they are 
and what it means to be older.”

Alan Balsam stepped down in 
November after seven years as the 
director of health programs for the 
elderly at the Massachusetts 
Depai tment of Public Health. One 
reason so many older people in the 
state have forsaken their seden­
tary ways he said, is the fact that 
Massachusetts is a leader in 
research on physical activity for 
the elderly.

“These studies get into the 
press, and older people read them, 
and their doctors reach them,” he 
said. “ Then the research gets 
translated into new exercise pro­
grams that get adopted at senior 
centers.”

Many of those studies have come 
out of the Hebrew Rehabilitation 
Center for Aged in Boston, where 
researchers have demonstrated, 
for example, that even people in 
their 80s and 90s can greatly 
improve their muscle strength — 
and their state of mind — by lift­
ing weights.

Three times a week Ed Rosen­

thal, an 89-year-old resident of the 
center, rolls his walker to the 
exercise room. When he arrived at 
the center five years ago, he was 
physically deteriorating and 
depressed. “I asked myself, ‘What 
am I going to do in a rest home?’ 
” he said, “and then I heard about 
the machines.”

He does arm presses, leg press­
es and knee lifts — three sets of 
eight on each machine. “Feel this 
bicep.” he said. “Hard as a rock. 
My neck and chest muscles grew 
so much I had to change my shirt 
size — I was popping buttons.”

In past generations it was gen­
erally thought that the benefits of 
exercise came only to those who 
worked up a sweat and kept at it 
three or more days a week, a reg­
imen older people were often 
unable or afraid to pursue.

Then researchers showed that 
much of the physical decline — the 
degeneration of muscles and bones 
that had always been attributed to 
the aging process — was in fact the 
result of inactivity. What was dan­
gerous was being sedentary. And 
it turned out that moderate exer­
cise could safely reverse this 
degeneration and even control 
chronic conditions like arthritis 
and heart disease.

When Massachusetts officials 
decided to spread that word in the 
early 1980s, the machinery was in 
place, said Franklin Ollivierre, 
the secretary of the Executive 
Office of Elder Affairs. “We are 
enormously organized,” he added. 
“We have the network.”

Exercise messages and pro­
grams initiated by his office, the 
hhalth department and other agen­
cies were beamed to the CY)uncil on 
Aging centers set up in all but five 
of the state’s 351 communities. 
“Now, when I go around, 1 tell the 
old people they’re a good role 
model for me,” said Ollivierre, 62,

who admits that his only exercise 
is a once-a-month visit to a health 
club.

The growing interest of the 
elderly in exercise did not pass 
unnoticed by the state’s YMCAs. 
They began offering special class­
es to bring in older members, and 
the results were impressive. The 
YMCA of Greater Fall River, for 
example, had 85 elderly members 
in 1987 and 116 by 1992.

In 1988 the Y began giving exer­
cise demonstrations at centers for 
the elderly. “Once they see it, 
that they can sit in chairs and don’t 
have to worry about getting up off 
the floor, they lose their fear,” said 
Joanne Gregory, the program’s 
director.

Private enterprise provided 
another spur. Insurance compa­
nies and health maintenance orga­
nizations offered elderly clients 
discounts at exercise programs. 
The Harvard Community Health 
Plan, for example, sponsors low- 
cost tai chi, weightlifting and low- 
impact aerobics classes at its cen­
ters.

Since 1983, Fitness to Go Ltd. of 
Newton has been selling its exer­
cise classes to the owners of apart­
ment complexes for the elderly. 
The company now teaches about 
700 people a week; their average 
age is 80.

F'rom the apartment owners’ 
point of view, the classes cut down 
on turnover by helping to keep res­
idents healthy and at home.

“Sure, you can join a Y,” said 
Joy Higgins Eisenberg, the presi­
dent of Fitness to Go, “but what 
about those who can’t get there? 
We give them the right kind of 
exercises, including dancing, 
because you know it’s a dancing 
generation you’re dealing with. If 
we can keep them independent, out 
of nursing homes, that way every­
body wins.”

Exercise may be considered ‘medical miracle’

NEW YORK (AP) — Here’s a 
medical miracle to consider: It 
eases knee pain, reduces the 
painful symptoms of an age-relat­
ed condition called spinal stenosis, 
helps keep weight under control 
and may slow the aging process.

It’s even free — it’s exercise.
The benefits of exercise in pre­

venting heart disease are well 
known. But some recent studies 
give new reasons why older people 
should get into physical workouts.

At Tufts University a dozen vol­
unteers aged 56 and older under­
took a 12-week strength-training 
program. They worked out for 30- 
minute sessions three times a 
week. Researchers studied the

effect of exercise on metabolic 
rate, the rate at which the body 
burns energy, and they found an 
average increase of 8 percent, or 
300 calories a day that can be con­
sumed without a weight increase.

As for knee pain, a Finnish 
study found that an exercise pro­
gram was more effective than 
rest or anti-inflammatory drugs in 
giving relief. Exercising with 
ankle weights or walking up and 
down hills and stairs did the job. 
Seven of every 10 patients who did 
exercises had complete recovery.

Another kind of leg pain results 
from spinal stenosis, which usual­
ly occurs after age 50 as the result 
of arthritis. Disks between bones 
in the spinal column become thin­
ner from wear, and bone spurs

begin to form. Spinal column 
bones press inward, putting pres­
sure on the nerves.

A major symptom of spinal 
stenosis is pain that radiates from 
the back to the lower leg; numb­
ness or weakness of the legs may 
also develop. Over-the-counter 
painkillers, anti-inflammatory 
drugs or injections of corticos­
teroids can provide temporary 
relief. In extreme cases, surgery 
can be performed. But for less 
severe cases, an exercise pro­
gram can help by strengthening 
back and stomach muscles.

The most intriguing speculation 
about exercise is that it might slow 
the deteriorating effects of aging 
on the body. That belief stems

from research on growth hor­
mone, whose name disguises the 
fact that it has many functions, 
including maintenance of muscle 
and bone mass.

The pituitary gland’s production 
of growth hormone decreases 
steadily with age. Research teams 
in the United States and Europe 
are trying to see whether injec­
tions of growth hormone can 
improve the physical condition of 
older people; initial results have 
been promising.

But it appears that physical 
exercise prompts the pituitary to 
release bursts of growth hormone. 
If that is true, a few hours a week 
of exercise could keep people 
younger longer.

(NYT)— No one in this increas­
ingly anxious capital of Ulster 
pretends to know whether the next 
act of the Irish Republican Army 
will be one of war or peace.

And the only clues the IRA is 
offering these days are terse, bel­
licose statements that are unspe­
cific about its plans.

Every day the people of Belfast 
listen nervously and angrily to 
reports hinting that the outlawed 
organization might resume the 
violence in this city where most of 
the sectarian killing has taken 
place since 1%9.

“It’d scare you” said one resi­
dent of a Roman Catholic area in 
West Belfast. “They’re talking 
now about 25 more years. Next 
time it’ll be civil war. Tit-for-tat 
killing here, then it’ll spread down

to Durlin.”
Gerry Adams, leader of Sinn 

Fein, the political wing of the IRA, 
said members of the army’s mili­
tary council told him last week 
they were prepared to fight 
“another 25 years of war,” unless 
they could be convinced that peace 
talks set for June 10 were worth­
while.

The majority of people in 
Belfast, however, still harbor the 
hope that the IRA will restore the 
17-month cease-fire that it ended 
on Feb. 9 with a bombing in Lon­
don.

“The dogs of war are snapping 
at everybody’s heels,” Seamus 
Mallon, the deputy leader of the 
Social Democratic and Labor Par­
ty, a predominantly Catholic 
mainstream group, said in an 
interview on BBC radio on Thurs-

Although there has not been a 
bombing since the explosion on a 
London bus on Feb. 18, the hard 
line the IRA has evinced in recent 
days gives the impression that no 
renewal of the cease-fire is in 
sight.

Adams said he thought that 
eventually the IRA might restore 
the cease-fire, but not in the imme­
diate future.

On Wednesday the IRA kept up 
its bellicose tone with a statement 
in Republican News, a newspaper 
considered to be an IRA mouth­
piece, that said, “Given current 
political conditions, there is not the 
necessary dynamic to move us all 
away from conflict and toward a 
lasting peace.”

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African King’s head found in Scotland?

(NYT)— Scots were skeptical 
when Chief Nicholas Gcaleka 
arrived here in February from 
Butterworth, South Africa, pro­
claiming that a hurricane spirit 
had sent him to find the skull of a 
Xhosa king who, according to leg­
end, had been decapitated by a 
Scot in the early 1800s.

“The spirit guided me here,” he 
said, explaining that he knew to 
begin his hunt for the skull of 
King Hintsa in Inverness because 
he saw the word scrawled across 
a blank television screen. “The 
spirit, he sometime communicates 
that way.”

The spirit may have proven the 
doubters wrong. A week after the 
chief stepped off an airplane at 
Heathrow Airport in his leopard- 
skin cape, traditional yam wig and 
walking stick adorned with wilde­
beest hair, he got a call from 
Charles Weston Brooke, the laird 
of a big estate near Ardgay, north­
west of Inverness.

A tenant who had seen newspa­
per reports about the chief’s 
search reminded Brooke of an old 
skull sitting on a shelf in the house 
the tenant was letting. Brooke 
said the house had been used many 
years ago by a descendant of a 
man who had served with one of 
the Highlander regiments.

“The chief had put out a vision 
in the newspaper that the skull he 
was looking for was in an area with 
two white ponies and two white 
donkeys with a lot of forestry and 
water nearby,” he said. “I recall 
being told as a child that the skull 
was dug up in a garden overlook­
ing a field where we had ponies as 
children that had those charac­
teristics, so I thought it was worth 
giving him a call.”

Chief Gcaleka (guy-LEH-kah, 
approximately, though neither the 
G nor the C correspond to anything

in the English language) drove out 
to the Brooke estate to examine the 
yellowed skull with a large hole in 
one side, and “after a long period 
of meditation, he jumped up and 
began yelling loudly and dancing 
about,” Brooke said.

“He said that was it was the old 
king’s head.”

Asked whether he believed the 
skull was indeed Hintsa’s, Brooke 
demurred. “These people have

great powers,” he said. “Who 
knows?”

Other Highlanders were less 
willing to suspend their disbelief. 
“They just give him any old skull 
to shut him up.” said Eddie, a 
retired officer of the Queen’s Own 
Highlanders Regiment who 
declined to give his surname, per­
haps not wanting to test the chief’s 
magical powers.

Most bridge players feel that 
their opponenta always hold better 
cards. Thus they tend to cling to 
every high card they have, some­
times to their great detriment.

We like North’s raise to two 
hearts despite a balanced hand and 
only three-card support. A one-no­
trump response tends to be discour­
aging and, with 9 high-card points, 
there is no reason to slow partner 
down. South’s raise to game was 
automatic.

West’s lead of a low diamond got 
the defense off to a good sta rt 
because it attacked the only entry 
to dumm3?B spades. Declarer played 
low. East rose with the king and 
declarer followed with the three. 
The diamond continuation was tak­
en in the closed hand, declarer drew 
trumps in two rounds and then led 
a spade to the queen and ace.

The club shift from East was 
automatic, and declarer had no 
counter. South tried running all the 
trumps, but the defenders had no 
trouble hanging on to clubs. In the 
fullness of time declarer had to con­
cede two tricks in that suit for down 
one.

Declarer was unlucky in West’s 
choice of opening lead. We would 
probably have selected a club and 
declarer would have had no prob­
lem. Still, South could have sal­
vaged the hand by jettisoning the 
queen of diamonds under the king 
at trick one. Later, South can try 
for the fulfilling trick by finessing 
the ten of diamonds and, when that 
holds, the game is in the bag.

Red Sox close to signing slugger Mitchell

FORT M  ̂ERS, 
Fla. — Boston’s 
power-filled line­
up is about to 
become even 
more powerful. 

The Red Sox 
are very close to signing former 
NL MVP Kevin Mitchell to a 
minor-league contract that will 
pay him $250,000 if he makes the 
team. He could earn $1.5 million

more in performance bonuses.
Mitchell would be the fourth for­

mer MVP on the Red Sox, joining 
Roger Clemens, Jose Canseco and 
last year’s winner Mo Vaughn. 
Mike Greenwell was the runner up 
to Canseco in 1988.

“We’ve just got a couple more 
‘i s’ to dot and ‘t’s’ to cross,” said 
Boston general manager Dan 
Duquette, who rarely comments on 
transactions until they are com­
pleted.

Mitchell has 220 homers in 10

major-league seasons, including 47 
in his MVP year of 1989. He played 
last season in Japan, hitting .300 
with eight homers with 28 RBIs.

But Mitchell feuded with the 
management of the Fukuoka Daiei 
Hawks, who doubted the severity 
of his knee injury. The hold-up with 
Boston — he has been close to sign­
ing for almost a week — may be 
regarding his health.

The deal would pay Mitchell 
$3,000 per at-bat up to 500.

It is not entirely clear where

Mitchell fits into this lineup. A for­
mer third baseman and outfielder, 
Mitchell is best suited as a desig­
nated hitter — a position where 
Boston has Canseco, Reggie Jef­
ferson and Wilfredo Cordero.

But manager Kevin Kennedy 
said he didn’t want to pass up the 
opportunity to acquire a player of 
Mitchell's talents, even if power 
isn’t his club’s biggest need.

“You’re talking about a pretty 
potent hitter,” Kennedy said. 
“We’ll find at-bats for him. ”

Owners, players stage negotiation twin bill

LO'TTE, Fla. —Mike 
Henneman just 
wanted to go home 
and he didn’t think he 
could do that and still 

play baseball.
The Texas Rangers showed him 

a way and that’s why he’s back in 
spring training getting ready for 
his ninth season in the major 
leagues as a premier closer.

“It was the travel, being away 
from the kids,” Henneman said. 
“It was just basically wanting to be 
at home. I’d pretty much had 
enough of the road.”

Henneman still faces 81 road 
games but for the other 81 games, 
he can drop the kids off at school, 
jump on U.S. 360 and make the 11- 
mile jaunt from his home in Col- 
leyville and still be at The Ballpark 
in Arlington for a home game.

“I can get up in the morning and 
still take the kids to school,” Hen­
neman said. “I talked with the 
family and we figured if we 
played, it would be here or not at 
a l l .”

The Rangers signed Henneman 
to a one-year contract with an 
option for 1997. In other transac­
tions, the team announced Thurs­
day that outfielder Rusty Greer 
had agreed to terms on a three- 
year contract extending through 
the 1998 season.

“We weren’t going to be packing 
up and moving to three different 
states a year,” Henneman said. “It 
was just basically wanting to be at 
home.”

Henneman started last season in 
Detroit, where he compiled 18 
saves but saw his playing time 
dwindle in a rebuilding program. 
He was traded to the Houston

Astros on Aug. 10 and got eight 
more saves.

Henneman’s 26 combined saves 
were the most of his career, an 
unusual time to consider retire­
ment. It wasn’t that he couldn’t 
perform, he just wanted to be 
with his family more.

“The physical part wears on you 
and you get tired but that didn’t 
play a part in making the decision 
to retire,” Henneman said.

Henneman came to the Astros as 
the Tigers’ all-time save leader 
with 154. He had 20 or more saves 
five times in his stint with the 
Tigers. He pitched in 60 or more 
games in six-straight seasons.

But baseball can be a fickle 
business.

“The last year in Detroit was 
tough,” Henneman said. “Every­
body knew what was happening. 
They were going to go through a 
rebuilding process and there 
would be some people traded. 
They weeded everybody out and 
started fresh.”

The fresh start didn’t include 
Henneman, so he moved on to the 
Astros.

“I really had a great time in 
Houston,” Henneman said. “ If 
they wanted me back, they would 
have said so.”

But general manager Bob Wat­
son left for a similar position with 
the Yankees and Henneman exer­
cised his option to play clof^ to 
home.

“ I’m ready for the season,” he 
said. “It’s a matter of fine tuning 
and getting ready.”

There also is an option for 1997.
“I’ve got an option for next year 

but that’s next year,” Henneman 
said. “I’ll see how this year goes 
and then we’ll decide.”

— In the labor 
version of a day- 
night ■double- 
header, negotia­
tors for the own­
ers and the play­
ers met for near­

ly three hours Thursday in a dis­
cussion of what they called non­
core issues. The evening session 
they scheduled was designated 
for bargaining on the core eco­
nomic issues.

After the first session at a Tam­

pa hotel, Players Association offi­
cials went over a proposal they 
were expected to give to the own­
ers’ representatives at the evening 
meeting. The players last made a 
proposal on Feb. 8, and the owners 
countered with one on Feb. 21.

Thursday afternoon, the nego­
tiators discussed such matters as 
scheduling, spring training and 
meal allowances, termination pay, 
major-league service and disci­
pline. Such matters are considered 
non<-ore issues because they do not 
involve the critical issues of salary 
and payroll taxes, salary arbitra­
tion, free agency, expansion and

international business.
Randy Levine, the owners’ chief 

labor executive, said only that the 
negotiators discussed “a lot of 
things” and that it was a “good 
meeting.” Donald Fehr, the play­
ers’ labor leader, did not attend 
that session but arrived in time to 
go over the players’ plans for the 
evening session.

The negotiations on the primary 
economic issues have not brought 
the two sides anywhere near an 
agreement, but some people in 
baseball have been encouraged by 
two factors: The two sides, con­
ducting the renewed talks in a low-

profile manner, have not spoken 
critically of each other, at least 
publicly, and they are talking the 
same language in their proposals. 
The similarity in language, how­
ever, has not pushed them toward 
a deal.

In their last proposal, the play­
ers offered to tax each player’s 
salary 2.5 percent in the first three 
years of a six-year agreement, 
delaying a luxury tax on payrolls 
until the fourth year. The owners, 
who previously had sought a pay­
roll tax throughout a new agree­
ment, adopted the players’ idea in 
their counterproposal.

The city has made payments to 
the Bengals. including a $1.8 mil­
lion payment last month, but not to 
the Reds, Schott said. Both teams 
are supposed to be treated equal­
ly under terms of the stadium 
lease, she said.

“The Reds maintain a separate 
account of $3.6 million which is 
ready for payment when the city 
manager honors his specific 
agreement with the Reds,” Schott 
said. “The Bengals’ deal was 
made in 1994 after they had with­
held approximately $6.4 million in 
rent-related revenues from the 
city. The Reds chose to follow the 
same course of action.”

Schott had a Reds employee dis­
tribute her statement to reporttirs.

Shirey told the city council that 
the city account used for stadium 
operations could go broke in April, 
in part because Schott has not 
made rent payments to the city 
since August 1994.

After meeting $4.3 million in 
financial obligations, there will 
not be enough money to operate the 
stadium for the 19% baseball sea­
son, Shirey’s memo said.

County voters are to decide

March 19 whether to approve a 
one-half percent sales tax increase 
that would pay for separate base­
ball and football stadiums. River­
front Stadium, which was opened 
in 1970, would be razed.

If the tax is approved, the coun­
ty will take over the stadium’s 
operation from the city.

Shirey said the Reds failed to 
approve the city's plans for con­
struction of new luxury and club 
seats in Riverfront Stadium which 
would have increased revenue to 
the teams.

A payment of $2.5 million is due 
April 1 from the city on money bor­
rowed in 1970 to build the stadium. 
Shirey’s memo said that once the 
payment is made, the stadium 
account will have virtually nothing 
left. At best, it will have $30,573 left, 
according to estimates.

Shirey’s memo indicates it could 
cost more than $54 million to pay 
for overdue maintenance at the 
stadium.

Shirey’s administrative assis­
tant, Sandy Nicholes, said Thurs­
day that the city manager’s report 
concerning revenue nel^ed to sup­
port the stadium was factually cor­
rect and that he had no other com­
ment.

NEW YORK -  Mixed data Thursday 
did little to suggest the economy is grow­
ing at anything Better than a snail’s pace, 
with a key index of future activity falling 
sharply but retailers making headway.

The Index of Leading Economic Indi­
cators dropped 0.5 percent in January to 
its lowest level in more than two years. 
I^  decline was widely expected following 
a powerful blizzard that disrupted busi­
ness, and analysts were hesitant to read 
much into the news.

When combined, however, with a 
report that showed initial claims for job­
less benefits rose by 6,000 last week and 
word that retail sales picked up in Feb­
ruary. the data began to tell a story.

“We’re getting mixed signals,’’ said 
Peter Jaquette, a senior economist at the 
Wefa Group, an economic consulting

Credit use 
rose slightly 
in January
■  Analysts caught by surprise 
by advance in debt in light of 
weak consumer spending in 
fourth quarter of 1995.

WASHINGTON — Americans 
increased their borrowing at an annual 
rate of 12.1 percent in January, a slight 
pickup from the two previous months 
even though borrowing for auto loans 
slowed.

The report by the Federal Reserve 
Thursday showed that consumer bor­
rowing increased by $10.3 billion in Jan­
uary, following gains of $9.8 billion in 
both November and December.

The January increase boosted the 
total amount of consumer installment 
credit to $1,035 trillion at the end of Jan­
uary, an increase of 13.2 percent from a 
year ago.

The January advance in debt caught 
analysts by surprise. Many had been 
forecasting a slowdown in credit growth 
for the month, reflecting the bad weath­
er that kept consumers out of stores.

Consumer spending-was particularly 
weak in the final three months of the 
year, with people worried about high lev­
els of personal debt and increasing job 
layoffs.

But a separate report Thursday hint­
ed that better days could be ahead. The 
nation’s largest retailers reported Feb­
ruary sales figures, showing some of the 
best gains in months. Analysts said 
some of the increase reflected pent-up 
demand from consumers unable to get 
through the January snows.

Consumer credit, as measured month­
ly by the Fed, includes all household debt 
not secured by real estate.

Auto loans were rising at an annual 
rate of 9.3 percent in January, the slow­
est increase since a 4.9 percent rise in 
September. In October, November and 
December, auto loans were rising at 
annual rates of 12.4 percent. 15.6 percent 
and 14.4 percent respectively.

The January rise of $2.8 billion in auto 
loans pushed the total of outstanding 
loans in this category to $356.1 billion.

Revolving credit, which includes cred­
it cards, rose at an annual rate of 16.1 
percent in January, down only slightly 
from the 15.7 percent in December.

The $5.3 billion January increase left 
total revolving debt at $400.5 billion.

The debt category that includes loans 
for mobile homes, education, boats, 
trailers and vacations was up at an annu­
al rate of 9.8 percent in January, after 
having posted a more modest advance of 
2.1 [jercent in December. The $2.3 billion 
increase left this debt category at $278.5 
billion at the end of January.

firm. “That’s very consistent with an 
economy that’s growing quite slowly ”

The economy’s slow growth has been 
well-documented, and the Federal 
Reserve has been bringing interest rates 
down in an effort to give it a kick. Finan­
cial market participants nevertheless 
have been scrutinizing recent data for 
signs of improvement.

A strengthening economy would tend to 
dissuade the Fed from cutting rates fur­
ther. Recent economic news has been 
contradictory, though, and many econo­
mists foresee further interest-rate reduc­
tions.

The leading index, put out by the Con­
ference Board, a private research group, 
is seen as an important indicator of the 
economy’s direction. The January 
decline compared with an increase of 0.2 
percent in December and a drop of 0.2 
percent in November.

Its January reading of 100.2 was the 
lowest since it stood at 99.7 in November 
1993. Wall Street had been looking for a 
0.6 percent decline.

“A number like this taken at face val­
ue would mean the economy is dipping 
into recession in the next six months," 
said Kathleen Stephansen, a senior econ­
omist at Donaldson, Lufkin & Jenrette 
Securities Corp. “You need to take it with 
a grain of salt because it’s due to the 
weather.’’

Further, economists tend to view the 
index as a true indication of economic 
direction only when it moves in the same 
direction for three straight months or 
more.

Of the index’s 11 components, six made 
negative contributions to the overall fig­
ure. A decline in the average factory 
workweek hurt the most, which econo­
mists expected due to the blizzard that 
battered the East Coast and kept many

workers at home.
The remaining five components push­

ing the index downward were building 
permus, consumer sentiment, average 
weekly claims for unemployment insur­
ance, vendor performance and stock 
prices.

Other economic data released Thurs­
day, like the leading index, were affect­
ed by unusual events.

The nation’s retailers reported their 
February sales were some of the health­
iest in months, but it was too early to tell 
how long the improvement might last 
because it was in part due to pent-up 
demand following the snows of January.

Midland bank gets high marks from SBA

HOUSTON — Many banks say 
small-business loans are dear to their 
hearts, but for borrowers, it often 
seems a case of unrequited love.

So, the Small Business Administra­
tion is trying to act as a matchmaker.

In a major analysis of lending prac­
tices, the agency has rated every 
lender in the nation — including Texas’ 
total of 959, more than any other 
state’s — to determine which ones are 
small-business friendly.

The goal is to help small-business 
owners better target which bank to hit 
up for money. It also may reassure 
creditworthy applicants that they may 
have been turned down simply 
because a bank isn’t interested in 
catering to low-level customers.

“There’s no way (applicants) can 
know it’s not their fault ’ if their loan 
isn’t approved, says Jere Glover, the 
SBA’s chief counsel for advocacy. “If 
they’d gone to the next town down the 
road, another bank would say, ‘Oh 
wow’’’ and sign on the dotted line.

Texas came out looking pretty good 
in the survey. In all, six banks in the 
state recorded a 50, a perfect score. 
Even though one might expect the state 
with the most banks to have the most 
perfect scores, that’s still no small 
accomplishment: In some states, no 
bank scored a 50. The highest score in 
Alaska, for instance, was 31.

The methodology: Using banks’

quarterly regulatory filings, the SBA 
created a small-business scorecard for 
the year ended June 1995, the latest 
period available. Defining small-busi­
ness loans as loans to business of less 
than $250,000, the SBA looked a ta  vari­
ety of measures, including the dollar 
amount and total number of such 
loans, as well as the ratio of those loans 
to total assets and to business loans in 
eneral. Points were then assigned 
ased on the figures.
The Texas scorers that did so well by 

these measures had little in common, 
other than their modest to small size; 
none has assets exceeding $200 million. 
Location wasn’t a factor — the banks 
are spread far across the state.

Guaranty Bank, for example, makes 
its home in Mount Pleasant, in the 
northeast corner of Texas. “Our bank 
was chartered to make loans,” says 
Art Scharlach, chief executive of 
Guaranty Bank. “We concentrate on 
small-business lending. It’s an integral 
part of our economy and an area that 
most lending institutions stay away 
from.’’

Indeed, with assets of around $172 
million, the bank has $50.4 million of 
small-business loans under $100,000 on 
its books, according to the SBA data, 
a very high ratio. Scharlach says the 
loan portfolio is a mix of agribusiness, 
manufacturing, retail and service 
companies.

Another bank notching a mrfect 50 
is Midland American Bank. ’The lender

is smaller than Guaranty Bank, but 
has a couple of million dollars more in 
small-business loans outstanding. 
“We’ve been very active,’’ says John 
Grist, president of Midland American. 
In part, he says, that’s a result of the 
fact that the area economy is “expe­
riencing a miniboom that is not oil- 
related, which is unusual for this part 
of the world.”

The state’s biggest banks, defined bv 
the SBA as those with assets exceed­
ing $3 billion, were clustered in the 
middle of the pack. But that doesn’t 
mean small-business owners shouldn’t 
look in that direction because in many 
cases that’s where the money is.

For instance, even though Nations­
Bank of Texas NA, the largest bank 
operating in Texas, scored only a 23, it 
had $274.4 million of small-business 
loans under $100,000 on its books. On 
the one hand, that’s a much larger total
than that of any of the banks that 
scored a 50. On the other hand, 
NationsBank has assets of more than 
$46 billion in Texas — meaning small- 
business loans are just a tiny percent­
age of its business.

Further, Bemey says that parts of 
the calculation are skewed in favor of 
smaller banks. “Lending is mostiv 
local, for the bank and the borrower.

' he says. That means smaller banks 
don’t usually have the opportunitjr to 
lend to large businesses or foreign 
countries, for instance. So, it’s natur­
al that a larger percentajge of their 
loans would be to smaller businesses. 
The inverse is true for larger banks.

‘Affidavit of Debts’ due when stock co-owner dies

attest that her last Income tax retam  
was filed and that her estate has no 
debts. I am also requested to list all 
her (onr) securities and where they are 
located.

I have net retnm ed that term, nor do 
I intend to. I cannot get a  written 
expifififirtt * — to why it Is necessary. 
The neconnl is  still in both nam es, hut

What advice can you offer?
A; Most — not all — of that informa­

tion is needed under the requirements 
for removing a deceased person’s 
name from joint ownership of a broker­
age account or of individual stocks.

By obtaining that information, the 
brokerage is protecting itself from 
charges of wrongdoing. In my mis­
spent youth, we called that “CYA.” 
Readers who led sheltered childhoods 
can read that as “cover your rear.”

To delete the dead owner’s name, the 
bredeerage firm — or the transfer 
agent, in case of an individual stock — 
must obtain a copy of the death certifi­
cate, an affidavit of domicile and, if 
required in your state, an inheritance- 
tax waiver.

The request for a list of securities 
owned by your wife is out of line and 
probably can be chalked up to 
“prospecting” by the brokerage.

May I have your comments?
A: Commissions on individual stock 

transactions vary all over the lot, from 
one brokerage firm to another. Com­
missions of 3 percent and higher are 
not unusual.

If you want reduced commissions, 
you should shop around — especially 
among discount brokerage houses.

You are deluding yourself if you 
believe new issues come to you free of 
any brokerage charge.

A new issue of stock typically is 
brought to market by a group of bro­
kerage firms, acting as Investment 
bankers in an underwriting sjmdicate. 
The syndicate buys the stock from the 
issuing company at one price. Then, 
the brokerage firm members of that 
group sell the stock to the investing 
public at a higher price.

The difference between those two 
prices — the “markup” or “spread” — 
usually is much greater than average 
commission rates.

Q: I agree with year advice to 
Investors to have stacks registered in 
their nam es aad the certificates deliv­
ered to them , rather than leavtaig the 
stocks with brokers la street-nam e., 
aceoaats. Bat yon have omitted an

important consideration.
In the event of litigation, especially  

of the frequent frivoTons variety, upon 
request of the plaintlfTs attorney, a 
judge can issue a prejudgnnent writ of
attachm ent on your brokerage 
account. This conid deprive an individ­
ual of the assets needed to defend him­
self.

If the individual has the stock certifi­
cate, he can use it as collateral to bor­
row m oney, while continuing to receive 
dividends and other communications 
from the company.

speak from experience and are well 
aware of the need to have assets that 
can be used to defend yourself against 
ambulance chasers.

He became a 
marquee player with his por­
trayal of a hip, fast-talking 
military deejay in “Good 
Morning, Vietnam” in 1987, 
which earned him an Acade­
my Award nomination.

He backed that up in 1989 
with another Oscar nominated 
performance in “ Dead Poets 
Society,” the venue for his 
favorite movie line: “Seize the 
day, boys.”

“That was awesome,” he 
says. “ It’s a great thing just to 
say to anybody. Although I 
must admit people come up to 
me on the street and say that 
to me and I say, ‘I t’s just a 
movie, don’t change your 
whole life.’

“One guy I met said, ‘I 
burned my suits. I have a 
crafts store now, heh.’ It was a 
little bit scary. I went in and 
bought some stuff to make 
sure he was doing OK.”

Other film credits include 
“The World According to 
Garp,” “Moscow on the Hud­
son,” “Cadillac Man,” “The 
Fisher King,” “Awakening,” 
the voice of the genie in the 
animated.hit “Aladdin” and 
the dreaded “Popeye,” a film 
Williams uses to help explain 
why he’ll never step behind 
the cam era and become a 
director.

“ First, I could never say to 
someone, ‘That really doesn’t 
work,’ because then all they’d 
have to do is look at me and 
say, ‘What about Popeye?’ ” 
he says, squinting one eye shut 
and crackihg a smile.

“And the second thing is, it 
takes a great deal of discipline 
and a great sense of story. And 
I don’t have one. I have a 
great sense of character.
Some people are great gener­
als, some are great field com­
manders, others do great on 
the line.”

Williams, who stole scenes 
as a doctor in Hugh G rant’s 
“Nine Months” and also 
starred in “Jum anji,” has 
been real busy making movies 
the past few years. And it has 
paid off. According to Forbes 
magazine, he earned $25 mil­
lion in 1994-1995.

And there’s even more to 
come. After “The Birdcage,” 
he’ll be seen in Kenneth 
Branagh’s “Hamlet,” Francis 
Ford Coppola’s “Jack ,” and a 
film version of Joseph Con­
rad’s “The Secret Agent.”

Not surprisingly then, he’s 
looking forward to a change, a 
return to his comedy roots. 
He’s hearing the call of the 
stand-up mike.

“ I’ve just got to start per­
forming in clubs again,” he 
says. “ It’s like the birth of a 
child. To get walking and grow 
you first have to stub your 
toes. Talk about creation.
When you go on the road you 
really see what’s funny and 
what’s not. The people will let 
you know, believe m e.”

Blending the freshness and 
unpredictability of stand-up 
comedy with the technical 
demands of dram atic acting, 
the silly and the serious, is 
what makes it all work for 
Williams, who credits House­
man with making room for 
both disciplines to coexist.

“ I remember him talking 
about the theater, and that you 
can use it as a political tool,” 
Williams says.

‘It IS a political medium, 
and you CAN do both, enter­
tain and make a point. You 
can put it all in one, whether 
it’s ‘The Birdcage’ or ‘Ham­
let.’ And you should try .”

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Animal adventure strays 
favorably from first film

The inspiration to dub 
celebrity voices over an other­
wise conventional dog-and-cat 
picture has resulted in a potent 
new charter for the Disney 
machine. “Homeward Bound: 
The Incredible Journey,” 
issued in 1993, is the hit that 
keeps on hitting, thanks to 
video, and its just-opening 
sequel promises likewise.

'Thankfully, “Homeward 
Bound II: Lost in San Fran­
cisco” offers substance beyond 
the original’s conventional 
entertainment value. With its 
continuing tale of two dogs 
and a cat, seemingly incapable 
of staying put with their people, 
the film becomes a wake-up 
call to the widespread problem 
of stray and abandoned pets.

It’s told from the creatures’ 
point of view — a Disney trade­
mark that dates as far back as 
“The Old Mill” in 1937 —and is 
all the more humorous and 
touching for that. Chance, the 
arrogant young American bull­
dog,. retains the voice of 
Michael J. Fox; Sassy, the 
sarcastic Siamese, has the 
voice of Sally Field. For Shad­
ow, the aged golden retriever, 
Ralph Waite takes over honor­
ably from the late Don 
Ameche.

Here’s the suburban family, 
all set to go camping with the 
pets, and here are the three 
animals, expecting the worst 
when they find themselves en 
route to the San Francisco air­
port. A daring escape follows, 
the family’s plane takes off 
without them, and the animals 
spend the balance of the pic­
ture doing the “Homeward 
Bound” number. Human play­
ers are frankly incidental.

Danger and mischief lurk at 
every turn, of course. The 
greater charm of the picture 
lies in its assortment of strays

■  “Homeward 
Bound ir  is playing 
at Midland Park Mall.
— many of them cast from 
among pets rescued by the 
Humane Society — who are 
assigned the voices of such 
actors as Tommy Lasorda, 
Sinbad, Bob Decker, Jon Poli- 
to and Stephen Tobolowsky. 
This is probably as close as the 
studio will get to a live-action 
version of its 1955 animated 
gem “Lady and the Tramp” — 
but then, one never knows.

Director David R. Ellis 
keeps things rocking between 
suspense and lighthearted 
adventure, and the interaction 
he achieves among several 
dogs at once is astonishing; 
this complicated process 
involves as many animal train­
ers as there are animals. Chris 
Hauty’s screenplay captures 
considerable character in the 
animals. Sheila Burnford, 
whose book “The Incredible 
Journey” was filmed more 
straightforwardly by Disney in 
1963, receives due credit — 
although she’d never have put 
such wisecracking dialogue 
into her characters' mouths.

The bottom line is “HBII’s” 
unmistakable message that 
there are homeless pets as lov­
able as these in practically 
any animal shelter. The urge to 
adopt should be irresistible 
after a look at this fetching 
movie.

That continues: Michelle Pfeiffer 
is in the premiere episode, and Bil­
ly Crystal and Garth Brooks show 
up in future eptoodes.

Kermit the Frog runs KMUP, a 
TV station that airs an evening 
talk show hosted by Clifford, sort 
of a gruff African-Americanish 
musician Muppet. “He’s not a 
sp^ific animal,” says producer 
Brian Henson. More of a “cross 
between a monster and a person. ”

Brian Henson, 32, took over as 
president of Jim  Henson Produc­
tions after his father, Muppets cre­
ator Jim Henson, died unexpect­
edly in May 1990. At the time, 
many wondered if Brian Henson 
could maintain the tone and qual­
ity his father was famous for.

He has, and the Muppets are 
stronger than ever. Witness this

Some of those classic Muppets,. 
by the way, were never supposed 
to be stars, Henson says. “Miss

Piggy was ordered as one of a 
bunch of pigs to be in the back­
ground of some scene.” But then 
puppeteer Frank Oz got hold of 
her, “and she became more and 
more exciting.”

The classic Muppets will show 
up, but won’t dominate like they 
did on “The Muppet Show,” mak­
ing room, for example, to show­
case new characters like a lactose- 
intolerant cow.

Don’t expect “Muppets 
Tonight” to borrow too much from 
“The Muppet Show,” Henson 
says. What will carry over is an 
attempt to present the unexpect­
ed.

“ If you look at the scope of stuff 
that was done on ‘The Muppet 
Show,’ wild, off-the-wall ideas 
were tried all the time. Usually 
what we’d do is take an idea and 
bring it into the felt-and-foam 
realm,” he says. “And that was

what made it Muppety.”
The appealing, cartoonish talk 

show set is likely to become as 
important as any character. All 
the Muppet sets are five feet off 
the ground, so that the puppeteers 
can stand behind the set. It is, they 
say, less tiring than bending over 
or crawling around on their knees 
on a conventional set.

One thing is certain: Jim Hen­
son would be proud of what Brian 
has done with the business, which 
is owned by the five Henson chil­
dren. “We had a wonderful 
upbringing,” Brian says. “He was 
very busy, worked very hard, but 
he would bring us with him to the 
studios, and I’d help in the work­
shop building characters and 
stuff. I’d puppeteer chickens and 
things way in the background.

“It’s really nice.” he says, “to 
have a career you can share with 
your children.”

King taking stock in Tyson, MGM

.LAS VEGAS — Forgive Don 
King if he’s keeping one eye on the 
sfock ticker and the other on Mike 
Tyson these days.

It turns out he has a big stake in 
both.

The spiky-haired promoter has 
become a major stockholder in the 
MGM Grand hotel-casino, thanks 
to a six-fight deal he signed with 
the Las Vegas resort last year for 
Tyson’s services.

But while Tyson risks his come­
back career in a March 16 fight 
against WBC heavyweight cham­
pion Frank Bruno at the MGM

Grand Hotel, King has no risk in a 
Slock deal with the hotel that is 
guaranteed to double in value in 
upcoming months.

Records reviewed by The Asso­
ciated Press show the pact 
between Don King Productions 
and the MGM Grand gave King a 
no-interest loan of $15 million to 
buy 618,557 shares of MGM stock 
at the time the deal was signed.

The stock buy was sweet for 
King, who risked no money of his 
own to obtain the stock. Even bet­
ter, the company guarantees that 
the stock will be worth at least $30 
million when the deal expires Sept. 
25. 1997, according to documents

filed with the Securities and 
Exchange Commission.

The unusual arrangement would 
be perfectly legal under provi­
sions that make the guarantee 
apply only to King’s stock and not 
to shares owned by other MGM 
stockholders, an investment 
banker said.

“It’s not the norm, but what with 
Don King is the norm?’’ said Jon 
Schotz, president of Saybrook Cap­
ital Corp. in Los Angeles.

Other than chuckling when 
asked what stake he had in the 
hotel. King refused to comment on 
the lucrative pact.

Rival promoter Bob Arum was­

n’t so reticent, however.
“King is one of the greatest

salesmen of our time, and he
showed it this time,” Arum said.
“It’s the worst deal for a casino in
history, is how it was described to
—  - *»me.

MGM officials, who heralded 
the contract as a coup when it was 
signed in the days after Tyson’s 
release from prison last March, 
have consistently refused to say 
what they paid to land the former 
heavyweight champion.

The contract, according to 
sources, gives King not only the 
stock, but much of the gate 
receipts from the fight. MIk* Tyson’s nsxt fight against Frank Bruno could bring Don I

Rookie Herron ties course record 
to take lead in PGA Honda Classic

As Price was starting the first 
round of the Honda Classic on 
Thursday, he saw the 10-under-par 
62 posted by Tim Herron and 
thought the scoreboard had not 
been changed from the pro-am the 
day before.

Then he wondered who Tim Her­
ron was.

He is a 26-year-old rookie from 
Minnesota who likes ice fishing in 
his spare time. And he is the first- 
round leader of the Honda,Classic.

With the greens relatively soft 
and the winds much more tolera­
ble than the last time the Honda 
Classic was played at TPC Eagle 
Trace, in 1991, Herron ran off 10 
birdies to tie the course record and 
take a two-stroke lead over Lee 
Rinker.

Herron missed only one green all 
day, and he atoned for it by holing 
a 20-foot chip on No. 18 to tie the 
record first set by Dan Pohl in the 
second round of the 1989 tourna­
ment.

“When you get it going, it hap­
pens to go pretty well,” Herron 
said. “Anyone who shoots 62 would 
be surprised a little bit.”

Rinker, who played in the after­
noon when the wind picked up 
slightly, could have caught Herron 
with a birdie on the last hole, but 
he pulled his drive into the round 
and wound up missing a 6-foot par 
putt, settling for a 64.

Scott Verplank was at 67. Price, 
who lost his No. 1 computer rank­
ing after going winless in 1995, 
holed a bunker shot on the par-5 
10th hole for an eagle and finished 
at 66.

“Nothing surprises me any­
more,” Price said of Herron, 
whom he referred to later as “a 
guy. I’m sorry to say. I’ve never 
heard of.”

The big difference was the wind. 
It rarely gusted, and it came out of 
a favorable south direction when it 
did. Sure, it made Nos. 9 and 18 — 
two long par 4s played dead into

Not everyone managed to take 
advantage.

Norman, last week’s winner at 
Doral, and defending champion 
Mark O’Meara, were eight strokes 
back at 70. John Daly bogeyed No. 
9 and took double bogey on No. 18 
in shooting a 71.

“I don’t know how somebody 
shot 10-under,” Verplank said.

Herron missed just two fair­
ways — barely — and gave himself 
numerous opportunties. He missed 
8-foot birdie putts on two of the first 
three holes, and missed three oth­
er birdie putts from 15 feet or less.

He flirted with bogey just twice, 
making par putts of 8 feet and 5 
feet.

“You know how golf is: coulda.

woulda, shoulda,” said Herron, an 
All-American at the University of 
New Mexico, where he set a record 
on the UNM South Course with a 
62.

Despite Herron’s inexperience, 
it’s not the first time he has start­
ed impressively. He shot a 66 in the 
first round of the Nortel Open — his 
first PGA event — and then shot a 
79 to miss the cut.

Playing the tougher course in 
Starr Pass is something he may 
have to contend with on Friday 
when he tees off in the afternoon.

The forecast for today’s second 
round called for possible showers 
early, and a wind coming out of the 
north at about 20 mph.
