The board investigating the destruc

NASA spokesman Hugh Harrts 
said neither the board nor the space 
agency will speculate about what 
that observation means But other 
sources have said the tongue of 
flame clearly visible in the pictures, 
burned mto the adjacent fuel tank 
and caused the explostoo that killed 
all seven astronauts

The film did not clearly confirm 
or conflict with those theories It 
showed a tongue of flame apparent 
ly LaShlng upward from the rocket 
exhaust Into an area that films of 
previous launches showed to be 
clesu of fire or flame

The space agency which has 
clamped down on information since 
Tues^y s explosion disclosed earb 
er that Challenger s seven astronauts 
had no wammg thetr ship was going 
to explode

Because of the clean 
separation of the two boosters at the 
moment Challenger exploded, there 
bad been speculation that Scobee 
might have hit the emergency 
button.

"This evidence Indicates very 
strongly that the commander did not 
punch out, that he did not ditch.”

If Scobee had managed to hit the 
“ditch button” a few seconds before 
the blast, the shuttle might have 
been able to make a water Untling —  
a very risky procedure that m ^ht 
still have been fata l to the 
astronauts.

The Coast Guard used the rocket 
nose recovery as a wanting about 
hxntinng any debris from the shut­
tle.

NASA atm was saying little about 
the direction of the Investigation, de­
spite Increasing reports In news me­
dia quoting sources who refused to 
be identified.

The New York Times reported 
that the right booster rocket lost a 
small amount of power about 10 sec­
onds before the fuel tank exploded. 
The boosters are attached to the 
tank, which holds more than 500,000 
galloiu of liquid hydrogen and liquid 
oxygen at liftoff.

The three main shuttle engines, 
which receive their fuel from the 
tank, shut down almoat Immediately 
after a booster power drop of about 
100,000 pounds of Its 2.5 million 
pounds of th ru s t, th e  Times 
reported.

They “go through” two cases of soy-proteln formu­

la a week; a big bag (OBdlaper pack) of diapers every 
two days, and 100 bottle-liners every four days. The 
triplets produce three to five loads of baby laundry 
every day.

“We're making It Just fine,” Huchton said.
'They eat every t^ e e  hours,” said his wife.
"Whether they're hungry or not,” Huchton noted.
They're Just like alara clocks.” aald the wife.

The babies are distinctive.
"Ethan Is the most calm, contended one until he 

begins to cry," said Mrs. Huchton. "And when be 
cries, you'd think all three were crying. (StlU) he's 
the most patient one.”

"Warren Is the smlleyest one.” she said. "For such 
a young age, be almost laughs out loud. He's the 

plest one.”
le (Neil) Is the best eater. He's the piglet.”

Just how the triplets and their half sister, Kate, 
came Into the Huchton household is a study In pa­
tience, prayer, love, and acceptance

“We were married In 1977 (in Utah),” Mrs. Huch­
ton recalled, after the couple had met aa students on 
the Texas Tech University campus In Lubbock In 
1978, “and we tried for five years to have kids. And 
finally, on Oct. 16, 1961, we had our first son. 
A brab^.”

He died four days later of a congenital disorder.

"IT WAS APPARENT immediately that he 
wasn't healthy enough to live,” said Huchton.

“His defects were Incompatible with life,” said 
Mrs Sant

The death of dark-haired Abraham, “who looked 
like be was a prophet” became an omen for new life 
within the Huchton family.

Long before his birth, Mr. and Mrs. Huchton had 
been on waiting lists to adopt children.

“AU the doctors and nurses knew how sad (Mrs. 
Sant) was in losing her first grandbahy,” Mrs. Huch­
ton said. Her mo^er, 56. is an obstetrical nurse at 
Brownfield.

Kate was bom to an unwed mother in Brownfield 
on March 16, 1962 — five months after Abraham’s 
birth.

"Mom heard it through the grapevine,” Mrs. Huch­
ton said.

“She (Kate) was bora so close to Abraham that I 
w u able to nurse her,” said Mrs. Huchton.

When Kate turned 3 years old last March, "she 
bMan to pray for three babies,” said Mrs. Huchton.

Kate was 3 ^  yean old when her biological mother 
gave birth to the triplets.

"We put It in the hands of the Lord,” Mrs. Huch­

ton said. She and her husband are members of the 
Giurch of Jesus (Thiist of Latter-day Saints (Mormon 
Church). *We fasted and prayed one Sunday (for 
guidance over the adoption of the triplets) tefore 
they were born. These guys have all got to go with 
their sister.”

PRIOR TO THE coming of the triplets, Huchton 
lost his job as a draftsman with an oU company due 
to the slump In the petroleum market. Today, be Is 
managing a temporary oU-field pipe yard and la cre­
ating bas-relief (cast paper) art to keep the famUy 
flnanciaUy afloat. His wife, a vloUn and vloU teach­
er, has suspended her teaching lessons untU the trip­
lets are older. She plays the viola for The Mldland- 
Odeasa Symphony and alao plays the piano.

The triplets' “blig sister'' Is "good” with the boys. Is 
teaching them how to smile, and later wlU help 
teach them to crawl, walk and talk.

The chUdren's biological mother is a 32-year-old 
single waltrees and nurse's aide who altogether has 
had seven children. She “couldn't keep” the triplets 
because of economical and health reasons.

"She wasn’t married,” Mrs. Huchton said, "and 
they (the triplets) wouldn't have had a stable envi­
ronment to live in. She doesn't want to have any­
thing to do with them.” The woman admitted having 
“a drinking problem.”

“She was resolved that the babies should come to 
us,” Huchton said.

"She’s not a very religious person,” Mrs. Huchton 
said of the woman. "She’s a real talker. She's a good 
person. She has a real good heart. She wants these 
babies to have a good life. She knows they are going 
to have a strong, stable life with os.”

Mrs. Huchton noted that the parental "bonding,” 
love and guidance comes after the birth.

Hie triplets' pre-natal, birthing and hospltalcare 
bill totaled 940,000, which Medicaid paid because of 
the mother’s inability to pay the medical costs. The 
bill was more than what the Huchton couple's two- 
bedroom house cost. They are considering buying a 
larger house for their exfianded family. Meanw^e, 
they are converting their garage Into a bedroom.

"We had it in our prayers every night that the 
bablea would be healthy and not have any compUca- 
tlona,” Huchton aald.

The mother had a "perfect, compUcatlons-free 
pregnancy,” Mrs. Huchton said.

“We were fasting and praying for guidance for 
ourselvea,” Huchton said.

'The Lord opened the door," said his wife, “before 
we had a chance to worry about i t ” t

"We feh strongly about all four of these kids being 
In our family," u e  said. 'They were supposed to be 
here."

forts to reconcile facUona of South 
Yemen'i ruling Mandat party.

Rebel leader Salem Saleh Moham­
med told South Yemeni reporters a 
dialogue with the toppled president 
was out of the question.

“We will never bargain with any­
one on the situation In the country, 
and the criminal (All Nasser Moham­
med) along with his followers will 
have to be punished,” be said.

He reiterated a statement by Inter­
im President HeldW al-Attas, who 
told a news conference Prlday the

new regime was In favor of cordial 
tlm with all powers of the world. 
Including the United States and oth­
er Western nations.

In San'a, capital of neighboring 
North Yemen, an Arab mplomat, 
who spoke on condition of anonym­
ity, said All Nasser Mohammed was 
calling for a meeting In Ethiopia of 
the Yemen Socialist Party's Politbu­
ro. South Yemen’s top government 
b o ^ .

“Everyone Is seeking reconcilia­
tion," he said. The diplonut said 
Ethiopia was acting at Moscow's 
behest

The Soviets, under Mikhail S. Gor­
bachev, have been seeking a broader 
presence In the oU-iich Persian Gulf

region, where Saudi Arabia and oth­
er Arab lands have been reluctant to 
exchange dlplonMtlc relations with
Moscow.

All Nasser Mohammed was ousted 
during fighting that broke out In 
Aden Jan. IS between rival factions 
of the 16-member Politburo. Clitics 
of Mohammed, led by diehard Ideo­
logue Abdul-Pattah IsmaU, Ignited a 
conflict with others loyal to htan. pre­
cipitating street fighting that 
claimed thousands of Uvas.

IsmaU, who was said to be under 
treatment for serious Injuries, re­
sented All Nasser Mohammed’s 
opening up to his rich pro-Western 
n^^bors In Saudi Arabia, Oman 
a n ^ o r th  Yemen."

South African violence spreads beyond townships
JOHANNESBURG, South Africa 

(AP) — Blacks hurled gasoline bombs 
Saturday at a department store and 
a car In white areas west of Johan­
nesburg In a rare outbreak of vio­
lence b^ond the borders of the na­
tion's Mack toamshlps.

Police headquarters In Pretoria 
also said police used shotguns to dis­
perse a crowd of blacks attacking a 
police patroL killing two men In the 
small eastern Transvaal town of 
Wesselton. That brought the death 
toll to four since Friday night, hours 
after Prerident P.W. Botha told Par­
liament that riottng eras abating.

A police official, who spoke on 
condition of anonymity, said two 
Mack men each threw a firebomb 
Saturday ntomlng at the busy OK 
Baxaar department store in Rand- 
fonteln, about SO miles west of 
Johannesburg.

One gasoline bomb exploded In 
the clothing section of the store, 
starting a Are that caused >4.000 
damage, but no one was hui^ he 
said. A white man who tried to stop 
the taro Macks was stabbed In the 
back and thigh and eras In serious 
condition in a hospital, the official 
reported.

He said that five hours later, throe 
Mack men threw a gasoline bomb 
Into a car at a stop sign outside Rand- 
fonteln. The,white oamer escaped 
unharmed.

Through 17 months of antl-epart- 
held violence, whites have largely es­
caped Involvement In fluting that 
has left more than 1,100 dead, nearly 
all of them Mack.

While the vlolsmce has been con­
fined almost entirely to black town- 
shlpe, guerrilla leaders have said 
from exile that the fight against 
white rule will be carried to white 
areas.

Prom the day last summer when 
she was picked to ride aboard the 
shuttle Cnallenger, Concord youths 
In grades one through 12 dlscuaaed, 
painted, crafted and wrote prolifical- 
vy about McAuliffe’s “ultiinate field 
t^ ."

Children glued to television sets in 
every Concord classroom watched 
the shuttle’s rockets roar to life 
Tuesday and lift the Challenger 
from Earth. A minute later, the chil­
dren began turning to teachers for 
an explanation of the spectacular 
f l r e l^  that exploded over Cape Ca­
naveral. Miiing McAuliffe and her 
six companions.

“It was too much for many of 
them to grasp,” said Larry Wolfe, 
who teaches 28 second graders at 
Concord’s Eastman school.

When the shuttle exploded, d-year- 
old Nlssa Barker yanked off her 
homemade space helmM and air- 
pack and thKw it In the garbage, 
said Diane Jacobeen, a first- and sec­
ond-grade teacher at Walker Ele­
mentary School in Concord.

Voyager speeds to 1989 rendezvous with Neptune
PASADENA. Calif. (AP) — Voyag­

er 2, a lonely robot explorer gather­
ing Information for Earth-bound sci­

entists, Is speeding toward another 
distant world after answering old 
questions and posing new mysteries 
about the blsarre planet Uranus.

During the last two weeks, the 
1316-pound satellite's two television 
cameras and several sensors exam­
ined the solar system's third-largest 
planet and Its orbiting moons and 
rings.

On Jan. 24. after an 8V4-year, curv­
ing 8 biUlon-mlle journey. Voyager 
passed within 90,079 miles of Uranus, 
a planet so distant at 13 billion miles

SPACE CENTER. Houston (AP) — 

Long sftar the end of s memorial 
service for the fsUen crew of Chal­
lenger, people came In darknees to 
leave floral tributes si the gstee of 
Johnson Space Center, while neigh­
bors lighted candle* along a quiet 
reMdentlal street where sn astronaut 
ttved.

Dosens of sprays, dominated by a 
lO^ooLhlgh heart of red, white and 
blue camattOBS, were left In a cree- 
cent of color and fragrance near the 
gate of the NASA fadUty where the 
seven crewmembers bad trained.

The space center was cloeed to the
KbUc to permit s gathering of about 

000 to mourn wttb President and 
Mrs. Reagan at a memorial service. 
Much of the nation watched the 96- 
mlnute eervlce on television. 

Visitors to the center, blocked

from entry, reeponded by leevlng 
the floral tributes. Later, people 
parked on NASA Roed 1 and walked 
sadly among the flowers.

At s nearby community where as­
tronaut Ron McNair and hk family 
lived, ndghbors placed lighted can­
dles on their lawns, leevlng the quiet 
residential street in s soft flickering 
glow.

The memorial service was on a 
grassy msii surrounded by the white 
stone and black glass buildings of 
Johnson Space, Center.

AUSTIN — Twenty percent. That's how much time 
Gov. Mark White devoted to issues other than educa­
tion when he announced his reelectlon campaign from 
a Houston schoolroom last week.

Twenty percent. That's not enough for White to win 
In November, observers from both parties say, no mat­
ter how strong the remaining 80 percent might be.

"He's giving every indication that he's running on the 
education issue, which is what he has to do," says 
George Christian, a Democratic political consultant and 

.former aide to Lyndon B. Johnson. ‘‘He picked that as 
^ h is  major issue, and come hell or high water that’s what 

he’s going to live or die with."
University of Houston political science ■professor 

Richard Murray says that education won’t be enough 
for White, but he adds that the governor’s manner 
must outshine any Issue.

"As an Incumbent, you need to try to set an upbeat 
tone as muc’' as posrible," Murray says. ‘‘Even though 
we’re facing Ufflcult economic times. It's Important for 
an Incumbent to be able to project an air of confidence, 
that " ‘we can manage these problems.’"

A former Republican Party official says White needs 
to find answers to the broken 1662 campaign promises 
that his GOP opponents are exploiting. Aa oil prices 
drop, he says. White will have to deal u  governor with 
the impact on the state budget while his opponenu can 
criticise from afar.

But the former official, who asked to remain uniden­
tified, says White's emphasis on education reform indl- 
catas that it may not have the political strength he 
needs it to have.

‘‘Frankly his campaign demonstrates that he thinks 
so too," he says. ‘‘He’s coming out on the offense be­
cause it’s necessary, and that's defensive. „  I‘m not 
suggesting that the program's bad. I’m simply suggest­
ing that something Is telling them that he’s got a prob­
lem."

White srlU talk about other issues, when asked. But 
he spontaneously returns to education time and time 
again. Regardless'of where his opponents criticise, he 
accuses of them of supporting ‘i^orance and supersti­
tion."

"He needs to develop some new Issues, which I sus­
pect he will," uys Christian. "We've got a lot of prob­
lems in this state, and I expect he’ll have to develop an 
agenda for how he's going to resolve all of these things 
that are biting us right now.

Legislative panel to launch probe 
into alleged judicial misconduct

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — A sUte leg­
islative panel will launch an Investi­
gation Into alleged misconduct In­
volving private attorneys and the 
Texas Supreme Court, the San Anto­
nio Express-News reported Saturday 
in a copyright ston.

State Rep. Frank Tejeda, chairman 
of the Houae Committee on Judicial 
Affairs, said the panel will look Into 
allegations Involving the proposed 
transfer of two multlmllUon-doUar 
cases Involving San Antonio lawyer 
Pat Ifaloney Sr. from the 4th Court 
of Appeals to other appellate courts.

The conunlttee will convene here 
Feb. 12.

Questions about the proposed 
transfer of the cases were raised In 
stories In the Express-News, which 
Tejeda, DRan Antonio, said prompt­
ed the Investigation.

In addition, Tejeda said the legisla­

tive committee will look Into ^ e r  
Incidents of suspected Judicial Im­
propriety that have been reported 
privately to him.

Tve been told this Is the tip of the 
Iceberg,” said Tejeda, who Is an 
attorney.

The Judicial committee of nine 
lawyers from across the state will 
consider appointing a special coun­
sel and Issue subpoenas for various 
people.

Disinvestment in Angola urged

Gulf and Chevron are supporting 
Angola’s communist regime and 
should be boycotted, according to 
Robert L. SUmp, a recent visitor to 
the southern African nation who 
was In Midland this weekend to ad­
dress a financial seminar.

A Chevron spokesman denied the

charge, and claimed the two oil com­
panies’ Angolan activities are 'in  
lockstep" with U8 . State Depart­
ment policies

SUmp, a retired Army chaplain 
and a speaker for First American 
Monetary Investors of Fort CoUlns, 
Cok)., said the oU companies should 
stop doing business vrlth the Marxist 
government of Angola, which Is be­

ing opposed by an Insurgent organl- 
atlon led by Jonas jSavlmbi.

Savlmbl was In the U8 . last week 
to seek support from Congress. Ac­
cording to SUmp, Gulf-Chevron has 
lobbied against support for Savlmbi 
because his armed struggle might 
disrupt Its profitable operations.

Officials pleased 
with crime statistics
From Staff Reports

The 198S crime statistics for Mid 
land and Midland County have been 
compiled, and local law-enforcement 
officials declared themselves pleased 
with the results.

"I feel like It w u extremely suc­
cessful,” said Midland County Sher 
Iff Gary Painter, who Just finished 
his first year In office “Nearly ev­
erything In there is down” from 
1964.

“While we did have an Increase iln 
total offenses*. I think we had a very 
successful year,” said Police Chief 
Wayne Gideon, who noted that his 
department's clearance rate of 00 
percent of its cases was above the 
national average.

The Sheriffs Office cleared 4B.5 
percent of Its cases.

Gideon Is responsible for law-en­
forcement within the dty Umlts; 
Painter's officers patrol the rest of 
the county. The resulu for 1906 as 
compared with 1964, u  complied by 
the two departments

— Murders declined In the city 
from eight to seven, but Increased in 
the county from t^ e e  to four

— Sexual assaults, which include 
rapes, were down from 42 to 31 in 
the city and from 36 to 16 In the 
county. Gideon attributed the Im­
provement to Increased public 
awareness. In part resulting from 
crlme-preventioo programs "whlcb 
are beginning to pay off.”

— Robbery increased from 43 to

46 Incidents In the dty but declined 
from four to three In the county.

— Aggravated assault declined 
from 29B to 196 In the dty, a de­
crease of 33.2 percent Simple as- 
Mults, on the other band. Increased 
by 13.1 percent, from 306 to 233. For 
the county. Sheriffs Office sutlstlca 
combined these categories Into one, 
which showed a 13.0 percent de­
crease. from IM to 131

— Burglaries were up la the dty 
(9.6 percent from 2JB6 to 2.391) but 
down In the county (22.3 percent, 
from 402 to 366). Painter attributed 
this decrease to an Increase In anoth­
er aree — reported aarroUcs vlela- 
Ueaa more than doubled, from 43 to 
63. which meant more addkrtibur 
glars were being arrested, he said.

Burglarlas continue to be a real 
problem for us In all forma Hie larg­
est Increase occurred In autooiobl- 
les,” said Gideon. "We’ve traced 
many of those offenses back to the 
drug culture.”

Narcotic vlolatioos (Including mar­
ijuana heroin and cocaine) were up 
from 179 to 230 In the dty. an tn- 
creaae of 23.9 percent

— Feleay thefts (thefts over 9790) 
Increased In the dty from 232 to 282 
(129 percent) and In the county from 
134 to 172 (11.7 percent). Mls- 
demeauer thefts (under 9790) were 
up to 1.004 from 866 la the dty (12.9 
percent) but down from 347 to 221 
(36.3 percent) m the county

How would you feel If you 

Ihred Id  California or Ore­
gon and were about to 

walk out the dow to go vote In 
an Mectlon to decide the natton’i  
next laeildent, when a televlilon 
newi report said that an exit poll 
conducted In New Hamphlre, or 
somewhere on the East C o ^  
showed the  nex t p res id en t 
would be Candidate X?

If that candidate wasn’t the 
one you were p la n n in g  to vote 
for •— or even If he was — you’d 
probably wonder why bothw to 
vote. What difference would 
your vote make when the victory 
celebratkma are already being 
held, right? California and other 
far western states are three full 
hours behind eastern states. So 
when the polls “back East’’ close 
and predictions about the elec­
tion’s outcome are already being 
made, people in the far western 
United States haven’t even got­
ten off wmh.

’That’s the dllemnu that was 
addressed by the House of Rep­
resentatives earlier this week 
when members voted 204 to 171 
to have all election polls in the 48 
continental states close at one 
time — 9 pjn. Eastern Standard 
Time on Election Day.

Realistically, that’s the best so­
lution to the problem created by 
the nation’s range of time zones 
and the electronic media’s use of 
the highly accurate exit polls. 

Obviously, restricting use of

the polls would violate First 
Amendment guarantees of free­
dom of qieech and the press. 
And It wouldn’t  be realistic or 
fair to expect electronic media 
reporters to abide by bans on use 
of the information, although use 
of the Information by the print 
media really Isn’t  a concern, due 
to the time factor Involved.

News Is valuable according to 
Its tlmellnesa The rule of thumb 
dictates that the older a piece of 
news Is, the less Its value and 
vice versa. Consequently, the 
tlmeUnesB aspect of news creates 
a rivalry in the news business 
between competing networks, 
stations, newspapers and so 
forth.

Without a doubt, though, past 
elections have shown that news 
reports that detail an accurate 
e i^  poll from a polling place on 
the East Coast to an audience on 
the West Coast t ^  that audi­
ence, in effect, that there’s no 
use «*■■**"£ their votes — tiiat 
the election has already been de­
cided. 'That compounds the prob­
lem of voter apathy which the 
nation suffers from anyway.

Creating a uniform poll clos­
ing time — 9 pjn. Eastern Stan­
dard Time will be 8 pjn. Central 
Standard Time — will remove 
the problem.

’That solution will let the me­
dia do its )ob while still allowing 
the voters to carry out their dvlc 
responsibility.

Man will explore
While the nation mourns 

the loss of the shuttle 
Challenger and its crew 

of seven, the u n m a n n e d  space 
probe Voyager 2 continues on an 
odyssey Into space with almost 
unbelievable  longevity and 
accuracy.

’That has caused any number 
of Individuals to speculate in re­
cent days that the use of robots 
to carry out unmanned space ex­
ploration would be a viable alter­
native to manned flight without 
the risk to human life. That pos­
sibility is made even more attrac­
tive as NASA workers continue 
the gruesome Usk of retrieving 
debris — including parts of bod­
ies — from the ocean off Cape 
Canaveral, Via.

Certainly there Is a place in 
the space program for use of ro­
bots In particular mlsslona But 
to say that h u m a n  beings should 
be removed entirely from space 
exploration is ridiculous.

For thousands of years, man 
has taken chances In the name of

progress and the good of man­
kind. Risks were realized and 
countless lives have been lost, 
but overall man has reaped the 
fruits of his courage.

No one wants to encounter an­
other tragedy of the magnitude 
of the shuttle explosion and, in 
that regard, the challenge Is for 
man to minimise the risks to 
make manned space travel safer. 
All the danger arlll never be re­
moved, but even at this stage of 
development, space travel re­
mains In Its Infancy.

And unmanned flight will still 
have an important role in the ex­
ploration of space. Voyager 2 has 
discovered 10 minor, previously 
unknown moons while obltlng 
the distant planet Uranus and 
sent back sharp photographs of 
five moons a lrady  discovered. 
But when man takes his hopes 
and dream s aloft in fu tu re  
nights. It will be humans, not ro­
bots making the vital decisions 
aboard the crafts.

Another View;
Shuttle must continue
The tragedy of the space 

shuttle Challenger Is al­
ready spurring a fresh 

look at the U.S. space program 
and Its heavy re lian ce  on 
manned missions to the virtual 
exclusion of all others. Many 
have argued, and will renew 
their arguments, that man In 
■pace Is an unnecessary and ex­
pensive frill and that robots 
could accomplish Just u  much at 
much leas cost 

There Is a need for unmanned 
vehicles in space, and they can 
accomplish much, as Voyager 2 
has Just proved a^dn. But people 
bring to space the Indispensable 
quality of Judgment, which Is 
unique to them. They can evalu­
ate changing conditions and 
m ake split-second decisions 
based on Incomplete or contra­
dictory inform ation. Cutting 
beck the manned space program 
would be a mistake. The shuttle 
was an Important and ambitious 
governm ent activ ity  before 
’Tnasdajr’s accident, and, despite 
the numbing loss of people and 
equhunent. It remains (me now.

nim sbeen dear for some time 
that, In order to keep the shuttle 
fleet flying, the orbtters have 
been used for tasks such as 
Munching satellites that could 
have been done more easily, 
cheaply and raUably on old-fash­
ioned expendable rockets. It also 
bos been dear that the shuttle 
w n  never pay for Itself and that 
the taxpayers wfll have to subsi­

dize every flight It has been 
clear to the Pentagon for several 
years that the shuttle’s schedule 
la so unreliable that It must have 
Its own unnuumed rockets on 
standby in order to be sure that 
it can get satellites into space 
when It needs them.

But the shuttle Is an experi­
mental vehicle, and aerosi>ace 
Uuhnology Is still in Its infancy. 
Ending the shuttle program now 
would be like scuttling the avia­
tion industry in 1906, when TOm 
Selfrldge became the first per­
son to die in an airplane crash.

This Is the generation that 
first stepped off the Earth, a mo­
mentous event in the history of 
humanity. ’There will be future 
endeavors In spece, and they will 
require the presence of people 
and a way to get them up and 
down. 'The shuttle remains vital 
to the exploration of the next 
frontier.

AD people mourn the loss of 
Francis Scobee, Mlchad Smith, 
Judith Resnlk, Ronald McNair, 
Ellison Onlsuka, Gregory Jarvis 
and Christa McAuUffe, but the 
accident that took their lives 
should not deter this nation 
from extending Its commitment 
to space.

IntelUgence re­
ports reveal that noth kamlkase driv­
ers had mot the night before with a 
Lebanese Shiite leader, who blessed 
them and assured them that If they 
were kffiad In the attacks they would 
go to heaven.

But French Intelligence reports, 
later shared with the CIA, added 
tome fascinating Inform ation. 
Thou^ the two drivers were Shiite 
f anatt^  their burning religious pas- 
Mon was fueled by cold cash: Each 
was promlted glOOJXX) for the dan­
gerous mlarion. And each was told 
he’d have several minutes to flee 
from his truck after Impact before It 
explode(L Did they opt for paradise 
over worldly wealth, or were they 
double crossed? There’s no way of 
knowing.

Tlie next Shiite strikk was a series 
of simultaneout bombings in Kuwait 
against UA..

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eight vehicle exploalons were deto­
nated either by remote control or a 
Hmhig device — hardly the mark of 
a And the o i^  terrorist
who died needn’t have. Be aceldan- 
tally or deliberately failed to use the 
safety fuse that would have allowed 
him to escape; his bomb exploded on

£rSeptember 1964, a van with a 
bomb hurtled into the UA. Embassy 
■nn^ In Beirut, killing two Ameri­
cans and the driver. It's not known 
whether he went to his death will­
ingly, because bullets stopped him 
brioie hh van reached Its goal: the 
garage under the annex.

O uer acta of Shiite terrorism 
against Americans since then — two 
flWfm hij«rhing« end a sories of kid­
nappings — showed no evidence of a > 
tulcidar Impulse by the perpetrators. 
The hijackers allowed tnemaelves to 
be talked out of their hostages with­
out blowing up the planes and them­
selves u ^ e y  had threatened, and 
the kidnappers have shown no de­
sire for martyrdom.

What it boUs down to Is this: For 
all their leaders' encouragement of 
self-immolation for the cause, only 
four of the Shiite terrorists have 
died In attacks on Western targett. 
And In none of those cases was it 
sbsolutely certain that the suicides 
were Intentional. Each terrorist may 
well have thought he could get away I 
with it

There la also serious doubt that the , 
number of potential martyrs is as 
high as the Shiite leaders claim. A 
topeecret report on a high-level 
meeting in Tehran on May 2S, 1964. 
suggests that the terrorist leaders 
have difficulty finding suitable 
recruits.

'The gist ot the minutes w u that 
Iranian government officials bad 
been o r(l« ^  to produce IJXX) to
2,000 young men, preferably bache­
lors and veterans of the war with 
Iraq, to form a suicide brigade.

“I must say that we have at pre­
sent a number of dedicated groups 
who are ready for action and who 
have, to the outside world, become 
known u  suicide groups,” one offi­
cial declared. But he added that . 
“these groups that we have are Inad­
equate by themselvea.” He went on 
to explain the urgent need for “dedi­
catee! religious and fully committed 
candidates from all combat organiza­
tions ... so u  to prevent any Inter­
lude in the continuation of our oper­
ational activities."

Further­
more, in our wired nation the public 
has a shrinking attention span. Peo­
ple are comfortable only vrlth com­
munication served up In brief visual

bursts. So the public finds courts, 
where the written word reigns, in­
creasingly alien.

All that may be somewhat true. 
But it does not explain the Bird con­
troversy. Californians are hardly 
promiscuous about defeating Jus­
tices. If Bird loses, she will be the 
first to lose. But in 1978 she got Just 
81.7 percent of the vote. SlnM then 
she has poured kerosene on the hot 
Issue that energises her enemies: 
capital punishment.

Since a constitutional death-penal- 
law was enacted In 1977, more 

200 death sentences have been 
Imposed, but there's not been a sin­
gle execution. Bird has voted to re­
verse the death sentence in every 
case that has come before her.

Oltlcs charge that her personal 
abhorrence of the death p e ^ ty  Im­
pels her to “discover” — Invent, real­
ly — procedural errors In pretrial, 
trial and sentencing stages of every 
case. When she says, for example, 
that a death sentence Is Invalid If the 
Jury did not include aliens as well ss

citizens, even her friends roll their 
eyes heavenward.

But her critics are wrong to call 
her cyhlcaL' Her problem is a de­
structive earnestness that Is charac­
teristic of overripe liberalism — an 
IrratloDal commitment to an Ideal of 
social rationality. Her defenders are 
being facile when they celebrate her 
“Independence.” Extreme Indepen­
dence from the community’s values 
becomes.

Research links 
body fat with 
heart attacks

SARASOTA. Fla. (AP) — A layer of 
fat surrounding the heart may cause 
heart attacks by productng chemi­
cals that prompt the growth of leaky 
new blood vseseli In the walls of the 
heart's arteries, and the discovery 
could lead to new ways of prevent­
ing heart disease, reeearchers said.

Ratearchert have found indirect 
evidence that these tiny, fragile 
blood v b s s b Is  lead to the formation 
of blood clots that are often the 
cause of heart attacks, which kill 
more than 000,000 Americans each 
year.

Their finding could help, explain 
one way that aspirin and other drup 
prevent heart attacks as wen as pro­
vide another reason why a high-fat 
diet Is bad for the heart. ■

The formation of new blood ves­
sels, a process called angiogenesis, 
has been a subject of Intense study 
In recent years. This procps has 
been Implkmted In a variety of dis­
eases, Including cancer, blindness 

' and rheumatoid arthritis.
Doctors have Identified a variety 

of socalled angiogenic factor that In­
duce the body to make these new 
blood vessels.

The coronary arteries run through 
a layer of fat called eplcardlal fat 
And the researchers beUeve this fat 
produces an angiogenic factor that 
causes the formation of the tiny 
blood vessels.

T  think the possibility Is very high 
that the angiogenic factors that are 
reaching the coronary arteries are 
coming from fa t” said Dr. Bruce R. 
Zetter.

"We have found that virtually all 
kinds of fa t Including epicsrdlal fat 
have potent angiogenic activity,” 
Zetter said.

Another member of the team. Dr. 
Clifford Barger, has found evidence 
that lethal clots may form at the 
spots on the artery walls where tiny 
new blood vessels exist He theorizes 
that these vessels leak blood that 
form the clota

A heart attack occurs when a clot 
or some other obstruction forms In 
the coronary arteries that feed the 
heart muscle. The muscle Is starved 
of oxygen, and some of It may die.

Although an angiogenic factor 
from fat around the heart has not 
been purified, the researchers be­
lieve that It betongs to a famllv of 
body chemicals called 
prostaglandins

In test tube studies, the research­
ers found that a drug called Indo- 
methartn could stop fat from pro­
ductng angiogenic factor. Since 
aspirin also Mocks the body's pro­
duction of prostaglandins. Zetter 
said he believes this could help ex­
plain how aspirin Is able to protect 
people from heart attacka 

ZMter said the team's research 
suggests that It may be possible to 
protect the heart from apparent 
danwglng effects of fat by using 
drugs that stop the production of 
prostaglandins

T or angiogenic research to be rel­
evant to heart dlseese at this time,” 
he said. ”our most Important role 
should be to find ways to prevent or 
to cause the regression of the new 
vessels found In the large artery 
walla”

Zetter said the research also pro­
vides more evidence that people 
should not eat fat, since dietary fat Is 
stored as fat In the body. He said the 
amount of fat around the heart Is 
propordooal to the amount of total 
body fat, and that the fatter people 
are In general, the more epIcaraU 
fat they have.

About 60 percent of the populatton 
experiences shynew at one time or 
a n ^ e r ,  Richey said.

‘That's a prMy high percenuge 
But with experience, age and prac­
tice. that figure decreases Four out 
of 10 say tb ^ 're  presently shy.” she 
said More encouraging, only 4 per­
cent of the population k shy all the 
time.

"All of us have social strengths 
and social skiUs,” Richey said “I've 
never come acroas anyone who k 
sklll-ieaa. For me. the main theme 
here, especially for women. Is thst 
we really can influence the interac­
tions we have with people We really 
do have power.”

Unfortunately, many people set up 
stumbling blocks, such as fear of 
criticism, negative expectations or 
an unwiUlngneas to venture any­
where alooc.

“Socially kolated people tend to
focus on wbst they gain by staying 
home,” Richey said '^ e y  gain com­
fort; they've maintained tbelr self- 
respect. What they don't do b look at 
these situations as lost 
opportunities”

Fear of rejection b a powerful ob­
stacle. Some people are so fearful of 
uylng something foolish that they 
monitor tbelr every word and thus 
loee the thread of the conversation.

“I think there b still, especblly for 
women, a lot of stigma and real dan­
ger In certain urban areas and at 
certain times I think there are some 
realistic socbl barriers still. Women 
are still having to be pioneers and 
trsUblazert In doing thb,” Richey 
said

Tooth decay 
removed by 
Caridex liquid

BOSTON (AP) — A liquid that 
eliminates most of the drilling and 
pain In fixing cavities Is ready to be 
marketed here, says one of the two 
Tufts University dentists who devel­
oped the substance 15 years ago.

Caiidex breaks down tooth decay 
so It can be rubbed off and scooped 
out without drilling

-Until FDA approval (In 1964). we 
were juat two lunatics,'’ one of the 
discoverers, orthodontist Joseph H. 
Kronman, tM  The Boston Globe In a 
recent interview.

Kronman developed Caiidex with 
Melvin Goldman, a specialist In root 
canal dentistry. Both are professors 
at Tufts University School of Dental 
Medicine.

Caiidex won't eliminate the need 
for drilling but may reduce the 
amount of drilling on the average 
patient by 80 percent. Kronman said. 
The need for anesthesia may be re­
duced by 85 to 90 percent, he said.

‘It's not magic." said Kronman. 
"It's an Improvement."

The substance will be displayed 
this week at the Yankee Dental Con­
gress In Boston, which is expected to 
attract 15.000 dentists and hygenlsts. 
Caiidex salesmen srill en > l^  what 
the liquid srill and wont do at a sem­
inar In Boston next month, which 
dentists must attend before buying 
It

The Food and Drug Administra­
tion approved Caiidex In July 1984. 
and the American Dental Aaaoda- 
bon gave It Its teal of acceptance In 
November.

Some dentists remain skeptical of 
the Uquld.

"I want to see the proof,” Herbert 
Yobn, a Nesrton dentist and head of 
the speakers bureau of the Metropol­
itan District Dental Society, told the 
Globe. "I don't think the public 
should expect a panacea."

To use (^ d e x , the dentist squirts 
It on tooth decay srith a pump, 
breaking down the decay by separat­
ing the tiny fibers that hold It 
to g ^ e r.

ilie dentist gently rubs the decay 
and removes it with the tip of the 
pump. The solution works almost Im­
mediately on decay, which is decalci­
fied material, but will not act on cal­
cified, healthy teeth.

Carldcx must be applied directly 
to the decay, which Is often under a 
filling or in a part of a tooth that is 
hard to reach. Goldman said a den- 
ttot can drill away the filling and 
then use the liquid, but Caiidex re­
moves only decay while drilling of­
ten takes a bit of healthy tooth.

It Is the deadliest sin of 
all, because it feeds on itself and 
gives people a cimstant feeling of 
dissatisfaction In life.

‘‘Envy’s destructiveness stems 
from the fear that people will want 
to destroy you because of what you 
have, just as the envious person 
wants to destroy them. The envious 
person is unable to compete with the 
jealous person because jealousy Is 
healthy. It Is protective and caring.

'The envious person has such mur­
der In his heart that he devaluates 
himself and idealises his rivals. Envi­
ous people always feel that others 
have the edge im them. Apply It to 
politics or any area of life.*'

D̂oy Care Disease' 
vaccine available

nearR iwwi ogivicg

Last year, the IDA apfirovad a 
vaccine that offers protection 
against a potaotlally dekl^ bacte­
rial diaeoae, Haonophllus ufluan- 
la Type B (HIB) — often called 
"Day care DMeasa” because tod- 
dlan are such frequent victims. 
Bach year TOfiOO young children 
come down with R; tt kills about 
600 of them, and another 8,000 to 
AOOO are left with permanent 
brain damage.

HIB causes a varietv of Infec­
tions, Including llfe-tnreatanlng 
bacterial mentagttls, an Inflam­
mation of the membranes cover­
ing the brain and spinal cord. 
Nearly two-thirds of children 
with HIB get mmilngltls and as 
many as one In 10 of those who do 
will die.

Its symptmna mimic the com­
mon cold or flu. making tt diffi­
cult to detect in its ear^ stages. 
Other HIB-caused threats Include 
swelling of the epiglottis (which 
can Idock the windpipe), blood In­
fections, pneumonia, bone Inflam­
mation. arthritis and otitis media, 
a painful mlddle^ar Infection.

Although HIB Immunization Is 
not required by law, the Centers 
for Disease Control recommend 
Immunisation of all children at 2 
years, and of those at high risk — 
Including children who attend 
day-care centers — at IB months.

Studies during the vaccine's
preaMMOval period found that 
leas than 2 percent of the chil­
dren vaccinated experienced side 
effects, and those were generally 
mild.

Reports say smokers burn more energy
AasocMded Preu

BOSTON (AP) — When people give 
up cigarettes, they often put on 
weight Now scientists have a new 
theory to explain why.

Swiss researchers report evidence 
that smokars bum w  more calories 
than non-smokars. 'me researchers 
found that when people smoked 34 
cigarettes a day, (iney expended an 
average of 10 percent more energy 
than when th ^  didn’t smoke.

The variation they found “was 
slearly sufficient to account for at 
least part of the well-established dif­
ference In body weight between 
smokers and non-smokers,’’ they 
wrote.

“In addition, the present findings 
help to explain why people gain 
weiight if they stop smoking without 
decreasing their caloric Intake.”

The researchers speculate that the 
Increase results from the effects of

pu-nHim on the nervous system and 
the body’s meUboUam. There eras no 
difference In the amount of physical 
activity the snuAers and nonemok- 
ars did during the experiment.

The latest study was directed by 
Dr. Angela Hofstettar of the Univer­
sity ^Xausanne, and eras puMkhed 
in the New England Journal of 
Medldne.

The research was based on the ex­
periences of eight regular smokers, 
all of them In their 30s.

Each volunteer spent two 34-hour 
periods in a chamber that measured 
the levels of oxygen and carbon 
monoxide In their tueath — a way of 
Indirectly meamirlng the amount of 
energy used. Theflrst time, they 
smoked 34 cigarettes, and the second 
time they smoked nothing.

Every person expended more en­
ergy while smoking than while 
abstaining.

But before you make Tsylng down 
the law*’ your No. 1 priority, you 
might want to mtier a copy of “Posl- 
thre DlictpUne,’' by Jane Nelson, a 
PhJ). paycholo^ and the mother of 
Meen kMs. She’s even suffered 
throu^ one child who dropped out 
of school at 14 and began using 
drugs. But that was before Nelson 
discovered the principles of “posi­
tive dlacipUne.** (Her wayward son 
has since given up drugs, earned his 
high school diploma and now oper­
ates a successful contractor’s 
bustneas.)

“With him I vacillated between au- 
thorttaiian methods and total per- 
mlssiveneas,’’ she says. According to 
the author, permlaslveneas h Inade­
quate. And authoritarian, “spare the 
rod and spoil the child" measures 
which were once effective are no 
longer appropriate for today's 
children.

As Nelsen explains. "Remember 
when Mom obediently did whatever 
Dad said, or at least gave the Impres- 
stoo she did. In the 'good old days' 
few people questioned the Idea that 
Dad's decisions were final. But be­
cause of the Equal Rights Movement, 
this Is no longer true. When Mom 
suit modeling submlasiveneaa, chlln i

cbologlst Rudolph Drelktirs pointed
s to p ^  being submissive, psy- 

Mlst Rudi

out, ‘When Dad lost control of Mom, 
they both lost control of the chil­
dren.’ Today, cooperation works bet­
ter than control’’

BUT COOPERATION doesn’t 
mean letting kids run wild.

“Authoritarian measures are hu­
miliating to children and permisslve- 
ness is ^respectful to adultt,“ says 
Nelsen.

The psychologist recalls one per­
missive mother who cooked up ^ e  
soft-boiled eggs, one after the other, 
for her preschool^kge son who didn’t 
like the way she prepared them. Fi­
nally, he decided he didn't want soft- 
boiled eggs at all, but preferred 
French toast. After his mother 
cooked French toast, he asked for 
Wbeatles. In contrast, another moth­
er tried an authoritarian approach to 
breakfast, serving her 4-year-old oat­
meal. When the child refused to eat 
it, her mother served it to her for 
lunch. When she wouldn’t eat it for 
lunch, the mother served it for din­
ner. Eventually, the child came 
down with rickets.

Most parents are neither complete­
ly authoritarian nor permiSBlve, but 
rather switch between both. A more 
common breakfast scenario: The 
child refuses to eat. Mom gets mad 
and gives him a lecture. He still re­
fuses; she spanks him and sends him 
out with nothing She staris to feel 
guilty. Two hours later, when be 
comes in hungry, she gives him a 
sandwich.

Positive discipline represenu an 
alternative to all these approaches 
According to Nelsen, there’s no need 
to cook three breakfasts or cai':£

your child to cmne down with rick- 
eto or to suffer guilt pangs.

BASED ON ADLERIAN psychol­
ogy, “Positive Discipline” Is a demo­
cratic approach. The idea behind it is 
that parmt and child sit down and 
decide on rules for their mutual ben- 
eflL They also decide together on so­
lutions which will be helpful to all 
concerned when inoblems come up.

For example, a “positive dlsciplin- 
e” breakfast A parent might give 
the child a choice between two or 
three breakfasts. If the child refuses 
to eat what he requested, he’s sent 
on bis way without eating. Mom may 
note, “Pm sure you’ll make it until 
lunch.” If be comes back hungry two 
hours later, she’s kind but firm, re  
fining to let him snack.

Nelsen suggests that the parent al­
low the child to experience logical 
and natural consequences of bis be­
havior which are “related, reason­
able and respectful” Instead of 
punishment.

“If a child spills some milk, the 
logical consequence would be for 
him to simply clean It up. Humiliat­
ing him, calling him clumsy, is not 
respectful. Having him clean the 
whole floor Isn’t reasonable. Where 
did we ever get the idea that to make 
a child act better we have to make 
him feel worse'*”

According to Nelsen. a misbehav­
ing child Is a "discouraged child.”

“A misbehaving child Is trying to 
tell us. '1 don't feel I belong or have 
significance,, and I have a mistaken 
belief on bow to achieve it,’ ” she 
writes.

To try to gain a sense of belonging.

children (and adults!) will do a num­
ber of things. Nelsen says there are 
four different ways frustrated kids 
will act up. Some will do anything to 
get a parent’s attention. Ouiers will 
get into a power struggle with the 
parent. Still others wQl try to, in 
some way, seek revenge, ‘nie last 
group will withdraw and suffer a 
sense of inadequacy.

NELSON SUGGESTS that the 
parent try to guess which behavior 
type the chM Is engaging in and of­
fers in he^ook a variety of ways to 
discourage i t  For example, if the 
child Is misbehaving In order to get 
the parent’s attention, Nelsen sug­
gests these options; 1) l^o re  the mis­
behavior, but give attention during 
pleasant times; 2) redirect the child 
into contributing behavior; 3) impose 
a logical consequence; 4) give a 
choice; 5) do the unexpected; 8) set 
up a schedule for spending special 
time with the child on a regular 
basis.

Gaining the cooperation of young­
sters is not nearly as difficult as It 
sounds. The psychologist suggests 
these ways to create an atmosphere 
where children are ready to cooper­
ate:

• Express an understanding for 
how you th ink  the child might be 
feeling. Be sure to check with him to 
see If you are right.

• Shve times when you have felt 
or behaved similarly.

• Ask If the child would be willing 
to work on a solution with you.

• Ask if he has any ideas on what 
to do In the future to avoid the prob­
lem. If be doesn’t, offer some sugges­
tions and seek his agreement.

• Use encouragement to help chil­
dren feel a sense of belonging so that 
the motive for misbehaving will be 
eliminated

• A great way to help children feel 
encouraged Is to spend special time 
with them doing something you can 
enjoy together. With younger chil­
dren this could be spending 15 min­

utes a day. With older children it 
could be an hour once a week

• When tucking children to bed. 
ask them to share with you their 
"saddest time during the day” and 
their "happiest time during the 
day." Then share'with them You'll 
be surprised what you learn

• Have family meetings to solve 
problems with cooperation and mu­
tual respect This is the key to creat­
ing a loving family atmosphere 
while helping children develop self- 
discipline. responsibility, coopera­
tion and proUem-ooIvlng skills.

• Give children ataanlngful chores

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The Reporter«Tele|piiiD continues its epic 
2,0OO>mile hike scitMs America on the Pacific 
Crest Trail. This second installment of a spe> 
cial six-part series covers more than 500 miles.
from thrm ow y San Jacinto Mountains in 
Southern Calialifomia to the start of the rugged 
High Sierra.

The writer found Mount San Jacinto, left, a 
more pleasing s i^ t  once it was behind him. 
The trail th rou |^  the San Jacinto range was 
often buried beneath deep snow drifts remain­
ing from past storms.

However, the Mofave Desert stretch, like 
the new section of the trail through Jawbone 
Canyon, below, proved more enjoyable than 
expected.

From the top of lofty Mt. Baden-Powell in 
the .Angeles Crest, bottom, the hikers and their 
new-found friends, “The California Boys,’* 
could see the Pacific Ocean, the ranges they 
had passed and the mountains they were soon 
to encounter.

Chaparral dominated the landscape as my companion 
and I climbed into the San Jacinto Mountains, the first 
of the high mountain ranges that would carry us 

through California along the Pacific Oest Trail. The first day 
of walking irtto these mountains ended near Lion Peak, at a 
forested campsite just above a bubbling creek.

The next day was marked by more back-breaking climbing. 
After ascending about 1,)00 feet in one mile on the side of 
rocky Spkler Peak, my companion, Keith Jones, and I chose a 
magical campsite in a burnt forest overlooking the bright 
lights of Palm Springs.

We climbed up the 7,300-foot Apache Peak, below the 
sharp slopes of Antzell Rock and back up into forested cover 
onto the slopes of Southwell Peak.

Everything seemed in hand until the path rounded Red 
Tahquhx. Where the trail turned west around this peak, snow 
had covered it, periodically burying the path in deep drifts.

After sinking in to our hips, sliding aiul slipping in the 
snow for several miles, Jones and I decided to drop down into 
the Tahqukz Valley, then climb back up farther along the 
trail.

We found our way down to a rushing creek in a dense 
forest, then climbed back to Saddle Junction, where many 
hikers coming from the city of Idyllwild enter the San Jacinto 
Wilderness.

Our campsite among large granite boulden overlooked the 
city, while keepmg us happily isolated from the bustle below.

More snow slowed our progress the next day. Jones and I 
made camp early, frustrated by the lack of markers. After 
dinner, we set out to find the trail markers.

We soon found signs and followed them to a trail junaion. 
Our confidence renewed, we moved ahead, making footholes 
to simplify the next day's hike.

Darkneu set in quickly. My friend and I found ourselves 
away from camp without flashlights, matches or warm cloth­
ing. After several hours of stumbling blindly through brush 
and thorn bushes in search of camp, we accepted defeat and 
nude an uneasy camp for the night.

Pulling sweaters over bare legs and wool gloves over wet 
feet, my partner and I huddled underneath a large rock. 
Mercifully, morning came and we walked dejectedly back to 
our campsite, where we immediately fell asleep in broad 
daylight.

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FOUR HIKERS WE dubbed The California Boys" came 
upon our camp as we prepared to move on. After sharing 
tales, they moved on quickly, but we would meet again.

Our camp that night was in full view of mighty Mt. San 
Jacinto, ikhough the whir of 1-10 below detracted from the 
peacefulneu of the setting.

The next day's hike carried us across the fuul two miles of 
snowy Fuller Ridge, which we later learned rangers were 
telling hikers to avoid, then descended quickly toward 
Whitewater Canyon.

Five rattlesrukes on or near the path set me on edge u  we 
dropped out of the high country. In Southern California, 1 
encountered more than 30 of these poisonous srukes, riuny of 
which hissed hello from their trailside haunts.

As darkness came, Jones and I dropped to the canyon 
bottom. After hiking down dark roads toward the glare of the 
interstate, we camped in the rest area, a good spot from which 
to rush to the locd post office early the next morning before 
it closed for the weekend.

Awakened once during the night by the area's automatic 
sprinkler system, my partner and I arose to the early monung 
frenzy of the rest area. We arrived at the post office to  find it 
w u  almost all there w u  to Whitewater Canyon. Finding a 
much-desired civilued meal seemed unlikely.

Luckily, the manager of the alcoholic's retreat next door 
w u  in the post (dTxe and offered to feed us. The charity of 
this jumhli^ assortment of teetotalen w u  heartening.

R e tu rfi^  to the trail after another road hike, Jo n n  and I 
quickly came upon "The Califonua Boys" again. After parley­
ing. we hiked together with them before separating u  night 
ML ^

Prom Whitewater Canyon, the trail climbed into the San 
Bemardmo Mountains. F i^  uneventful days later, we camped

near Big Bear Lake, our next "food drop" aiul first chance for 
civilized conveniences in two weeks.

But life in town w u  heaic, u  necessary tasks turned into 
hassles, and we were happy to return to the trail.

Moving through the Bernardinos, the PCT crossed Hol­
comb and Deep Creek, where we camped in derue pine forests 
the next two nights.

After hiking trails built along canyon walls, my partner and I 
descended to Deep Creek Hot Springs, where nakednew w u the 
rule. The hot springs included three pools of varying ivarmth and 
a large swimming area.

On Mother's Day, my companion aiul I hiked to Silverwood 
Lake, a popular recreation area. The next day. we crossed under 
1-13 through a culven at Cajon Pau and camped.

STOCKED U P  W ITH water for a 23-mile dry stretch, Jones 
and I climbed into the dusty Sati Gabriel Mountains, leu than an 
hour's drive from Los Angeles. After crossing the San Andreu 
Fault, we began climbs th u  totaled more than 3,000 fset in 
elevation gain.

Looking south, the San Jacintos stood tall in the dittance. 
With one quart of water left, we hiked for Guffey Camp, above 
the town of Wrightwood. At the camp, Dick Schtocr, a Tustin, 
Calif, teacher, joined us and shared his food and water.

Schroer convinced us we should see Wrightwood and took u  
down to this PCT hiker haven. A wildemtu lover, Schroer 
revealed his envy for our adventure. After taking u  back to 
camp, he headed back to civiliation.

Isn't It true that 
there are germs aU around us and 
that everything we set has some 
germs? So why aren't we tick aU the 
time? — Ms. El.. Wichita. Ka.

Dear Ms. 1.: It la true that the pree- 
ence of becteria In foods la common. 
In tmaU doaaa, however, a person Is 
able to Ingeat them without harm. R 
It whan food la not handled properly 
that theaa bacteria multiply to the 
point where they can cauae diaeaae 
or food potaonlng.

Daar Dr. Solomon: la there a dlf- 
farence between being oboee and be­
ing overwatght? Aa far as I cam tell, 
whenever 1 reed anything about di- 
atlng, obesity and overwatght aeem 
to mean the seme thing. — Brian, 
Denvar, Colo.

Deer Brian: The terms "obaaity” 
and "overweight” are often uaed in­
terchangeably; strictly apeaklng, 
however, they do not mean the same 
thing.

Obirntty refers to a body fat coo- 
tant that nxeends 26 parcent In men 
aad IB percent In women. Virioue

methods arc used to diagnose the 
condltioa. Including the measure­
ment of skinfoM thicknesa. Obesity 
is also commonly defined as a body 
weight tbat is 20 percent or more 
above the person's Ideel weight.

Overwei^t, on the other band, re­
fers to a body weight up to 20 per­
cent above the Indlvlaual’s idael 
weight. Thus, a profeasloaal football 
player who may tip the scales at 
dose to 300 pouinds may be consid­
ered overw ent because of his In- 
creaaed muscle maas, but be would 
not be considered obeae.

RoMi are not hard to grow. You 

can have it all. but In order to accom- 
pUah that, flnt you must decide 
what you want to happen. Do you 
want to look acrofi tM yard at a 
bank of color against the back fence 
all aeeaon? Do you desire special 
blooins to cut and display?

A few conditions must be recog- 
olz^ and provided in order for 
roses to thrive In any particular loca­
tion. Basic needs Include 4H hours 
to all day of full sunshine, a space 
with excellent air drculadoo away 
from root systems of trees or large 
shrubs. Allow at least three feet of 
space between a fence or the side of 
a building and the rosebush. Re­
member how hot It can get when the 
sun’s ray bounce off a fence or a 
wall.

Once location has been chosen, 
evaluate the existing soli. Have you 
seen everything you planted there 
die? Your roses will too, unless you 
remove and discard at least U Inches 
off the top. Then, chooee some meth­
od of surrounding what will become

your “growln* medium." In order to 
raise the finished bed from five to 10 
Inches above the mean level of your 
lawn. Oonerste curbing or blocks, 
bricks, redwood lengths, cross ties, 
landscape logs, rocks and many oth­
er things will work. Even a creative, 
Inexpensive Idea such as half-gallon 
milk cartons filled with dirt and In­
stalled top down, will to the trick for 
some.

If the soil Is usable, fork
turn It to a depth of 13-16 Inches. 
Additional topsoil will be needed 
fnnn somewhere. We are going to 
build a growing medium conristlng 
of % good topsoil and VI humus 
(ground pine biurk, the most recom­
mended and readily available).

WHEREVER YOU chooae to ob­
tain the extra topsoil, be sure you 
have not selected "blow sand." Good 
soil, garden loam, should hold to­
gether loosely without crumbling 
when wet, and squeesed In your 
hand. Take a Jar or can of water and 
check It out If you don't trust your 
eye. Blow sand will not retain mots- 
ture or nutrients for your roses. (Gau­
che Is, of course, another absolute 
no.

Ground pine bark Is available at 
most local nurseries at a nominal 
cost Once we could Include barn­

yard manure, but we have no cattle 
raised here exclusively on natural 
r a i ^  Because cattle are commer­
c i a l  fed, chemicals and mainly salt 
are present In the manure. Salt is a 
M glm e In producing good roses be­
cause both our soil and our water 
are overloaded with It Other humus, 
such as dry. rotted tree and shrub 
leaves, may be added with pine bark, 
but we also must avoid the cotton 
related side-products. Two-thirds 
topsoil and H ]dne bark Is a work­
able combination.

dlmenslona of the rose 
as well as the number of rose­

bushes to be planted, are and should 
be your own personal choice. Each 
Hybrid Tea or Grandlflora rosebush 
will need about a S-foot square of 
space In which to grow; Florlbunda 
bushes about 32Vb feet and Mlnis- 
ture Roses one square foot For ease 
of maintenance, keep the planting 
restricted to two rosebushes deep, 
no matter how long the bed. If the 
bed Is rather wide, arrange segments 
of two roses deep with pathways be­
tween. That way bushes can be 
reached from both skies to prune, 
feed or whatever.

Now let's put your bed together. 
Lay down about four or five Inches 
of ground pine bark over the exist­
ing soli you have already worked up.

Fork or dll In until It Is evasily 
mixed. Add more topsoil and anoth­
er layer of pine bark, than work to­
gether untU you have a volume 
which seems about Wi more than the 
new bed will hold. Rake the growing 
medium and set the ddoo to raise the 
bed as desired.

NOW IS the perfect time to Install 
some type of watering system. If you 
choose. Otherwise (or after system Is 
Installed), rake medium Into place 
and bMln to slowly deep soak It with 
low volume water. Do not add any­
thing else. Of you must use well wa­
ter, you mav add processed soil sul­
fur, according to Its directions.) 
After thorough deep watering, your 
new bed la ready to receive new 
rosebushes, or any older bushes you 
may need to move.

Rosebushes may be moved be­
tween mid-January and mid-Febru­
ary. First, inrepare the new site using 
the method we've Just dlacusaea. 
Make the hole generous, then build a 
large cone of soil In the center. Do 
not cut off the top unless the bush 
cannot be handled, but cut only 
enough to do so. Push a garden fork 
Into the ground to maximum depth, 
making a circle as wide as the drip 
line of the bush. Use the fork to pry 
and lift the rosebush from the

ground; take no soil with Hs roots.
With sharp rose pruners, trim any 

broken roots or great excess of roots, 
but keep as many long roots as relate 
to the stss of the top of the bush. Sot 
the rosebush upon the cone In the 
hole, spreading Us roots over and 
downward. Flu the hole half-full of 
soil; then fill with water, letting It 
soak In. Add the rest of the soil and 
soak again with water. Place three or
four inches of ground pine bark 
around the bush and heap It over the 
bud union (the graft knot). Keep 
plant watMwd; prune only at i»oper 
time with the rest of the ros«.

EXISTING ROSE beds can be re­
built using the method for new beds 
by simply removing existing, rose- 
iHiahes and placing them on their 
sides with their roots In a deep 
trench. Covtt all roots completely 
with toil and keep moist until bushes 
are replanted (u  quickly u  possible) 
Into their new growing medium. Do 
not hold In trenches (heeled In) long­
er than seven days.

If removing bu^es Is out of the 
question, rebuilding the medium be­
tween the bushes will be helpful. Do 
not disturb the root areu or break 
the roots of the bushes. Place three 
or four Inches of mulch around each 
rosebush. Deep water your beds

about every 10 days until spring 
arrtvss.

DEAR E08IE: How should I ob­
tain my new rosebushes? M£.

DEAR M A .: Several Midland and 
Odessa nurseries will offer some 
bare-root rosebushes In February, 
several will have container-grown 
bushes available around mid-March 
A phone call to your nursery will 
advise you. If ordering from out-of- 
town growers, your oi^er should go 
lo Immediately. Plan to plant your 
new bushes the last half of Mveb. 
Above all, order or buy good stock 
for the greatest reward from your 
effort And remember, roses are not 
hard to grow.

CD C urges 
precautions 
against flu

ATLANTA (AP) — With deaths 
and Ulneas from Influenza on the 
rise, the national Centers for Disease 
Control has urged preventive treat­
ment. where po^ble, for some types 
of flu.

The (DC, which monitors deaths 
In 121 lead l^  U5. cities, said that flu 
and pneumonia were responsible for 
6 percent of the 13JNK reported 
deaths two weeks ago, up from 
percent six weeks earlier.

Flu has now been confirmed In at 
least 2S sutes and the District of Co­
lumbia Two strains — types A-H3NZ 
or the Philippines flu. and B, known 
u  USSR flu — are circulating In this 
country.

In Its weekly report, the CDC 
strcaaed the need to test suspected 
flu viruses to see if the patient can 
be helped with the anti-flu drug 
amantadine hydrochloride. The 
drug Is "hlghlv effective" against 
type A strains, but does nothing for 
type B. the Atlanu-based agency 
Hdd.

The (DC said It has supplied sUte 
health departmenu and other labs 
with the materials needed for one- 
day testing of flu virus specimens

Oil and gas firms looking to in­
crease their odds for finding hydro­
carbons. (either by exploration, re­
covery or purchase) nave a new 
weapon In their arsenal to help them 
make dectatons faster and leaa ex­
pensively. It's computerized core 
data.

"There's not much. If anything, we 
can do about falling piicaa." says 
Harvey S. Price, president of Core- 
data. a division of Cora Laboratoiias 
Inc. "but we can do something about 
costa, which are often best attacked 
by making better dadsloaa more 
rapidly — whether those decisions 
have to do with exploration or 
exploitation.’'

New home sales jump to seven-year high
WASHINGTON (AP) — SalM of 

new homes surged 7.4 percent last 
year to their highest level since 1870, 
the government reported Friday.

SaTea of existing single-family 
homm totaled 688,000 in 1686, mak­
ing last year the beat since 700,000 
new homes were sold in 1B78, the 
departm ents of Commerce and 
Housing and Urban Developmet 
said.

For December, sales rose 1.7 per­
cent u  the average price of a home 
hit a record high of I10A600.

The report on new home aalea fol­
lowed a report on Monday that tales 
of existing hornet rote an even stron­
ger IZl percent last year to a total of 
SJg million units, also the hlgheat 
pace since 1979.

For December, new home tales 
were told at a seasonally adjusted 
annual rate of 721,000 untta follow­
ing a giant 11.8 percent rise In 
November.

The average aalw price rote 4JI 
percent In December from the prevl- 
oua record high of 1108,900 In No­
vember. The median price w u  also a 
record of I89J00 In December up 8.4 
percent from November.

The strength In home talca this 
year h u  been credited to falling in­
terest rates, which have pushed 
mortgage rates to their lowest levels 
In six years.

Fixed-rate mortgagee currently 
are averaging about 10.78 percent 
and some analysts believe ra tu  will 
fall below 10 percent later thla year, 
at least In psirta of the country.

For all of 1088, the price of a new 
home averaged flOOAOO. the first 
time the average price has climbed 
over 1100,000 for the year. It marked 
a 8.1 percent Increase from 1984 
when the average home price was 
•97800.

184,100, up 8A percent from the 
•79800 price In 1981

Ironlealiy, one of the firme forced 
to marge after "May Day" waa Waa­
dan k  Co., which combined with Mo- 
aeley Hallgarten aix yeert ago.

But In early January, Donald Wee­
den returned to Wall Street aa an 
Independent, opening the “new” 
W aadn & Co. with U  people be 
brougW from Moaeley Hallgarten.

Waaden A Co., with 110 million In 
capital, itlll caters only to penalon 
f  uiula. tnauranca companies and oth­
er tnadtutlooal Inveaton. But the 
new firm haa a narroerar focus than 
tta pradacaaaor. spedallilng largely 
in KandHng block trades of stock

In an Interview at hla new office

overlooking tha Boat Elvar, Waadan 
recaHad that a kay changa landing to 
May Day waa that luatHutlona erara 
batvwning haavywaight pteyars In 
tha stock market, and conaaonantly 
were looking to trade at a cheaper 
pdea.

Enter thlrd-marfcat Anna such as 
Waadan k  Co., which undercut the 
NYSE's flxod rataa Waadan and oth- 
a n  alao figured that the Institutions 
srould trade avoo more aa trading 
prices kaM falling and that deragula-. 
tlon and advances In technology 
srould allow broken to bring thoae 
prices down.

“WE WERE taking advantage of 
tlKW changoa, and sva were no more 
then verbaBzlng and focusing people 
on thoae changea,” he said. ‘That li 
quite apparent, because we've been 
vary quiet olnca 1878 and this change 
la continuing and, If anything, 
accelerating.”

Solar company 
cuts 91 jobs at 
Waco plant

WACO. Texas (AP) — About half 
the employee layoffs planned by 
American Solar King Corn, will oc­
cur at the Waco m anufacturing 
p lan t, according to com pany 
officials.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Cold weather aweeplng acroaa the nation In 
December forced Amolcana to apend record amounta to beat tbelr 
homea, ralalng the typical monthly home heating bill to more than 1180, 
or I18J10 above normal, government atatlatlca abow.

The average national heating bill w u  flSO.71 for December, compared 
with the normal heating bill of I1S2.12 for the month. US. conaumera 
poated the thlrd-hlgheat temperature-related heat demand In S6 yean of 
recordkeeping.

The bill waa about $41 more than December of 1064, when milder 
weather prevailed.

The abOTe-normal heating coeta atenuned from weather that averaged 
from 4 degreea to 8 degreea below normal during the nsonth.

Exceaalve coeta varied conalderably by region and fuel, however, rang­
ing from a high of $70.61 more than normil for natural gaa uaert In the 
Eaat North Cmtral atatea to a low of fS.53 extra for electric heat In the 
Pacific atatea.

LOS ANGELES — An Wang tet 
blmaelf a rlgoroua achedule last July 
when be reamumed the prmldency 
of hla company. He pledged that, 
within the year, he would vlalt each 
and every one of Wang Laboratoiiea' 
98 U.S. dlatiict offlcea And. be said, 
the company's lalea would grow 15 
percent In the tame period

The Doctor, u  folki In and out of 
the company call him. waa never 
much of a traveler. But now, half­
way through the flical year and just 
days ahort of hla 06tb birthday, 
Wang appears to be happily keeping 
pace.

His company, however, la falling 
behind.

While the company's revenue 
through the first tlx months was up 
about 6J1 percent from last year, 
eemlnga f ^  73 percent from the 
yeer-ago period.

Growth at Wang Labs, a pioneer of 
office automation and word proceae- 
Ing machines, waa almost mathemat 
Ically boring — a conatatent 40 per 
cent to 90 percent e year for more 
than three decadea.

Mobley: A v e r y  
ca r in g  person

We u t  at dusk in the
cand le lit w arm th of 
Trump’s tasting tea and 

eating crumpets, all around us the 
soft talk of beautiful people inter­
weaving with the musk of a harp 
Mary Ann Mobley has never looked 
lovelier than now, 26 years after sbe 
won her crown as Mias America.

Sbe is wearing a soft, deepblue 
sweater. Her face is radiant. There is 
something more than beauty about 
her, an aura, a warmth, a sense of 
caring. It’s almost as if, in the midst 
of ufety and plenty, sbe is hearing 
other vokes.

A week ago she was in Nairobi 
with her husband. Gao' Collins, each 
of them with a week's hiatus, he 
from "Hour Magazine,” she from 
"D lffren t S trokes" They were 
shooting a documentary — for the 
first time ever live by satellite — to 
once more alert the civilized world 
that 40.(XX) children are dying daily 
in the third world 

"Let me tell you of the night I 
cant forget." she says. "We were up 
9.000 feet We were in a tent and it 
was cold because the rainy season Is 
at hand and during the night it 
ramed to bard. I sat up in my cot and 
said. ‘Gary, this tent Is going to col­
lapse’ And part of It did Just from 
the weight of the rain.

"We were cold, shivering and wet. 
but we were in a tent with our 
clothes on and blankeu were around 
us At 5:90 a m our crew came with 
rushlights We wanted to start the 
shoot early because that's when we 
figured the people would come from 
outlying districts to thU feeding 
camp

"^m eo n e  held a flashlight I 
brushed my hair and scrambled out 
on the rocky hillside It was still 
dark. Just iM^tnning to get a little 
light in the sky, and I suited to step 
on this boulder when I realued It 
was a body'

"The people had already come in 
the algbt. hundreds of them, at least 
900 lying there on the rocks waiting 
I had compUined about being cold 
They had uetther coau nor jackeu 
They had not teou They had no 
c k > t^  They held rags around the 
babies In their arms

"You have never seen anything 
like this' People who have walked — 
tome of them hundreds Of miles — 
because they have beard there Is a 
feeding center here And they'd 
come in the night. In the rain to wait 
on that hlllstde for the feeding 

'There are two feedings wTut 
happens Is they line up outside the 
camp and at daylight the doctors go 
out and choose the wont cates be­
cause there Isn't enough room in 
camp for /veryone It's like choosing 
whkh people are to live They bring 
In the skkest until the camp Is as full 
as it can be "For them, they get a 
wet feeding of a high protein por­
ridge because they- can't asslmUate 
or chew the dry food. At they get 
better, we can give them dry food — 
com, maize, t ^ t  sort of thing 

"We have two sheds, one for inten­
sive care where some of the tkk  
ones have drips. (Vs. and each one 
hat a cup and bowl for porridge 
That's wlMt we feed the children As 
they grow stronger, they move to 
the other shed where di> food is 
avaUable "

She cootlnum. "When a family Is 
well enough to travel, we give them 
each an Ag-poc whkh conslsu of 
food to live on. seeds to plant, horn 
and plowa, and pUstk for teou 
Each member of the family carries 
something, and they su rt out for 
home. It's like the Bible stories — the 
hillsides covered with people, one 
man the head of each family unit.

"Looking around this beautiful 
room I wonder, 'How many of you 
have teen death?' ” says Ms. Mobley.

She was to be a weather forecaster 
on a local news channel who ex- 
plaina that tt's going to be a great 
day at the beach — " ^ e  sun la going 
to shine!" — then fade out. and she 
Bays. "But If you are a mother in 
Africa today, the sun la going to dry 
up your crops and there will be no 
water for your children.”

Ms. Mobim was Intrigued. She 
went out to World Vlaloa headquar­
ters at Monrovia. Calif., to ask ques­
tions. “It was.” sbe says now, “the

luckieat day of my life, other than 
meeting my husband and having my 
child because It started for me a new 
dimension in living.” Two weeks lat­
er, World VMon asked her If she 
would go on a mtaston to (Cambodia. 
Would the be afraid? "Of course 
not,” she said.

"Hey, wait a minuter her husband 
said

There was danger Involved. That 
was only three years after Pol Pot. If 
you saw The Killing PleMa.” that 
was the movie about his regime and 
Its overthrow, the killing of three 
million men. women and children. 
The U.S. government could not guar­
antee her safety. "You go at your 
own risk. We have no ambaasy In 
(Cambodia. You’re on your own.”

"So.” says Ms Mobley, "we sat 
down and discuaeed tt. I f  this Is 
something you feel iron have to do, 
all right. Miuy Ann. ITl back you all 
the way.' ” CoUlna aald.

"We've had a wonderful life dur­
ing our 18 yean of marriage.” Ma 
Mobley explalna “Our family has al­
ways been our pr iority. You can't

sustain two mator careers in one 
marriage even If the career Is only 
major In your mind; so Fve always 

at my career second. 1 had never 
Ctoncy, who is now 17.”

She remembers. “We celebrated 
her first birthday In Hong Kong. 
Gary was doing a movie. Her secotMl 
birthday waa while he was fUmlng 
an eploode of ‘Hawaii FIveO.' Her 
fifth was In London where he was 
working for the BBC; her sixth at 
Lake Nalvasha in Kenya where he 
was doing ‘Bom Free’; her 10th in a 
tiny Brazilian fishing village.

We 
didn’t  need watches, We were all at­
tuned to the algaals (hat the day was 
aging and R was ttme to hurry for 
hoaaa If we were going to make tt 
before dark.

Later when Clancy was 
working on her project and ^ d  to 
speak (rf thk death, the broke down 
In tears.”

Houston museum to display 
exhibit of Ingres drawings

HOUSTON — An exhibition of SO 
drawings spanning SO yaart In the 
career of artist Jean-Auguste-Doml- 
nlque Ingres will be on view at The 
Museum of Fine Arts, Houston from 
Feb. 1-March IX

The drswings. msny of which 
have never been seen In the United 
Sutes. represent the artist's first 
step In depicting sub)ect matter se­
lected form life. Including studies of 
famous pal itings, deulled land­
scapes of Rjine and Its environs, 
studies of nudes, details of costumes, 
and Uvety portraita “Ingress: Life 
Studies" Is the fourth In a series of 
exhibitions of European master 
drawings presented at the Houston 
museum between 1966-1967.

Ingres (1760-1667) Is best known a$ 
one of the great masters of the neo­
classical movement In French paint­
ing. His portraits, history petnunp 
snd axock oiieotallst subjects were 
regarded In the 19th century as the 
height of classical academic style 
Marked by elaborately finished sur­
faces. highly stylised forms, and

complicated allegory, his works are 
the product of careful research and 
long campaigns of preparatory  
drawing.

Many of Ingres' drasrlngs were 
made from memory, or as copies of 
other drawings, but studies made di­
rectly from nature were an wasenrisl 
part of his compoaldbnsJ process. 
"Never draw without having Nature 
before your eyes,” he wrote. T ou  
must not draw a hand, even a finger 
from memory, for faar of becoming 
ntannered. alack or boring. To un­
derstand the aaseoce of Nature, you 
must respect snd adore her.”

Opanar'9 hand is strictly limited, 
and responder does have a number

ol invitational sequences that he 
can employ if he thinks there 
would be play for game opposite a 
maximum no trump opener. When 
he does not use one of these, it 
means his hand is in the 0-7 point 
range.

There is one case where there 
might be a game if responder has a 
maximum sign-off, i.e., 7 poinu 
That is where opener is at the top 
of his range for his opening bid and 
has excellent support for re­
sponder's suit—usually at least 
three cards headed by two high 
honor*, or four cards headed by a 
top honor. In that case, opener can 

uivite game by raising responder's 
mB)or suit to the three-level.

The hand you held falls to meet 
either of these criteria You had 
both a minimum no trump opening 
bid and inadequate support for 
partner's suit Without a doubt.
