Shuttle investigation

focuses on sealing rings

WASHINGTON (AP) NASA en
gineers have been concerned about
the performance of rubber sealing
rings on the space shuttle's rocket
boosters for more than a year, but
concluded that while the seals need
ed to be improved, they were “safe
and adequate” for flight, space agen
cy officials said

Although the cause of the Jan. 28
explosion of the Challenger space
shuttle has yet to be determined, the
investigation has focused increasing-
ly on a possible leak where sections
of the solid-fuel rocket boosters are
joined

The seals — a primary one and a
secondary backup — create a gasket
that keeps the fiery exhaust fumes
inside the boosters from escaping
through the seams. Photographs of
the Challenger seconds before the
explosion showed a plume of fire ap-

parently emerging from near one of
the rocket joints

The space agency was scheduled
to release additional documents con
cerning the past performance of the
so-called “O” ring seals at a news
conference today

Top officials of the National Aero
nautics and Space Administration on
Tuesday told a presidential commis-
sion investigating the Challenger ex-
plosion that the rocket booster seals
were deemed safe, although there
had been a number of cases in which
the seals partially eroded during
shuttle launches.

“Was it safe to fly?” former astro-
naut and commission member Neil
Armstrong asked.

“l don't know of any that's more
important than the bases on the Phi-
lippines,” Reagan told reporters in a
nationally broadcast news
conference.

He noted that his administration
won't take sides in the bitterly con-
tested race between incumbent Pres-
ident Ferdinand Marcos and chal-
lenw Corazon Aquino.

“We're neutral, and we then hope
to have the same relationship with

the people of the Philippines that
we've had all these years,” Reagan
said.

He suggested the fraud and vio
lence could have been committed by
both sides and said the observers he
sent to monitor the election last
week “didn't have any hard evi-

dence beyond that general appear-
ance” of

wrongdoing.

The US. delegation and other ob-
servers accused the Marcos forces of
vote-buying, intimidationn and vio-
lence.

Regarding this week’'s change of
government in Haiti, the president
said the only US. involvement in the
downfall of President-for-Life Jean
Claude Duvalier was in “providing
an airplane” to fly him into exile in
France.

He said Duvalier did not seek ad-
vice about his departure, and the
United States offered none. U.S. offi-
cials have acknowledged, however,
that they were involved in intensive
consultations with Duvalier and the
new regime to help smooth the way
for a bloodless transfer of power.

Reagan sidestepped
whether the United States would re-
sume aid to Haiti, suspended because
of human rights absues under the
Duvalier regime.

“We hope we can be of help” in
restoration of democracy under the
new ruling junta, he said.

The president warmly praised
Vice President George Bush, who is
preparing a bid for the 1988 GQP

residential nomination, saying

ush has been “heart and soul in
support of everything that we're try
ing to do, and I am convinced of his
sincerity.”

Insisting he had not decided what
action to take on proposals within
the administration for changes in af-
firmative action policy, Reagan said
he is “trying to correct” a system
that makes it easy for the bureaucra-
cy to enforce racial quotas, rather
than pursue specified numerical
goals and timetables.

He also made a pitch for his 1987
budget, and took note of critics who
say it is “DOA — dead on arrival.” He
said those critics only want a tax in-
crease to reduce deficits — and said
any such increase would be “VOA —
vetoed on arrival.”

Reagan ruled out any action by his
administration to limit what has
been called “merger mania” in the
corporate world.

Habib called to

Even with final results still uncer
tain in the violenceridden Philip-
pine presidential election, “Our task
for the future is to help nurture the
hopes and possibilities of democra
cy,” Reagan said Tuesday night

A senjor US. official told The As
sociated Press the 64-yearold Habib
was chosen because he was “an old
Asia hand” and had a talent for cut
ting through bluster and double-talk

‘He has a way of putting things

Habib was the State Department'’s
ranking Asia expert a decade ago
and later assumed the role of Mid
east troubleshooter

The date for Habib to launch his
mission has not been set

He might wait until the vote count
shows whether Ferdinand E Marcos
has retained the presidency or been
unseated by Corazon C. Aquino, the
opposition candidate.

Reagan rooting
for Missouri’s
former governor

WASHINGTON (AP President
Reagan, trying to boister the odds of
keeping the Senate in Republican
hands, is traveling to Missouri today
to help former Gov. Christopher
Bond prepare for a potentially tough
race against the state’s popular lieu
tenant governor

The president, heading West for a
threeday vacation at his California
ranch, planned a stop in St. Louis for
a $500-a-plate fund-raiser to help
Bond fill his campaign coffers for
the November contest

The two-term governor an
nounced Sunday that he will seek
the Republican nomination for the
Senate seat held by Thomas Eagle
ton, who is retiring after three
terms

Bond's opponent is expected to be
Lt. Gov. Harriett Woods, who gained
national attention last week with her
appearance as part of the Democrat-
ic g:rty'l response to Reagan's State
of the Union address

Reagan was to praise Bond as a
man with a proven record of leader-
ship, and one of the GOP’s top cand}
dates. Before his address, Reagan
planned to meet major Bond backers
at a $5,000-percouple reception set
up by the GOP state committee.

Both events were to be held in the
historic and ornate Union Station,
which was renovated in 1985.

Jeffrey P. Ledbetter, finance di-
rector for the GOP state committee,
said party officials hoped to raise at
least $500,000 from both events.

Bond, who finished his second
term as governor last year, was en-
couraged to seek Eagleton's seat by
the Republican Senatorial Commit-
tee. It has targeted the Missouri race
as a key one, hoping to capture the
seat from the Democrats.

In 1988, Republicans must defend
22 Senate seats, while 12 Democratic
seats are at stake.

would sample saliva rather than
blood.

Researchers disagree on how
often AIDS victims' saliva con-
tains the virus. A co-author of the
journal report, Dr. Jerome E.
Groopman of New England Dea-
coness Hospital, has found the vi-
rus in the saliva of 44 percent of
victims of a pre-AIDS syndrome
called AIDS-related complex, or
ARC.

However, more recent work by
Dr. Martin S. Hirsch and others at
Massachusetts General Hospital
found the virus in the saliva of
only 1 percent of homosexual
men who carried AIDS antibodies
in their blood.

Archibald said the presence of
antibodies in saliva may mean
that saliva contains the virus as
well. But the germs are not de-
tected because they are bound to
antibodies

The researchers found AIDS
antibodies in the saliva of 70 per
cent of victims of acquired im
mune deficiency syndrome and
in 93 percent of people with
AlIDS-related complex

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Communism’s fate

here was a time when the

I growth of Eurocommun-

ism gave the West a rea-

son to wonder whether it was

missing out on something impor-

tant. Not anymore, thank good-

ness, but it isn't because of any-

thing the West did. Rather it's

merely a result of communism'’s
shortcomings.

As recently as the mid-1970s,
communist parties were a pow-
erful electoral force in several
Western European countries. In
fact, for a time the Eurocom-
munist movement was so strong
it had US. diplomats pondering
their options in case a NATO ally
elected a communist-led govern-
ment or a coalition that depend-
ed on the communists.

Now, to this country’s favor,
those contingency plans are
gathering dust. Communist par-
ties in most Western European
nations have become so weak
that a former French communist
describes their ailment as “a fa-
tal cancer.”

In France, in Spain, in Portu-
gal and, in fact, in every Europe-
an democracy except Italy, com-
munists are losing ground. Only
40 years ago the Belgian Commu-
nist Party was that nation's
third-largest political party. Yet
last October, communist candi-
dates attracted only 1.2 percent
of the vote nationwide and lost
their only seat in Parliament.
During the 1960s, French com-
munists had the support of more

than 20 percent of voters. But in
the 1984 elections for the Euro-
pean Parliament, the party re-
ceived only 11.2 percent of the
vote, and polls show that com-
munist candidates will probably
get even fewer votes in next
year’'s French parliamentary
elections.

Ironically, Socialist Party elec-
toral victories in France and
Greece hastened the demise of
communist parties in those coun-
tries. Only in Italy, where the
communists behave more like
liberal Christian-Democrats than

difficulties are obvious. Europe-
an voters have heard communist
campaign rhetoric for years. But
they also have seen communist
reality close-hand in the Soviet
Union and Eastern Europe. Sen-
sible voters in a free society
would never voluntarily impose
such tyranny on themselves.
Many European communists fi-
nally acknowledged the failures
of the Soviet system during the
1970s, and took great pains to
wash their hands of Moscow.
Their attempts to mix classical
communism with social democ-
racy met rejection at the polis
and among their dwindling
membership. This failure was in-
evitable because, as Polish phi-
losopher Leszek Kilaskowski so
succinctly said, communism is
“essentially irreformable.”

Perhaps there is a nagging logic
here.

But such an inversion of the work
ings of a free economy calls the role
of leadership into serious question
If the people who make the impor
tant investment decisions are led to
believe that going through the mil
tary is the one way w0 get on with
their jobs successfully, values have
been turned upside down. Certainly
jobs and a healthy, productive soc)
ety are worthy goals in their own
right

The purpose of defense should be
to allow them to be pursued in safety
and freedom, not to provide the in
centive for doing what is necessary
to seek them

This is not to argue that defense
and a sound military establishment
arent essential They are in this
quarreisome world, but the way they
are planned and paid for should be
judged on their own terms, not
through the illusion of nourishing
economic strength. That's been an
important element of the Russians
fallure, always putting defense first
It is time to stand back and ask why
money isn't available for economic
purposes unless it can be presented
as a “spinoff” from the military

Britain names ambassador

LONDON (AP) — Britain has
named a new ambassador to Nigeria,
signaling an end to the diplomatic
rupture caused 19 months ago by the
abortive kidnapping of a former Ni-
gerian official in London.

The Foreign Office said Tuesday
that veteran diplomat Martin Ewans
would become the British ambassa-
dor in Lagos at the end of this
month. It said Nigeria also would
send a new ambassador to London,
but that the African country had not

submitted his name to Britain for
approval.

Relations between Nigeria and
Britain, its former colonial ruler,
were seriously strained after a Nige-
rian diplomat and three Israelis
were caught trying to sm for-
mer Transport Minister Umaru
Dikko out of Britain in a crate ad-
dressed to the Nigerian Foreign Min-
istry in Lagos.

The two countries did not break
diplomatic relations, but Britain's
previous ambassador to Nigeria,
Hamilton Whyte, has been reas-
signed to Singapore.

France to aid statue

PARIS (AP) — A French-American
group has announced it will help
raise funds in France for the restora-
tion of the Statue of Liberty, which
was donated to the United States by
France 100 years ago.

“We want to reaffirm the gesture
France made a century earlier,” the
Franco-American Committee for the
Restoration of the Statue of Liberty
said Tuesday.

The group will concentrate on

funds for a new torch to be
l.‘-mtyylmm the French company Les
leulhu'lChampenoh.'l‘oulrepam
on the statue, whose restoration is to
be com by July 4, will cost
about million.

Fundraising events include a
trans-Atlantic race in May from Rou-
en to New York, a series of television
program exchanges between Hous
ton and Paris entitled the “Liberty
Channel” and sale of items in Paris
stores under the “Liberty” label.

Lee McElroy, assistant athletic di-
rector at Houston, said he had at-
tended three seminars on drug
programs.

“I believe testing should be a part
of the drug education program,” he
said.

The NCAA recently announced
that schools should randomly con-
duct drug tests on athletes involved
in championship events and bowl
games.

Southern Methodist voted against
the NCAA plan because the school
felt a stronger rule was needed, SMU
Athletic Director Bob Hitch said

“We voted against the plan be
cause we felt all athletes should be
tested for drugs,” Hitch said. “We

Hitch estimated SMU spends about
$25,000 Uo.:nw on fits testing and
preven program.

Arkansas was the first SWC school
in 19681 and among the first in the
country to conduct drug testing.

“With the NCAA now at
major events, there's a need to
know,” Razorback trainer Dean We-
ber said.

SMU has the most extensive pro-
gram, a survey conducted by the
Post showed.

“Accurate records are kept and it
is very confidential,” Hitch said. “We
want to help the athlete. We will
spend whatever it takes.”

If an SMU athlete tests positive, he
is retested one week later. A second
positive test results in counseling ses-
sions. If the athlete tests positive af-
ter the counseling, disciplinary ac-
tion is taken and coaches and-or

. parents are notified, Hitch said.

Texas trainer Spanky Stephens
said the school had been studying
various drug programs for the past
18 months and would implement its
program this month. Stephens esti-
mated the program would cost the
school about $12,000 annually.

“It won't be cheap but it's worth
it,” Stephens said.

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Children try spinach for Popeye, but adults want appetizing appearance

It's green, leafy and so good for
you — it's spinach. Traditionally,
kids are supposed to hate the stuff,
and many of them do need a cartoon
hero like Popeye to persuade them
to take a nibble.

If you dish up a mound of over-
cooked, slimy spinach, you'd better
expect complaints — from the
grown-ups as well as the kids. Make
sure your spinach is appetizing. To
cook, steam in a covered pan using
only the water that clings to the
leaves after washing.

Never overcook. And be sure to
rinse well before cooking. Fresh
spinach tends to carry a lot of sand
and no one likes to bite into grit.

If your kids express dismay at the
thought of spinach on their plates,
try today’s vegetarian recipes. These
dishes are so tasty, the may not
even realize it's spinach.

SPAGHETTI AND SPINACH
1% pounds whole wheat spaghetti
2 pounds fresh spinach leaves

THE BUTCHER

Hamburger ruined by overprocessing

By MERLE ELLIS

No meat has suffered the stress of
modern technology more than the
meat we eat the most of —
hamburger

Even before you take it home and
moild it into a meat loaf or patties,
the meat has been minced and man-
gled and stamped into shape by ma-
chine so that it will fit into a certain
size plastic tray that is easily
wrapped (also by machine) and
stacked six deep in the meat case
It's hard to make a good tender bur-
ger when the meat has been treated
that way

In the old days, butchers were
kinder at the grinder. Here's how we
did it back then at the shop where |
worked. Lean beef trimmings were
collected throughout the day in the
process of cutting steaks and roasts
for the meat case. These were kept
in a tub (a lugger) in the cooler

As ground beef was needed in the
meat case, usually several times each
day, one of us would bring out a tub,
scoop out enough coarse ground
meat to fill the tray and grind it a
second time through the fine plate

The meat that came out of the
grinder this final time was treated
verrry gently. Every effort was
made to keep from compacting the
meat.

The butcher would carefully catch
the meat as it came from the grind-
er, twisting his hand so that the meat
came out in a pleasant pattern. Each
handful was gently laid in the tray
until the display was complete,
ready to be dispensed, again gently,
with tender loving care, to the
customer

It was common knowledge that
the less and more gently ground
meat is handled, after the final
grind, the more tender and juicy will
be the burger made from it. Provid
ed, of course, you don't over-pat
your patties in the process of making
them

But what of the ground beef we
get today? Ground beef that has al
ready been over-handled, albeit by
machines, that has not only been
ground but pressed and formed and
shaped and squished almost to de
struction even before you get your
hands on it

What do you do with that ground

Good breakfasts vital in winter

PHILADELPHIA (AP) — Winter is
the season when bodies need to be
fueled with good, nutritious food to
better cope with the bitter cold,
wind and snow, says Dr. Nesba Frim
pong, Drexel University Fellow in
the nutrition and food sciences
department

“The body burns up more calories
in cold weather,” she explains. “Es
pecially in winter, the body requires
foods that are high in nutrients.”

Healthy eating begins with break
fast, Frimpong points out. A well-bal-
anced breakfast provides energy,
which in turn keeps both the mind
and body alert

“Start with a hot or cold fortified
cereal and milk, which is high in cal
cium, an important mineral for
growing children and older women,”
she suggests. “On the side, include
fresh fruit, like sliced bananas, or a
glass of unsweetened fruit juice”

“Ham is an excellent choice, if you
can afford it.” she says. “But remem
ber that bacon is a poor substitute
According to the American Dietetic
Association, it is not actually consid-

ered meat, but fat. It is the nutrition
al equivalent of eating pure butter
Oor margarine.”

One recommended source of pro
tein is cottage cheese. Eggs are an-
other option, although some doctors
advocate eating only one or two per
week because they are high In
cholesterol

“A slice of whole grain bread is a
healthful addition to breakfast and

' is preferable to white bread,” said

Frimpong. “If toasted, spread with
margarine instead of butter, which
contains cholesterol.

“if you enjoy coffee in the morn-
ing, limit your intake of caffeine,
since large quantities may aggravate
certain health conditions,” she says,
adding that tea is another acceptable
beverage

“In general, children have greater
energy requirements and require
bigger breakfasts ™ she said. “Fur-
ther, there is welldocumented evi
dence which links having a balanced
breakfast with performing better at
school. This probably applies to the
workplace, t00.”

meat to make a decent burger? I
have a solution. Give the meat the
final grind yourself at home.

Try this: Next time you go to the
supermarket buy a package of
ground beef, whatever kind you like,
“regular,” “lean,” “extra lean.” Take
it home and put it in the
refrigerator

Just before you're ready to make
hamburgers, get out the meat grind-
er attachment to your electric mix-
er. You've probably never used it. If
you don't have an electric grinder,
you very likely have Grandma's old
hand-crank model kicking around
somewhere.

Grind the ground beef one more
time through the fine plate of the
grinder. As the meat comes out, be
very gentle with it

How the meat is handled after the
final grind is most important. The
meat needs to be treated gently so
that there are air pockets between
the strands to hold in the juices as it
cooks

February is Dental Health Month,
a good time to brush up on how to
keep smiles healthy. Here are a few

tps:

« Eat a well-balanced diet.

e Practice good personal oral
hygiene.

Enjoy sweets
at the end of a meal rather than be-
tween meals. Raw fruit and vegeta-
bles, popcorn, nuts and sugar-free
drinks make good snacks.

Calcium, phosphorus and vitamins
A, D and C are the nutrients contrib-
uting to healthy teeth and gums.
Milk is a good source of calcium,
phosphorus and vitamin D. To equal
the calcium in one 8ounce glass of
milk, it would be necessary to eat
two l-inch cubes of cheese, 1% cups
cottage cheese or 2 cups of ice
cream.

Yellow and dark green fruits and
vegetables are good sources of vita-
min A. Citrus fruit and tomato prod-
ucts are the best sources of vitamin
C, although it is found in smaller
quantities in most fruits and
vegetables.

Sally Field ‘hasty’ to accept award

CAMBRIDGE, Mass. (AP) — Sal-
ly Field, whose acting over three
&c&dﬂ ranged from “The Flying
Nun” to Oscar- “Norma
Rae” and “Places in the He;rt
had a lighthearted ap ch to
winning & Hasty maﬂ.':‘

“Gee, this is a nice pot.
Field, 39, told the ludlence at
Harvard’'s Hasty Pudding theater
Tuesday. “I have absolutely, total-
ly and completely nothing to say.

Then she said the last speech
she made, at the Academy Award
Oscar ceremony brought her
some criticism, adding with a
smile, “Thank you and this has
been one of the most humiliating
experiences of my life.”

MADISON, Wis. (AP) — Science
fiction writer Frank Herbert,
whose epic “Dune” has sold more
than 12 million copies in 14 lan-
guages after it first was rejected
by 20 publishers, died Tuesday at
the age of 65.

“Dun
e" was rejected by 20 publishers
before one accepted it in 1965
and has since been translated into
14 languages and sold more than
12 million copies

LULAC, BAC seek rejection of MISD plan

U.S. District Judge Lucius D. Bun-
ton last Jan. 17 ordereéd MISD to
switch from the at-large system of
electing trustees to the seven single-
member-district system

MISD had proposed a compromise
34 plan (three at-large and four sin
gle-member districts), but that pro-
posal was rejected by the judge

Bunton had ruled that the at-large
system “‘is in violation of the
constitution.”

Two weeks ago, MISD asked the
judge to reconsider and clarify his
January ruling and then proposed a
revised dual-election system. MISD
proposed two minority (single-mem-
ber) districts and then a third dis-
trict, with a majority of Anglo vot.
ers, in which five board members
would be elected at-large

In their rebuttal, filed Tuesday by
Rolando L. Rios, LULAC's and the
BAC’'s San Antonio lawyer, LULAC
and the BAC asked the judge to “im-
pose a remedy” for the April school-
board election by imposing the 740
single-member-district plan

School officials have predicted
that neighborhoods in the LHS at
tendance area currently are growing
at a faster rate than those in the
MHS attendance area. That growth is
expected to continue through 1996;
meaning significant disparities be-
tween the high schools could begin
to occur by 1989

MISD Superintendent Dr. Joseph
P. Baressi said the result of an inde
pendent study revealed that neigh

“It was custom-made,” she said.
“There just aren't a lot of programs
around for adolescents. We re-
searched and came up with a three-
phase system that includes assess-
ment, treatment and recovery.”

Wolpmann indicated that while
the program is patterned after the
adult program, there are differences
that had to be considered.

“The diagnosis in the adolescent
population is rather blurred,” he
told the Midland Independent
School District Board of Trustees at
their Tuesday meeting. Wolpmann
was enlisting support from educa-
tors for the new program.

“It's not always clear because
there are multiple problems — phys-
ically, behaviorally and with drugs
— that are all addressed as they
come up.”

THE DIFFERENT needs of the
adolescent versus the adult are why
the treatment areas are kept sepa-
rate, as well as scheduling of shared
areas.

“There are different problems and
different priorities,” added Ms
Harnden.

“For example, adults have to make
choices on how they'll live their
lives. Adolescents have to live with
the choices that are made for them.”

Both Wolpmann and Ms. Harnden
agree that few adolescents have
“just” an alcohol or drug problem.

“l don't think we're seeing any ad-
olescents who had a problem with
either,” she said. “It's both.”

Wolpmann said the only “pure al-
coholics” he is seeing are “generally
over the age of 50."

“It's non-existent in younger
groups. It's usually a poly-drug prob-
lem involving alcohol, pot, cocaine
or pills.”

As Clearview gears up to accept its
first official adolescent patients, it is
keeping tabs on two youths who
have already received treatment

“Both have graduated and are in
our Aftercare program,” said Wolp-
mann.

Also important is the setting up of

“We tell them before they are ever
admitted what is expected of them,”
said Ms. Harnden. “They know be-
forehand what they can and cannot
do. And when they are through with
treatment, they sign a ‘contract’
with their family which states what
is expected of them."”

The contract, said Ms. Harnden, is
a typed document which states there
will be no chemical use, that recov-
ery meetings (Palmer Drug Abuse
Program, Alcoholics Anonymous, for
example) will be attended and other
agreements set up between the fam-
ily and patient

Both women believe the program
will work.

“Each group of kids have their
own personalities,” said Ms. Harn
den. “They respond positively once
they know their limits. Often they
have problems because they don't
know their limits.”

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Program giving victims say in sentencing called success

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — A judge
who three years ago began giving
crime victims Inm during the sen-
program a success — and says he'’s
“turprbod at how forgiving people
are.’
Since 1983, when State District
J Tom Rickhoff announced he
would ask for victims' opinions, the
policy has been instituted statewide.

“I can't believe we functioned for
decades without this information,”
Rickhoff said.

Bexar County’s chief probation of-
ficer, Caesar Garcia, said he is re
quired — in cases where there is a
guilty Plea — to ask victims to fill
out a “victim impact statement.”

The statement not only asks for
the victim’s opinion on sentencing, it
also asks if restitution is needed for
medical bills, property damage or

stolen items.

“We call the victim and ask them
how they feel about asking for pro-
bation,” Garcia said.

“The majority of people we call
have no objection to them being put
on probation,” he said, especially
when they learn such a punishment
is like “serving a sentence outside
the penitentiary.”

“It's very structured. We don't tol-
erate nonsense.
