Jet tlown by rebels
bombs Chad airport

PARIS (AP) A Soviet-bullt jet damaged the
airport in the Chadian capital of N'Djamena with a
single bomb today, a day after French planes at

tacked an airfield built by Libyans in the rebel
held northern part of the country

French Defense Minister Paul Quiles called the
attack “a blind bombardment carried out by a

Libyan Tupolev flying at very high altitude = and
said France planned to send a 'dissuasion force o
the north-central African country and station air
craft at N'Djamena’s airport

Quiles did not specify what kind of force was
involved or how many men would be sent He said

however, that it did not represent a second "Man
ta,” the name given the French military interven
tion in Chad in 196384

“What happened this morning very much resem

bles a bluff, but France maintains its determina
tion to help the Chadian government, Quiles said

The N'Djamena airport, used for civilian and
military purposes, was only partly damaged and no
nne was injured in the attack by the Tupolev 22
the French Defense Ministry said

The runway “remains usable” for small planes
despite the 7 a.m. attack, the ministry said Quiles
said it “will be used in the new few hours to station
French aircraft”

Quiles also denjed Libyan statements saying the
airfield in northern Chad. attacked by the French
on Sunday, was a civillan facility, and said it was
bombed on President Francois Mitterrand’'s order
following a request from Chad's president, Hissene
Habre

“Ouadi Doum,” Quiles sald, “is a military base
equipped as such [t was widely damaged at six
different places. Forty bombs were dropped

Habre's government, based 4t N'Djamena in
southern Chad, receives military assistance from
France in its fight against Libyan-backed rebels of
former President Goukouni Oueddei based in the
northern part of the country

Chad says Libyan soidiers have been fighting
alongside the rebels In a new offensive that began
Feb. 10

The rebels are known to have only a few small
planes, but a report by the Libyan news agency

“Seems like the main advantage of
all these meetings is people getting
together and getting to know their
neighbors,” said McDaniel, who
pointed out that it's hard to report
strangers to police when one’s neigh-
bors are strangers, too.

There are about 20 active Neigh-
borhood Watch groug in rural Mid-
land, according to McDaniel, who
along with Sheriff's Deputy Keith
Turner is responsible for crime-pre-
vention programs outside the city
limits.

Other crime-prevention programs
include identifying peoPle'l proper-
ty with numbers so if it's stolen and
later recovered, it can be returned to
the owner; fingerprinting children
s0 they can be returned if lost or
kidnapped;, warning senior-citizen
groups about con men and their
tricks; providing programs on drug
abuse for schools and businesses;
and conducting safety programs for
young schoolchildren which, among
other things, teach them to avoid
suspicious strangers.

“I think this is one reason that we
haven't had a boy or girl turn up
missing in this town,” Benton said.
“We start talking to them in kinder-
garten. By the time they get up to
the first grade, they're pretty much
briefed on this stuff.”

Crime-prevention techniques have
been proven effective; the problem

is getting people to use them,
McDanijel said.

“I think it makes a difference,” he
said. “It kind of bothers me that peo-

le don't take advantage of it a little

it more.”

To spread awareness of what
crime-prevention programs can do,
law-enforcement officers from all
over West Texas gathered in Mid-
land in December to form the Perm-
jan Basin Crime Prevention Associa-
tion, with Benton as president.

And McDanjel said the Permian
Basin Regional Planning Commis-
sion is considering forming a region-
al crime-prevention unit, which
could be of help to smaller law-en-
forcement agencies which can't af-
ford their own units.

Having to promote their services is
not something most law-enforce-
ment officers must deal with, but at
least crime-prevention specialists get
to meet the public under relatively

leasant circumstances, notes

cDanjel.

When most law-enforcement offi-
cers meet the public, “Somebody's
either just been ripped off or they're
going to jail” he said. With crime-
prevention programs, “People real-
ize you're out there to help.”

“They're inviting us out,” said Ben-
ton. “It's very rewarding because
you're out there on a positive basis to
start with. That's what makes this
job fun.”

For the most part, Hyman blames
regulators for the industry’s woes.
They waited too long to increase
rates, he says, which kept demand
high and profits low.

More importantly, Hyman says,
many states have created a regula-
tory climate that makes utilities re-
luctant to invest money in new pro-
jects because they're afraid they
won't make a big enough profit.

“I think you can look at the utility
industry and see a great reluctance
to make major commitments on an
investment that is not going to come
to fruition for 10 years,” says Gulf
States Utilities Co. spokesman David
White.

He says the nation's utilities are
“severely concerned” that regulators
might not treat them fairly when it
comes to capital investments.

“It becomes a scary circumstance
to make a billion-dollar investmen-
t..and not feel that there is a reason-
able chance of getting a fair rate of
return,” White says

Nor
would he speculate on how many
people might be excluded from the
investigation.

“That will be up to Dr. Graham,”
he said. “This is standard for most
accident investigations.”

A NASA statement Sunday said
only that its task force was being
restructured.

But Jim Boyle, who represents res-
idential and small commerical rate-
payers at the Public Utility Commis-
sion of Texas, disagrees.

“If there are any instances where
a utility didn’t build something be-
cause they thought they weren't go-
ing to earn a profit on invested capi-
tal, I'm not aware of it,” Boyle says.
“l don't see them scratching anyth-
ing.”
Boyle characterized Hyman as “a
salesman for the utilities” who does
not distinguish between good and
bad management.

“He's selling whatever bundles of
cash he thinks utilities need, regard-
less of whether they were run effi-
ciently or prudently,” he says.

The only cure for the industry's
problems, Boyle says is for stock-
holders to pressure utilities to better
manage their affairs. “It's imper-
fect,” he says. “But that's the only
remedy that's out there.”

Jack Hopper, an independent utili-
ty consultant who helped write the
Public Utility Regulatory Act in
1975, says utilities only started com-

plaining about the regulatory pro-
Cess after they made “some grevious
blunders.”

“All the utilities acted like sheep
in the early 1970s and everybody had
to have a nuclear plant,” Hopper
says. “And that's where their prob-
lems are right now.”

He says most commissions, includ-
ing Texas’, “haven’t had the guts to
address the issue of overinvestment,
particularly in nuclear plants.”

Hopper says he knows of no regu-
latory commission that is unwilling
to put “prudent, needed construc-
tion” into a utility's rate base

“The ones I've seen being exclud-
ed are those that were questionable
or imprudent,” he says.

Public Utility Commissioner Jo
Campbell says the state’s current
regulatory process is “a very fair
process, and about as ideal a process
as we can have.”

The Texas commission does en-
courage utilities to invest capital
but only in prudent projects, she
says.

“I would agree that danger |is

there,” she says, “but it still means
that we follow the law and that’s all
a utility should expect, that’s all that
they were ever supposed to get, and
that should not discourage them”
from building new plants, if they are
needed.

As an example, Ms. Campbell said
the commission recently approved a
power plant associated with strip
mining in Central Texas. “We did
that because it was an outstanding
financial arrangement and offered
the promise of real savings to rate-
payers,” she says

Ms. Campbell says one of the
things the commission is considering
is a generic rate of return for all
investor-owned Texas utilities. Un-

" der that sort of arrangement, an effi-

ciently run utility would reap a high
er percentage of the return than a
utility that is run inefficiently

“From that aspect, | think at least
this commission is attempting to do
what we can to bring a competitive
marketplace into bearing on our reg
ulatory treatment,” she says

Marian Given, director of the El
Paso Youth Guidance Center, also
has worked on cases involving the
occult. She said Dungeons and
Dragons, a fantasy game that uses
sorcery and magic, has attracted
some teen-age interest in the
occult

Not all teen-agers who get in-
volved in the occult develop prob-
lems, according to Armando Mar
tinez, another counselor at the
guidance center.

“A healthy child with good self-
esteem, stable family and so on
usually can put these things in

“perspective,” he said. “Some of
the kids we see here already have
emotional problems.”

Anti-occult s woman Sue
Joyner estimates that 2,000 satan
ists of all ages live in El Paso. She
said El Paso has 150 active covens
Traditionally, each coven has 13
members.

Ms. Joyner is a member of
WATCH Network, a group that
believes satanism is harmful to
teen-agers. She said teen-agers of
ten are introduced to satanism
through heavy metal music songs
that glorify the occult

Brad Howsare, a high school
student, said he used to partici

pate In satanic rituals. He said he
has seen 8 to 40-year-olds at sa
tanic rituals that involved animal
sacrifices and the drinking of
blood.

Joyner said satanic rituals
sometimes involve kidnapping
sexual abuse, murder and the mu
tilation of humans or animals

El Paso police files show a re
cent increase in the number of
occult symbols at crime scenes
and relics at what appear to be
ritual sites. Police said the sym
bols or relics don't indicate satan
ists committed the crimes, but
they do reflect the occult’s grow
ing popularity

Detective Susan Reed said juve
niles painted satanic symbols on
the walls of Cielo Vista Park Bap
tist Church. Police said juveniles
also stole four speakers, a micro
phone and amplifier

Satanic signs were marked
again on the church six months
after the first incident, and a gun
was fired at the church one night,
said Rob Hoffman, the church's
pastor

Juveniles were suspected of
marking the walls and taking the
equipment. Through questioning,
police learned some of the youth
ful suspects were reputed devil
worshipers, the Times reported

Rule hasn’t affected failure rates,

AUSTIN (AP) — The controversial
no-pass, no-play rule has had no ap-
parent effect on failure rates in sev-
eral of the state's largest school dis-
tricts during its first year, a survey
shows.

Statistics from large and small
Texas school districts indicate the
percentage of students receiving
failing grades has changed little —
and even risen in some cases — in
the six grading periods since the rule
went into effect, the Austin Ameri-
can-Statesman reported Sunday.

Critics of the rule say it is not
working. Supporters say Texans
need to give it more time.

No pass, no play — associated for
the past year with heated political
debates, disgruntled parents and
tearful cheerleaders — is a provision
of the education reforms approved
by the Legislature in 1964

Under the rule, which took effect
in January 1885, any student receiv-
ing a failing mark in a course is
barred from extracurricular activi-
ties for the next six-week grading
period

Five years later, in December 1964,
the CIA found another piece of the
puzzle during a routine briefing of
Charles Kapar, an Agency for Inter-
national velopment employee
who had survived a Kuwaiti airliner
hijacking. Two AID colleagues were
brutally murdered by the hijackers,
and Kapar and an American busi-
nessman were systematically ‘tor-
tured before finally being released
at the Tehran airport.

During their six-day ordeal, Kapar
realized that two Iranian passengers
were acting as spies for the hijack-
ers, relaying any hints of passenger
resistance. And Kapar was sure he
had seen one of the Iranians before,
though he couldn‘t remember where
at first.

NEW YORK (AP) — A ban on sales
of over-thecounter drugs in capsule
form is premature, despite the scare
over the death of a woman who swal-
lowed ExtraStrength Tylenol cap-
sules tainted with deadly cyanide,
federal officials say.

The ban was suggested Sunday by
Andrew P. O'Rourke, elected execu-
tive of Westchester County, the New
York suburban area where Diane
Elsroth, 23, died last week. Investiga-
tion also turned up a second bottle
containing tain Tylenol in the
same town where the bottle contain-
ln%the fatal dose was purchased.

'Rourke suggested the federal
government control production and
sale of all drugs in capsules, but fed-
eral Food and Drug Administration
spokesman William Grigg said the
g::ernmem is not advocating such a
“We think it's premature, until we
know what the problem was and
have discussed it thoroughly, to pro-
pose solutions,” he told The Associat-
ed Press.

“You've had this happen twice
now,” O'Rourke said, referring to
poisoning in Westchester County
and the deaths in Chicago in 1982. “]
think it's time that government
came up with some type of a plan to
prevent it from happening in the
future.”

Grigg said he expected representa-
tives of the over-thecounter drug in-
dustry to discuss the issue during a
meeting of the Proprietary Associa-
tion in Washington this week.

James A. Burke, chairman of
Johnson & Johnson, which manufac-
tures Tylenol, also disagreed with
O'Rourke’s suggestion. He said sell-
ing the drug from behind store
counters “would deprive the public
of the freest system in the world in
terms of marketing consumer
products.”

Meanwhile, 14 states and at least
one foreign country have banned

the sale of Tylenol capsules. Italian
newspa reported Sunday that
the nation's of health had
barred sales of Tylenol there be-
cause of concern about the West-
chester findings.

Burke said the company lost $250
million after the Chicago scare but
has since bounced back. “Now we're
going to have to start all over again,”
he said.

“The public knowledge of this inci-
dent is almost universal. Ninety-sev-
en percent of the public, in the re-
search that we've just completed,
knows that something has happened
to Tylenol,” he said. “That’s more
people than know the name of the
president of the United States.”

O’Rourke, interviewed with Burke
and FDA head Frank E. Young on
ABC'’s “This Week With David Brink-
ley,” said a bottle of tainted Tylenol
capsules found in a Woolworth's
store in the Westchester community
of Bronxville came from a batch dif-
ferent from others around it.

“That would appear to be reverse
shoplifting, somebody came in and
actually put it on the shelf,”
O'Rourke.

Capsules from a bottle bought at
an A&P Food Store two blocks from
the Woolworth's killed Ms. Elsroth.

Sunday night, FBI spokesman Jack
French had no comment on
O'Rourke’s information about the
Woolworth’s bottle, and Grigg would
neither confirm nor deny whether it
was true.

But Bronxville police confirmed
the bottle was the only one of its lot
on the shelf.

Johnson & Johnson spokesman
Robert Kniffen said the significance
of that fact “is just not clear.”

He said a Woolworth’s distribution
center had received a shipment of
Tylenol in lot number AHA 000, the
same as that of the poisoned bottle,
and that all the other bottles from
the same lot could have been sold
previously.

On Saturday night at Raleigh, Dawkins scored 24
points, including two free throws with two seconds left,
as Duke downed No. 17 North Carolina State 72-70 in
another Atlantic Coast Conference shootout

“1 think he showed why he's the premier player in
our conference,” Duke Coach Mike Krzyzewski said of
Dawkins. “He's just done a great job whatever role we
put him in. His handling of our team while still guard
ing Rivers, I thought was just great. His last play was
just great defense.”

With point guard Tommy Amaker in foul trouble
he fouled out with 4:23 remaining Dawkins ran the
Duke offense for most of the second half He also made
eight of 20 shots from the field in scoring 18 points and
also led Duke with eight rebounds. Mark Alavie topped

Officials close-mouthed about man’s death

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Officials
remain close-mouthed as they con-
tinue an investigation into the death
of a reputed organized crime figure
who turned informant, the San An-
tonio Light reports.

Past
champions who have attended have
included North Carolina State, Ken-
tucky, North Carolina, Southwest
Louisiana, Louisville and Villanova

The list of coaches who have
brought their teams reads like a
Who's Who in NCAA College Basket-
ball: Dean Smith, Denny Crum, Bob-
by Knight, Norm Sloan and Jim Val-
vano are just a few.

Another basketball highlight is the
Northern Lights Invitational, now
considered one of the finest wom-
en's basketball tournaments in the
nation.

Gawkers may have to take their
time, however, since activities are
spread all over town, with many
staged at the Sullivan Arena and in
the downtown “buttress area” (a sec-
tion of property bordering Anchora-
ge's 4th Avenue, which collapsed
and sank during the 1964 8.8
earthquake.)

Within Anchorage itself is a huge
system of bicycle trails which con
vert to cross-country ski trails, allow
ing its users to go all over town while
never crossing a street (all trails go
under or over the roadways.)

To the north, visitors will find the
charming village of Eklutna, where
a tiny Russian Orthodox church
guards over the colorful graveyard
of the Tanaina Indians. Small repli-
cas of houses, brightly painted, sit
atop the gravesites and are adorned
with Russian Orthodox crosses — ev
idence of the Russian influence on
native culture.

Secret Service probes cases
of Lubbock credit-card fraud

LUBBOCK (AP) — The Secret Ser-
vice said it is investigating numerous
casés in this West Texas city in
which thousands of dollars of unau-
thorized credit card purchases were
run up by ple who noted others’
credit numbers off discarded
carbons.

Federal agents say criminals are
getting discarded carbons from res
taurants and trash bins to obtain
credit card numbers.

Credit card imprinting machines
emboss the carbons with quite legi
ble card numbers. For that reason,
cardholders have long been encour
aged to destroy the carbons in the
credit card receipts they sign

Secret Service agent David Freriks
said his office has handled two cases
recently, and is investigating others,
in which thousands of dollars in mer
chandise was ordered by mail using
credit card numbers obtained from
carbon papers

A log recovered during the recent

arrest of one of two suspected mem
bers of a local ring contained dozens
of credit card numbers, Freriks said
The other suspect had a list of at
least 10 cards

“They use this stuff like fences
do,” Freriks said, referring to people
who deal in stolen goods “It's cus
tom ordering, like a black market

The Secret Service was given juris
diction over two types of credit card
fraud in 1964

One is outright counterfeiting in
which a fake card is passed over the
counter The other is unauthorized
usage in which a card number |is
used to order by mail or telephone
Maintaining lists of card numbers
and owners also 1s illegal, according
to Freriks

The punishment range for card
counterfeiting is 15 to 20 years and a
fine rangning from $50,000 to

$100,000. Unauthorized card usage
carries penalties of 10 to 20 years
and $10.000 to $100,000 in fines

Instead, Baby Boomers are being
squeezed by multiple economic
forces: a labor market crowded by
their massive numbers, the national
shift of employment from manufac-
turing to service industries, slower
economic growth, higher inflation
higher real interest rates, higher tax
es and other factors

BABY BOOMERS ARE finding it
harder to afford homes and, despite
their image as free spenders, have
been actually spending less on luxu
ries than their predecessors did a de-
cade ago

Many economic, social and demo-
graphic changes of the last decade
smaller homes, more women in the
work force, later and fewer children
per family, adult children leaving
their parents’ homes later, a lower
savings rate and higher consumer
debt — are attributed at least partly
to Baby Boomers adjusting to their
financial predicaments, many ex
perts contend

“While the middle class as a grou
is not disappearing. the young m)
dle class (principally the Baby Boom
ers) has experienced a dramatic de
cline in its ability to pursue the
conventional American dream a
home, financial security and educa
ton for their children.,” sald a De
cember report prepared by the Ur
ban Institute, a Washington-based
think-tank, for the congressional
Joint Economic Committee

“The whole idea of the Baby Boom
as a group of super-affluent yuppies
is a gross distortion,” said Sandra
Shaber, a consumer economist at
Chase Econometrics, a1 teading eco-
nomic research company

DESPITE A HIGHER incidence
of two-income families and higher
educational levels, average income
for such families fell 14 percent be-
tween 1973 and 1983, according to
the Census Bureau. That makes Baby
Boomers financially worse off than
their counterparts at the same age 10
to 20 years ago, economists say.

Such a trend has far-reaching psy-
chological, social, economic and po-
litical implications.

The inability of many Baby Boom-
ers to match their ts’ status
quickly — suburban homes, provid-
ing for two or more children — is
leading to a growing disillusionment
in the generation and even might be
a factor behind the growing divorce
and suicide rate, some experts argue.

Baby Boomers’ lower savings rate,
if continued, could depress future in-
vestment in business and technol-
ogy. Their high rate of borrowing
through credit cards and other debt
instruments, which is seen as a ma-
jor force behind the recent balloon-
ing of consumer debt, sparks fears
that they may be overextending
themselves and may have to cut
back spending, which could throw
the economy into recession, some
economists fear

The plight of Baby Boomers and
their ¢ en also is increasingly in-
jecting issues of “generational equi-
ty” into debates over policies govern-
ing taxes, the fed deficit, Social
Security and other issues — particu-
larly since Baby Boomers account
for nearly half of all adults of voting
age

ONE EXAMPLE of the growing
interest in generational equity is the
formation last year of a special-inter-
est organization, Americans for Gen
erational Equity, cochaired by Sen
Dave Durenberger, R-Minn., and
Rep. James R. Jones, D-Okla., to pro-
mote reform of Social Security and
Medicare and other policies.

“A number of disturbing trends
now indicate that the immense Baby
Boom generation .. will collectively
face a disastrous retirement, and
that its children will in turn, be
much more heavily burdened with
the support of its parents than any
other generation in our nation's his
tory,” the group argued in its state
ment of purpose

The group pointed out, for exam-
ple, that given Baby Boomers' pro
pensity for having fewer children,
there will be far fewer workers to
finance the Social Security benefits
of Baby Boomers when they reach
retirement age — and those workers
will be taxed at a far higher rate
than now

Baby Boomers' children also are
suff financially. About one of
five of the nation's children are liv-
ing below the poverty level, a rate
far above that for the nation's elder-
ly a dramatic reversal from 15
years ago when the elderly had high-
er poverty rates than children. Ana-
lysts are concerned that those chil
dren from low-income families will

Planned demolition razes earthquake-damaged hotel

MEXICO CITY (AP) — One of Mexico City's landmark
hotels was demolished Sunday in a hurried-up effort to
remove an eyesore from the September er earth-
quakes before an international sports tournament.

The Continental Hotel, once owned by the Hilton
Hotel chain, was blown up in a series of planned explo-
sions that took about a dozen seconds and attracted
thousands of spectators to watch the demise of the
once-grand hotel.

The crowd roared its approval as the 16-story hotel on
the city’'s broad Paseo de la Reforma boulevard col-
lapsed into a heap of broken concrete and twisted met-
al, some six stories high.

It was the 25th building severely damaged in the
Sept. 18-20 earthquakes to be demolished by explosives.

Architect Maria Antonieta Estrada, coordinator of
the demolition project for the city government, said, “It
was perfect. It was very well done.”

“It was beautiful,” said Douglas Loizeaux, vice presi-
dent of Controlled Demolition Inc., of Phoenix, Md.

“It really surpassed our expectations. We had expect-
ed a sloppier job,” he said.

Loizeaux, whose company set the 2,420 pounds (1,100
kilograms) of Tovex water gel explosive, said his crew
hurried up the demolition work because President Mi-
guel de la Madrid ordered the building brought down
in preparation for the World Cup soccer tournament,
which starts May 31

De la Madrid, he said, ‘got tired of looking at it as he
drove to work.’

“We were working under a lot of political pressure,”
Loizeaux said

He said his crew worked around the clock for two
weeks to get the building ready for demolition. The
workers, he said, could have used another week.

With more preparation, he said, the resulting pile of
rubble would have been much smaller. Walls in the
basement, he said, should have been removed to give
more room for the debris

He also said the building had been badly damaged in

a 1967 earthquake and patched up with concrete and
steel, adding to the amount of materials that had to be
demolished.

Mrs. Estrada said last fall's quakes caused the top
three floors of the 375-room h to col:rn There was
danger, she said, the structure would fall into the busy
Reforma boulevard or onto a neighboring parking lot

Just before the lateafternoon explosion, workers
turned on hoses from the nearby 20story Banco Inter
nacional to create a wall of water to block demolition
dust from entering the bank’'s computer system

Mrs. Estrada said the workers had feared some of the
bank's floor-to-ceiling windows would be shattered in
the explosion, but no damage was apparent

To bring down the 30,000square-yard hotel, the crew
set off 1,560 detonators over 8% seconds in a series of
controlled explosions that Mrs. Estrada said were as
strong as an earthquake with an intensity of 3 on the
Richter scale

The Richter scale is a gauge of the energy released by

an earthquake, as measured by the ground motion re
corded on a seismograph Last fall's twin quakes In
Mexico City registered 81 and 75 respectively and
killed more than 7,000 people More than a dozen people
in the Continental Hotel were among the dead

An estimated 3,000 buildings were destroyed or dam
aged In the quakes
